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Group Areas Vigilance Committees

' HE Vigilance Com-
” mittee set up to
1 " awaken public opi-

nion to the dangers of the
Group ‘Areas Act has possi-
bilities of doing a lot of
good while the danger re-
mains also that it might not
live up to the great hopes
on which it was set up.

On the one hand the
committee has the distinc-
tive value of being mixed.
In it the Black and the
White opponents of the
apartheid ~ madness will
learn to work together
-against a common threat,
As Dr. Naicker has pub-
licly pointed out, the great-
est need of the moment is
for the opponents of apart-
heid to stand together; to
wagea jointstruggle against
apartheid in a united {ront
where emphasis will be on

the things agreed upon and’

not on the differences.

There is urgent need for
the differences to be push-
ed to background if apart-
heid is to be effectively
opposed.  But a main pre-
requiisite for such a thing to
happen is the creation of
an atmosphére of mutual
trust and confidence. No
group or section must be
made to feel that advantage
.is taken, in the united
front, to advance any parti-
cular ideological interests.
There must be a frank and
open acknowledgement of
the existence of the differ-

ences snd an cqually frank’

and open realisation that
now is not the time for
people to go into them,
Agreement must be con-

fined to the things opposed.
If that is what Dr. Naicker
has in mind, we would
gladly proclaim our agree-
ment with him.

But the process of awaken-
ing public opinion must not
be confined to Durban. A
start was made with the
conference held in Durban,
Plans are being made for
another to be held in Dur-
ban again, There might
be very good reasons for
this, but it has two dangers,
Firstly,' Durban is not
Natal, If the dangers of
the Group Areas Act are to
be brought home to the
people of Natal, these edu-
cative conferences should
be held in varicus parts of
Natal. Maritzburg, Lady-
smith and Newcastle are
vitally interested in Group
Areas developments.

Secondly, it is known
that the Group Areas Act
is primarily designed to
make things difficult for the
Indian section of the nation.
\Vhile the African has been
gravely hit as well, there is
no doubt in the mind of the
apartheid political adven-
turers that they are hitting
the Indian where he s
weakest. By regarding-Dur-
ban as the place where
Group Areas conferences
are to be held the danger
grows that people might
confine themselves to an
arca where the Indian popu-
lation is concentrated and
in that way tend to isolate
the Africans of northern
Natal in a struggle which

‘is vitally theirs as well.

Nothing would

suit the

* Patel has received,
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apartheider  better.  To
make ' their full imp'act,
these conferences must be
held as much where the
Indians are concentrated as
where the Africans are.

On the other hand the
establishment of the vigil-
ance committee must be
regarded only as the first
step in the movement of
ideas in a certain direc-
tion,

The real goal must at all
times be a united front in
which the African, Euro-
pean, Coloured and Indian
opponents of apartheid must
stand and resist apartheid
together,  For, in the final
reckoning, the defeat of the
Group Areas Act would
not by any means herald
the fall of race oppression.
It would certainly be a
major defeat for the race
oppressor but race oppres-
sion would still be very
strong elsewhere.

At the very best it would
be wisdom to view the
vigilaace  committee as
nothing more than an essay
inactive co-operation on the
part of the opponents of
apartheid. As such it has
very great possibilities—
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and limitations. Up -to
now collaboration has been
made difficult by the failure
to push ideological differ

clices to the background.

Platforms where the races

could stand together against

apartheid have in the end

proved irresistibly attractive

to people keen to advance

ideological interests.  But

there is no surer way 1o

destroy the will co-

operate than the enthusiasm

of ‘thesg people: what s’
more, their very enlhusmsm_
tends to make talk of joint
action suspect this
should not be the case.

But it is the possibilities
that must override every
other consideration. [f the
African, European, Colour-
ed and Indian democrats
stand  together  against
apartheid, no force that the
government can put up-can
ever be of any aval. The
real test for the vigilance
committee, then, will be
whether or not it allows it-
self to be guided by states-~
manship in tackling the
problems it has been set up
‘to grapple with.  If it does )
it will advance the cause of
democracy a step forward,

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Durban Parliamentary
Debating Society

N the 4tk June, the Durban

Parliamentary Debating So-
ciety had a debate. Mr. Ronald
W. Morsris Member for Marico
and Migister for Information and
External Affairs moved a motion
commending the stand taken by
the Reverend Father Huddleston
on behalf of the oppressed
peoples of South Africa  The
house recommended this motion
without a division.

But, svhat
is worse, is that this diminution
of rights has taken place in a
country which claims to be the
bastion of Christianity and West-
era’Cvilisation in Africa  Add-
ing insult to injury, not only our
Government, in an inferior house,
but'many of our people, ‘dispute
the right of Fatber Huddleston,
a European South™ African to
vo.ce his true opinions outside
South Africa. .

