OLITICAL gangsterism seems in mood to run
H? riot in this country these days. The United

[Sometime ago we introduced an Essay Competition in ‘Indian
Opinion’. §Pamphlets were jdelivered to schools and to the
general public, and young people all over were invited to write on
#The Quality in Mabatma Gandhi That Impressed Me Most.” We
regret to say, that from our appeal, to hundreds, we received
only five entries, of which only three sent us their essays. Two
of these were from Africans and one from an Indian, This com-
petition was the fiest of its kind, and it was introduced by us to
encourage more young people to read Gandhian Literature, We
were indeed disappointed by the very poor respense, and the lack
of initiative amongst our young generation.

The Essays were read by Mr. M. B. Naidoo, Vice-Principal of
Sastri Collepe and a Trustee of the Phoenix Settlement.

AHATMA GANDHI was

born in 1869 and died in
January, 1948, Mabatma in -the

There is no other nzme that
would better fit this great leader,
than Mahatma. One author says,
#He was endowed with few of the
traditional qualities of leader-
ship, but endowed with a clear
vision and a tenacious faith, this
tematkable man awakened in
opptessed peoples a sense of their
dignity and a resolution to strive
for their independence. Hislong
struggple on behalf of the Indians
. in South Africa and his emergence
later as a prophet in the hearts
of millions of his fellowmen ¢
his poliitcal shrewdaess and legal
acumen enabled him to translate
bis faith unto effective action,
Above all, he won world renown
]

in the Mabatma's life which was
spent in service.

His parents had brought up
Gandhbi in a very religious ac-
mosphere. The Mahatma's fatber,
Kaba Gandhi passed away when
the Mahdtma was still a youth,
The Mahatma completed his
studies in London, when he was
already married and bad a son.
Soon he was invited by a certain
firm in South Africa and came to
South Africa in 1893 to serve
their barrister.

In Natal, Gandhi was faced
with race prejudice xhich ags
peared in the most “‘degraded
insults, social and political, heap-
«d on the Indian community
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individually aed collectively.’
Soon a case in which Gandhi
was working was to be held at
Pretoria. Gandhi had to go by
train to Pretoria and a first class
ticket was hought for him., But
on the train he was told to shift
to a non-European coach and was
put off the train, because he re-
fused to shift. He did not try to
use force or violence, but re-
mained alone in the waiting
room, ‘There Gandhi made up
his mind to remain in South
Africa and work hard, suffer if
necessary, to release Indiams.
Butin all his strupgles to raise
the status of the Indians he was
to be non-viclent. All the bitter
experiences he faced made him
the more prepared to create res-
pect for India in South Africa.

The laws against Indians in
South Africa were not fair and
life was hard for them, Gandhi
fought againat these laws with all
his strength, and taught his fol-
lowers how to fight against them.
He was strict in his insistence
that everything must be done
peacefully. He had chosen the
noble and best path of mon-
violence.

The Satyagraha was a move-
ment started 'by Gandhi for
struggling against injustice by
means of non-violence. “Satya-
graha'* means “the Force which
is born.of Truth and Love or
Non.violence.”” ‘This new prin-
ciple met its first success when
the famous Gandhi-Smuts meet-
ing was successful, which abol-
ished the principal Indian grieve
ances,

Again, in India, Gandhi—~in
his struggle in Champaran in
helping the oppressed peasants—
conducted the struggle to success
or rather victoty by means of
“Satyagraha’ agitation. Once,
the people, during Bombay riots,
abuzed the Satyagraha by taking
violent measutes, As a resuly
Gandhi felt that he was to blame
for enttusting the weapon of
non-violence to people who had
not been ready to use it. More-
over, he was arrested for the
first time in India. He made a
speech to defend his movement
and his own priaciples. The
judge accepted the pureness of
his desires but sentenced him to
six years’ imprisonment,

