CHRISTOPHER GELL

\WAS on my way to Cape Town when 1 Jearnt of the d\:ath of
that most remarkable man ef our times—Christopher Gell, I
was shocked and grieved because although in recent years he and
I had grown to see the truth from widely, diffecent perspectives, 1
felt deeply that the enemies of race oppression had lost & valiang

fighter,

I bad at all times seen Chris-
tepher Gell from two angles : the
determined crusader against race
oppression and the possessor of
a apirit which would not yield to
adversity. To have had dealings
with him was to bave been ex-
posed to experiences which left

"a striking af'd lasting impression,

Without doubt he was one of
the foremost and certainly beste
informed, critics of apartheid,
He went about this task with a
care for facts which impressed
even his bitterest opponents, I
shall not forget the rare capacity
he bad for marshalling his facts
and interpreting them in ways
which exposed the utter hollows
poess of apartheid. Those of us
who fought by his side feel
keenly that we have lost- one
whose services we always valued.

At a time when African nation-
alism is splitting ta producc ita
uncompromising wing, the pre.
sence of men fike Christophes
Gell was an assurance that the
bridges of contact between Black
and White would not be demo-
lished completely, His going
reduces the number of those who
were willing to speak to the
African in a language he might
be willing to understand It piles
up heavier burdens on the re-
mainieg And where so much
is at stake for both Black and
White, the loss of a single soldier
could, in piven situations, be
catastrophic. And when the de-
ceased is no ordinary musket-
beacer, but an officer, the death
might mark a turning.point in
the struggle.

To Build

Chbristopher Gell played no
small part in Influencing the
course of events in a section of
non-White opinion. And at this
point we might assess some of
his contributions if to” build on
the most constructive of them
and abandon the negative. He
stood uncompromisingly for a
democracy which had  visible
meaning in the day to day life of
the man of colour. To him,
demacracy was not just a matter
of fine ideals and hopes; it had to
be valid in the life of the washer.
woman driven out of the locatlon
with nawhere to go; in the life of

the Afeican Nurse presumed the
inferior of her White colleague.
I amcertain that if he had had
good health ke would have been
amoog thore Whites who have
gooe to gaol i protest againee
face oppression,

But Gell could also see the
truth from shockingly limited -
persprctives and take offence
when prople told him of this,
He saw the Left lead Pert Eljza-
beth  Africans powerfully  and
succeasfully in the resistance
campaign. And from then on-
wards be was prepared to act as
though he belicved they had at"
least more virtue on their side
than evesybody else From there
it followed that he had to mistake
the particular for the general,
And when others, aware of the
fuller picture, were not as adu.
latory towards his beroes, be taok
offence of a deep and, fometimes,
very personal nature. So much
50 that be could even ifnput:,
wholly without foundation, the
baseat motives to those who saw
the truth differemly,

Impatient

1 could oot understand this
There are Buropeans who are so
fed up with race oppression that
they are impatient to see §t re-
moved in our national life with .
the minimum ef delay. In their
impatience they sometimes fall
into the ercor of acting as though
they believe the African can do o'
0o wrong—gimply because he hag
been sioned against 30 much,
over such a long petiod. Thought-
ful people on my aide of the -
colour line resent this ateitude -
because it is either unconsciously

. PAlropising or regards us as [

special people—which we are not,
We are human beings with o)l the
vlrtges and vices to which the
race of Man is heir. We ask for
no special treatment for ourselves -
becsuse we oppose apecial treate
ment for the Whites.

Because of difficulties eatirely
beyond his control Christopher
Gell did not have the opportugity
to move in the African commu-
alty in ways which would have
enabled him to  realise how
strongly we feel agaiaat’ being
regarded as a special people.

None of thess factors at

South Africa’s white popula-
tion prides itself on mrintain-
ing "white, Christian civilisa-
tion””, By what conceivable
Christian standard can we Beep
out the non-white majority of

, Chbrist?

Here I would quote from a
passage in Philip Mason'’s
""Essay on Racial Tension™
(Chatham House), which does
not explicitly deal with the
Christian standpoint but never-
theless seems to me admirably

"basic rejection iavolved
in the doctrine of segrega-
tion. Nor can any promises
of African states reconcile
the African to a regime
founded on a policy of repu.

sible, to depress them in
every way with the object of
keepiop them ag loog as pos-
sible in & servile state. But it
surely does argue a mixed
set of values to alienate a
people by segregation and at
the same time spend money
on educating them...”

