Mr. Nehru Keeps Silent

This may be discretion
and the desire to follow
Mr. Nehtu's advice to his-
guests not to embarrass
their host; it may even be
compulsion; nebody knows
and nobody in India cares
to find out. Indians do not
feel friendly towards the
Chinese, but they see no
reason to annoy them un-
necessarily, and as more
Tibetans come into India—
the number of refugees
must be over 13,000 by now,
and the first few hundreds
have reached the Assam
plain, where they are being
concentrated in a camp at
Missamari—they are begin-
ning to have second thoughts
about Tibet.

Some of the people who
six weeks ago criticised Mr.
Nehru for not offering asy-
lum to the Tibetans are
now beginning to say that
the burden of hospitality is
heavy and that the Tibetans
are hopelessly feudal. Mr.
Nehru himself is saying
nothing and his party is
following the advice he gave
them to keep silent and not
annoy the Chinese.

Nevertheless Tibet keeps
spluttering. There are the

No proselytism in aided
schools; 'no  religious instrie-
tions in’ schools without the
copsent of the Government; no
conversion of schools with
prayer kouses; no intoxicants or
tobacco to be given to students;
no agitations or mestings to be
held against the Government.

Unrest

Intense and widespread unrest
has been incited by these among
all the people in Kerala, except
those who must support the
ruling party. The fact that the
Bducation Bill has obitained the
Presideot £ assent as being lIegal
and constitutional has not soft-
ened the opposition. The pre-
sent agitation however, is not
merely an expression ol opposie
tion to these mengures alone,
even though it is made out to
be so. The suspecsion of all
firearm licences and the cone
tinuing lebour trouble in the
tesn plantations have added to
it. Rowdy methods by Come
munist supporters can never be
tolerated, least of all by people
in a State that has the highest
perceantage of literacy in India.

The **Deliverance Day” sup-
plied the first test of strength
for the Communist regime.
Large.scale transfers of police
officials were ordered to meet
the agitrtion more effectively
in areas where great trouble
was expected; The Kerla
Home Minister, Mr.C. Achutha
Menon, emphatically denied
that the traosfers had been made
as per the suggestions made by
the Communist Party: He said
that there wes no truth in
charges that the Party had
issued a circular to its members
to “spy on” and report about
the loyalty of Government offi-
cizls at all places.

Clashes

To avoid any possible clashes,
the Communist Party had order=
ed its units oot to hold any
public meetings or demonstra-
tions on June j32. That, per.
haps, explains to some extent

Teachers
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"Aid For

Proposed

(From Our Correspondent)

RESOLUTION is to come up

for consideration before the
Natal Indian Teachers' Society in
July that its benefit fund scheme
be expanded to include medical
aid for Indian teachers and their
families who have to have treat-
ment.

Thefproposal also suggests that
a portion of the Scciety’s annual
income be set aside for this pur-
pose, It is estimated that the
subscription paid to the NITS by
Indian teachers in Natal \is more
than £1,500 per year.

In addition, the proposal ad-
vacates the deduction of a small
levy from salaries cach month by
the Natal Education Department
for the setting up of a Medical
Aid Scheme for Indian teachers
and their families, The sugges-
tion is that membership of such
a scheme should be compulsory
to teachers.

Other Funds

In view of the fact that many
industrial and commercial con-
cerns, as well as some of the
large trade unions, conduct either

medical aid scheme cr pravident
funds or both, 1o which both
employer as well as employee
contribute, the establishment a
scheme as envisaged by this pro-
posal should be quite feasible,
To the argument that the Gov-
eroment may oot be prepared to
undertake such a project there is
the counter that the Railway's
Staff Association runs benefit
schemes for Railway employees
with the active support and en-
couragement of the Union Gov-
ernment.  There is no valid rea-
gon why the Natal Provincial
Admipistration should not itself
initiate measures, or if this proves
impracticable, to lend all assist-
ance and support to the various
teachers’ societies in this direc-
tion.

