&SPEAKING on the occasion
Mr Gandbi pointed out that
sincerity of purpose and honesty
of jaction and mouve were the
essentials of prayer and fasung
for political and other objectives,
Ste hopsd that she bad, by the
fast, shared some little of the
sufferings of others, Although 1t

was announced that numbers of

other women would join her at
Photnix 1o the fast this was not
really realised Many women
aaid that they had fasted 1o thesr
own homes for two and three
days. I¢ bad not been possible
for them to come to Phoenix fer
community fasung,

An interesting feature of the
fast was the presence at Phoenix
of a number of African men and
women who joined tn the fasting
and prayer at later stages A
number of Africans spent Monday
nught 1n the Sarvodaya Building
at Phoenix praying and fasuog
for those who had been detained
and for their dependents On
Tuesday there was a great deal of
actwity at Phoenix, particularly
1n the afternoon when large num-
bees of people who had fasted on
their own arrived for the cere-
monial breaking of the fast

There was an impressive ren-
deriog of bharan singing by the
children of the Settlement. This
was followed by a few short
speeches explaiming the =mgmifi

ficance of the occasion and the
purpost of the fast,
