ence was over. It would be an excellent 1dea for a group
of people who believe 1n Gandhi to get together and
examine the method of the working of this Gandht Foresn-
dation with the object of establishing something along
the same lines but adapted to the particular needs of this
country and of the Continent of Africa a large,

A Gandhr Foundatron that we have in mund need
not at all be a political bady directly connected with the
struggle of the people against injustice and tyranny It
should be a body for studying and for suggesting, a body
for providing the philosophical and moral background of
a movement engaged in practical work. It s depressing-
ly true that there are very few people 1n this country who
Lnow anything much about Gandhi, his political tech-
niques, his religious and sodal reforms, his views on
society and a whole host of other things. A Gandi:
Lonndation could aim to remedy this defect. It could
warh for the prapagation of Gandhism and the dissemina-

In my early youth I was taught
to repeat what tn Hindu scrip-
tures are known as one thousand
names of God., But these one
thousand names of God were by
no means exhaustive We be-
lieve—and I thipk it s the
teuth-—that God bas a3 many
namey as there are creatures and,
tbeccfore, we alse say that God
s nameless and amnce God has
many forms we also consider Him
formleas, and since He aspeaks to
us through many tonpgues we cons
sider Him to be spcechless and
soan And 50 when I came to
atudy Islam I found that Islam
too had many names for Ged, I
would say with those who say
God 13 Love, God 13 Love But
deep down in me I used to say
that though God may be Love,
God 13 Truth, aboave all, If 1t is
possible for the human tongue to
give the fullest description of
God, I have comc to the con-
clusion that for myself, God is
Trutk, But two years ago I
went a step {urther and said that
Truth 11 God. You will 2ce the
fine distinction between the twe
statements, viz. that God is Truth
apd Truth 73 Goed, AndI came
to that conciusion after a con-
tinuous asql relentless search'dfcer
Truth which began nearly ‘fifty
yeara agoy I then found thart the
nearest approach to Truth was
through love.! But I also found
that love has many roeapings 18
the English langusge at least and
that hunxan love 1z the nsense of

passtont could become a degrad- *

and sclence inhuman cruelties '
are perpetrated on animals when:
men perform wivisection There
are tbus 2 number of difficultiea
1a the way, no?’matter how your
describe God, But the human
mind 15 2 limited thing, and you,
bhave to labour under Limitations
when you think of a being or
cotity who is beyond the power
of map to grasp

Aud then we bave another
thing in Hindu pbilesophy, viz.
God alone 1t and nothing else
exists, and the same truth you
find empHasized apd exemplified
in the Kalma of Islam. There
you find'it cleatly stated—that
God alone i and nothing clse
exists In face the Sansknt word -
for Truth w a word which

Amoong the letters to Mr, Nehru
compiled in this book are those
from Geo'ge Bernard Shaw,
Bertrand Russell, Lord Lothian,
Sir Stafford Cripps, Avoic Be-
sant, Romain Rolland Madame
Sun Yat-Ses, Mao Tse-tung,
besides many others wrtten by

a policy for achieving the objee
uve of the struggle  Although
almost none of the participants
or leaders of the Montogomery
Negeoes' bus boycatt were avowed
pacifists, the movement bad a
steong rehigious character It was
constantly emphasised that the
non-violent way was the Christian
way, and thae the Negroes should
love the whites while refusing to
ride the segregated buses

Nearly all of the resistance
movements led or inspired by
Gandb:  are classified under
#'peaceful remistance,' although
Gandbt's satyagraha 1s recogoized
1o this typology as aoe of the nine
types of generic non-violence,
This 13 because of the very real
diffetences between these strug.
gles and Gandht’s full approach,
Gandht called the types of non-.
violence practsed 1o such resist.
ance movemems the “non-vio.
lence of the weak’' as contrased
to the *“non-viclence of the
brave' based on inner conviction.
He believed that the former
would achieve certain limited
goals but 1ta eflect would net be
30 great as the lacter, In his later
years, Gandhi distinguished more
sbarplyl between these, saying
that the “‘mon.violence of the
weak"” was not geswne satya-
graha. These movementa include,
for example, the 1928 Bardoli
peasants struggle and the 1930-31
sodependence otrupgle

