PHQHE centenary of the cormung of the Indian people
to South Africa is now almost on top of us—and

we, as a community, are no nearer doing anything
to commemorate 1t than we were over a jear ago when
there was much wranglng over whether to celebrate or
commemorate It 1s, indeed, a tragic state of affatrs that
we, as a people, do not seem to possess much sentiment
We seem to be more than content with our material
achuevements in this country  From humble beginnings
we have prospered, from perambulating éagmen we have
risen to 1mposing businessmen, from peasant fabourers
we hate risen to the estate of substanual farmeis and
from the ranks of unshilled labourers we have risen, 1n
spite of the greatest opposiion and obstruction, to the
ranhs of the shilled  So, everything considered, we, as a
people, have 1n the face of miuch suffering, obstruction
and outright villification,, made tremendous strides 1n our
material wellare over the last hundred years

South Africa, up and down the world for two reasons,

First, 1t has

showan iteelf 1ncapable of understanding 113 own racial problems If
it persists 1n 11s preseat course of treating the Bantu outside the
Rescrves as migrant visitors 1t will ensure that the troubles of recent

months return with redoubled force

Secondly, uo governmeat can

hope to be regarded with respect so lopg as it arrests so many of s
subjects of the highest atanding in Soutb African society and keeps
them io privon without trial and without resort to thetr legal advisers.
Even if the unfortunate victuns of 1his flouting of the sule of law
were released there 13 no guarantee that the evil business will not be

repeated.

REFERRING to the posstion
of the Africans The Times
saya—The hupge majorsty of
South Africana, thatis tke Banty,
13 nc less remlient than  the
minority It has cootributed a
lion's share—and for less reward
that 1t deserves—to the buoyant
economy. The argument often
put forward that native labourin
the Union 1s better off than
Africans are farther up the con-
tinent 1s mere special pleading.
There 1s no doubt tkat South
African employers could, 1n many
cases, pay higher wages than they
do and that it would be 1n their
own long term interests thus to
add to the wealth of the black
consumer’s matket The same
point may validly be made about
the Coloured pecple and with
the Indizns in Natal.

Time will—it may reasonably
‘be guessed—remedy this, for
public opinton 1n South Africa
13 10 a state of transition. It 1s
moving, if alowly, away from the
ald end firmly beld conviction
that “Kaffirs” were a lazy lot
who could not be relied on to do
an bonest day's work and who
did 'not know how to spend
money except on self indulgerce
The more thoughtful South
Africans recopnize today that a
non European middle class 1s an
essential buttress without which
the Union cannot stand 1n the
coming years. The questions-
mark that kangs over the Union
ig how to make thoughtful opi-
nion effective 1o the policies of
the Government

These polictes, as directed by
successive Prime Ninisters in
Nattonalist cabinets, Malan,
Strydom, and now Dr, Verwoerd,
fhave been 3lmost umiversally
condemned outside the Unien

and are, furthermore, and to a
growing extent, not accepted by
many South Africans themselves
The reactton of the present
miniftry to the grm affaurs at
Sharpeville and the Cape has
come under the widest ceasure
of world opiaion Apologists,
nntably Mr Louw, have protested
that what 13 being done 1s not
understood and that the press
Britain, Europe and Amersca has
raised a smoke-screen of lies and
distortions between the Nation-
alist Government and ordinary
men aod women, This s a
fallacy, and those who cling to 1t
are following the habit, unfairly
attributed to that sensible South
African  bird tbe ostrich, of
burying their heads 1n the sand.

