Radhakrishnan said that
Pandit Motilal Nebru bad been
not caly a great organiser and
a geeat parliamentarian, but a per-
son to whom communal harmony
was a deep-felt conviction,

Apgra city was lepitimately
proud of Motilal Nehru who
bhad been a great lawyer, patsiot
and one who was ineapable of
anything wrong or dishonourable.
His personal charm and powerful
chatacter, Dr. Radhakrishnan said,
won bim esteem from both In.
diaos and Britishers, In every
sense of the word he was a mag-
Danimous man.

Gandhiji's Lead

The Vice-President said that
the credit for Motital's entry into
pelitics went to Gandhiji abd Mr.
Jawabarlal Nebew, apart from
forces of history, He is no brave
man whose spirit does not rise
when things are at their worst,
Though accustomed to 2 very
comfortable life and regarded as
a great admirer of the Western
style and manners, he subjected
bimself to the discipline which
Gandbiji imposed on bis fol-
lowers.

Gandtiji made spinning the
basis of bis constructive pro-
pramme, Spinning and weaving
of khaddar bad become obligatory
for political workers. Khaddar
became abond of sympatby be-
twween political wotkers and the
millions of India, Motilal Nehsu
cast aside his foreign dress and
put on khaddar in Indian style
and looked even more impressive
and autractive. FHe hawked khad-
dar in the steeets of Allshabad.
He joined the Civil Disobedience
Movement in 1930 and suffered
periods of imprisenment,

“In his political activities,”
Dr. Radhakrishnan said, Motilal
Nebru was the leader of the
Swaraj Party in the Central Ag

sembly and set standards which
we ar¢ striving to follow. From
the Visitors’ Gallery, I saw him
on occasions at wotk in the
Central Assembly as the Leader
of the Opposition. Most dis-
tinguished in apperance as in
intellect, be led the Opposition
with great astuteness, legal acu-
men and parljiamentary skill,”

He organised opposition o the
Simon Commission, He presided
over the All Parties” Conference
and drew up a constitution for
the country. In 1928 he was
president of the Calcutta session
of the Indian National Congress,
Tt was 2 great joy for him to see
Mr. Jawaharlal Nehru take over
from bim as Coogress président.
He quoted a Persian couplet
which said that what the father
bad not been able to achieve the
son would,

The Vice-President szid: *To-
day we are in one of the creative
epochs of our history....Motilal
was not a victim of the blind
fatality of history ina violent age,
He bad faith in the spitit of man
to mould history.”

HE call for a three-day “stay-at-home” issued to
Dﬂq the non- European people by the National Action

Council did not achieve much success. In fact, in
the words of the chief architect of the call, Nelson Man-
dela, it failed. There is, however, no need for pcs_simism
over the failure, On the contrary, a thorough examina-
tion of the whole plan and its objects is required so that
a more effective system of action can be planned, The
Indian people in Durban answered the call solidly. Most
Indian workers did not go to work and yet the majority
of the African workers went to work,
their businesses on Monday almost'to a man. But there
is a suspicion that the Indian stayed away from work,
from school and from business mote because he was
afraid of the possible consequences of not responding to
the call. It is rather a tragic situation to be in. There
Is no doubt that the Indian is today more than ever aware
of the fact that the future of this country lies with the
Africen people, Saracens, armoured-cars, citizen force on
duty, air force screeching overhead notwithstanding, He
is willing to co-operate but, unfortunately, he cannot get
over the fears engendered by the rioting of 1949, Yet
whether or not the Indian people stand solidly by any
demands of the African people does not matter much in
the course of this country’s future history. That rests on
the shouldets of the African people themselves. It has
been seen that the effort of the Indian people during the
week did not matter much, it anything at all. On the
other hand had the Africans responded solidly to the call
the whole couatry would have ground to a halt. While
then the Indian occupies a somewhat invidious position
in South Africa today and the majority of the African
people do not sectn ready to resist the laws that oppress
them, the stay-at-home call and its consequences pose
many questions.

