The Land Tenure Advisory B?ard and inspectors had been
appointea.

"But whether or not it will be
a failure does not really matter.

Question: "What about the
Commonw~lth?"

Answer: "Well, here we have
to do not only with an accom­
plished fact, but also with a
general statement of policy on the
future of the Commonwealth. I
recall the recent speech of the
British Colonial Secretary, Mr.
Griffiths, in which he, in advance,
welcomed the new West African
Negro State as a memher of the
Commonwealth, and also an­
nounced the policy of converting
the British Colonies, one after
the other, into free, independent
members of the Commonwealth,
presumably on an equal footing
in every respect with the existing
Commonwealth countries.

"This speech, if the Press reo
ports from Durhan are correct,
was followed by a prediction by
Mr. Gordon Walker, the Britisb
Secretary of State for Common·
wealth Relations, that the ad­
mission of West Africa would be
followed by the islands of the
British West"Indies,

"According to the policy an'
nounced by the British Colonial
Secretary (Mr. Griffiths), the
process will certainly not end
there; we must expect that the
series of new Commonwealth
members will soon be completed
by tbe addition of other territories
like Indian-controlled East Afric.1,
Uganda and NyasaJand, to speak
of Afcic:l only."

Question: "If that happens,
would Britain not be acting with­
in ber rights?

HIGH BLOOD PRESSURETHE c1:l,sic~1 symptoms of high
blood pressure are 1:1 ck of

concentration, giddiness, especial­
ly when stooping, and often heart
complications. This complaint h;
lISlJ.3l1y associ~ted with hardening
of the arteries, when tbere may
be trouble with the kidney~, the
brain and the general circulation.
fu a matter of fact, however,
medical authorities admit that
they do not know much about
tbe origin and causes of high
blood pressure.

Higb blood pressure is itself
really a symptom, rather than a
disease, and occurs in people who
are getting on in years after a
strenuous life at bigh tension. It
is significant tbat most sufferers
Iuve also "got on in tbe' world
and have (or some time been able
to live at comparatively Iu'xurious,
or at least, rather artificial stand­
ards. This in itself is a danger,
because they can afford to pay
expensive forms of treatment re­
quiring the latest methoda and
using the nevyest products of the
great drug-manufacluring houses.
But it CJn be disputed whether
complicated and costly treatment
is necessarily the best. Because
something is new does not guar­
antee that it is good. Everything
was new once, and if the things
tbat once were new are no longer
considered any good, than what is
new today will also come tJ be
regarded as useless or harmful.
The whole approach of orthodox
medicine seems to be wrong. For
my pUI, 1 have vastly more faith
in tbe simpler things founded on
on natural law and tested by time.

• They may not be so impressive
, to tbose who demand, and are

ready to pay for, the spectacular.
But they are more likely to get
down to essentials. And it is also
significant that high blood pres·
sure is ViUU1Ily unknown am:>ng
those wh:> have always lived "the
simple life."

The great·]. Ellis Buker, who
recently died at an advanced age,
once wrote that impressive app3­
ratus for measuring blood pressure
10 much beloved of the allop~thic

doctors (and even. by many mtu­
ropaths, be it whispered) is not
all that is claimed for it. It serves
an excellent purpose in giving
both physician and patient some
figures to play with-"blood pres
sure is 200, you know!" But one
must not rely completely on
figures. As the Yanks say,
"Figures never lie, but liars
often figurc," Let two' different

people take the same patient's
blood pressure at about the same
time and see how far they agree.
Then again, when a patient has
his or her blood pressure taken,
anxiety and the abnormal circum·
stances may and, indeed, often do
cause a rise or a drop in the
blood-pressure. This again may
have a decided bearing on the
diJgnosis. .

To my mind, the true Nature
Cure Therapist and Homoeopath
should not pay much auention to
the~e purely mechanical forms of
diagnosis, nor as a maller of fact
to diagnosis in the ordinary
sense of finding a name for the
complaint. Leave diagnosis to the
allopathic physician; it is his
special prerogative to diagnose
disease-and 50 per cent. of

OPENING OF "PILLAY'S BLOCK"
AT THE GREENWOOD PARK GOVERNMENT

AIDED INDIAN SCHOOL

ClpILLAY'S BLOCK" consists
of three cuss rooms, which

were built by Mr. K. S. Pillay of
306 Park Station Road, Green­
wood Park in memory of his
parents, the late Mr. and Mrs.
K. K. Plllay. Th~ cost of these
tbree classrooms and nine con­
veniences is £2,200, half of this
h~s been paid by Mr. and Mr.
K. S. Plllay and the other half
subsidised by 'he Department of
Education. Furniture, electricity,
water supply and other things cast
£800, half of this has been sub­
sidised by the Department. The
cupboards and tables were donated
by the Greenwood PJrk Indian
SociJI Club. The land for the
ne'" school, about 3 acres has
been don:lIcd by rhe Greenwood
Park Senlamil Socirry. The pre­
sent .... ood and Iron Scheol cele.
brated its Silver Jubilee 10 1947.
Allhough plans wrre drawn and

several interviews were held with
the rnspector~ of schools, nothing
was done ill the way of building
a new school, and now finally a
3.roomed annexe was made pos­
sible by the kind assistance of
Mr. and Mrs. K. S. Pillay.

When opening thiS new block
on Saturday afternoon, Mr. C.
M. Boaysens, Director of Educa­
tion in Natal said, that he was
very pleased to see the efforts
made by philanthropic Indians,
for the educatlor: of their chil­
dren. It has always been the
policy of the Department, he said,
to ~e1p those who help them­
selves. Mr. B:loyseDs said that
the number of Indian children
uoabte to gain admission to

schoo~ in the peri-Durban arc;l
was about 1,400, which was con-.
sideubly less th;ln the estimated
30,000•.

"We are consulting represen·
tative Indian bodies," said, Mr.
Booysens, "to see if existing
school buildings in crowded area,
cannot accommodate afternoon
classeS as well. We should then
be able to make provision for
many of these children. With new
schools and additional class­
rooms being built tbere should be
a steadY,improvement." AddreS$­
ing the school children, Mr.
Booysens said, that they too
could assist their parents in rheir'
worle of trying'to make facilities
for their education, by saving or

contributing into a Ifund, a little
of their spending money every
week. If every child did that,
they wOl;lld soon find enough
money to build more cbss-rOOIJlJ
for themselves and in later yean
they could be proud to lice their
handiwork. ,
