He needs no previous preparation; his cards are always on the table,

A Satyagrahi bids goodbye to fear. He is, therefore, never afraid of trusting the
opponent, Even if the opponent plays him false twenty times, the Satyagrihi is ready
to trust him the twenty-first .time, for.an implicit trust in humn natuce is the very
essence of his creed. ’

It is never the intention of a Satyagrahi to embarrass the wrong-doer. The
appeal is never to his fear, it is, must bz, always to his hewt. The Satyagrahi’s object
is to convert, not to coerce, the wrong-doer, He should avoid artificiuity in all his
doings. He acts naturally and from inward conviction.”

There is, on
oo many sides, a reluctance to
pay the price; a disinclination to
make the necessary sacrifices.
The “First come 1" spirit still
largely prevails. “What we have
we hold,”” and “To the Victor the
Spoils,”” are obviously difficult
doctrines to abjure,

Imperialism and its first cousin
“Commercial Expansion™  still
regard with eavious eyes the vast
Asian and African territories that

might furnish so rich a harvest to
the enterprising Western Go-
Getter. There is evidence, too,
especially amcng the leading

Powers that need each others
support, of a shymess in the
matter of stone-throwing. Too

many of them live in glass houses.

We get back, then, to our old
formula, the truth of which is, or
should be, clearly axiomatic:

. “There can be no Reformation

without Conversion,” And, need-
less to add, mete lip conversion
or reluctant and partial, or even
bargaining, acquiescence, can pro-
duce but Dead Sea Frut.

‘The Reforms called for and
coatemplated by The Charter and
Four Freedoms indscate and de-
mand a complete Change of
Heart; the substitution of Sacri-
fice and Service for Selfish Ex-.
ploitation; of the waging of a
relentless ‘Jehad’ on behall of
Rigiteousness against  Unright-
eousness; of Truth against Un-
truth; of the oppressed and lowly
against tyranny and oppression.
They purport to rule out the
activities of the profit-monger
who waxes fat on others’ needs;
to make imdossible the wicked
destruction of foodstuffs in one
part of the globe while starvation
is killing off people by the thou
sand in another. They supply, in
short, the correct answer to the
old riddle “Am I my Brother's
Keeper?'

But they demand a complercly
reorientated view of Life as well
as the above indicated chinge in
the living of life.

Such change is almost impos-
sible, and is certainly improbable
as long as a Life is regarded and
treated as a solitary, and more or
less fortuitous, occurrence, un-
connected with any past on earth,
linked with no future on earth.
The sins of one generation being
literally visited on the succeeding
ones; the evil-doers, themselves,
often escaping,

mits not unnaturally occupied swith .

From early
youth the lesson is instilled that

Charity, he is taught, begins at
Home; and, since self-advance-
ment and self-enrichment are, in
general, considered the first duty
to oneself, not infrequently ends
there. In the intensive struggle
for success—oftimes merely for
survival—injunctions such  as
“Do unto others as you would
they do unto you,” ‘“Love thy
Neighbour as thyself,” warnings
such as “God is not mocked,

- As you sow, you must surely

reap,”” “Your sins will find you
out,' are suffered, if at all,

spirit of condescension and
tolerance.
The stecn  competitive  life

struggle leaves no time for senti-
meat. The spoils are to the
Victor.  Altruism, at its highest,
is just an indulgence. The Heaven
and Hell doctrine of the Churches
has become largely discredited, is
definitely demoded, and, as a
deterrent, has cecased to exercise
its former infiuence as an induce-
ment or as a res'raint,

If, then, human relationships
are, at some future time to be
really established and conducted
on the basis of a Brotherhood,
the brother relationship presently
postulated must become a truth,
a reality, a conviction, instead of,
as it is at present, a mere abstrac-
tion, a questionable proposition,
assented to for appearance sake
and promptly ignored at the
demand of selfish expediency.

The false, unscientiic and
uophilosophical view of life and
living must also be transcended.

The doctrine of The Father-
hood of God is but the corollary
of The Brotherhood of Manhind.
If these doctrines are true, they
are spiritually true, that is truths
of the spirit; spiritual truths.
Man’s real, essential being, his
origin and real nature, being
divine, he is then not merely a
creature of clay but a child
or spark of God—a Soul—

through ihe agency of a physical
body in the character of this or
that personality.

To the mind of the average
man of the world “fatherhood”
and “brotherhvod” imply no
more than physical, blood, re-
lationships.

14.POINT justification of

apartheid on scriptural grounds
will be submitted to the synod of
the Ned. Herv. of Geref. Kerk,
which meets in Pretoria next
month, by a special commission
appointed by the previous synod.

“The authority of Scripture
does not confine itself to spiritual
sa‘lvatiqn only, but extends to
social, political and cultural
affairs "’ says the report of the
commission.

‘This capacity for compatability
embraces the temperament, the
cultural and spiritual attributes,
as well as the racial attributes of
a person.

“The greater the physical, cul-
tural and religious differences, the
greater the threat to a mixed
marriage, Only in cases where
there is assimilability, through
the adoption of a common life, a

in France, the Higher Council
for Public Hygiene and the Na-
tional Academy of Medicine, both
of these gave opinions casting
grave suspicions on the harmless
ness of Coco-Cola. On the
strength of this and other evid-
ence a Bill was introduced in the
“Nationa, gAssembly to ban the
drink. It was referred to a
Commission of Inquiry on July
22,1950,

The Commission submitted a
report unapimously recommend-
ing that the drick should be
banned and it was baoned.

As in India, it was not Ameri-
can companies that were set up in
France and other countries for
the sale of Coco Cola, Indigen-
ous compapies did its sale,
distribution ete., but the concen-
trate used in the manufacture of
the product was imported.

Adgother sinister aspect of the
manufacture of the drink, parti-
cularly dangerous 1o India, is that
a very advanced form of machin-
ety is used, so that the number
of workers employed is very small,
Thus Coco Cola in Belgium em-
ploys only 350 workers in all to
moanufacture and distribute the
rroduct throughout the country.

It is when cpidemics come
that allopathic treatment gets
shown up, Remember ‘the “polio™
epidemic, which had the doctors
completely beaten !

All solid food must be stopped,
definitely, Food feeds fevers, and
influenza is a fever. Starch focds,
like bread, biscuits, puddings,
custards, cakes and other carbo-
hydrates like sugar and sweets
are to a fever-stricken body what
oil is to a kitchen-fire. They must
be prohibited absolutely.

To two tablespoonsful of clear
honey add the juice of two fresh
lemons. Mix thoroughly and give
the patient 2 teaspoonful every
few hours. It cuts the phlegm,
soothes the throat, eases the
cough, and can do no harm.
Honey is a great heart food and is
absorbed directly from the stom-
ach without any strain on the
digestive organs. At the same
time, the lemon juice alkalinizes
the blood. This mixture of honey
and lemori-juice should be used
in.every home and will prove a
great boon,

It
should be the policy cf the
Government to allow grants in
proportion to the runniog cost
of the Home.” “3Sipce the ne-
commndation at lhe Home is
limited,” the report states, *‘the
management have had to re

gretfully refuse admission to
some needy cases. Since the
family maintenance grant is
being taken away there have
been several cases of widows
with children aond  deserted
wives with ckildren applyiog to
the Home for assistance, The
Society is therefore being put to
further expenditure in accom-
modating and assisting them.’
The Society expresses its nppre-
ciation and tbanks to the many
individuals and public bodies
for their continued support,
particular mention leing made
to the Natal University Coliege
£ 50, the Durban Turf Club £50,
and Estate of the late Mr, H,
Kallenbach £350.
