gress demands,”” Mr. Thema
said that in Mlis opinion Dr.
Moroka's ultimatum was that
of aman who believed that he
he had forced him but, in fact,
the Prime Minister's reply was
that of 3 man who did have force
and relied on it. “As a people,
Africans are drowniog in 2 sea
of repressive and  restricted
laws aod like a drowning man
they will catch hold of sharks in
an effort to save themselves. By
nature they sre law-abiding, and

it is because most
of the laws affecting them are
hard and oppressive. When men
are treated like beasts they be-
have like beasts.

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AFRICAN NATIONAL CONGRESS AND S.A.

1. Background

N the 20th July 1951, at the

invitation of the African Na-
tional Congress (AN C.), a joint
conference was held of the Na-
tional Exccutives of the African
National Copgress and the S.A.
Indian Congress (S.A.LC.) and
representatives of the Franchise
Action Council (F.A.C.).

This Conference resolved:

{a) to declare war on Pass
Laws and Stock Limitation, the
Group Areas Act, the Voters
Representation Act, the Sup-
pression of Communism Act,
Bantu Authorities Act.

(b) to embark upon an im-
mediate mass campaign for the
repeal of these laws,

{c) to establish a Joint Plan-
ning Council to co-ordinate the
efforts of the National Organi-

The following Press statement
was made by Mr. Manilal Gandhi
on Thursday, March 6.

VER since the African National

Congress came o the decision
to launch 2 mass campaign against
the various unjust laws affecting
the African people, and to hold
mass meetings and demonstrations
on April 6, as a prelude ta their
ptoposed campaigo, my mind has
been greatly perturbed. I have
o misgivings as to the justifica-
tion of their proposed action.
What has been troubling me is
as to what my own part in it
should be. That I should play a
part in it T have not the sligh{cst
doubt in my mind. The question
before me is in what way I can
best do so.

I hold the
that if civilisation s
survive and mankind is not to
revert to barbarism, mankind as
2 whole must eschew all forms of
violent warfare that is in vogue
today and which brapds us as
barbarians and that non-.violence,
which is the only civilised weapon,
must be adopted to settle all
national and international  dis-
putes,

In so far as the African people
in particular and the non-Euro-
peans in general are concerned
itis essential beyond 2 showed
of doubt that not only from the
ethical poiot of view but even
from the 'point of view of ex-
pediency of seapon of non-
violence is the only one that can
take them to the desired goal. As
in the case of military weapons
so in the case of the weapon of
nan-violence one must know how
to use it and must be fully
qualified to do so. It is pot a
thing to be trifled with. It has a
code of discipline far more
severe than is required in mili-
tary warfare and must be a
strictly observed. Right:ou;nes_s
plays a most important partin it
and the Lives of those who make
use of it must therefore be beyond,
reproach in so far as righteous-
ness is concerned,

“The question may well be asked;
must we then wait until all are
perfect?  The reply “to that is
simple: certainly pot, but at
least those who are to lead must
be thoroughly disciplined in the
creed of npon-violence. It s
highly essential both to know the
meaning of ncn-violence and to
have an unshakeable faith in it
to be qualified to make use of
it

violence on my part to lead the
people to launch a mass struggle
upless I am sure ‘of my ground.

MANILAL GANDHI

Let me not be misunderstood
that I am suffering from any fear
complex, Far be it from me to
fear seeing not one but many
Jalianwala Baghs repeated in
South Africa. I would never-
theless do everything humanly
possible to avoid them. 1 would
refrain from doing anythhing that
might tend (o precipitate them.

1 feel therefore that a great
deal of organising and the teach-
ing of the ethics of non-violence
is needed among the African and
the non-Eufopean people 35 2
whole before they can be led to
launch a mass campaign. Until
then those who feel the humilia-
tion must, in my humble opinion,
act individually and be prepared
to suffer the consequences, thus
sstting 211 example to the masses
by their action.

Let it be clearly understood
that the strength of non-violence
lies in jts quality, not in its
quantity, We should avoid taking
any step that we might possibly
have to retrace. Our faith must
be in the righteouspess of our
cause and in God and our slogan
must be po other than “Glory to
God." All other slogans, which
serve no other purpose than to
arouse the emotions of the-people
and to provoke those against
whom our fight is directed, should
be scrupulously avoided.

The princlple of non-violence
is ot to arouse emotional feelings
but to awaken the hearts both of
the people and those of against
whom they are fighting, by
Truth, Love, and Nog-violence
and a conduct of life beyond
reproach.

I say all this in a spirit of
humility. I have no doubt that
the leaders concerned must have
given thought to all these matters.
But I feel it is necessary,
when giving consideration to
the mementous decisions of the
African National Congress, to be
frank and outspoken on the views
we hold.

After giving the whole question
deep consideration 1 have come
to the conclusion that I cannot
blindly align myself with 2 move-
ment unless Im 3 fully convinced
that it will be conducted on the
right liges in keeping with the
creed of non-violence. My con-
science tells me that I must purify
my soul before I can make any
active coatribution and that "my
immediate contribution should be
a fast and prayer for twenty-one
days for wise guidance to all, the
fast to commence on Friday
morning March 7 and to continue
till Friday morning Macch 28,

May God help me and help
us all. .
