N,a broadeast last weel
[[ launching the Courtesy

week organised by the
Rotary Clubs of Alfrica,
South of the Equator, the
Prime Minister, Dr. Malan
made a call for more cour-
tesy in the home, on the
. toadsand between the races.
The Prime Minister said:
We can begin at hoine by
being more considerate to
each other and our neigh-
bours. The young especial-
ly, become intolerant of the
old and courtesy of our
young people towards their
elders is often deplorably
lacking. There should be
courtesy between all South
Africans of two languages,
but one race. Between
employers and employees
there is often lack of good-
will which might so easily
be overcome if there were
more amiability on bdth
sides. Dr. Malan said, “also
in our relations with those
of other colours than our-
selves we can do much good
by being polite and under-
standing and thereby setting
an example to those who
are not so privileged as we
are.”

This homily by Dr. Malan
‘on courtesy is very good.
An exercise. in courtesy is
badly needed in these days.
But wonder if Dr.
Malan realises that Apart-
heid is the wotfse .possible
example of discourtesy.
That has brought about
discourt€sy by the White
people towards the non-
Whites. Even the White

sweeper, porter and shoe
polisher has no respect for
the coloured man, no mat-
ter how high his status in
life may be.  Apartheid
teaches that the lowest
White man is superior be-
cause of his white skin than
the highest coloured man.
There cannot be a worst
example of fanaticism—an
utter violation of the prin-
ciples of Chiistianity. In
almost every Government
department it has been an
experience that the non-
\White is treated discour-
teously. In public offices
even in many stores you
will find that the non-\White
though he may have come
first, the White man will be
attended before him. Most
of the Police officers, rail-
way officials forget that they
are public servants when
they deal with non-Whites.
They act as though they
were their masters. The
police hardly believe that
the non-whites are haman-
beings. They begin by
speaking to them by their
mouth and end by the hand
or the foot.  All this is the
result of Apartheid. Cour-
tesy is a mark of civilisation

and culture. Apartheid is

quite the opposite. There
is thereforc no meeting
ground between courtesy

and Apartheid.

Apartheid has spread in
schools, homes and every-
where. Courtesy, if it means
anything, the first essential
is to get that evil out of the
hearts of all.  If courtesy.

is meant for “LEuropeans
only” non-Europeans can-
not be expected to think
much of such courtesy and
less still of the culture and
civilisation of which it is
supposed to be a mark. It
is farcial to have a cour-
tesy week and forget it
altogether the rest of the

time. Courtesy should take

priority over ail other lite-
rary It should
be taught from childhood
in every home and in every
We do not think
it is an exaggeration to say
that it is badly lacking in
South Africa and _if any-
thing is responsible for it, it
is the spirit of Apartheid.

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RECENT INDIAN HISTORY AND KASHMIR

By C. W. M. GELL

[We do not necessarily endorse
the view expressed herein by the
author.—Ed.]

ITH two-thirds of its space

devoted to advertisements
and only one-third available for
editorials, letters, articles, social
gossip ;and news (and much of
that necessarily local and even
parochial) the South African press
cap only offer its readers a very-
{imited foreign news service. We
seldom realise how great a dis-
ability this is: our ignorance of
events and peoples elsewhere lead-
ing 10 an exaggerated idea of the
importance and unique nature of
our own problems.

If, for instance, we hid a
constitution which not merely
guaranteed every inhabitant equal-
ity before the law and equal op-
portunitics of statc employment
but also the rights 10 freedom of
speech, to assemble peacably, to
form associations or unioas, to
move freely about the couﬂtry, C]
live in any part of it, to possess
property and to practise any pro-
.fession or ,occupation, should we
ot be bound to consider that an
advance on our present condition?
If it is said that India, into whose
constitution these rights are
vritten, has 2 hom:-geneous popu-
lation, that would be guite untrue.
The culiural gap between the
upper classes and the rural masses
is little fess than between white
and black in the Union; but “a
man may chapge his class but not
his race,” Xf‘? is said that pro-
mise is one thing and practice
another (and it is of course true
that the constitution represents
and ideal which is yet far from
achievement), we must reply that
here we have neitber; for even in
theory how many of those seven
freedoms are guaranteed to all
race groups in this country? The
constitution of Bbarat {India) is
indeed, as Mr. Mellor says, a
noble document,
. A British journalist, Mr. Mellor
bas written a concise add inter-
esting account (““India Since Par-
tition, by Andrew Mellor, Turn-
stile Press: 1951, 7]6.) of the
events which led up to partition
in 1947 and 1ts sequel as far as
early 1950, His chief concern is
Bbarat; but with a few exceptions,
which we shall later note, he has
held an even balance between
India and Pakistan.
‘the book reliable and unbiased on
matters of which I bave know-
ledge, and helpfu]l where press
reports have been inadequate or
altogether silent.  1f I must now
concentrate on points where I
disagree with Mr, Mellor, I should

