To South Africa

EV. K. B. HOLLOWES, Priest-in-Chaige of the Springy de
R Natal Native Mission, writes in the current 1ssue o Lhe

Vineyard” “In recent years one would have said that the atu
tude of the European towards his Black neighbour had. by und Lo ze
become more liberal and tolerant. 1 am sure that this 1s so amog
the English-speaking people, and 1 believe it is true of the Ak vins-
speaking as well.

«1 am not suggesting that we have progressed tar or rapidly
There are still considerable barriers to be broken do n.

It has come to me as rather a shock, neverthe >ss, to find
planted in the minds of some school children what one only describe
as negrophobia. Such an attitude can only have been implanted by
parents, and possibly spread to other children at school.

“Respect breeds respect. Disrespect, on the other hand. 15 ten
times as destructive as respect is constructive. To consider others
is practical Christianity, and more especially when those others are
in lowlier stations of life than oneself.

“Christian children should be taught to respect the servants of
the home, and to have some consideration for them. We bouth
Africans have a reputation of doing nothing for ourselves because
we are trained to leave everything to the Native servants.

\When a child refuses to pick up the toys it has left strewn
around, and says ‘The b niggers can do that—that is what they

are here for," 1t is a ghastly retlection on the upbringing of the
child.

“A great deal could be done for race-relations in our country, for
it is obvious that most of the hatred here is bred by pride, and its off-
spring, contempt. It is just that attitude which has come back upon
the head of the settler in Keaya. *During a visit to that country in
1946 my father was appalled by the anti-Black feeling amomg the
Europeans, which, he said was worse than anything he had known in
this country; and ina letter written to me at the time, he foretold
serious trouble unless the the European changed his attitude.

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LABOUR’S NEW FRANCHISE POLICY

By C W. M. GELL

LTHOUGH the new franchise

policy for non-Europeans fre-
cently announced by (he Labour
Party will win few immediate
supporters  among  politically
artic.l.te Whites or non-Whites,
it ia nevertheless an encouraging
document. Not only does it
stand four-square against any
diminution of existing {ranchise
gights—Lere it has the threatened
Cape Coloured vote and African
repteszntation in mind—but it is
the fitst statetent by any Euro-
pean party which publicly accepts
the ultimate goal of wuniversal
adult suffrage.

#The Labour Party declares
that as a matter of principle it
accepts the universal franchise for
all adult Hterate inhabitants.””
‘This bistoric affirmation of human
faith ought to have been made by
the Liberal Party, sioce adult
suffrage is implicit in its twin
policics of a common qualified
franchise and universal compule
sory education, But, having gone
85> much further than any other
White par.y before them, the
Liberals scemed to lose their
tierve at the logical implication of
their programme. Perhaps they
will pow take courage from
Labour's public stand,

Nationalists and conservatives
¥ithin the U.P. will doubtless
rejoice that this skelcton in the
tupboard has now been bared,
Iancessantly they have claimed
that any breach in the barrier of
White pisscriptive rights must
lead to universal suffrage and “the
swamping of Whites by the over-
whelming non-White majority.”
But this argument, although it
has enormous, immediate electoral
appeal to a virtually all.White
clectorate is embarrassing to pro-
geessive opinlon only as long as
its logic is denied. Oapce it is
freely admitted as an inevitable
goal and the only alternative to
creating a siege-economy to pre-
serve our present privileges, it
will eventually recoil upon the
heads of those who uow exploit
it electorally. And, among the
enormous majority of South
Africans who reject the siege
mentality, thc debate becomes a
question of time and pace on the
path to a common goal. These
matters can be discussed among
Europeans and non-Europeans,
heatedly and passionately at times,
but without that desperate sensc
of hopelessness which clouds a
South African horizon oveabuag
by the “‘permanent and not man-
made differences’ postulated by

Nationalists as distinguishing the
several branches of the buman
family.

