Three other Negro passengers moved to the back,

but Mrs. Parks was tired—of her day’s worl and of segregation—and so she refused to obey the driver’s

order to move so that some white folks who had just

boarded the bus coul! be seated. The driver stopped

the bus and she was arrested for breaking the segregation laws.

The Negro ministers of Montgomery immediately call-
ed a one-day protest, urging members of the Negro com-
munity of Montgomery (50,000 Negroes vis-a-vis less
than 100,000 whites) to avoid bus transportation that day..
They did—with restraint, with a rare unanimity., And
the Negroes of Montgomery have been avoiding the
buses’ever since.

In the mecantime a strong Negro organization has
béen evolved, called the Montgomery Improvement
Association, It has made three mild demands:
courtesy by drivers; 2——ultimately Negro drivers on routes
into preponderantly Negro residential areas; and 3—seat-
ing in the buses on a first-come, first-served basis, with
Negroes beginning from the back and whites from the

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Passive Resistance For Anti-Republicans

FEW weeks ago
@ the anti-republicans

in Natal announced
that one of the things they
would do to oppose the
drift to a republic would be
to resort to passive resist-
ance. We were delighted
to read this in the Press be-
cause, among other things,
it means that these people
are beginning to sec a little
more reason. !

It had always seemed
odd to us that a small
minority in the White com-
;nunity could hope to 'stop
the march to a republic
merely by shouting against
it and making threats which
did not mean much. DBut
when they talk of non-
violent resistance, they are
getting to ground of quite
a different sort,

They are discovering that
apartheid is the sort of evil
to defeat which you have to
fight with your whole being
and be ready to give up
your whole being,-

But this alone is not
enough. DBehind the
publican threat is a set of
values which threaten all
who do not think as the
apartheiders do.  If the re-
public comes about, this
will mean that those values
are imposed on all, without
regard “for their race or
.colour.  These are the
values which have reduced
the African to the position
of 2 helot in South Africa,
These are the values which
justify the economic stran-
gulation of the Indian for
purposes of driving him
out of the country, These

re-

Black,

are the values which have
reduced the English speak-
ing citizen to thg status of
second-class citizen.

In other words the threat
behind the republic is a
mind  which will destroy
South Africa. Because this
mind is dangerous to all
who do not think apartheid
has the monopoly of virtue,
it is not enough for the
anti-republicans, "who con-
stitute a small minority of
the population, to regard
the anti republican fight as
a matter for \Vhite people
only. As we have said,
values of life cherished by
\Vhite and Brown
are being challenged by the
republicans. No minority,
no matter how determined
or how \White, has any hope
of success - defending
them. ~

On the other hand, since
these values of personal
liberty and the rule of law
are embraced by the major-
ity of the population, the
anti-republicans would.fight
with brighter prospects of
winning if they had on their
side the vast majority who
see salvation for themselves
in the triumph of these
values,

But that is.just where the

snag is. The vast majority
against the republic and
against apartheid is not
White. Tt would appear
that the anti-republicans

themselves are democrats
only when democracy is for
the White skin. By this
narrowness of outlook they
defeat the very ends they
seek to achieve.

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It is very courageous of
them to say they are going
to resort to passive resist-
ance. But we non-Euro-
peans who know what it
entails do not mind-warning
them that it is no joke. The
really  disturbing factor,
however, is that in the cir-
cumstances under review,
courage alone is not deci-
Numbers are.

SOME of the worst aspects of

the Group Areas Act came
to light in the rccent Pmor{a
bearing, now adjourned. Oti-
ginally before the Group Areas
Beard was a proposal by the
City Council to dump all its
6,000 Indians on a farm 16 mi'lcs
out of the city. Opposition
from local European farming in-
teres's caused the Minister to
veto this particular plan.

