JRPOVISIONS designed to tighten the control
over the movements of Africans and to facilitate
-their removal from urban areas are contained

in the Native Laws Amendment Bill.

It has been

introduced in the Assembly by the Minister of
Native Afairs (Dr. H. F. Yerwoerd).

One of the amendments
contained in the Bill is de-
signed to prevent the in-
discriminate return of sea-
sonal labourers to areas
within which they were pre-
viously employed
specific purpose.

for a

African labour bureaux
will in future exercise sole
control over the entry of
work-seekers into urban or
proclaimed areas. At pre-
sent it is possible for the
municipal influx control
officer to allow African
work-seskers to enter his
area indiscriminately.

" An explanatory memo-
randum says it is the Gov-
ernment’s policy to establish
rural villages in African
areas and that such villages
should, where practicable,
also serve the needs of
neighbouring White towns.

The Bill makes it pos-
sible to order Natives living
in an urban area—but out-
side a location, African
village or hostel—to go and
live in the rural village,

. The Bill lays down that
no person may conduct in
an urban area but outside
a location, African village,
African hostel or area ap-
proved for the residence
of Africans, any ‘“church,

school, hostel, club, insti-
tution or any place of en-
tertainment” which was not
in existence on January 1,
1938, if that institution is to
attended by an African, un-
less he has first obtained
the approval of the Minister.

This means that churches
in towns which were estab-

r
lished after January 1, 1938
and which at present admit
Africans to their services,
will have to get Dr. Ver.
woerd’s express permission
to continue to do this.

The same limitations will
also apply, for example, to
cinemas in small country
towns which, under certain
circumstances, admit Afri-
cans to a réserved part of
the auditorium.

At present, meetings in

local authority areas have

to have the local authority’s

approval, The Bill stipu-
lates that if Africans attend
such meetings, the approval
of the Minister is required
as well.

Under the Bill Africans
whose papers are not in
order can be turned out of
a local authority area by
the registering officer and
ordered not to return for a
specified petiod. At pre-
sent such Africans can be
removed only after a con-
viction.

Another clause gives
Native commissioners and
Magistrates summary pow-
ers to remove Africans from
locations, villages or hostels.

There is a second weakness. The boycott was
basically a spontaneous movement. African commmunis
ties, in various parts of the country, realised that Min-
ister Schoeman’s attitude exposed them to the danger
of rises in bus fares evarywhere. To defend themselves
in advance they staged sympathetic boycotts to im-
press the Minister with the urgency of the need to take
up a fnore realistic attitude. Mr, Gabriel Nyembe, the
acting President-General of the African National Con-
gress, made this point clearly in the statement he re-
leased to the Press at the height of the boycott. - 3

In some places the ANC gave directibn to this
spontaneity; in others it did not, WHhat all this means
is that there was not sufficient co-ordination in the
boycott movement. There is no convineidg indication
that Natal knew what the Cape wanted to do—nor did
the latter know Natal’'s real intentions. The goals were
cerfainly common cause but there certam]y was no
single master plan.

Possibly in sympathetic boycotts with limited ob-
jectives and intended to be of short duration this was
not a major defect. But where a major campaign is
planned on a national scale to continue for the longest
time posstble, it is unwise in the extreme to overlook
the need for co-ordinated action.

~ African Side Only

Co-ordination here does not mean planncd action
on the Alrican side only. To be really eﬂ'ectwe, par-
ticularly against the background of the fact that the
bus boycotts have shown that the African has numer-
ous friends and sympathisers on the White side, an
anti-apartheid boycott would need to be backed by
people and organisations in the othet sections of the
nation,

If the African National Cangress plans a frontal
attack on apartheid in the form of a boycott of 'Na-
tionalist establishments and products, it must win éver
to its side as many peaple, regardless of race or colour
or creed as possible.

HERE is no boy or girl in
India who does not know

of Gandhiji. His kind smile
and sweet expression are so fami-
liar to us from a thousand pic-
tures and photographs that we
feel as if we koew everything
about him. Almost every day of
our lives we have heard bis name
spoken with love and reverence.
Yet few of us know of half the
wonderful things he bas done for
India. If we studied his life and
his work carefully, we should not

be content with just loving him,

we should try to follow his teach-
ings as well and to be as like him
as possible. This is oot so diffi-
cult as it sounds, because he has
left us many rules to follow.
These rules make being very
good and great scem very simple
and easy. All that we have to
dois to go on followinng these
rules every day, and never give
up following them.

Gandhiji himself was not al.
ways great or good. He was
once as full of faults as anybody
else, But for love of God he
tried to become a little better
each day, He did this so faith-
fully that in the end millions of
people looked up to him as a
saint and obeyed him in every-
thing, Yet he always said that
each one of us could become
like him and do the things that
he did if he wished. This
‘thought should give us courage
whenever we grow weary of
trying to follow in his foot-prints.

