A HUMAN BEING
AFRO-ASIAR  POWERS PRE$S' PORTUGAL

ECENTLY [ drew the attention of readers to the
trial in Lisbon of Capt. Henrique Galvao, a 63-year
old Liberal writer who has been in prison for seven

years awaiting triul on a charge of “defamation” against

the President of Portugal.

At the time 1 indicated
that the real reason for this
man's imprisonment (which
has resulted in a break-
down of healthy was 2 re-
port on conditions in Angola
which he drew up in 1947,
and his support of an anti-
Salazar candidate for the
Presidency in 1951, DMore
details of the offensive parts
of his report are now avail-
able, The reportitself was
not published, but parts of
it circulated amongst the
Opposition in Portugal and
were quoted by DBasil David-
son in his book “The Afri-
can Awakening.”

1t has long been known
that the economy of Angola
{population of 80,000 LEuro-
peans and 4 million Afri-
cans) | rested on forced
labour. As the *“Manches-
ter Guardian” Legal Cor-
respondent put it on 27.2.58:
“Galvao reported that con-
ditions in Angola were
worse than slavery. A slave
was often in the past treated
humanely by his master,
since it was in his interest
to maintain a healthy and
strong servant. In Angola,

he said, the native Iis
bought from the state, 1If
be is sick and dies the
master can apply for another
from the state.”

Galvao's trial, which is
before a political court, has
now been adjourned until

March 4th. He stands as
a victim to the tyranny
which exists in  Portugal

where, as the Chairman of
the Liberal Party in Britain
has put it, “callousness to-
wards civic and personal
rights is as rampant as in
any Communist State.” It
is in the interests of human-
ity that protests should be
made to the Portuguese
Government demanding jus-
tice and freedom for this
unhappy man.

To put it again in the
words of the Liberal Chair-
man: “The Government of
Portugal should be firmly
told that such conduct
besmirches Western civi-
lisation and strains our his-
toric friendship. Let all
who cherish liberty rally to
right 2 grievous wreng and
to urge Portugal to set
Galvae free.” )

Behind the trial of the
man stands an important
development those
who are concerned for
liberty in Angola must re
gard with anxiety. The
Portuguese Government is
attempting to bring off one
of the biggest confidence
tricks in colonial history.
In December 1955 Portugal
became a member of the
United Nations, under
whose Charter {Article 73}
she is required to transmit
regularly to the Secretary-
General information of a
technical nature relating to
the economic, social and
educational conditions in
non-selfl - governing  terri-
tories for “which the mem-
ber is responsible.

Portugal secks to avoid
the obvious difficulty she
would face if the appaling
conditions in Angola came
befare the bar of world

opinion in the U.N. by
asserting that Portugal re-
gards Angola not as a non-
sell-governing territory, but
as an overseas province of
Portugal itsell. This, of
course, is ‘the gambit used
by France over Algeria.

FFurther, it is only recent-
Iy (since June 1951) that
Portugal has been using
this euphemism of “over-
seas province”: previously
it was known as “colonias."
To date Portugal has got
away with this deception.
Twice the Afro-Asian dele-
gates in the U.N. Assembly
have attempted to get votes
passed which would have
called on Portugal to sub-
mit the necessary reports
on Angola. Twice jthe re-
solutions failed because of
insufficient votes, It will
be a great tragedy for the
people of Angola if this
happens  again, Either
Portugal must act in the
spirit of the United Nations
or she must be made to see
that the alternative is get-
ting out,

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The Morkel Case

HE people of South Alfrica have become accus-
H tomed to conduct, on the part of the State, which
does gross violence to human decency. The
Morkel case, in which three preachers of a C-plourcd
apartheid religious sect were arrested and convicted fot
trespassing on ground reserved exclusively for the Dutch
Reformed Church, raises quite a number of very disturb-
ing issues,

Mr. Morkel broke away from the Dutch Reformed
Church because he felt that he was not wanted within it.
That, in turn, created conditions which made it impos-
sible for him to serve his Creator to the best of his abil-
ity., In order to have that peace of tnind in which he
could be free to do this he walked out of the DRC and
established a Coloured sect of his own.