Father Huddleston maintains
that, as long as the Christian
civilised Africans are denied any
elementary direct representation
in the legislation that effects them
most directly, our claim is false.
I have yet to see or hear any
ONE of his detractors rebut this
charge. .

Father IHuddleston
maigtains that the whole approach
to Apartheid is that the end justi-
fies the means; that it completely
igoores the individual as an indi-
vidual; the family as a family and
the fundamental human nights
which. are ificreasingly accorded

Schoeman Fears Liberals Would

Hand Nation T'o Non-Whites

THE Minister of Trarsport, Mr.

B, J. Schoeman, said at a
stryddag ~festival at Maraisburg
during the weekend that the
Liberalists would hand over
South Africa to the Natives with-
out hesitation,

During the recent parliament-
ary session, more proof than ever
was witnessed about the differ-
ences in the coleur policy of the
Government and the Opposition,
It was apartheid versus integra-
tion.

The apartheid policy of the
Government protected the Euro-
pean in all phases of life.

The United Party, the Labcur
Party and the Native Representa-
tives found themselves on com-
mon ground. The only differ.
ence was that the Labour Party
and the Native Representatives
wanted to go further than, the
United Party had been prepared
to go so far. ’

But there was no difference in
their opposition to . apartheid.
But there was a fundamental
differencs in the viewpoint of the
Liberalist and the Nationalst,

The Liberalist was convinced
that if education were given to
the Native be would at the same
time become civilised. To them
education and civilisation meant
the same thing.

Give the Native education they
say. Then he would be civilised
and able to hold his own., Then,
they say, he cot'lld exercise the

right to vote on an equal basis
with the European, and also
undertake the responsibilities of
government,

Because the Liberalist was
honestly convinced of this view-
point he was an essential danger
to Whitc South Africa. He would
without hesitation, band South
Africa over to the Native, the
Minister said

“We have to deal with an
Opposition whicli is moving on
the road towards Liberalism. We
also have to deal with an unscru-
pulots Party without principles

. and who do not have the slight-

est conception of political moral-
ity," he said .
The Minister said the Govean-

ment would not put the Natives

on a common voters' roll, no
matter how much education they
had, > It took us hundreds of
years to’reach our present stand-
ard of civilisation. If a European
was illiterate he was still a awvi-
lised being

The Minister of Labour, Sena-
tor J. de Klerk said'at a stryddag
function at Van der Bijl Park on
Saturday that the essence of
the parliamentary session was a
struggle between apartheid and
integration.

The Minister said the speeches
of some Members of Parliament
were bordering on incitement,
He said that such speeches could
only have a bad effect on the
Natives,—Sapa.

Is it Father Huddlcston's: fault
that the logical application of the

Equally they are
almost pathologically sensitive to
criticism from outside, whether
it is expressed by a committee of
UNO or by Canon Collins,
Invariably the defence is that
none can understand Sourh Afris
ca’s problems except White South
Africans  No one apparently,
can understand the “‘pative’” ex-
cept his boss or his ‘“missus.!
And none should dare to bring
the bar of world opinion (or of
the Christian conccience outside
the Union) such complicated
problems. To doso is to be a
traitor to one's country; an ‘‘uit-
lander" who refuses to recognise
its claim to loyaliy—in any case
a person whose opinions are
valueless and can be ignored.

“The truth is that the over-
whelming majority of South Afri-
cans of the “Wkite'' group have
no conception whatever of human
relationships except that based on
racial domination. The only
Africans they kunow, they know
as servants or as employees,
Whilst the centre of the South
African scene has shifted inevit-
ably to the citics and their ia-
dustrial areas, the vast majority
of ‘Europeans’ have no know-
ledge whatever of the urban Afri-
can and lis backgreund. The
greatest tragedy, in one sense, of
the present situation is the total
ignorance of those in responsible
positions of government of the
way in which young Afrca thinks,
taltks and lives At least here,
after tivelve years of the closest
possible contact with the urbans
ised African, I can claim an

THIS policy is now to be c?rricd

out by the expropriatory
"provisions of the Group Areas
Act to make room for the
emergent Afrikaner trader and
other late-comer in the field, who
‘wield more political power than
the Indian minority. It would
scem that the present set-up of
South African society tends to
encourage the expression of
¢lemental passions, however much
jhese may be disguised in the re-
fined and complex language of
the law.