Oa his return with the family
to South Afcica, Gandhi was
awaited by white people angered
by the “Green Pamphlet” which
be published in India. A mob
itl-treated him, When the Gov-
ernment wanted to  arrest the
leaders of the mob, he refused to
point them out, as he did not
waot to hurt anybody. He was
always seeking for peace and not
violence. “*Gandhi when crushed,

fought back only with absolute
truthfulness and love; These
weapons achieved more than
violence or force could have dencs
The non-violent resistance freed
his country from foreign rule and
turned his onetime enemies into
friends,”

We see then that Mahatma
Gandhi taught the principle of

MONG the various arguments used before the the Parliamentary
Setect Committee in favour of apartheid in the nursing profession,
perbaps most weight was given to the allepation that non-white nurses
{especially Africans) required a different training syllabus 10 Euro-

peans.

Miss C. A. Nothard of the
Nurging Council explained: “The
sense of responsibility of a Euro-
pean and a non-European nurse
is different and we must there-
fore train them differently, if we
in the end want them to bave the
same sense of responsibility.
Oace you train them differently
you must register them differ-
ently.'”

Onpe might have supposed that,
even if Miss Nothard's basic
assumption is correct (which 1s
doubtful), either you trained them
the same way and thus failed to
produce the same sepse of re-
sponsibility in the end;" or you
trained them “differently in order
16 produce that desirable similarity
at the end. Miss Nothard pre-
ferred to bkave it both ways, pos-
sibly because her main concern
was to advocate a separate regis-
ter and her reasoning was subor-
dtnated to that aim.

Advocate van Reenen put it
more succinctly, also on behalf
of the Nursing Council: “You
cannot have one standard for a
highly developed race and the
same for a lower developed race.”
Quite so. There is to be no
pretence of ¢ the same end.)’

And this point is made even
m>are abundantly clear by the dis-
cussion of dietetics as being “‘un-
necessary®’ in the tramniog of non-
white nurses. Miss Nothard
thought dictetics pointless for

* them, as the “diet of non-Euro-
peans is not the same as for
Europeans.”” And Advacate van
Reenen said: ““They will have the
same tducation but a different
syllabus,”  (Surely a colossal
quibble?) “It will be a basic and
practisal syllabus which will be of
help to the non-Eutopean as
such. You caanot ask a qu:zstion
on dietetics to a non-European
tke 3ame way io which you put it
to 2.European. They do no:
live in the same way.”

Of cousrse, they do not. But
shonld they not learn? The
Directress of the Transvaal Nur-
ting Services did not think so,

And one woonders what these
carnest advocates of keeping from
non-white nurses knowledge of
what “an erdipary human being"
should eat, would say if confront-
ed by a recent BBC lecture by
Prof. I. Gillman of Nata! Univer-
suity en “Malourrition 1n Africa.’

Prof. Gillman's thesis is that
chronic malnutrition, oot hunger,
is the basic health problem of
this continent, He compares it
to an iceberg of which only a tiny
fraction is visible in the form of
diagnosed cases of acute nutri-
tional failure. But he insists that
post-mortems on large numbers
of apparently healthy Africans
reveal ‘‘widespread bodily dam-
age, due to grossly unsatisfactory
diet,”

To this cause he attributes the
fict that African life expectancy
in the Usion is about 36 years,
compared ro the Europeans’' 70,
‘The European death rare on the
Rand 1s 76 per 1,000, Africans
209 Two-tbirds of African
deaths could be auributed 10
diseases connected with diet de-
ficiency. A recent Cisker survey
showed that 242 out of every
1,000 African children die before
they are one year old, 327 before
two years and 5058 before they
are 18, Among African school
children 60-70 per cent, are re-
cognisably malcourished, 50 per
cent. need medical or nursing
attention, 10 per cent. ought to
be hospitalised for severe defi-
ciency conditions{ Grown Afri-
cans bear the marks of the un-
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dernourishment of their mothers
and their own infancy till their
dying day It is one of the
greatest factors jn the *laziness,
irresponsibility ete, of the Na-
tives.”’