We white South Africans Jo
have & “mixed sst of values”
and we gre—whether in jts
popular or total forms—advos
cating “a policy of repudia-
tion.”” Asan instance of both
thesce trends there is the fre-
quent Natiopalist aArgument
that “social contact destroys
colour cousciousness and en-
dangers our (ctacialistic) senges
of ‘national identity’.” )

grounds to an extent far ex.
ceeding the policy of the main
Opposition political party,

It is true that much of the
wioistry and more of the laity
of the Dutch Reformed
Churches believe that QOhristians
ity lends itself to an ethic of
racial separation supported by
such Old Testament texts as
the tower of Babel, the children
of Ham and even ‘‘the hewers
of wood and drawers of water,”
But it ill becomes adherents of
the Englishespeabing churches
to judge them harshly.  For
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thovgh the official pelicy of all
the English churches is the unity
of all Christians in Christ, here
as well as hereafter, they pracs
rise it only io n small mipority
of their churches and even less
in their daily secular life.

Nevertheless this swhole racial
question is a basic moral difem-
ma o2 which there is, with the
partial exception of the Dutch
Reformed Churches, a quite
definite Christian standpoint
And I believe, as others, that it
is our calliog and duty, as
Christians, to strive to make
that standpoint more and more
effective, despite human frailty,
and never to accept any human
problem as ultimately iosoluble
or beyond ourstrength, for it is
not on human strength alooe
that Christicns rely,

The more I get to know non-
Whites as people and friends,
the more firmly I believe that
an integrated state is’ possible,
if not today, then in the reason-
ably near future, So few white
South Africans afford thems-
selves the opportunity and
pleasure of mahing friends

acrose ‘' the colour bar.
Woe need to be helped to
noderstand that the present

position of “white man boss”
and the enforced subservience
of non-Whites is (az both Pro-
fessor Olivier and I weuld
agree} morally indefensible and
physically untenable for more
than a moment in history; and,
secondly, that the ultimate
objective of partition involves
a calamitous drop in the stand-
ard of living of both Black and
White and cession of land and
resources on the sort of scale I
bhave indicated, makipg it al-
most ag distasteful to whites
as integration, il not eventually
moze SO,

Qf course, the rigR isincreased
by every day we continue our
present forms of partial and
repiressive apartheid,

But other countzies (the West
Indies, Brazil, Mauntius efc)
have proved the possibility of
n white minocrity retaining mos
of its ecomomic good fortune
and more of its national in-
fluence and ciiltural identity as
a sbilled and experienced elite,
even aiter the racial barriers
are down. -

Whichever way white South
Africa loobs, it faces tremens

-dous risks; Thera is no avoid-
iog them now, no safe way out,
It has to deliberate whether it
will sacrifice much of its land
and iovestments; or its preju.
dices. Its monopely or political
and economic power and its
absolute sccisl exclusiveness.

Balancing the tremendous
risks facing the South Africen
Whites is an equally masgsive
but exciting challenge. As the
strongest, most stable white
populption in Africa their de-
cisicn can make or break the
future of western civilisation
throughout the continent of
Africe.

€JJOW is it that the sharks

spared you?' was the first
qtiestion put to us as 000 a5 WE
stepped aboard the Tapye, the
cargo vessel which brought us
from the Natuna Islands, And
again, during the conversation on
H.M.S, ‘Dampier,’” one of the
officers observed: “It is hard to

I remember that T smiled wryly
on both the occasions.

When I“‘a:e the photographs

We, A.M.E.'s are groundsmen.
We don't actually fly the ’planes,
and for that reason some people
have a tendency to look ‘down
upon us But the really good
pilots—and my friend the late
QCaptain Jatar was one of them—
konow that it is the humble and
unglamorous ground-engineer
who makes it possible for them
to fly their aircraft safely,

I have always had the feeling
that the engineers pesform a very
important and vital function in
the smooth running of an aisline.
You may say that we are the
doctors-—or, rather, the nurse
maids, and the aircraft is our
baby!