Kerala To-day: India’s Communist

Trouble

(From Our Own Corrospondent )

THE thin atrip on the West Coast, the reptile-shaped State of
Karala, is apain the cynosure of attention all over the world.
It came into newe as the first Communist State in the biggest
democracy in the wotld. A “Suviet-influenced” State in Repub~

lican India was considered *“‘socmewhat unusunl.”

The “‘cxperis

ment,” as rome uncharitably termed it, was to be watched with
interest in & country whose Premier stood for neutrality and, at
the same time, non-encouragement-to Communist followers,

Today, the tempo gains
momentum in Kerala as moves
and counter-moves are plonoed.
in what hes come to be known
as the “battle for schools.”
Following the ‘Deliverance
Day. hartel oo Jupe 1z, which
passed off in n much easier
menuer than expected, despite
some clashes and angry scenes,
the opponeats to the Governa
ment ate busy mustering forces
to bring the Communists to
heel, The cxtreme provocation
supplied by the IGg‘:ernment to
ordinarily pence-loving citizens
may yet bring its downfall.

What e¢xactly is the back-
ground to the whole agitatioc?
Althourh newspapers have re-
peatedly made 2 mention of the
trouble in the State, the cold
details zaad the bacirround bave
still to be ste.ted.

The Educeation Bill passed in
the State Assombly set the
apitational ball rolling, The
masain poiots it makes are:

Teachers

All the teachers ara to be
appointed by the Public Service
Commission under the govern.
mental eye; all fees are to be
paid to the Gavernment; tbe
salaries of the teachers are Lo be
paid by the Goveroment; Come
munal reservation of seats in
the private schools; condition
of the service of staff to be de~
termined by the Government;
new text books to be prescribad
by the Government; only the
schools abiding by such lawsg

to 'be recognised by the
penel. o
Following this, the Governe

ment also passed rules to ems
power it to take over all the
private schools with seveo-day
notices, These rules stressed the
almost complete disregard for
normally accepted democratic
principles. The rules included
these points:

No praselytism {n aided
schools; no rseligious instruc-
tions in schools without the
consent of the Government; no
conversion of schools with
prayer houses; no intoxicants or
tobacco to be given to students;
no agitations or meetings to be
held against the Goverament.

Unrest

{utense and widespread unrest
has been incited by these among
all the people in Kerala, except
those who must support the
ruliog party, The fact that the
Lducation Bill has obtained the
Peesident s assent as being legal
and constitutional has not soft-
ened the opposition. fhe pre-
sent agitation however, is not
merely an expression of opposi-
tion to these measures elooe,
even thourh it ic made out to
be sc. The suspeosion of all
fireazm ficences and the coge
tipuior lobour troudle io the
tea plentations bave edded to
ity Rowdy methads by Come
munist supporters can never be
tolerated, least of all by prople
in o State that has the highest
percentage of literacy in India.

The “Dcliverance Day” sup-
plied the first test of strenuth
for the Commuuist regime,
Large.scale transfers of police
officials wrere ordered to meeat
the agitation more eflectively
in areas where great trouble
was expecteds The Kerala
Home Minister, Mr.C. Achutha
Meoon, emphatically denied
that the traosfers had been made
ac per the suggestions made by
the Commuagist Party, He said
that there wrs no truth in
cherges that the Party had
issued a circular to its members
to "spy on” and report absut
the loyalty of Government offi«
cials at all places.

Clashes

To avoid any possible clashes,
the Communist Party bad order-
ed its onits not to hold any
public meetings or demonstra.
tions oo Juoe 32. That, per-
hapr, explaing to some extent
the relative peace that prevailed
op that day, although ail did
not go through as quietly ac
expected or as desired, , Partly,
the peace was a result of Mr,
Nehru's stirring appeal to’all
peoplc to avaid trouhle at all
costs, ah iodication of the great
following be still bas,

Besides the agitation in that
tensioneloaded State, there are
other factors which Deep it ip
the news. The problem of food,

¢

which has nlvrays been the buge
bear of Indian planners, would
make the coastal State the
ceotre for still preater discon-
tent. Prices of rice stocks are
tisiog fast and threnten (o up=
set the very frbric of economy
there, With the ndvent ol mon-
soon, pod carly heavy showers
forcing peoplr to remain in-
doors without work, n very lean
period is threatenin 1 the reople.