Satyagraha

“Satyagrahy” is the type of
generic nonsviclence developed
by Mobandas K. Gandbi. It
m*ans (ypproximsatiely) “adber-
snce to Truth” or '‘rehance oa
Truth"—Truth baving the con-
potation of Estence of Being, or
reality The believer 1o "satyzs
preba,' a “calyagrahi”, syms at
attaimng Truth through love
and right nctiop., *'Satyagraba®
is n matter of pniaciple, It was
developed by Giandhi through
hix searchings and experiments
in his persopal life, and his
efarts at combating social evals
and bwuilding & better social
ordes, The “satysgrabi" seeks
to® turn the searchlight 1award"'
and to \mprove his cwn hfa so
that he does no harm to others.
He seeks to combsat ev1l 1n the
wo:ld throuph bis own way of
hiving, constiuchve work, and
remstance and action against
what are regarded nsevals, He
seeks to convert the opponent
through sympathy , patience,
trathfulness, apd seli-nﬂie:mg.
He believes that sufficient truth.
fuloess, iearlessness and deep
tonvichon will enable him to
atiach that which be regards as
evils, repardless of tbe odds
aganet him, He will not com-
promise on basic moral 1sues
though he may op secondary
matters Gapdhi lelt behind no
systematised philosophical syse
tem, He deslt with practical
problems as the arose and sought
solutions for them witlin the
context of his basic ethical
principles-  ''satya®  {truth)
shimsa (aone«pjury to liviog
beogs 1o thought, word and
deed) and equality The *'satya-
grab:t” believes that mesos aad
ends must be equally pure

A Sasic part of “satyapraha'
in Gandbi's view was a con-
structive programme to bumld
a pew socinl and economic order
through wvoluntary construetive
work, 1his hc regarded as more
imporiant thao renistacce, The
Iadian consicuctive programme
included & vanety of specific
mensures aumed at sotal ame
provement education,decentral-
1zed economic production apd
oas umptios, and improvement
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1n the lot of the oppressed
gections of the population. He
beliaved that such a programme
gradually bulds up the struce
ture of a new pop-violent society
while resistance nnd direct
action nre uied to remove parts
of the old structure which are
ocbstacles to the naw one,

When social ewils require
direct and active challenging,
Gandhi believed, the various,
methods of peaceful remstance
and noneviolent direct action
(o the senses in which the terms
are uted in th s {paper} provide
& substitute for rioting, violent
revolution or war. Gandhi hes
made 2 unigua rcootribution 1o
combining non-violence ar a
prnciple with the techoiques
and strategy ol resistaace,
forging 1t into s method of
meeting social cooflicts which
was rozarded ms moreinfluential
than both ipdividval example
and persuasion without such
supporling action and the pre-
vious forms of noneviolent re-
sistance  Investigation, negoe
tiation, publicity, sellspunficas
tion, temporary work stoppages,
picketing boycotls, non-payment
of taxes, mass migration from
the Stats, various forms of non=«
co operation, civil disobedience
and the fast (under strict licons
tations) are among possible

Non-violent revolus
tion bes & mlxed orgin, Thas
mny, for the purposcs of analysis
ba roughly divided 1nto thosean
which ideological factors zre
piedominopt and those 1o which
they are subordinate to “prac.
tical” cfforts ta find tolutions to
certain pressiog social praoblems
The ‘ideclogical” apd “prac.
ticel” factors are, however,
never {ully separated, On one
band, the ideclogies concerped
propose solutions for social
problems,and on the ather, the
search for solutions for such
prohlems at some stage mevite
ably involves consideration of
1deological approaches por se
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or methods of action which are
closely related to them. On the
ideological level noneviolent
revolution has been developing
through tbe interplay and syn-
thesis of several formerly dis-
tinct approacbes. These include
(1) certain types of pacrfism,
largely “moral resistance” and
the Tolstoyan snd Quaker/ ape
proaches (Yactive reconcilias
tion”), (2) “satyagraba and (3)
1deologies of socaal revolution
{1e, batic social cbange), ine
cluding the socielist, ansrchist
and deceatralist approaches, In
some way ‘satyagraha’ 1s the
most 1mportant of these, largely
because 1t combines & “pacifist”
position with a method of re.
sistance and revolution, thus