RAINING faciines far
tuberculoais workers avail-
able in the country are at present
confined mostly to doctors
through Diploma Courses 1o
Tuberculosis conducted by some
of the universities 1n India This
tramning covers both theoretical
and practical courses including
letters on Pathology, Bacteriology
and d:fferential diagnoms and
treatment of varous forms of
tuberculosia The emphasis 18
usually on clinical aspects o
tuberculosis and how best to
deal with individual  sufferers,
Though epidemiological 2spects
are 1acluded 1n the curriculum,
1o actual practice sn many centres
this occupies a secondary place,
and teaching in this respect 13
mainly theorectical with hittle or
no field tratoing  While tbis
type of traming may sull be
needed for providing the staff re-
quired for tuberculosis 1astitu-
tions, especially bospitals and
sanatoria, the ume has come to
mntroduce 2 type of training in
which the emphasis will be on
tuberculosis contral measures in
a community rather thao dealing
with individual sufferecs. This
13 specially needed 1n countries
where the disease 13 widely pre-
valent and where dealing with
individual sufferers aloze ts not
likely to make a dent :n the
tuberculosts problem
The policy adopted 1n India is
to expand tuberculosis clinic
services with special emphasis
on domicthaey trealment. For
this purpose and for dealing with
tuberculous cases on a commu-
nily basis not only doctors but a
large number of specially tramned
ancillaty personnel, such as home
visitors, technicians, etc, are
needed ‘The country 13 finding
it difficult to secure the services
of an adequate number of dectorn
even for its current public health
and medical work,and 1t 15 un
reasonable 1o expect that the ex-
panding tuberculosts work can
be undertaken mainly by doctors
Our policy, lherefote, 13 to
make use of as many ancillary

persannel as possible and be
satjafied with a minimum npum-
ber of doc'ors, All these cate-
gories will need spectal training
to equip them for the new type
of work Fot tlus purpose a
Tuberculosizs Training Instiue
is now being catablished 1n Ban-
galore,

This Ios flu'e will undertake
to train the senjor ataff who are
o man the various Tuberculosin
Centres in the country and also
tbose who are likely to direct
ants tuberculoms  work 1n the
States. The trainees will include
doctors, bealth or home wisilors,
laboratory and X ray technicians,
healtb educators and soctal work-
ers This trainipg programme s
not meant (o supplant post-
graduate training given to doctors
1n the existing set up but 15 only
to supplement this Moreover,
the Ipstitute is not meant or
planoed to train all doctors and
and all tuberculosis workers
needed for the country, It wall
confine itself to training of dec
tors, who are to be 1n charge of
tuberculosis clinics, and senior
public health nurses who are to

supervise the home wisiting
services, It will also 1rain laba
ratory and X-ray technicians

spectally needed for the type of
wotk needed jn a tuberculosis
clinte, The tesponsibility of
training the majorsty of workers
needed for the implementation of
Tuberculosis schemezs 1n  the
country wili be that of Demcen:
stration and Traiming Cen'res 1n
various States

What will be attempted at 1he
National Tubereulosis Insti ule
will be to inculcate 1n those who
are to direct luberculosis work 1n
different cenires, a new vision’
a new outlogk lo enable them io
accept the Communi y Service
as the imporiant normal proce-

EW DELHI.—A non-offi=
oial resolution eeeking to
provide free and ocompulsory
edunoation for the deaf and dumb
children was talked out in the
Rajya’Sabha
Dr K. L:8hrimali, Ednocation
Minlster, replying to the debate,
paid that though Government
were 1n general sympathetio to-
wards the epirit of the resolation,
it would not be practicable for
for them to provide free and
compnlscry eduoation imme-
diately for the deaf and damb
ohildren to make them self-
reliant He said duoring the
Third Plan, Governmect were
hoping to provido free and coms=
puleory edunoation to a large
majority of ohildren of school-
going age  An this programme
expanded, he hoped, Govern-
ment wounld be able to smist in
the development of eduoation of
the deaf and dumb and other
handicapped ohildren also
The ooat of educating a handi«
capped ohkild was muoch more
than what they had to spend on
a normal obild, in view of the
specinlised ptafl and the scientifio
uid required,
Dr. Shrimali 8aid Goveroment
had already taken some ateps for

the training of the nsoemsary
personnel for teaching the handie
capped children.

1t the voluntary sgenoies doing
soclal work undertook the work
af ednoating the deat and dumb
and other handleapped children,
Government wonld be prepared
to give more than the present
G0 per oent assistance to suah
wnstitations he added,

Mrs, Bavitri Devi Nigam
{Cong —U.P.). moving the reso-
lution, said that thers were abont
16 Iakh deat and dumb in thbe
country, but only 30,000 of them
got faoilities of education. This
sduoation too was [nadequate.