The major question is: Is such a blanket call adg-
ressed to the nation at large strategically sound? Next,
is it to be honestly believed that people will spontaneous-
ly follow a call issued by leaders who have themselves
gone underground?  And then how does all this tie up
with the question of Civil Disobedience and Satyagralia?
Is it not rather necessary that protest against oppression
should be of a more specific nature? Were it not better
to pick on a single oppressive measure firs, educate the
people on the nature of the action to be pursued, inform
the Government accordingly and then act? The seeds of
this approach to the national struggle were contained in
the obortive attempts of a year ago, It would seem that
the violence which took place on the side of the non-
European people then was due to the presence of criminal

RAJGHAT MEMORIAL TAKING SHAPE

ANATION'S HOMAGE

‘ AS the citizens of the capital

and othees visited the Samadhi
at Rajghat in reverential homage
in January, the 13th anoniversary
of the death of Gandbiji, they
found the familiar landscape trans-
formed 2nd the precincts wearing
a new look,

The permatent memorial on
this hallowed spot, where the
morlal remains of Gandbiji were
cremated, has begun to take shape.
Over the years, millions, from
common folk to distinguished
foreign visitors, have geme to
Rajghat to pay their respect to
one who not only led the Indian
people to freedom and welded
them into nationhood, but also
left a message of peace and
brothethood for a2 distregsed
world.

The main features of Rajphat
bave thus been familiar not only
to the people of Delhi but teo
large numbers of those who have
visited this ancient city and made
it a point to include Rajghat in
their, itiperary,. -

These are: the Samadhi in the
centre, three terraces of lush
green lawos, a variety of trees
planted by well-known Indians
and foreigners—all lending the
place a peaceful and quiescent
atmosphere.

The permanent memorial, which
is now coming up at this place,
just 800 feet east of the point
where the old in Dethi merges
with the ever-growing new, will
tretain and integrate some of these
loved features, with i's imposing
yet simple architectural design,

Work began on the memorial
in May Jas: year on the basis of
a design prepared by a leading
Bombay architect, Mr, G, M,
Bhuta. The design was selec'ed
out of 101 entriea received
in a countrywide competition,
A few  modifications; have
been introduced in the design
so that it atcords with the
environments and the existing
aspects of the Samadhi.

What are the main features of
the memorial? These are best
deseribed taking the Samadhi as
the the central fea‘ure, The main
Samadbi will consist of a highly
polished black granite atone—8ft,
by 8ft. and 15in. in height. THe
Samadhi will be in the centre of
a court, with an area of 424ft,
by 421ft. paved with grey granite
stone. This wili be enclosed by
marble barriers. .

The Samadhi and the small

enclosed area around it will. be
at the centre of a square coum-
yard, 254ft. by 254ft. ‘The court.
yard will have broken stope walk-
wiys and paths intercepted by
shady trees. .

Along .the four sides of Ythe
courtyard there will be mamive’
12-feet high stone and brick walls,
which will be surrounded by am
earthen mound, In the wall
are being built recesses (called”
caves”) which will exhibit,
murals, sculptures and inscrips
tions bearing on the life, wotk,
and the message of Gandhiji, The
smallest recess is 10Et. by 8ft, and
the biggest 54ft. by 13ft,

The ecarthen mound will, be
topped with a hedge of shrubs
with perennial flowers. ‘The
Samadhi courtyard can be reached
through four tunnel approaches,
with a seties of architectural
bartiers, As a visitor enters
through one of the four approachs
c3 he will bave an indirect view
of the Samadhi, = ¢ " .

Outside- the . courtyard thefes
will be a cluster of shelters 18N’
square, which can be used by’
visitors for meditation or study,
The shelters will be simple if~
desipn and repreduce a rusal’
atmosphere,

This entire construction, which -
will'be carried out on the presest
2l-acre site of the Samadhi, will:
constitute the firac pHase of the .
memotial. :

Subsequently, a total area of"
170 acres of land towards Delli:
Gate will be developed' jntee s
memotial garden and a national}
park, with lapoons, artificial camlli
and islands; Adding to the beauty -
and attraction. of. the landscapa;
will be depressed roads, bridges,.
walls and terraces and rocks,

It is intereating, to note. thit.
many of.the existing, features- aze
being integrated with the design
of the memorial, The mais.
Samadhi will still be uncovered,
with only the sky as itr canopy,
The courtyard enclosed by the
mound will provide sufficient
space for congregational, prayerd
on important occasions, with the
Samadhi in the centre.

ing the area against floods in the
Yamuna, flowing neatby, will be
maintained :

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“WWITHIN bis own boundaries

To
instill more coofidencs into the
nation the Malawi leader is
‘wiking some Europeans and
Indians to stand for election,
Bir Edgar tWhitehead, Primae
Minister of Southern Rhodesin,
has expressed the comviction
that if Nyasaland gains it
freedom *there will be a million
dead of starvation within two
years.,” This assertion is denied
by & spobesman of the Nyasa.

in the Federation that is on the
way toward progress and poli.
tical stability.