first commend his book warmly
to those who are intescsted ip the
immed'ate past or ptesent of
India.

The chief historical fault of the
book is due to the author's pre-
occupation with the last six or
seven years. Thus he fails to
relate current economic problems
—the balance of payments, the
deterioration of the food situation
after partition-—to the steady de-
cline of India's economy during
the last hundred years.  His year
by year account of the position
needs to be read against the long-
term background so ably pro-
vided by Mr. Zinkin's ‘‘Asia And
The West,” which was reviewed
in ‘Common Sense’ in December.
In writing that it is “no easy
task” to educate the peasants to
use more modern methods Me.
Mellor achieves a typical arm-
chair undes-staternent of which
Mr. Zinkin with his field experi-
ence would never be guily.

Next, 2 series of small points
about partition, Mr. Meller
leaves the impression that the
Muslim demand for Pakistan arose
out of historical and religious
differences. It needs to be added
that the immediate occasion of
the Muclim League resolution of
March 1940 was the 1936-39
experience of Congress mipistries
governing most of the provinces
and the extent, real and imagined,
to which they had threatened or
neglected Muslim interests and
ambitions. To speak of the Sikhs
“professing a cerrain friendliness"
for the Hindus rather euphemis-
tically conveys the fact that in
communal political loyalty the
Sikhs were always and almost
unreservedly Hindu, They spon-
sored the partition of the Pusjab,
although (to Mountbatien’s as-
tonishment) it divided the Sikh
community, because the alter-
native was that the whole pro-
vince would go to Pakistan, Of
the Radcliffe Commission and the
Radcliffe Award it needs to be
said with sorrow tbat there was
no case where a Muslim judge on
the one side or 3 Hindu or Sikh
judge on the other was® prepared
to concede aaything to the oppo-
site community., Hence Sir Cyrit
Radcliffe, himself without Indian
experience, had to demarcate the
frontier alone and made the error
of allotting the almost 100 per
cént Muslim tahsil of Shakargach
to India for no better reason than
that it had been part of the Hindu
and Sikh majority district of
Gurdaspur, from which it was
sepatated by the Ravi, It had
long been an  admibistrative
anomaly that Shakargarh was not
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part of the neighbouring (Pakistan)
district of Sialkot, and this should
have been rectified at partition.
As for the speed with which the
“miracle” of partition was carried
through and the comparison with
the time taken to separate India
and Burma, to which Mr. Mellor
refers, it would have been a far
tnore just business and attended
with far less tragic consequences,
if it had been possible to arrange
this partition more methodically
and with more provision for the
inevitable outburst of mob pas-
sions which such a violent piece
of geographical surgery must pra-
voke. All three communities and
the British have their share in the
blame that 1t had to be done so
precipitately.

Anyone who ties with both
India and Pakistan must take up
the question of Kashmir with a
heavy heart. But there are im-
portant issues here that Mr.
Melor has overlooked and others
which he has mis stated. On
p. 10 he mentions Kashmir as the
ultimate (and perhaps over-reach-
ing) ambition of the advocates of
Pakistan.  The truth is that very
few of us British in India ever
thought that, given Pakistan at
all, Kashmir would not be part of
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acknowledge in these two cases, is
precisely the ouly right by which
she clings to Kashmir, And no
one who knows the country and
people (except an Indian) doubts
that a free vote any time between
1947 and now would have gone
overwhelmingly in  favour of
Pakistan. (Let no one suppose
that the recent Kashmir elections
were a free expression of opin on.
No pro-Pakistani candidates or
electioneering were allowed).