In addition to defining our
goal, Labour has pecformed a
_great service in offering its actual
proposals for extending the non-
European franchise as merely the
firat steps in a “transitionary pro-
gramme which will be aubject to
such revision as the progress of
the non-European in the cultural
and industrial spheres may
Justify.”” Itis as well to face the
fact right away that politics knows
no “final solution,” We need to
shed the ostrich attitude of 1936
which still scems to dominate
certain sections of the U.P,

However, Labour's actual pro-
posals—the extension of the Cape
Coloured and Asiatic vote to the
three notthern provinces, 3 In-
dian Representatives for Natal
and 7 African Representatives for
tbe northern provinces, extznsion
of clected Senate representation,
tetoval of the disqualification
apainst nen-Europeans becoming
M.P.'s and Provincial Councillors,
limited municipal representation
—=atrc more complicated and less
advanced than the Liberals' com-
mon roll. No doubt, Labour
hopes that White vaters will be
less alarmed and the non-Euro-
‘pean oppesition slightly mollified
by the promise of better things to
come,

But it will require time for the
at present implacable attitudes of
both sides to modify. This is
not to condemn the initiative of
both Labour and Liberal. In-
deed, they are doing an indis-
pensable job, thinking aloud on
behalf of the whole White POpU-
lation, a job which the vested
interests of the major parties
virtually precludes them from
undertaking, Whites have yet to
learn that progressive parinership
does not necessarily bring all the
perils they imagine a0 vividly and
that it is an infinitely preferable
alternative to perpetual, active
hostility,

Non-Whites, on the other band,
will sec no immediate point in
abandoning  their emotionally
satisfying slogan of “aduly auf.
frage now," when neither Labour
nor Liberal is Lkely to form a
government in the foreseeable
future: Such concessions  to
reasonableness as agreement to
accept the extension of the fran-
chise in stages cannor publicly be
made by non-European political
leadess—lest they be supplanted

by more radical and less respon-
sible elements—until a liberal-
minded government is almost in
sight., When that still distant
day dawns, they are likely to
prefer 2 qualified common  roll
which automatically admits indi-
viduals as they attain the set
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standards, to communal repre-
gentation with all its mischief in
promoting sectional politics and
its dependence for the next ad.
vance on Whites recogaising that
“the progress of the ncn-Eurg.
pean” as a group deserves a
further revision of the fraachise,

UNION AFRICAN’S VIEW OF
RACE CONFLICT

HE letter quoted below was

not sent direct to the Editor,
but was respectfully address to
a leading Bulawayo resident, who
hes made it available. For obe
vious reasons the pame and
address of the writer cannot be
given, but his comments of the
outlook of an educated African
in the Uniop are worthy of re.
production.

“Here in the Union there is
teasion between the Nationalist
Government and  the African
{Native) people. I have just re-
turned from a congress, and
during its deliberations it became
clear to me that if the present
situation of mistrust and mis-
understandiog is allowed to con-
tinue, it will bave catastrophic
results for us all. Ia Johannes-
burg there are large native areas
called the Western Areas, com-
prising Sophiatown, Martindale
and Newclare, where African
people have lived for many years
and where they have freehold
tite to plots or stands. Now
the Dutch, through the adamant
and uneealistic Minister of Native
Affairs, Dr. Verwoerd, say these
people must shift, and that in
the new area where they will be
settled (Meadowlands) they will
have a 30-year lease; because, in
the opinion of the Union Govern-
ment, urban native people-are
only in the towns as guests,’

“But, strangely enough, the de-
mand for native labour, brought
about by the constant establish-
ment of new industries (face.
tories) makes it crystal clear
that the only resonable policy
in South Africa is one of econ-
omic integration. And in any
opinion, and that of informed
people, to prevent a further de.
terioration of race relations,
urbap pative people ought to be
given security of tenure in the
towns. The system whereby
urbanised native people must be
perpetual rentpayers is not only
intolerable but also inhuman.