Before the Board, at present,
therefore, are a variety of alter-
native schemes for removing the
Indians from the city area. Some
are proposed by tbe City Cotincil;
others by local residents anxious
to avoid hbaving the Indians
moved in their direction, One
of these residents aHeged that
the city’s four Nationalist M,P.'s
are ganged up behind the Coun-
cil's plans and bave declared
that, whatever the Group Areas
Boitd may reccmmend, they
have *‘the ear of the Minister and
the Cabinet.”” One M.P.is even
aaid to have asserted: “Thc body
with the lost sayis the Cabinet,
apd the Cabinet will keep the
atea clean.” Throughout these
ptblic squables bciween cn-
thusiastic supporters  of the
Group Areas Act there have been

When it is remembered that
Tadians first came to Pretoria
eatly 1n the 1880's, that they
weee encouraged to settle and
traie by eminent Boers who were
g'ad to break the uitlanders’ coms
mercial monopoly, that their
right to live and trade there was
confirmed in 1890 by the govern-
ment of the Transvaal Republic,
it may well be wondered how any
of the present proposals can
quilify as the “justice and fair-
play’ promised by Dr. Donges
unier the Act, especially sioce
po compepsation for goodwill
and lost custcm is to be offered
to expropriated traders.

Dr. Donges and Mr, de Vos
Hugo, the Chairman of the
Baard, can hardly have been
pleascd to hear the Board called
"an Afrihaans court.)” It was
precisely because the Board has
the outward appearance of being
merecly a body of Government
nominees that critics of the Act
have maintained that its opinions
wrll inevitably be biassed. Mr.
Seymore has fully confirmed
these fears.

On the question of language
Mr. Seymore was both arrogant
and at fault., It is not compulsory
for citizens of this country to

learn both official languages. Ine
deed, it is because private citi-
zens bave the right to speak
whichever they please that Gov-
ernment servants and  public
bodies are required to conduct
their business bilingually. Mr
Seymore might even have re-
called that the Government of
which he is a known supporter
has only recently legislated to
enforce bilingualism in Natal
municipalities.

It can, of coutse, be said—and
rightly —that the City Council of
Pretoria also has the right to
plead in tbe language of its
choice, But' the -Group Areas
hearing is not before an ordinary
court where interpreters and
transceipts of the evidences are
available. Mr. de Vos Hugo
had, in fact, to detract an earlier
promise that translations would be
provided. Further, this is no
ordinary court casc. It is a
question of eviction and expro-
priation, of men’s bomes and
livelihoods being at stake.

They may be just “a lot of
Indians.” But they are also law-
ful citizens of this country and
Jong cestablished rcsidents of
Pretoria. If, in these circim-
stances, the Council is not pre-
pared to waive its undisputed
legal right to use either official
language, it deserves every epi-
thet used by Mr. Cutlewis. And
it has done nothing to help Dr.
Donges convince the world that
the procedure under the Group
Areas Act will be “just and fair”
to all races—very much the con-
trary.

Keeping The Black

and politics® It is probably no
accident that this ' movement
sprang from within the Negro
churches of Montgomery.

The Negeo church, at  the
moment, is stil} almost the only
institution in the South, except
the National Association for the
Advancement of Coloured People,
which is beyond the reach of the
white man. Heretofore, the
church has been escapist and the
practical, rational Negro in the
South bas not reached for it.
But today, with tension rising in
the South and with more able
leadership in the churches, the
church is fulfilling almost a re-
volutionary role, Thus the twice-
weekly rallies of the movement in
Montgomrery are squarely within
the chucches.

The mass meetingy are not
unlike Gandhi prayer meetings,
A theme song has-been adopted
for the duration of the protest,
Its tune is “Old-Time Religion,”’
Its words:

We are moving on to vict'ry,
We ate moving on to vict'ry,
We are moving on to vicl'ry,
With hope and digaity.

We shall all stand together,
We shall all stand together,
We shall all stand together,
'Til every one is free,

We know love is the watchword,
We know love is the watchword,

Also at these meetings there
are five periods of prayer, wih
o:scasional between-prayer (if not
post-prayer) talks by the leaders
of the protest. These five prayers
are for the success of the meeting,
for strength of spirit to continue
our protest non-violently, . for
strength of body to continue
walking for freedom, for those
who oppose us,and for a recog-
nition of the goal that all men
are brothers to live in pezace and
equality. Soon members of the
N gro coinmunity will be wearing
‘spzcial buttons with the slogan:
“Victory Without Violence,”

At the prayer meetings them-
selves and from the pulpits, the
leaders are cechoing Gandhian
philosophy and, on occasion,
Gandbi's own words, Some are
studying the sage from Seva-
gram. They are conscious that
thejr movement has been likened

to Gandhism and they are detes-
mined to study Gandhi and to
adopt some of his techniques
They are conscious, too, that,
other Negro communities—
South and North—are watching
their movement carefully, for this
could spread and cover much of
the South.