Begause so many of us always
think of him as Gandhiji, I will
call him that from the start, in.
stead of by his first name of
Mohandas. .

Gandh:ji was born on October
2, 1869, at ‘Porbunder, a small
state in Kathiawar. His father
was the Dew:n, or Prime Min-
ister, of Porbunder, and Gandhiji
was kis youngest child.

Gandhiji's mother was a very
sweet, kind ard religious woman.
- She visited -the temple ° daily,

often taking her little son with
her. She fasted frequently teo.
Oace she made 2 vow to eat
oaly one meal a day for four
months, and not to take even
that one tmeal unless she bhad
ficst seen the sun shine. As she
bad made this vow in the rainy
season (the rainy season lasts
from some time in July to some
time in September) it was often
very difficult to see the sun shine
atall. Her children, who could
fiot bear to think of their dear
mother going without food all
the twenty-four hours, would
stand staring up at the sky, wait-
ing to catch the first gleam of the
sun. Assoconasa ray appeared
they would dash into the house
and call their mother to come
and sce for herself. By the time
ghe came out the sun had often
gooe behind the clouds again.
“It doesn’t matter,” she would
say ch'ecrfully, “God does not
want me to eat today,” and back
shawould go to her household
tasks. Ia this way Gandhiji
learnt from his good mother
how to do penance cheerfully for
love of God.

As a small boy of five or six
Gandhiji was just ILike other
children at that age, He found
it very hard to learn the muli-
plication table. He would get
cross with his poor teacher and
call him names behind his back,
just as many silly Iittle children
do. At that early age a child
does not understand how hard a

Those who
accepted non-violence accepted
chastity, poverty and fearlessness
as the pillars oo which spiriwal
work could be founded.

Passive Resistance was of very
little use if it did oot bring
suffering to the resister, said
Professor Kuper.

was essential as it invarisbly
putified the sufferer and may in
fact also purify the ono who in-
flicts the suffering. The suffer«
-ing must be undertaken by people
who are respected Ly their com-
munity, added Professor Kuper.

Continuing, Professor Kuper
said that resistance was divided
into twe main groups—none
co-operation and civil disobedi-
ence. Civil disobedience was
the breach of those laws which
could be broken without the
lowering of moral stands, as the
resister was to be a person of
high ideals.

to conform, to stifle criticism of
political Afrikanderdom, not to
rock the boar, it is,aot enough to
sit silent in public while atrocious
proposals are made and acclaimed,
and only to work against them (if
one works at all) in the privacy
of committee, Public outrage,
whether proposed or enacted, re-
quires public denunciation and
repudiation.

Yet both at Port Elizabeth in
January over the Indians and at
Bloemfontein in June over the
Tomlinson report and the Gov-
ernment white paper, morally
indefensible propesals have been
made and acclaitned, and their
critics in Shbra (if there are any)
bhave kept their peace. Is this
consent or cowardice? If it iy
neither, but an attempt' to wait
“unnl the time s ripe,” we must
ask “how long, oh Lord, how
long?" For the seed that is being
widely scattered is sowing the
whirlwind, and still the voices of
protest are silent before the
gatberiog storm that will sweep
them away with the rest.

India Never “Seized’” Kashmir

Says Canadian M.P.

RITING in the Canadian

newspaper ‘Vancouver Sun’
Mr. Philpot, a Capadian MP,
has accused the Western Press of
being unfair to Prime Minister
Nebru so far as his stand on
Kashmir is concerned

Mr Philpot said: *“It pever
was true that the Indian Acrmy
‘seized’ Kashmir, as many Ameri-
can newspapers are now stating
with complete disregard for actual
facts."”

Recounting the sequence of
events in which ‘“Kasbmir was
actually invaded by wild moun-
taineer tribesmen on October 22,
1947" resulting 1n an “‘orgy of
"violence and destruction,’ fol-
lowed by the “signing of the
instrument of accesslon by the *
ruler of Kishmir' -z, Philpot
said: “While-1t 1s true that the
ruler of Kashmir was a Hindu, it
is equally true that the vic-
tims of the invasion of Kashmic
were mostly Muslims,

“The Muslim population of
Kashmir was fraatically appeal-
ing for protection from wild
invaders...The Iadian army at
that time was stll under the
cpmmand of British officers. A
combat team of 335 men was
flown in one of the most timely
airborne operations of our times.
The small f-rce arrived literall‘y

in the nick of time to save Kash-~
mir, not so much for India as
from the violence of mountaineer
1ovadess **

The article said? “It was con-
siderably {ater that the case de-
generated into actuzl war between
India and Pakistan  For, weeks,
or even months, after the original
outbreak, the Pakistan Govern.-
ment tried to convince that it has
no direct pafit in the events in
Kashmir. Time after time the
United Nations arbitrators have
found that Pakistan bad no ‘locus
standy’ in Kashmir Jen any boasis
of legality.'"