According to Press reports, in the years he has been
in the field, he has not done badly. In [other words his
action accorded with the wishes of a growing number of
Coloured peope.  But in carrying apartheid to its logical
conclusion he committed the most heinous crime in Souith
Africa)—to show up the real weaknesses of the herren-
volk ideology. As a result the Police came swooping on
his followers like vultures,

('ye thing must be got straight. It has been a
custom adhered to for decades in South Africa that cer-
tain parts cf the country should be marked out into
denominational spheres of influence. Thus, for a long
time the estzblished Churches did not allow the Separat-
ists to establish their missions within what was called a
five mile radius.

To further this policy they
gent the late J. T. Gumede to
Brussels in 1927 and from there
arranged for him to visit the
Soviet {Union. He returned so
strongly pro-Saviet that although
he was kicked cut for his sym-
pathies, he enabled the local
communists to gain a good toot-
hold in the ANC.

This action of the ANC to-
gether with what Kadalie bad
done to the communists con-
vinced them that the Africans
were 50 solidly against them that
they (the Africans) needed to be
taught a good lesson, In the 1929
general elections the communists
produced the infamous Black
Republic manifesto in which they
advocated an African republic
In the circumstaoces, this was
bound to mobilise White opinion
solidly behind Herizog. .

The African [people fear that
an ANC which was no longer
responsible. to them could quite
easily land them in the disasters
which followed the Black Re=
public Maaifesto. The viclent
revolt apainst the present leader
ship it inspired by a decply-seated
conviction tkat the African com-
munity is being led, without the
ANC leaders being aware of it,
into another violent collision with
Afrikaner Nationalism. If the
leadets are aware, they do not
bave the means to defend the
African effectively.

Because the issues involved in
the crisis are so vital and com-
plicated it will be wisdom for all
interested to.withhold judgment
and not to rush to pive labels to
those who oppose present trends.

we had known at the time that
the policy of the provincial
autborities was (to train oon-

Eutopeas nurses for the full
certificate to any extent) we, and
I for one, would certainly not
have agreed to the 1944 Biil. We
would have fought ,t to the last
ditch."”

Tae s1n® wi tness added that
she continually found difficulty
in recruiting white nurses because
of the fear that they might occa-
siopally come under “the control
in any sense’’ of a senior nons
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white aurre. “Itis not for me
to indulge in ideologies, I bave
to be practical.” But she is stitl
having  recruiting difficulties,
The Act has removed “the fear"
without increasing the recruits,

The president of S A.N.A.
said:

I assume the Europeans pre-
fer to meet topgether and so do
the non-Eurepeans...They want
to Lkeep themselves pure, the
same as we want to keep our-
selves pure.”’

The Transvaal Executive Com
mitte, after drawing attention to
the dangers of ‘'swamping”,
enjoying refreshments together,
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attending meetings and  social
functions together as was widely
happening, demanding the “ob.
viating of all irrcgularities as,
inter alia, equality.”” It endorsed
‘‘the traditional South African
way of life, viz. that the Euro-
pean tust hold his own sepa-
rately” {apparently possible only
with the help of artificial legal
barriers).

The onc serious dispute among
those wha testified to the Select
Committee was between the pure
ideologists and the  practical
members of the profession on
the question of whether there
should be entirely separate white
and non-white services, or the
pretence of 2 unified service with
s'syperior’’ and ‘finferior’” mem-
bers, The Secretary for Native
Affairs spoke for the first solution:

“De facto one says that noo.
Europeans will be called mem-
bers (of a upified service) but in
reality they are not members,
For that reason it would have
been more honest to give them
their own association in which
they could play their own
part...Otherwise the anomaly
will be reached that an associa-
tion (one day) predominantly of
non-Europeans will be controlled
by a Board elected by the Euro-
pean minority—a position which
will in due course become un-
tenable.'”

The president of S AN.A.
argued that separate serv.ces
(1) might allow noa-white aurses
to fall under the influence of
ffagitators” ipostead of being
“'guided, helped and controlled”
by white nurses, (2) would de-
prive S.A.N.A. of pon-white fees
endanger itz affiliation
with the Interpational Council
of Nurses (I.C.N), with the
international status and world
contact that invelves, Said the
president of S.ANA;

“QOne of the stipulations of the
I.C.N. is that membership shall
be open to all races. Once that
is done away with, membership
is cancelled... The Board of the
Association can oply support
racial divisicn within the Asso.
ciation which would ensure
that S.AN.A retained its mem-
bership of the I.C.IN."”