Aq interesting feature of the
history of the Indian commercial
class it that whereas they wete
once unpopular because of their
alleged habit of transferring pro-
fits to India, they are now being
restricted precisely because they
have sunk-their profits and
savings in this country in -pro-
fitable investments. The fact
that Indians have invested mil-
lions of pounds (the exact amount
is only guesswork) in real estate
in South Africa, is an indication
of the extent to which this class,
too, has come to regard South
Africa asits permanent home.
This class has given its full sup-
port to the erection of Indian
schools, bospitals, and places of
warship, .

To rurn now to the political
side the Indian Government ex-
pected the labourets who setiled
permanently in Natal to epjoy
the same politicai rights as other
citizens. As a matter of fact,
both the ex indentured labourer
and the free immigrant were
eligible for the parlimeatary fran-
chise in Natal, until.they -were
deprived of this privilege in 1896.
Then in 1924 they were deprived
of the municipal fraachise, It is
clear that the Indian people
were an integral part of the poli-
tical structure for many decades
before they were excluded.

General Smuts enacted legis-
lation in 1946 providing for ia-
direct communal representation
of the Indianin the Union Par-
liament and direct communal re-
presentation in the Natal Provin-

cial Council. ‘The Indian people
rejected the indirect and com-
munal form of representation.
The present Govefnment” re-
scinded this'piece of legislation.
The iniquity of taxation without
tepresentation can hardly be de-
fended in this age, but the prac-
tice continues.

One cannot, however, wish
away a problem, especially when
itis a matter concerning basic
human rights The Indians are
de facto and de jure-an integral
part of Scuth African society.
It remains to translate this fact
into full political and economic
integration in accordance with
the Charter of the United Na-
tions, to which South Africa is
sigqatoriv.

The Indian has neither the
aspiration nor the hope of ever
ruling over the African or Euro-
pean peoples, Once the provin-
cial barriers to their inter-pro-
vincial migration ~ are thrown
open, they will be so spread out
that there will be no concentra-
tion of Indians in any stredgth
to cause asense of insecurity in
anybody. Though they are a tiny
minority, Indians have not feared
their neighbours on the grounds
of religion, race, culture, or
numbers. Nor are they in-
tolerant of other people’s’ cus-
toms and manners. Left alone
they are sure of achieving a higher
synthesis of living in this plural
society. No Christian, Mushm,
or pagan has need to fear the
religion of the Hindus, for Hiu-
duism i3 not a militant, pro-
selytizing religion., Marrjage ta-
boos are still strong enough to
prevent miscegenation on a wide
scale, The sanction of the Mixed
Marriages Act is not as strong as
the traditional taboos. Indians
are, of course, ‘conscious of their

cultural  heritage—a  heritage

which has made contributions to ~

world zivilisation. Their adher<
ence to some aspects of their ah-
cient heritage is not incompatible
with their participation in govern-
ment or inthe exercise of their
skills in the economic sphere.
From Dr. Hilda Kuper's account
of their family life, and from the
account of their mode of living,

there seems \no reason why any
exception- should be taken by
Europeans to the Indian way of
life in South Africa. They ate
frank admirers of the achieve-
ments of the West and have zot
hesitated to borrow elements of
western culture. They are also
ackhowledged to be an indus-
trious, peace-loving people.

The argument of this paper
has been that in spite of certain
observable differences in, appear-
ance and cultural practices, the
Indian people are by birth, length
of residence, acclimitization, kin-
ship associations,  education,
acculturation, and economic pur-
suits an integral pact of South
African “society. They enrich
South African cullure by their
very differences, A broad South
Africanism does not imply the
obliteration of all national char-
acteristics. South Africa is not
populated by a ho‘mogencous
group of people. The only goal
for such a nation is to achieve
unity in diversity. On the other

hand, the setting up of rigidly
defined enclaves for different -na-

- tionalities will ncither 13ad to

the growth of a common patriot
ism and common nationhood por
ensurc the perpetual dominance
of the white group, which some
seek to achieve, In‘truth, loyalty
to a brozd South Africanism just
does not exist *in our country
today. The Europeans are pri-
marily concerned with building
up 2 South African™nation com-
posed only of the Aftikaners and
the English-speaking peoples.
Their loyalty is to the concept of
race supremacy. The place of
the non whites in such a nation
will not be diffevent from that of
colonial subjects  There 1s also
growing up a form of African
nationalism which treads the same
path of seeking to subordinate
all non-Africans.

The oaly way out for us is to
build a common naticohcod in~
which every national element is
regarded as an integral and in-
dispensable element, to work to-
wards an inclusive, in-drawisg
social framework in wh'ch the
fruits of peace ard prosperity,
and the apxieties and sacnfices of
danger are shared together.