Prof. Gillman emphasises that
thiz is a long-term disability to
which there are no quick answers,
We are not even yet sure what is
the ideal diet, though we can
recognise obviously inadequate
ones. And the lonp-term ravages
of persistent maloutrition cancot
be remedied by short-term in-
fusion of deficient vitamins etc.
Such remedies often produce
hatmful and even toxic effects,

Starving people do not develop
degeneratory nutritional diseases.
The inmates of Belsen and Buch-
enwald were virtually free of
scurvy, pellagra etc. These de-
ficieney diseases thrive upon a
quantitatively adequate diet of
qualitatively inadequate food.
Ani thrive the more successfully
because the warning signal of
hunger is nat visible.

Overweight White people with
cardiac tendencies are as mal-
nourished in anotber ways as
underweight, stunted Africans
whe average at least 10 lbs. less,
age for age, height for height,
than average healthy Europeans,
But the overweight White usually
chooses his food badly or is
greedy, The African is restricted
by poverty and igoorance. His
diet is deficient in calories and
vitamins. It ia also badly ue-
balanced, with too great a reliance
on one cheap staple food (eg.
maize.} The result is 2 seriously
weakened constitution, liable 1o
pellagra, chronic liver diseases,
undue susceptibility to iofection.
premature senility.

What is too often referred to
as the African’s “inferior meantal
capacity” is frequently due two
chroaic, low grade cerebral dam-
age resulting from persistent mul-
nutrition over a period of years,

Few of these chronic symptoms
are curable by later medical
atention, though they may be
palliated. The damage has gone
too deep for too long. Ir, there-
fare follows that African mal.
nutrtion must be tackled at
source—the pregnant mother, the
babies and the school children.
Did Dr. Verwoerd really almost
ehminate  the  school-feeding
scheme among Africans, yet leave
it among the far better fed
Whites_? .

Aud it must be tackled by
diversifying the Africans’ diet, so
that mealie meal becomes a
smaller proportion of the food
consumed—more eggs, bread,
buner, milk, meat, fish, fruit and
vegetables, says Prof, Gillman,
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Of course, much of the remedy
lies outside the medical sphere—
in raising Africam incomes to a
level at which they can afford a
more varied diet. The bus boy-
cotts have revealed how food is
the caly item in the budgets of
the very poor which ean be cut
back when incomces fall below
subsistence leve'.

But, in face of Prof Gillman's
analysis, would Mrs., Searlé still
consider it “scupid’’ far African
ourses to learn that “an ordinary
human being's diet should stare
with grapefruir, eges and bacon"?
Perhaps if they bad a lutle more
general dictetic training, these
nurses would help save the un-
born African generations from
the fate so graphically depicted
by Prof. Gillman and thereby
enrich our country's future human
potential.

Electricity Board has been turn-
ing its eye to the future, The
conclusion it reached from its
own forward estimates was that
the full capacity of the Owen
Falls dam was likely to be
attained by 3965. In oider to
get a second opinion the “Eco.
nomist” Intelligence Unit was
asked to make a stody of the
prospects for economic growth
in Uganda with 2 view 1o
assessing the potential demard
for electricity. The report on
this study, which bas just been
published, suggests that while
the board may hzve been too
optimistic io some of its calca-
lations a second source of sup.
ply will almost cortainly te
needed before 1970, At the end
of that time the national in-
come is expected to be two-
thirds greater than it is now as
there are at present many small
industrial consumerg waiting to
be connected to the system, the
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demand for electricity is likely
to grow coonsiderably faster,
Tabking into account the pro-
bable requirements ¢cf Kenya
(which already buys a third of
the Owen Falls cutput) there
seems to be a sound case for
getting ahead with another
dam without much delay. There
should be a market for its sups
ply even on the rather conser-
vative assumptions which this
report makes aboat the pro-
gress of heavier industries and
the growth of consumption in
African households. Cheap and
plentiful power is, in practice,
probably the surest way to
bring about a rapid rise in
productivity and incomef and
also to attract new industries
into a country that has good
natural resources.