We are certainly devoted to the
planes entrusted to our care and
which we check and recheck, and
whetever necessary repair and
overhaul, before we permit any
of them to take to the ait. We
are ground-engineers; but we are
not permanently grounded,

Olften cooupgh we find ourselves
in the air—on duty, not for a joy-
ride, :

Whetever our panes go an

Eighteen months of labour go
into the making of a single Con-
stellation. Hundreds of aircraft
designers, draftsman, engineers,
mechanics, welders, electricians,

. and other skilled workers, men

and women, sweated at high
pressure to produce the sleek-
bodied aircraft with the maker’s
serial No. 2696, the Lockheed
Constellation — L-749A, which
was given the registratiopn mark-
ing VT-DEP and the romantic
name ‘Kashmir Princess’ when it
was bought by Air International,

I was one of the team of Air
India International engineers and
pilots who were sent to Lock-
heed’s plant in California to
acquire one of the Super-Con-
atellations for the A L1’s inter-
continental service.

So when I think of the ‘Kash-
mir Princess,” I also remember
her birth-place the gigantic Lock-
heed establishment, where 38,000
men aod women work to produce
the constellation’s and Super-
Constellations. I remember the
ingenious and intricate processes
which must be gone through for
eighteen months before a ‘plane
like ‘Kashmir Princess’ comes off
the assembly line,

All this comes to my mind as
I sit down to write about the
disaster, for that is where and
how ‘Kashmir Princess’ was'born
—finest product of American
technical skill, Form California -
she travelled to India via New
Yotk and London.

Four days before ‘Kashmir
Princess' embarked on that last
fateful flight, I bad'not the faint.
est idea that I would be on jt,
Qunly a day before 1 was informed
that I must go with it all the way
te Jakarta.

I was not particularly happy at
the prospect becauge it meant a
loog and tiring journey. ‘That's
what I wrote to my HBancee,
Kamal, in Rewa in a letter that
I posted a minute before the de-
parture of the plage, .

She was naturally much in my
thoughts at that time for we were
due to be married next month,
and in fact Kamal's mother and
sister came to se¢ me off at the
airpart to coofirm the date of the
marriage which wag fixed for [9th
of May.

No, I was not very enthusiastic
about going on that flight, -‘Bwt
later I felt happy and excited
when I learnt that from Hong-
kong we would be flying a Chinese
delegation to the Bandung Con.

The 10th of April 1955 was
like any-other day of Bombay
summer — suany, bright and
warm,..

I was little piqued at  thie.

Alittle later after ‘take.off I

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“You are a lucky man. The
Prime Minister of China will be
on board,"” said the Commander,
Was I thrilled?

After a brief halt at Calcutta,
we took off for Bangkok. As the
passengers were nAnding  their
seats, the Air Hostess began her
usual polite speech of welcome:

#May I have your kind atten-
tion, please? We welcome on
board the Kashmir Princess all
the passengers...... etc. etc It
was all too familiar, to me.

Thep, as we taxied across the
runway, came her voice again,
This time it was the Life Jacket
announcement, This, too, I
bave heard hundreds of times so
that I koew it almost by heart.
I could hear every word of what
she said without straining my
ears at all,

#May I have your attention,
please! As Life Boat Drill is a
pormal routine on board ship,
we would like to show you how
to use a Lifc ' Jacket in the ua-
likely event of an emergency
landing on water...”” And, as
each of the two Flight ,rPurs:rs
took hold of a life-jacket to de«
montsrate, the voice of the Air
Hostess droned on, “Your Life
Jacket is within reach, is easily
put on, secured and can be in-
flated automatically by pulling a
taggie.

A mouth piece is provided as
an additional device for inflation,
It is important to remember that
Life Jackets should not be in-
flated until you are clear off the
aircraft.’” Then the re-assuring
phrase. * This demonstration is
a2 normal procedure” and the
final ‘Thank you,”

Then the loud.speaker was
switched off, the Flight Pursers
replaced the Life Jackets on the
racks, and I said to myself,
*Thank heavens, it's over now
3nd 1 can have a bit of sleep,”

We landed at Bangkok in the
early houss of April L1th. Iwas
wilking along the corridor of
the Denmuang Airpoert terminal
building towards the restaurant,
Capt, Jatar, as handsome and
well-groomed as ever, and wear-
ing a2 warm, pleasant smile, in-
tetcepted me.

“Ty the aircrafe alleight3'" asked
Capt. Jatar.