In the Stats Acsembly the
Speaker, Mr, Sankaranarcyanan
Thampi, disallowed a Congress
adjouroment motion to discus:
the “soaring prices” after the
Chief Minister, 4r, Namboodri-
pad, had erplained the situa-
tion,

Mr. Namboodripad said theit
his Government was doing is
utmost to feed the people dur-
ing the lean months,

The Food Minister, Lir. K, C.
George, had gone to Delhi to
negotiate for the quick dispatch
of rice supplies promised by the
Government of Indiz, The
Union Government had pro=
mised 50,000 tomc of rice for
four months., The Chiet Hinig.
ter, bowever, said that the
State’s effort to buy rice at cou-
trolled rates from the Youtl ern
Food Zooe was not varv civrrs-cy
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Simultaneously, at a meeting
in New Delhi between Mr,
George and the Union Food
Minister, Mr. A, P. Jaio, ond
other officiels, it was decided
that .the rice quotz to card-
holders in Kerala would be
increased to check the risring
prices. This, to some extent,
may stave off trouble from rices
hungry.

Mr. Gaitskell Advises
Ghana

R. GAITSKELL said at @ Press conference in Accra at the

end of bis week’s visit to Gbaaa that a npewly ecmergeat

country required a bigh degree of personal leadership provided

that this waz coupled with true Democracy, and that a twao-party
or multisparty set-up was esseatial for democracy.

From his discussiops with
the Prime Minister and other
Ministers he was satisfied tbat
it twas the desire and iotention
of the present Government of
Gbana to develop democracy in
Ghapz. But he would like to
sez relations between Governe
mznt and Opposition become
more normal. [n this connece
tion he hoped that the Opposi-
tion woulde be williog and able
‘to play its proper part.

Election Complaint

In reply toa questioner who
asked where the truth lay bet=
ween allegations imade by the
Government and those made by
the Opposition, he said that o
weel was insufficient to enable
bhim to express categorically
any view. In his talBs with
Opposition leaders they had
expressed apprehension concern-
ing affairs in Ghbaoa, but in
spite of this be was satisfied
that the Goveroment's intention
was to establish democracy.

From all accounts the recent
by-election in Kumasi had been
fairly fought and, though one
or two complmints bad been
made to him, they were of only
o minor nature.

On the other hand, an episode
like the recent case of the South
Anlo constituency gave one fo
wonder, and he could only hope
that it would be quickly clear-
ed up.

Mr, Gaitskell was relerring to
the Opposition charge that the
United Party caondidatc was
prevented from Bliog bis nomi-
nation pape:rs by the police,
who ar¢ested and detatined him
on the morniag of May j3g,
closing date for eatericg nomi-
nation papers.

It would appear thnot aflter
the police had released the
candidate to go to file his nomi-
nation papers he had been
prevented oy other persons

from reaching the agent’s office, .

The commissioner of police,

while denying that the police
bed in any way restricted the
candidate, added that he. re-
cogoized that certain- aspects
of the matter might require
further investigation, and the
matter was receiving considerae
tioo.

During his visit Mr. Gaitskell,
who came to Accra as the result
of an invitation fram the Prime
Minister, extended about a year
ogo, has visited Kumasi, where
he had discussions with the
Opposition leaders, and he had
what he described as interestiog
and serious conversations with
the Prime Minister and other
leading residents, both Gbha-
naian and European,

He said that be had been
pacticularly impressed by the
development of the Cocoa
Research Institute and by the
amount of development he bad
s~en in and around the couotry.
He said that there was nothiog
more irritating than to be given
advice, but that he swould pre-
sume to advise the pewly
independent African countries
on theee points

Mr. Gaitskell said that it
was satisfying to sees the com-
plete racial equality which
existed in (Ghana and that he
felt tbat for any newly in-
dependent African country the
essentials were racial equality,
democracy, and economic de-
velopment, all of which he saw
in Ghenoa.
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