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FULL TEXT OF JUDGMENT IN SO

THE following is the judg-

ment as read out to Court
by the presiding Judge, B,
Justice F. L H Rumpff on
Wednesday 29th March, 1961:—

We bave considered the evie
dence put before the Court and
the arguments addressed to us on
bebalf of the Defence,

The further arguments to be
addeessed to us by the. Defeace
on the contents of a number of
reported speeches and on the
policy of the organisations other
than the African National Con-
gress do not appear to us to
affect materially the considera-
ijon on the gquestion whether or
pot the prosecution has dis-
charged the onus which rests on
it in connection with policy of
vielence attributed to the African
National Congress and which
alleged policy is the cornerstone

of the case for the prosecution, .

If the case failed apainst the
Aftican National Congress it
must fail against the other organi.
sations.

The policy of the African
National G‘ongress has  been
urged fully by the prosecution
and By the Defence, and we do
not think it necessary for the
defence further to address us,

We also wish to announce that
after full consideration of the
issues in this case, we have
arrived at a unanimous verdict;
in the normal course of events we
would not have delivered our
verdict without at the same time
fully setting out our reasons
therefore, but in view of the
mass of evidence with which we
kave to deal, the formulation of
our reasons will of necessity take
a considerable time,

This consideration, and the
fact that this case bas already
consumed some years of hearing,
have induced us to announce our
veedict together with such essen-
tial findings of fact as have been
artived at by us on the evidence
in the case.

Wtitten reasons for out verdicy
will in due course be handed 19
the registrar of this Court,

The accused are chatged with
Treason. They have pleaded not
guilty.

The fieat oveet act of Treason
1aid agaiast all the accused in the,
indictment is a censpiracy o
overthrow the State by violence

Against each accused further
overt acts are laid and these acts
are said to have been committed
in pursuatice of the conspiracy.

The case for the prosecution is
oot that the accused came to-
gether and catered into a treason-
able sgreement. The case for the
prosecution is that during the
indictment period, i.e, from Ist
Octeber, 1952 to 13th December,
1956, a period of about four
years, a pumber of organisations
in South Africa, including the
African National Congress, South
African Indian Congress, South
African Congress of Demoerats
and the Seuth African Coloured
People’s Organisation, had 2
policy to overthirow the State by
violence, that these organisations
co-operated with each other to
achieve their common object and
that for that purpose an alliance
was established, which for con-
venience szke has ‘been referred
toas the Congress Alliance, with
the African National Congress as
the senior and the dominant
partoer.

The accused are said to have
conspired because they took an
active and leadipg part in the
activities of the organisations of
which he or she was a member,
with full knowledge of and sup.
port for the policy of such
organisations

In order to prove the existence
of the treasonable conspiracy the
prosecution had to  prove the
violent policy of the Conpress
Alliance, It bad also to prove
the adherence of each of the
accused 1o the conspiracy,

It is conceded by the prosecu-
tion that if it fails to prove the
treasonable conspiracy there is no
caze against any of the accused.

In regard to the alleged policy
of violence the indictment alleges
that the intention was to aver-
throw the State by violence and
1o substitute for it a Communist
State or some other State and
that the means by which the
overthrow would be . achieved
were agrzed to be the following :

Mr. Kenpeth Kaunda
(United National Independence
Party leader in Northern Rhos
desis), Dr. Banda of Nyasaland,
and Mr. NEkomo of Southern
Rhodesia have all expressed a
desire for a Federation which
could command the support of
the inhabitants of each terrie
tory. From thers they indicate
that they would be prepared, if
they should gain conmtrol of
their own countrier, to join with
Tanganyiba’s Chief Minister,
Mr, Juliue Nyerere, in a Fed-
eration of East and Central
Africa,