It was a political and moral
blunder of the first magaitude
that Pakistan acquiesced 1o the
first onslaught of the tribes which
drove the Mabaraj a refugec into
India. And Pakistan's initial
aloofness when the question was
first raised with UNO was equally
against her own interests. But
there have been errors and atro-
cities on borh sides; the savagery
of the tribes, which Mr, Mellor
mentions, was matched by the
determination of the Muslim
migority in Jammu, which he
does not,

And the basic position persists
that India is occupying three-
quarters of a country against the
wishes of three-quarters of the
inhabitants and agaiost the facts
of geography and economicireason.

it. The State’'s pop is
75 per cent and all its rivers and
roads debouch into Pakistan.
This is not an accident; the In-
dian-Kashmir froctier lies along
the formidable Ravi gorge cutting
back among the Himalayan foot-
hills to the main ranges. Because
of this it is not true to say {as
Mr. Mellor does on p. 58) that a
Muslim army in Kashmir would
threaten India as much as a Hindu
army there threatens Pakistan,
The proof that Mt., Mellor is
wrong came in the early days of
the fighting, when the Indians
had no road communications into
the State until they had bridged
the Ravi and dciven their way
over and through the contours to
link up with the road over the
Banihal Pass. Obly military
necessity could justify such an
extravagant engineering feat, for
this tenuous route will never be
able ta export Kashmir's fruit and
timber, most of which used to
float in great rafts down the
Jhelum river into what is now
Pakistan.

Mr. Mellor rightly stresses that
Pakistan was gratuitously pro-
vocative (even allowing for the
background of the riots) in accepts
ing the accessign of the Muslim
Rajah of Junagadh., No one (ex-
cept a Pakistani) will dispute that
in overruling this decision by
force (as later again in the case of
Hyderabad) India had the back-
ing of the great majority of the
inhabitants of the territory in-
volved. But this very right of
the ruling prince to make his own
deciston, which Indiz refused to

Ind ding the complete with-
drawal of Pakistan and Azad
Kashmir forces from “the other
quarter of the country (while her
own forces take that over as well)
as the precequisite of holding a
plebiscite, India is making a cop-
dition for which she knows no
Pakistan governiment could obtain
public support.  While the stale-
mate continues, not only does
each dominion have to allot more
than half its budget to defence
because it lives permanently on
the briok of war; but India’s own
conduct makes nonsence of her
general stand against imperjalism
and of her constitutional desire to
see arbitration replace force in
international affairs. Mr. Mellor
does not mention what I believe
to be the principal reasons for
Yudia's otherwise uncharacteristic
intransigence—the fact that Me.
Nehru himself is a Kashmiri and
his government’s fear that another
million refugees might cause a
significant swing towards the
militant right (Hindu Mahasabha,
R.S.S. and some allied groups
within the Congress party} in this
year's eleciion.

The best solution now available
—Mr. Mellor should have dis-
cussed this—is to partition !Kash-
mir; the wholly Muslim areas of
Gilgit, Mirpur and Poonch to
Pakistan: the Hindu majority area
of Jammu and Buddhist Ladakh
to India: and a plebiscite in the
central Vale of Kashmir under a
neutral administration and with
the forces of both sides with-
drawn. It is just possible that,
if Mr. Nehru and his supporters
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are returned by a large majority
in the clection, they will feel able
to mahe the first gesture towards
a settlement which more than
anything else would contribute
towards the restoration of good-
will on the sub continent, The
first move must come from India,
because she is militarily the
stronger and morally the weaker
(on this issue); but, if Pakistan
could respond to it immediately
by a more reasonable attitude
about compensation for property
abandoned by refugee in the Pun.
jab, the consequences mght be
immense and enduting. The
assassination of Pakistan’s most
able and reasonable statesman was
the result of Mr. Nehru's long
obstinacy over Kashmir and, if it
makes settlement that much hard-
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er, it also provides Mr, Nehru
with an addiuonal incentive, He
has ncver lacked moral courage,
once he has sorted out the issues
in a mind whose intricacy some-
times baffles his closest friends—
and perhaps himself, He is re-
ported to be so sure that his
attitude over Kashmir has been
just, that be is willing for his
whole career to be judged by his
handling of this one episode. But
most of his friends and admirers
outside India, however much they
sympathise with his dilemma, re-
gard his stubborn pursuit of
Iadia’s juridical rights in Kashmir
as being contrary to the principles
which bave inspired the rest bf
his life; and among officials in
New Delhi it is known as
“Nebru's private war,"

HEADACHES

HEADACHES ate not a sick-
pess in themselves, A head-
ache is really a symptom or sign
of trouble somewhere in the
patient’s system, For this reason,
therefore, treatment should never
be pgiven mecely for a headache
as such,

Please let me repeat this state-
ment, for it is so important, so
revolutionary, so different from
common practice, that its signi-
ficance may be totally missed.
Treatment should never be given
just for a headache as such.