“Apartheid is definitely un-
acceptable to native people; be-
cauge it is a policy of discrimina-
tion against native people and
the English people who reside in
South Africa, The Dutch hated
the English intensely. I caanot
understand that seeing that Eng-
Jand has always treated the
Aftikaness 30 handsomely,

“Ic dozs seem to me that untl
we ail learn to appreciate the
other man's point of view before
pronouncing our condempation
upon bhim, White civilisation is
doomed. Foris it not truc that
here in the Union much trouble
has already occurred and in
certain instances precious blood
shed, only because each would
not see the other’s viewpoint,
After all, we ate all made very
differently and we do mnot see
things in the same light. 1f man
realised this great truth there
would be little misunderstanding
and much less bitter strife in the
Uugion of South Africa today.

“Speaking at an annual meet-
ing of the South African,
Jostitute of Race Relations,,
Professor Edgar Brookes (ex-
Senator) condemned the policy
of Apartheid. He related the
story of two Dutch brothers in
the Transvaal, which took place
in the old days of Prestdent Pawl
Kruger.

“The father of the two
died without leaving a will.
left a fatm to his two sons,
could not agree on how they
should divide it. Eventually they
decided to consult the President.
He agreed to help them.

“He asked them to bring a map
of the farm, showing the rivers.
forests, bhills, good and bad
ground, etc. The two brothers
wete Jan and Klaas, President
Kruger asked Jan, the elder,
to divide the farm and there--
after to allow his younger brother,.
Klaas, to have the first pick.

Now, said Professor Brookes
if apartheid meant that Dr.
Malan and his Government would
divide up the country and’ then
ask the natives and other nop-
Europeans 1o bave the first pick,.
than  he (Professor Brookes)
would support apartheid. But
since apartheid means that Dr.
Malan and his Government not
only divide the land but alsor
have the first pick, he could got
support that policy."—‘Bulawayo
Chronicle.’
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HE UNO Commission on the

racial situation in South Africa
has invited experts in a number
of socio economic fields to con-
tribute to a survey of the inter-
national problem of colour dis-
crimination in order to suggest
how the problem in South Africa
may be resolved.

It has also addressed an urgent
appeal for co-operation to the
Union Government, requesting
permission to make a factual tour
“in its deep desire for objective
opinion and impartiality.”™

‘This fresh approach to its
work was rcvealed at a Press con~
ference by the chairman, Mr.
Hernan Santa Cruz (Chile). He
said the commission, set up in
December, 1952, and hitherto
ignored by 1he Union Govern-
ment, was ‘‘more optimistic this
year” that the problem weculd be
solved,

The commission considered
that its primary obligation was to
attempt to obtain the co-opera-
tion of the Government of the
Union of South Africa.

This co-operation was essen-
tial, he said, because it would
enable the commission tc  visit
the country and make dire:t con-

tact with the subject it was
studying, and thus produce
better-founded opinions  than

those which result from indirect
evidence.

Mr. Santa Cruz said the com-
mission had communicated with
the Union Government op Feb-
ruary 25 asking “the closest and
most extensive co operaion pos-
sible,” and suggesting a visit to
South Africa, ‘subject to what-
ever safeguard might be desired.’”
" The letter also said that the
commission ‘‘agrees in advance
to every possible form of co-
optration in its deep desire for
objective information and for
impartiality. It will favour the
simultaneous use of all ferms of
co-operation *’

The letter ““notes with interest
that the representative of the
South African Government stated
in the General Assembly that
many errors of fact could be
pointed out in the commission’s
report,

“Being unreservedly anxious
to deserve intellectual honesty
and to show an uncompromisiog
respect for scientific truth, the
commission hopes that the South
Africon Government will see its
way to addressing to the com-
mission the correction of facts
considered dssirable by the
Goverament.

“T'he commissior pledges itself
"to consider with all the care
which the search for truth de-
serves any such corrections which
the South African Government
might address to it,'

INDIAN OPINION
UNO COMMISSION ON S.A.

Mr. Santa Cruz said that the
commission now had a much
meore precise mandate than was
conferred upon it by the General
Assembly in 1952.