In several respects, however,
the movement has not approached
Gandhian proportions. For one
thing, the strategy is not quite as
open as it was in Gandhi's own
campaigns.  Also there is no
obvious preparation to prevent
the protest from becoming vio-
lent, should there be provocation.
There is, for example, no leader
yet strong enough 1o be ablz to
turn the campaign off should
violence threaten, And it is-no
szcret in Montgomery that both
sides are arming “for the future."
Gandhi was a master of careful
organization; in Montgomery the
organizational machinery is only
being perfected, Gandhi edited
bis ‘Indian Opinion’, ‘Young
India’, and ‘Harijan'~important
mediums of communication; per-
haps none such is needed in a
protest involving only a single
city. There is one final difference,
especially in contrast to the non-
violence resistance campaigns in
South Africa and Goa in our
time, Here in Montgomery the
campaign is completely noa-
communist and there are abso-
lutely no communists hovering
about as I witnessed both in
Johannesburg and on the borders
of Goa. However, due to South-
ern circumstances, only one
white person is involved in this
protest, whereas in South Africa
especially a handful of whités of
varying political hues were co-
operating. >

What of American Gandhijans?
They are looking at this move.
ment with amazement. CORE,
the Committee of Racial Equality,
was founded in 1941 in ag effort
to adapt Gandhism to the Ameri-
can race relations scene. It has
had some important successes,
chiefly in the North, but occa-
sionally in border cities as Balti-
more, Washington, and St. Louis.
Once CORE made a foray into
the South and contributed sub-
stagtially to the lessening of
segregation on  interstate bus
transportation, As hard as CORE
tried, and lack of funds preveated
it from trying very hard, CORE
n.ver made sigmficant progress
in the middle or deep South,
And now arises this movement,
spontaneously and with no rela-
tion to CORE, and yet increas-
ingly going the Gandhian way!

American Gandbhians have been

_ following the movement in Mont-
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gomery with fascination, bit
from afar. Field workers from
the War Resisters League and
the Fellowship of Reconciliation
have gone to Montgomery to
evaluate the sifuation, first-hand,
and to report back to their or-
ganisations. They have not tried
in any way to interfere with the
protest, let alone try to take it
over. They found the leadership
to be wise, alert, and adaptable
and in no need of dayeto-day
consultation. In addition, south-
ern United States as southern
Africa is hypersensitive to outside
interference—and probably right-
ly so—since the northern carpet-
bapgers to the South still have a
job of work to do in race rela-
tions in most of their own north«
ern communities.

American Gandhians are, how-
ever, trying to interpret this
movement to the whole nation.
They are encouraging the nation-
wide day of prayer on WMarch
28th which is focussing on Ala-
bama. They are raising modest
sums of money to help the pro-
test movement in Montgomery,
It is fair (o say that the Negro
people themselves in Mont-
gomery are paying the consi.
derable weekly expenses for the
puol of come 200 automobiles—
some 4,000 weekly—through
collections at the prayer meetings.
If the drivers were paid directly,
they would be arrested by the
police for operating taxis without
licences! With a court case in-
volving a hundred persons, some
£20,000 additional may be needed
for legal costs, At the moment,
money is pouring in from all
over America, from pacifists and
non-pacifists alike.

American and foreign Gandhi-
ans—and non-Gandhians—can
help in terms of marale. There
is a ‘blanket of silence towards
the protest from the white citi-
zens of Alabama. It is reported
that initially several whites sent
signed letters to the newspapers
supporting the moderate demands
of the Negro community apd
thus their {protest. As the pros
test continued, however, the
white voices—and letters—dis-
appeared. Most whites apparently
do not want even this lessening
of segregation, although they

_ride vertically with Negroes with-

out segregation in Montgomery'’s
elevators!  Intimidated are those
whites who are in favour of this
slight lessening of segregation as
demanded by the Neproes at
this time, There'is a pervasive
totalitarianism gripping the South,
even southern liberals, including
those in Montgomery. The
inter racial Alabama Council on
Human Relations did make some
sharp, friendly comments about
the protest; but the only white
individual who has openly aided
the protest and helped raise
funds and consistently used hig

Tagoaloosa, March 12.