The result of all this basbeen

the Nursing Act of 1957 ¢

(a) retaining a theoretically uni-
fied service, but withdrawing the
voting rights of non-white mem-
bers;

(b) restricting membership of
the Nursing Counci)l and Board
of S.AN.A. to white members
only;

(c) permitting non-white nurses
to elect Advisory Committees for
Africans and Coloureds, which
may in turn elect one white nurcse
each to represent them on the
Council and Board- (The Gov-
ernment has provided against
boycott of these Advisory Com-
mittees by authorising the Minis,
ter to nominate them if necessary,
“whereupon they shall be deemed
to have been elected™).

(d) compelling the separation
of branches of 5.4,N.A, into race
groups and the compilation of
separate racial registers,

(e) permitting the introductien
of different certificates, training,
insignia and uniforms for whbite
and non-white nurses;

- (f) making it a crime ever to
place a white nurse (qualified or
unqualified) under any non-white
nurse.

Apart from the evidence sum-
marised above, the Government
case was that the number of non-
white nurses had increased from

842 in 1944 to 3,099 in 1957
(against 12,651 white nurses),
Student nurses totalled 1,650

whites to 3,150 non-whites. These
figures “‘proved’” the danger of
the whites being| ‘“‘swamped.”
Government spokesmen thought
nurses should devot: themselves
to “their own nation' (volk); that
those who opposed the Act “did
not kaow the soul of the Native;'"
that ““it is the herd instinct, one
cangot alter it among Natives or
among animals, they will thank
the Government they now bave
the right and privilege of assa.
ciating with their own kind."
And the Minister stated flatly that
what was at stake was ““the ideal
of social apartheid which is tradi-
tional in this country,”

The Patliamentary Oppasition
except for the handful of Labour
and Liberal M.P.s; was inhibited
by the imminence of the general

-election and the fear ol being
tagged as supporters of any form
of sociz! mixing. But it did
oppose legislative interference
with the autonomy of a profes-
sional body; it queried the justice
of denying non.white nurses the
same certificates, uniforms znd
ipsignia if they attained the same
qualifications (even if, on average,
they took 2 little longer to get
there); and it seriously questioned
whether the I.N.C. would be
deceived by what Mrs, H. Suzman
called “this facade” of a unified
service, The Opposition said
that the Act was baasskap, not
“'separate developmeat.”

The Liberal and Labour mem
bera, however, drew distinction
between those senfor members of
the Nursing Council and S.A.N.A.
who had supported the Act and
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the rank and file of the profession.
In particular, they watned of the
very ugly temper of the nons
white purses. The latter point
has been fully justified by subse-
quent events, Not ooly bave
non-white nurses refused to form
separate branches, When the
chairman of the Nursing Council
and president of 5.A N.A. (both
senior eximatrons) toured the
country to “‘explzin’ the Act to
white and non-white nurses sepa-
rately, they drew the follow-
ing nonswhite audiences—Cape
Town, 14 out of about 1,000
possible; Port Elizabeth 18 out of
500; Durbag, nil out of about
1,000,

Branch meetings are suse
pended at the time of writing
on the Witwatersrand because
nop-white members of S.ANA.
there insist on continuing to
attend joint branch meetings in
defiance of the law, until expelled
by a resolution of the branch.
Now a move is afoot to form a
multi racial aurses' association
outside S,A.MN.A. and apply for
affitiation te the LC,N. in place
of the racially discriminatory
body.

The attitude of the white
nurses to the Act was conditioned
(1) by general apathy and ignor.
ance, since their own status was

not at stake; (2) by tbe mistaken
belief that they were committed
by an unrepresentative referens
dum ia 1950 to the much wider
type of apartheid incorporated in
the 1957 Act; (3) by the pro*
apartheid disposition of certain
senior nurses in key positions or
by the ecronzous belief of others
that they could best moderate the
Act by avoiding outright conflict
with the Government; (4) by the
white-anting tactics of a pressure
group of some Afrikaans nurses
inside S,A,IN.A. deliberately or-

ganised from outside by the
Broederbond.
It is not a happy picture. But

the white nurses who control
S.A.N.A, may yet come to realise
that they will stand better in the
respect of the world, their non-
white colleagues and even of
thamselves, if they bold firm by
the world -wide principles of theis
profession and make it plain that
racial discrimination is beinp
imposed on them against their
will. Whether they will summon
up the courage for ‘even this
limited opposition to the Govern-~
ment's 'wishes remains to be
een.