“Perfect,”” I replied and pro-
ceeded to the restaurant,

Ag I was having my breakfast,
I heard some one calling, ‘Hello,
Karpik." 1 turned round and
faw my old friend Capt. Dikshit

ant, When I returned the aircraft
Ifound tbat D'Cunha had just
finished his checks and was ex.

Bangkok to Hongkong was a
four hours’ fight. Ispent most
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of the time trying to sleepsin the
passenger cabin.

The weather was fine, the air-
plane perfect and the crew was
fresh,

At Hongkong

We reached Hongkong in the
early afternoon, The weather
was bright ani cloudless. Fine
weather is a blessing at this air-
port which ir one of the most
treacherous aicports in the world.

It is situated at the base of
high hills which encircle three
fourths of the circumference of
the airport, the remaining side
being open to the sea. This air-
port allows no mistakes, either on
the part of the pilot or engineer.

After the pastengers disem-
barked, the crew of ‘Kashmir
Princess’ atepped out and locked
at the defiant, stubborn hills with
an air, *Ah, you rcan’t stop us."”

This was the end of our sche-
duled flight but not yet ‘journey’s
end for us and our ‘Princess.’
Soon we must take off on a
charter flight to Jakarta, carrying
the Chinese Delegation,

I set about my work vigorously
checking the hundred and one
mechanical details of the plane,
The ‘Kashmir Princess’ has done
a splendid job fiying {rom Bam
bay to Hongkong without de-
veloping any defects, and I felt
praud of it.

After about an hour or so, the
engine would be called upen to
bear the toughest work of the
flight, the take-off from a very
short runaway facing tall bills; it
would be a trying test of the

power of the engines, and the
skill of the pilot.

Immediately aftec the ajrplane
stopped, a number of workers of
the Hongkong Aircraft Engineer-
ing Corporation—mostly local
Chinese—thronged zround, some
checking the anim:s, oil levels,
3ome connecting externa) electric-
al power supply, some attending
to the refuelling, and most of
them wiping the spilled oil from
the engine exterior.

The red and yellow petral
‘bowser’ rolled in front of the
airplane, , Smartly attired Chin.
ese workers laid out the pipes and
with meticulous precision staried
refuelling the ‘Kashmic Princess’
for her non-stop flight to Jakarta,

D'Cunha stood on the wing
supervising the refuelling, And
both of us had to go without
lunch..

Whnlc I was in the cockpit,
checking the engines, and

D'Cunha  was supervising the
refuelling, the rest of the crew
were having their lunch in the
airport restaurant.

In every airport restaurant in
the world, the crew are served at
a separate table, so that they can
have their meals in peace, un.

disturbed by the chattering pas-
sengers,

The pilots, engincers, naviga~
tors, pursers and air-hostesses
have ali to be awake, alert and
often on their feet, while pas-
sengers can relax and even sleep
on their pull-back seats or
sleepecettes, and so this quiet
meal in between two flights pra-
vides the crew with a much-
needed period of rest and re
laxation,

On that fateful afternoon of
11th April, 1955, the Hongkong
airpert restaurant was not crowd-
ed, because the only ‘plane then
abott to leave was the ‘Kashmir
Princess’ on a chatered flight,
with only 11 passengers, most of
whom had already finished their
lupchk and now stood here and
there in small groups talking in
Chinese.

Some of them—obviously dip-
lomats—carried important look-
ing brief-cases on their way to
the Bandung Conference where
their country would dramatically
makz her first public bow before

an - international gathering  of
statesmen,
Passengers
Wy
But none of them had the

squat figure and dark bhandsome
feature of Chou Enlai who twas
originally expected to be among
the passengers on this charter
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flight. The talk at the Air-India
International table only briefly
touched the information that,
contrary to their earlier expecta-
tions, the Chinese Premier wan
pot to be one of the passengers
on their plane,

But the crew of international

planes are strictly trained in dis-
cretion, and Captain Jatar did

oot eacourage the topic to
be discussed further. *
Their business was to fly

whoever was on board, swiftly,
safely, and surely in the prc:ent
ipstance, to Jakarta.

Meaowhile, the meal was ex-
celleat, the metearologist had
promised clear weather, and it
was good to be in company of
such tried and tested friends and
comrades God was surely in
heaven and everything was well
with the world! Or was it?