It would be interesting to
know just how much money is
made by the big drugand chemi-
cal manufacturers out of specifics
just for the express purpose of
“curing” headaches. Millions
and millions of pounds must be
involved. And always shey are
looking for something ever more
potent—which, of course, shows
that they have not yer got a
specific. That they nmever shall!

1 remember one of these sub-
stances that came out some 30
years ago, when I was in so-
called ‘“‘medical research,” It
was lauded to the skies, Being
young, I memorized the name
of one of the ingredients as the
biggest “jaw-breaker” 1 then
knew of. It was DIETHYLA-
MINOPHENYLDIMETHYLP-
YRAZOLON, And combined with
this fearsome sounding substance
was a salt of barbituric Jacid, a
fotetunner of the barbiturates so
much in vogue to day-and causing
so much harm that even medical
circles have deplored their use,
But, to rcturn to our wonder-
cure, the object of the one sub-
tance was to deaden the nerves
and thus stop the headache. At
the same time, however, it would
have such an adverse effect on
the heart that a counter-sub-
stance bhad to be added to keep
this vital organ going. Sort of
“pull, devil, pull, baker” arrange-
ment, But that is typical of allo-
pathic treatment. Give some
dope, the more powerful the
better it is liked, to subdue, be-
numb and silence the nerves that
are crying out in protest agajnst
some abuse of the body. Then,
. the complaint having been sup-
pressed, the patient is supposed
to be cured. Meanwhile, of
course, the strong drug affects
other parts of the body — it can-
not but do so— and new symp-
toms manifest themselves. So a
further drug is ad ed to crush
this further rebellion of an out-
raged system, Or else a new

disease is diagoosed, and a fresh
course of treatment, all suppres-
sive, is embarked upon for this
new trouble, It really is amazing
bow  Allopathy simply cannot
realise that disease is one thing,
a unity, that may manifest itself
in diverse, in fact almost endless
forms,

A little conversation I recently
chanced to overbear, rather
neatly illustrates the gullibility of
the public and the way in which
manufacturers seek to incorpo-

rate in their medicines other
substances to  couateract the
harmful effects of the most

potent drugs., Apparently the
one person had a headache and
must have asked for an aspirin,
The other said, with an air of
selfconscious superiority, “Oh I
never use aspirins now. I have
something new, much strooger
than aspirins, It js called., ...
and one tablet fixes my headaches
right at once. Wonderful
stuff!” The wondetful stuff he
mentioned is a combination

towards headaches is not being
cured in the slightest. Indeed,
the very reverse is usually the
case, for in time each drug loses
its  effectiveness as the body
establishes a tolerance to the
poisons, and a stronger drug is
required to suppress the recur
reat headaches. So, step by
step, the wvast majority of the
public go stumbling down the
datk round of what is nothing
more nor less than an insidious
form of drug-addiction, The
ultimate results thereof are little
vitrualised by the average doctor
or layman, but they,amount to a
sum total of semiziavalidism and
outright sickaess that is as colos-
sal as it is pathetic. And the
tragedy is that the victims do not
get over their tendency to have
chronic headaches, but instead
they seem to consider it perfecily
normal and quite natural to be
the victims of frequent and
regular headaches. And in this,
they are aided, abetted and misled
by far too much of what passes
e

of aspirin, henidi and

I phy in allopathic circles.

I fe
caffeine, three very powerful
drugs that can have a most detri-
mental  effect on the nervous
system if taken too often or too
much., And, taken as headache
powders, as they usually are, they
certainly will be taken too much,
Just think how aspirins are used.
But people little dream of the
damage that such ust is working.
As for this new “wonderful stuff,”
the one ingredient is closely re-
lated to antipyrine, which causes
a_specific form of madaess called
“antipyrinomania’ as caa be as-
certained by reference to any
good medical dictionary. . Inci-
dentally, this substance is a com-
mon ingredient of many “pain
killer’" medicines, and I person-
ally know of at least one person
who is mentally unbalanced from
taking such “pain killer medi-
cines to excess.