“This time it must report in
regard to the development of the
racial situation with very special
reference to Article 14 of the
Charter,"”

This article says in part that
‘the General Assembly may re-
commend measures for the peace-
ful adjustment of any situation,
regardless of origin, which it
deems likely to impair the general
welfare or friendly  relations
among n:tions.'

“The commission has con-
sidered it convenient to ascertain
up to what point ard in what
measure or in what direction the
policy of segregation bas in-
fluenced and continues to in-
fluence the stability and econo-
mic development of the Union of
South Africa,” said Mr, Santa
Cruz
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*This has importance, because
the result of such a study mighr,
in turn, influence the selutions
that might be proposed at the
internal level,

““The study will be made by an
expert economist of high technical
and moral qualifications, ap-
pointed by the secretary-general
of the United Nations,”

Mr. Santa Cruz said the com-
mission bad also requested the
co-operation of the Intermaticnal
Labour Organization for “what-
ever facts the organisation might
have of the effects of a policy
of segregation on a general em-
ployment policy that should
utilize the various ethnic groups
for the indusrial and agricultural
development of the Union of
South Africa.”

‘The Assembly had also asked
the commission to “suggest mea-
sures which would help alleviate
the situation and to promote a
peaceful settlement,”
Santa Cruz.

This was *‘a great tesponsibility
and a difficult mission,” he said,
and the commission had believed
it necessary to

It had requested the two inost
important institutes that study
racial relations in South Africa—
namely, the South African Bure: u
of Rucial Affairs 1SABRA), and
the South African Institute of
Race Relations, to give their
oplnions as to the measures that
might be adopted to solve the
situation and improve inter-racial
relations, and the form' through
which international co-operation
and the United Nations in parti-
cular might contribute to “‘allevi-
ate the situation avd promofe a
peaceful settlement,”

The commission has also re-
quested Unesco and the Inter-
American Indian Institute to in-
form it of their experience, and
bad also addressed similar ccme
munications to all member States.

F'nally it was agreed that an
expert on sociology and anthfo-
pology—a specialist in racial ques-
tions—make a report for the com
mission in regard to which are,
in his opinion, the most efficient
methods employed by countries
in different geographical zones to
eliminate racial dir¢crimination,
conflicts or tension among ethnic
groups with positive results.

This expert would be appointed
by the Secretary-General,

“The commission hopes that
these measures will permit it to
present to the General Assembly
suggestions based on the reality
of the situation in the Union of
South Africa, and on world ex-
perience,

The commission had held a
series of privates meeting and
it wout'd meet again in Geneva,
probably on June 23,—Sapa.

Mr, Nehru Calls For
Self-reliance

The Indian Prime Minister,
Mr, Nebru, said last week in
New Delhi that India must not
lean on “crutches made by
o'hers,”” It was becoming in-
creasinply clear that real progress
cculd only be achieved by an
independent and self reliant India,
be said, Crutches made by others
could not lead to progress.

more courage to tell Malan and
his gang that tbe United Party
is ' definitely sgainst aparibeid.
The most important thing f8
that the United Party has at last
had the nerve to say it is differ-
ent from the Malanites.

Otherwies the speech had very
little to give the non-European
hope for a secure f{uture.

To return to the N.R.C., Mr.
Strougs propoeed reviving it and
giving it wider powors than
thoee it 1'ad wlen the Africans
deolined o operate it. It might
be said, well in advanoe, that no
African with ooy ©Bense of
honour or with any inflaence in
the community, will stand for
eleotion for parposes of operating
the Counoil.

There are quite a nunmber of
good reasons for this. The first
and one of the most imporiant
e that the Siranss proposals, like
the Smuts propesals in 1947,
miss the enlire significance of
the African people’'s agitation
for reforms  What we want to-
day is not n ornmb here and
snother there; we want to parti-
cipate solively in the govern-
ment of the land.