HE TUniversity of Alabama
I today announnced the ex-
pualsion of o etudent who was 8
Jeader in the agitation against
pdmission of Lhe Unlversity’s
first Negro etudent, hiss
Autherine L.noy.

‘The TUniversity Board of
Trustees also announced the gua+
pension from olase of four other
studente, and disciplinary action
sgainst an additional 20 who
took part in the disordere.

The expelled stondent was
T.sonard Wilson, who has been
vooiferously a pro-pegregrationist,
and has oriticised the University
jn varions public speeches for
admitting Miss Luoy in the flrst
place. He had praviounsly threats
ened to go to conrt it he was
expelled for hie actions.

The Trustees paid Wilson was
being expelled for his “nne
warranted and ontrageons publie
altaoks mpon the integrity of the
“President, Facnlly and offigers
ol the University.”

Names of the other studenls
being punished were not made
public. Thres of thoge under
investigat bn already have with-
drawn from school.  Trustee
John A. Cadell gaid they would
not be ro-admitted “unles, at
the completion of the investiga-
tion, their records have been
oleared.”

Cadell said the investigation
of other studente will continoe
%in the event of addilional per-
tinent information.”” About the
‘demonstrations on the Campns
us;'ly last month, the Trustees
gaid that Wilson hes appeared to
them that thie stadent’s condact
represented more than thorighte
he is normally expected to
exeroige.

Aeanwhile, Miss Luoy was oon«

tinuing her legsl efforts to galn
readmiselon to the Univereity.
Bhe filed a motion in the U. 8.
Distriot Court at Birmingham,
asking lhe University to admlt
her to claeged in time for the
term beginning late in Sep-
tember.

The Court had ordered her
resadmission by March 5, and
the Ugiversity complied, only
to expel her almost at’ once for
“making oharges egainst the
Universily ond ite oflicials and
Board of Trustees which she
could not prove.”

Mies Luoy says she has re=
celved ten offers of aoholarehip
to ottend other universities in
the U.S, but etill wante to go

to the University of Alabama.

In Birmingham over the weak+
ond, s moeeting of White citizans®
councila (pro-gegregationists) at-
{racted only 2,000 persone in a
hall"whick can seat 6,000.

In Washington today 19 Bena=
tors and 77 Representatives from
Southern States introduced in
Coungress a declsration of their
intention to nse all lawful mesns
to obtain revergal of the Supreme
Conrt order banning raoial
segregation in publio echools.

The group, represeniing most
of the Congressionnl delegalions
from Virglnia, North Carolina,
South Oarolina, Georgia, Ala-
bama, Missigsipi. Louisiansa,
Arkaneas, Florida, and Texas,
gaid:

*{Ve pledge ourselves to use
all lawful mesns to bring about
a reversal of this (the Sopreme
Oourt action of May 1954) deoi-
pion whioh is conirary to the
coastitntion and to prevent the

The declaration also commenda
“The motives of those nsiates
which have deolared their ine

ful means.’’

In Washington, the Court to*
day ordered the Uniqeraity of
Florida to admit 3 Negro t» ite
Law Bchool.

The atadent, Virgil D. Haw-
kins, had been seeking admission
to the sgohool for eeven yeares
The State had offered to send
him toa Negro Law Sohool in
Florida or to pay hie tuiiion at
an out-of-state college.

The Conrt declared: "“As thie
oase involves the admiseion of a
Negro to a graduate professional
gchool, there is no reasen for
delay. Ho is entitled to prompt
admission under the rules and
regulations opplicable to quali-
fird candidates.