The quegtion was, what cab
India and England do for world
peace? Bome one country must
take a courageons step for the
sake of world peace. That elep
ig to free itself from the bon-
dege of armamentz—a 8lep
whick is nol contrary to reason.
Snoh a ocounntry will not have
to concern iteelf with what
other nations are doing, it wiil
have to take s unilateral action
on ils own’ alrangth. I think
that there are two nations which
can take this action, if they kave
the vonrage:s It is within the
realm of possibility, of oouree,
it God wills, that avny other
natiou may take such an action,
but I have my faith that either
India or England can do thies 1
bave hope that India will free
iteelf from the bondage of armed
foroces, becanse such an action ias
in coneonance with India’s oule
tural tredition. My hope in
England liep in my belief in its
inner moral strength.

Some people say that England
is a sgeoonderale power. My
idea is different., There is mno
nation stronger than Ipgland.
Wenlth and arms alone do not
give sirength. When England
took the wtep of releaping its
hold on India, its moral strength
gtew. I see England’s moral
strength in the Buez affair. The

‘ Qonsgervative party waa in power
snd it attacked Egypt, but the
people made an effeclive protest
egainet this ontrageoaa sction of
its government. I consider
this protest action wvery im-
portant; the actual eotion of the
Governmeont in Egypt 1 do not
oonsider of munoh imporiance.
I knew such a Government
would not stay for long. Eng-
land’s action in India was a
slgn of setreaglh, and in the his-
tory that ie still to be written,
it will bs judged a gloricus
aotion of which England c¢an be
ap preud as India is of her non-
vialent struggle for {Bdepen-
dence. Aea resalt of tha non-
violent movement the relstion-

_ship between the people of
Euglaod ansl India bhps deepened.
England kuoowe what war s,
what it requirese in national
effort, and therefore I believe
that Eogland has the strength

to liberate iteelf from wnrmed
foroes.

\Vhat is the basis of my hope
in India? Although India looks
like one country, it is really a
continent like Europe. That
there is one Government is an
smarzing fact. China is aleo old
snd large, but China has not so
many divisions: Only Euarope
can be compared to Indis, having

o many linguistio gronps. Yet
in Europe, where there iz =&
separate laoguage there is a

separate country. In Euarope
there is nlso an affinity between
the langnages, and there is only
one goripty I know French and
am learning German, and I
think it should not take a French
man more than 15 days to learn
German and vice versa.

In Europe there are so many
siates even when there iz no
Himealaya to separate them suoch
as Tibet from India.
uages are different and oconaas
guently the people think that
they are different—not only
that, they fight one another,
There have been {wo major wars
in our livipg memory. They
even seem sorry that thers are
no natural boundaries. So the
Moagino Line and Seigfrieﬁ Line
were built,

Becange of this nnity in
diversity wa can eay that there
iz non=violence in India’s blood.
Euarope, of couree, is polltically
more advanced, bat Ipdia’s
strength is such that it csn dis-
arm. Even when 1lndia was a
great Power it never attacked
epy other couniry—the strong-
eat of India's kings never
thooght of attacking his neigh-
bouring country. Another im-
portant thing is that the teaching
of the Baddha went from India
to China, Japan and other conne
tries but never was it preceded
by trade or the sword, There is
no other example of this in bis=
tary. Thie showe India’s trne
natare.

TWO perscns were killed and forty-four injured were groups
of over 5,000 infuriated refugees and Pathaos fought each
otherin a pitch battle in the refugee colony six miles from
Kazrachi for six hours early on Wednesday morning.

A dusk-to-dawsn curfewr was
imposed this evening for three
days in the refugee colony after
these bloody riots, described as
the worst since the post-partis
ticn disturbances.

Upofficial reports put the
oumber of deaths to twenty
aod injured over zo0c. The
report seid people were dragged
out of their homes and done
to death outside the locality,

A ban on assembly of more
than four.persons bas also been
imposed in the atea for three
days.

Pabistan’s Ioterior Minister