But, to revert to the conversa-
tion mentioned above., It is
truly amazing how gullible the
public is and how easily people
swallow the bait and fall for the
clever advertising and publicity
devoted to the sole business o
selling such stuff and making
money out of it. Note how the
one speaker referred to  “'my
headaches' as if they are very
common and quite normal occur-
reaces, If he must continually
use strong specifics for) each
headache, obviously his tendency

Talk of the blind leading the
blind, I have kunown of an allo.
pathic doctor asking my advice
about headaches which were
driving him crazy. And, as he
said to me, “My patients with
headaches, they are also driving
me crazy!"”

A headache is almost invari-
ably a symptom of some decper-
lying dzrangement of the system,
It is a sign, a warning, that some-
thing is wrong. Merely to re-
move the headache is therefore
not only futile but is dangerous
folly. The existence of many a
serious disease is masked and
hidden by the suppression of a
headache by which the body is
trying to notify patient and phy-
sician that something is radically
wrong somewhere,  Aond the
usual  treatment is about as
sensible as shooting out the red
ight at a railway crossing that
warns of the approach of a train,
The danger bas certainly not been
removed by destroying the warn-
ing sigaal!

As everybody knows, headaches
may maaifest in many ways and
in many parts of the head —on
the vertex or top, in the occiput
or back of the head, in either of
both temples, above the brows,
and so forth, Many women
vaguely realise that headache on
top of the head is often associated
with menstrual or other similar

troubles. And those who have
been celebrating not wisely but
too well are keenly aware that
they arc paying the price with a
frightful “morning after the night
before’  headache across the
brows and extending into the
temples,

To the initiated, of course,
each site of painin the head can
be very illuminating and signifi-
cant of probable causes and other-
wise  unsuspected underlying
stroubles, | For instance, the pain
on the top may be indicative of
anaemia, constipation, hysteria,
epilepsy, womb or prostate
trouble or disease of the nervous
system. Headache above the
eyes may be associated with brain
exhaustion, eyestrain, neurashenia,

constipation,  alcoholism, sinu-
sitis, nasal  catarrh, stomach
disease, coryza, trifacial neural-

gia and other comphaints, Head-
ache in the occiput may be due to
disease of the womb or ovafies,
constipation, syphilis or an inheri-
ted  syphilitic “rtaint, nedealgia,
drugpoisoning, or eyestrain, It
may also be due to theumatisnr
or neuralgia of the scalp and not
really be a headache in the ordi-
nary sense at all,

To deal further with
aspect would be to make this
article too technical. But books
could be and have been written
on the subject without saying all
that is to be said. And the
various kinds and localities of
headaches can be of exceedingly
great value to the diagnostician,

Fortunately, to the Homoeo-
path iz particular, the orthodox
methods of diagnosis are not so
important, Indeed, he is often
inclined to be a bit contemptuous
of mo:t medical diagnoses—from
knowledge that many diagnoses
are incorrect and that doctors are
very prone to differ, as most
patients could testify, Of course,
the more knowledge that a healer
can get cancerning his parient,
the more he can hope to do for
that patient. But the emphasis
should not be on diagnosis in the
usual sense; and so diagnosis
does not mean so much to the
Homoceopath. His chief interest
is not to name the complaint but
to cure the patient, And the
peculiar methods of Homoeopathy
eoable him to triumph where
others would be bound (o jail for
lack of a correct diagnosis. Thus
we can often have a Homocopath
able to say, “Ido not know the
name of your comphaint, but you
are cured, are you not?  That is
the maia thing!"

this
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Of course, a WNature Cure
healer, especially one who uses
Homoeopathy, will always try to
find out the causes of his patients’
complaints, And in this con-
nexion, headaches are a classic
example, Headaches may be due
to traumatic conditions, that is,
to injury, as from a blow received
either recently or long forgotten,
or from violeat vibration such as
riding in 3 motor-car or train,
or even from lying or sitting with
the head and neck in a crooked
position such as to cause even 2
slight subluxation of the cervicgl
spine. Io the latter cases, in
particelar, manipulation  and
magsage can be invaluable; and in
the former, excellent results often
result from proper use of Arnica
ot Natrum sulph — in homoeo-
pathic form, of course.