It has been said that the Na-
tives TRepresentatives Counoil
will give us self-government in
the so-oalled Native Aveas.
That should not deosive any-
body. The revived N.R.C. will
woyve the purpoee merely of
carrying out policies passed
oither by a Parliament whioh is
hostile to the African; or pro-
vinolal councila which &re not
in sympathy with African aspi-
ratione or the Qovernor-General
who does not have a eingle

Afrioan to advise him on what o
grood for the ‘Afrioan. The type
of rule under whioh we Africans
live ie almost an abaolute dle-
tatorship. The revived N.R.C.
will gerve merely to carry ont
the deorees of this diotatorahip.
We are In no mood to ono-operste
any longer in this sort of thing,

The scoond {a that Mr, Straues

comes forward with a golation -

about which he himeelf s in
doubt. In his wmunoh-publiciaed
gpeech, ho admitted that he did
not think the 103G legislation
wae the best wisdom. That was
a polite way of saying that it did
not solve anything, For him to
oome with something whioch he
himself bas condemned in ad-
vanoe and come -aronnd to tell
ue. that we wonld do well to
acoept it, is, to eay the least, mot
to- sppreciate the real jesnes at
stale in the whole afTair.

Thirdly, we reject the concept

Ounr own view ig that it ia time
people recognissd the fact that
we ars determined to exer-
oise that eovereignty ae Sonth
Alrioane. We do not wanl ta
exaroise it In peparate little
etates of onr own; we want to
exercise it oollectively with tle
other Sonth Africana through
Parliament. That I8 one reason
why the franobise ls priority
number one.

To deloy o settlement of ~the
sovereignty fssue 18 merely to
pile up racial dynamite To
propose sops like the N RQC. is
to ask us to take more olrenite
ous routes in ihe wilderness
when we see our goal claarly.
We want a fair share in Lhe
government of the land so that
polili'oal madmen and adven-
tarers will no longer 'be in the
positicn to do with us the sort
of thiog they intend doing to us
at Sophiastown.  Oar only gaa-
antes that wo shall nover again
be physioally rafned as the
government of the day plans wa
shonld be, Is to ensaro that wo
bave the franohise; that we sit in
Parliament and use omr vote
againgt laws which might harm
us.  That ig the only protection
available to ue, short.of a revo-
lation,

1 bellave in non-violence and
peacafnl moral and other pre~
snreg a8 alda to peaseful negotia-
tlon. For thia reason I do not
want a violent revolutlon. It
might do barm where we might
bave to be called npon to waste
too mneh time repairing the
damsage done. Already the
people of South Afrioa go sbout
with too many wonnds gapiog
in their soul. I would not like
to see more inflicted. And the
gafeat way to get to my goal is
to have the franohise.

Oar own view is that the
Afrioan does not have a die-
tinotive deatiny of his own away
from the other Bonth Africans
Nor do we admit that any race
here has ite own distinotive des-
tiny apart from others.

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The following in the text of
8 memorsndvm on tradiog
licences sutmitted by ths South
Africap Congress of Democrats,
Somerset Tlouse, Fcx Street,
Johannesburg, to the Commis-
sion of Inquiry into the system
of Local Government, Trans.
vaals—

1. This memorandum, in reply
to matters raised in ‘*Circular
No, t, Licensing” issued by the
Commission, is presented by the
South African Congress of De-
mocrats, a national body with
beadqunrters in the Transvaal,
The organisation speaks on
behalf of a substantial member-
ship of citizens, overwhelmingly
European, who subscribe to the
ideals of the Universal Declara-
tion on Iluman Rights adopted
by the United Nations General
Assembly, and who uphold the
cause of equal rights, opportu=
pities and a democratic way of
life for all South Africans.