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A Constructive Approach

HE Left has overplayed its

cards. It thought it would cash
io onthe bans on men like Luthuli
snd Njopgwe and stampede the
{eaderless masses in the direction
of the - Freedem Charter and,
ultimately into the federal organ-
sation I bave already mentionnd
The process was resisted vigor-
ously by the African people
themselves and even the most
vocal advocates of the Charter
are beginning to admit that the
thing was a damp squib, Efforts
to bring the ANC nearer the
federal body have similarly evoked
significant revolts inside the
ANC—from the rank and file of
the movement and even Johan-
nesburg, which is heavily under
the influence of the Left, has
1ten enough of the red light to
begin to be a little more cautious,

‘The interesting question is:
Why has the Left not made head-
way, when there is so much fer-
tile ground for the seed it special-
ises in sowing? To me there are
two reasons for this, Firstly the
1bulk of the African people are
still too deeply wedded to the
ideal of Black-White partnership,
This sounds strange. How can
slaves adhere to an idea which
looks like binding them to their
oppressors? To the Afcdican
things are not as simple as that.
The African is in the majority
and whether the colour-conscious
Whiteman likes it or not it is
certain that one day this country
will have an African Prime Min-
ister. This security in numbers
enables the African to take a
broader view of South African
affairs,

From that angle he works for a
Sauth™ Africa where he will no
longer be the most feared or
hated group, He works for a
South Africa which will not have
antagomised the West or the East
by oppressing the minorities
' which come from either place,
. Rather, he would have a South
Africa at peace and on friendly
terms with America and Europe
on the one hand and Asia on the
otber, He sees sutvival for him-
(self and brighter prospects of
setting up a viable State in keep-
" ing this friendship. But this is
"\ ossible only if he is on friendly
th\™s with the minorities from
the West and the East and that
friendship, in turn, is possible
only on the basis of partnership,

But this policy of friendship is
not dictated only by reasons of
expediency, It springs from

deeper origins. The dominant
emphasis is the African’s culture
and moral outlook is on tolerance
and lack of colout-consciousness,
A man is hated for what he
stands for and not for what he is,

The Left will have to sway the
African’s cultural traditions in
another direction to be able to
make headway. - It is not willing
to do that for obvious reasons and
now concentrates on training
future leaders of the African
people who will be built up and
enabled to lead their people to
the Left. I am afraid this course

actual position in which the
Transvaal ANC now finds itself.

The second reason why the
Left has not made headway is
that the race situation in this
country is such that communism
cannot really form an effective
alliance with African nationalism.
Where race hatreds are so sharp
nationalism readily gets out of
hand and you can never be cer-
tain who nex¢ will be its victim.
The 1949 riots effected an im-
portant change in communist
policy. Up to that time the
Left encouraged African national-
ism. But the riots were so
damaging to the cause of workers’
unity as conceived by the Left
that the Communist Party de-
cided to build up among the
Africans a puppet organisation or
perhaps turn the ANC into such
an organisation. With national-
ism growing among the Africans,
it becomes more and more diffi-
cult for the communist to be
convincing to the African,

The liberal is in quite a differ-
eat position. He stands for part-
nership and _this note readily
evokes a positive response from

“very many in the African com-
munity. But the qualifications
and terms the liberal iasists upon
as a basis of that partnership
tend to repel the African, Friend-

ship is possible only on the terms
of equality, says the African and
there can be no equality where
there are conditions and quali~
fications,

From this perspective the ad-
vantage in making an impression
ont the African masses is definite-
ly with the liberals. The day
this fact is fully appreciated in
the Liberal Party and policy is
changed accordingly, the Left
will, to a marked extent, be
thrown out of business,

This fact, not generally appre-
ciated in the Liberal Party, ex-
plains to me the truth that both
the Nationalists and the Left
reserve their worst venom for the
Liberal Party—which is younger,
poorer and weaker than the Na-
tionalist Party or any guise under
which the Communist Party
parades. ,

I have said before that the
Liberal Party—1 do not like the
word Liberal; I would rather
have, say, the Greater South
Africa Party or something like
that— holds out the only prospect
of a peaceful solution of the race
problem and of survival for all
the peoples who make up the
South African nation, Conse-
quently if the ANC seeks to make
a positive contribution towards
building up a united nation, it
will have to work on the basis of
closer co-operation with the
Liberals, But it must be under-
stood that, such co-operation, to
be effective will have to be pre-
ceded by the adoption of Liberal
policies which inspire Alrican
confidence.