I recollect once being in com-
pany with a group of people
when a young man entered and
complained that he was just fran-
tic with a headache which had
persisted for three days and
nights without a break and that
no aspirin or headache powders
could teuch. A few questions
elicited the fact that he bad just
completed a very long tour by
motor are over very [Oﬂgh coun-
try roads, Right there and then
1 gave his neck some simple mani-
pulations that produced 3 loud
crack like a stick being broken.
Everybody jumped and ex¢laimed.
“#You've broken his neck!” But
within a few moments the young
man declared in a bewildered
way, with a most comical expres-
sion oo his face, that the head-
ache had gome. He shook his
head, walked about, sat down and
did all sorts of things. Butthe
headache had completely gone.
And the next day it was stili gone;
no had it returned a week later.
What had happened was that in
the course of his travels he had
undoubtedly “put his neck out”
shightly, and this caused pressure
on certain nerves that then caused
the teriible headache. The
macipulations took off the pres.
_sure, and all was well again,

Other causes of headache can
be psychological.  For instance,
it has been ascertained by indus-
trial psychologists in America
that some cases of persistent
headache can be cured by simply
changing the patient to some
other job or to anather foreman —
or by changiog the boss! Inci.
dentally, secret resentmesnt and
resistance can also generate a
stiff neck!

Headaches of diete ic  origin
may arise from eating wrong
food, or from temporary lack of a
drug such as caffeinc that isa
corstituent of coffecand tea {and
certain cold drinks), When the
uwsual cup of tea is missed, a
headach: develops. This is caused
by the blood dissolving out of the
tissues some of the drug where it
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has been stored, to get it out of
the way. The drug is now dis-
solved out a bit and gets into the
bloodstream so that it can be
thrown out of the body. But
this means that it gets to the
brain too and causes a headache,
If, however, a cup of coffee or tea
is now taken, the drug in circula-
tion in the bloadstream is thrown
out by being deposited into the
tissues somewhere convenient in

the body. And so0 the headache
stops — for  the time-being at
least.

Another prolific cause of the
dietetic headache is, of course,
the mistake of eating while
worried, angry, excited or while
busily engaged in other work
demanding considerable attention
and concentration of the mental
powers or of physical energy.

Aun unsuspected cause of many
headaches is abuse of the feet.
Tight-fitting shoes compress mer-
ves in the toes and feet that by
reflex action affect the brain.

Closely related to this is what is
termed ““museum fatigue,’ due
to over use of the eyes and brain
in looking at a great many new
and interesting objects, as is
commonly done in window-shop -
ping. Then too, many head-
aches arise from fatigue, exhaus-
tion caused by overdoing things.
Most headaches of sexual origin
can be classed in this category,
and these usually mapifest asa
dull ache over the eyes and in
the back of the head and they are
often accompanied by 2 pain in
the small of the back. In such
cases homceopathtc treatment is
truly 1ovajuable.

The same applies to the effects
of the sun or of overheating, In
this connexion it is interesting to

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relief from headaches, but sucha
radical readjustment of the life.
forces of the body that these are
brought into equilibrium so as to
ensure a pew tease of life and
greater enjoyment of bealth, with
all that this means, to an extent
that was anever possible be-
fore.

Before finishing this articls,
let me once more urge upon my
readers that the common practice
of using aspitins, headache pow-
ders, ‘pain-killers’" and other
dope for headaches, be aband.
oned completely and entirely,
These things are very harmful
and dangerous, The wise course
is always to try to get down to the
root cause of the trouble.

Ard, finally, just 3 practical tip
that may be of real service to
those in need of at least tempo-
rary help, even though it contra-
dicts my opening remacks. Homo-
eopathic Natrum phos 6x or 6
gives relief in the vast majority
of cases of simple headache.
Such relief may not effect a radi-
cal cure, but it will at least have
no bad “side-effects.” And rub-
bing or massaging the neck,
especially the stiff and sore mus-
cles at the top of the spine ‘nd
dawn the sides of the neck where
the jugular veins rua, will doa
great deal indeed to relieve any
congestion of blood to the brain.