2. We consider that tradiog
licences should not be, and are
pot a privilege in the gilt of
the local authority, tn bte given
or refused at will. Every citizen
has the right to occupy bis
talents and his capital in any
l:rade or profession of his choos-
ing, The grantiog of power to
local autbority to refuse him a
licence to do so, can be justified
onjy as a weaos of ensuriog
that ¥rade is carried on in
suitable and hygienic premises,
in B maopner which does not
create a nuisance in the neigh-
bourhood, and ina way which
safeguards the public health,
Oace th'se requirements have
been met, the issue of a trading
licence should follow as auto.
matically as in the issuiog of
motor vehicle licences to any
vehicle which  has coma-
plied with =a test of road-
worthiness,
deration other than these be
allowed to influence the prante
ing of licences, than the process
of licensing 1is laid open to
abuse, and will eventually be.
come a political or economic
weapon in the hands of a single
party or group.

We therefore recommend :
That the Commission find that
the granting of trading licences
be automatic, subject ooly to
the applicant’s compliance with
bona fide requirements of local
and provincial public health
and town planning authorities.

3. In the light of this generul
principle we append the follow.
iog answers to questions set out
in the Commission’s “Circular
No, 3: Licensing"—

Question “d": We consider
that the only efiective way of
ensoring the rights of citizens

Should any consi.
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to free participation in their
chosen trade, is to provide all
applicants for licences with the
full protection of justice and
the Courts of law, We consider
that fair and equal treatment
of would-be businesses can only
be ellectively puaranteed agaiost
bias, prejudice and unwittiog
error of judgment by local
authorities, if their right of
nppeal to the Courts of the
country is guaranteed,

We therefore recommend @
That all applicants for licences
be entitled, ng of right, to appeal
to the onrmally constituted
Courts against decisions of the
licensiog authorities.

Question ‘¢ : We are entirely
and stroogly opposed to the
idea that local authorities be
permitted to discriminate in
the issuing ol licences on the
grounds of race. We consider
that the idea that a trade should
cater ooly for persons of his
own racial group bas been
assiduously fostered by certain
European interests over a long
period, as a meaos of enabling
thom to take possession of the
rivals’ lucrative and hard earned
egtablished businesy. Such ideas
are rejected by every civilised
country in the world. Further-

. more, it follows logically that

this principle, ance acceptea for
mercantile trade, should be ¢x-
tended to cover farmers, maou-
facturers and  professional
people; once these groups are
to choose their custom from
their own racial groups only,
chaos in our economic life aod
eventual breakdown are cer-~
taio, If this principle is not
proposed to be carried to its
Jogical conclusion in all fields,
but is restricted only to trade,
it can bo regarded only as a
sordid attempt to entich one
racial group at the expense of
athers. ,

The relusal of licences on ihe
ground that the business is
likely to attract customers of a
different{racial group than that
which predominates in  any
patticular ares, is equally in-
defensible. It would effectively
prevent all minority groups
from participatiog in trade,

We therefore recammend:
That all racial bias, discrimina-
tion or differentiation ia the
issuz of trading licences be
specifically probibited by law,

Question “j". We consider
that licensing  committees
should pot consist exclusively
of city couccillors. Under pre=
sent conditions, town and city
councillors are ¢xclusively Eue
ropeans, and elected exclusively
by the European community,
We regard it as impossible for
such bodies to act fairly and.

without prejudice, conicious ar
unconscious, towards the nor-
European community in th~
issuing of trading liceaces under
conditions of fierce tradirg
rivalry. Since the principle of
placiog 1the issue of trading
licences in the hands of town
and city couocillors spriogs
from the desire to allow electrd
representatives of the local
population to superviga the
amenities of their locality, we
urge that the princip e of re-
presentation on licensiog com.
mitteeg be (x'ended to the vote-
less non-European community
on an equal basis. In almost
every Transvaal town and vil-
lape, the non-European popula.
tion constitute the majority of
the consumers and bave sub-

stantial trading interests of
their own,
We' therelore recommend:

That licensing committees te
compoted of town or city coun-
cillors, together with directly
elected represeptativce of the
por-Europepn adult community,
that people of all racial eroups
of local residents be eligible to
be candidates for such dirrc*
eleclion,
