NEW DELHL—An Interna-
tional Film Festival 18 being oe-
ganised by the Governmest of
India this year in co-operation
with the Film Federation of
ladia,

The object of the festival is to
provide a forum for the particie
pating countries to present films
of artistic and cultural value and
a high technical standard and to
contribute to the development of
motion pictute art aod techni.
que

The festival will be beld in
New Delbi from October 27 to
November 2, in Caleutta from
Novembet 1 to 7, in Madras from
Noevember 6 to 12 aod in Bombay
from November 11 to 17,

Only films produced or seleased
on or after January 1, 1960 will
be cligible for entry, Films in

languages other than English or
an Iodian language will be re-
quired to bave sub titles in En.
glish or Hindi. Only such flm,
a5 have fot been shown in India
prior to the festival could be
eatered. There is, bowever, no
bar to the entey of a film shown
at a festival in any otber countey.

Only films jn 35 mm width will
be cligible for participation, It
will be apen to each participating
country to send a maximum of
two filme in cach of the two cate-
gories=feature and shorts, The
length of shorts should not ex-
ceed 1,500 metres,

The Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting, Government of
India, have set up a Directorate
to deal with all matters pertainiog
1o the propored International
Film Festival

A Worsening Future

R. VERWOERD has returned a triumphanthcro’
D He was accorded, it may not be incorrect to say,
a reception the like of which used tobe organised
for the public appearances of the Nazi leader, Hitler. And
the reception was rot unreasonable for he laid down in-
structions to the Commonwealth Prime Ministers and
when they did not fall in line with him, he withdrew from
the Commonwealth. When all is said and done it would
appear that he had, in any case, planned the dramatic
withdrawal in order to become a demi-god in the eyes of
the Nationalists in South Africa. The Afrikaner loves
and respects a strong man, and Dr, Verwoerd has emerg-
ed the strongest man in the Afrikaans laager of the
twentieth century. He made it clear to the Common-
wealth Prime Ministers that Apartheid was the God-
ordained doctrine of Afrikaner nationalism, and that the
present Government of the Union was founded on the
ptinciple that white was superior to black. He did
not use this blunt language but made no pretence about
his meaning and his intentions.
There are many implications about the withdrawal.
The two most important are: first, the non-Europeans
must be prepared to face a worsening future in this coun-
try and, second, to what extent will Britain and Australia
in collusion with Dr. Verwoerd's South Alrica attempt to
cushion the effects of the withdrawal on South Africa’s
economy by entering into bilateral agreements contrary
to the purpose and the spirit of the Commonwealth. On
the fors. ‘er there cannot be much doubt. Even before the
shouting of the welcome to the Prime Minister had died
down Europeans set upon non-Europeans in Johannes.
burg in the fashion of the Nazi Storm-Trcopers going in-
to action against the Jews of pre-war Germany. The non.
Europeans did aot offer a fight—it would have been sui-
cidal to do so. But in addition to this mounting hatred
the laws of Apartheid, too, will be intensified and will
batten down on the black people, Itis clear that there
will be violence on the person and the body of the non:
European from groups of Europeans who feel that the
Afro-Asian Premiers compelled Dr. Verwoerd's with-
drawal. The police, it is certain, will not move with
swiftness as long as the black people are at the receiving
end. Bantu Territorial Authorities will be imposed with
greater determination, the Group Areas Act will be im-
plemented with incieasing ferocity and the police and the
military will be called out more and more often to deal
with non-Whites “subverting the authority ol the state
under the inspiration of Communists.”
While this will be the future within the country,
those who are keeping watch on the plight of non-White

much so that the Indian Vedant-
ins today do not hesitate to claitm
Pythagoras as one of themselves,
one of their great expounders
whose very name was oaly the
Creelt {oem of the Indian title
Pitta Guru, or Father Teacher,

Feom Pythagoras it passed to
Plato acd 80 to the Neo-Platonists,
reaching the summit of lucid ex.
position in the Buneads of Plotin-
us, and the Abstinence from Animal
Food by bis disciple and editer,
Porphyry.

At the begintifbg of the Fourth
Century the intelligentsia of both
Christian and pagan faiths could
unite in accepting the philosophy
Neo-platonistn as ptopounded by
Plotinus. But, in their desire to
have nothing whatever to do with
the pagan religion that Christian.
ity eventually supplanted, the
later theologians of the Catholie
Church deliberately rejected what
is now coming to be scen as the
only logical and ‘scientific’ ex-
planation of the universe—the
oncness of all life. Like Vedania
Neo<Platonism taught thar all.
pervading  Spirit wae the one
Reality, that mattet and the world
peeceived by the sennes were illu-
sory, being of the nature of a
dream, ot maya, The Intelleciual
Principle and Higher Sout were
NeosPlatonism's terms for Brah-
man and Alman, while otiginally
the Christians used the terms

God and Christ for the same con®
cepts, the Christ, like Atmane .
being the image and likeness of
the Highest Good found in cvery
man. Therefore, this religion
for which ‘‘Prabuddha Bharata”
call, has net to be formulated but
merely revived,

Vedenta would not, however,
be sufficient without the practices
and disciplines of Gandbiji. There
are Vedanting who are net veg-
ctarian, far less do they practice
the three essential disciplines of
Ahimsa, Brahmacharya and Satya-
graha; yet without these, without
the actual living of the spiritual
life, the most highly metaphysical
gystem can do nothing to save
mankind from ite present mater-
jalism and violence, which are
preventing its evolution fo a
higher-species. Nor should we
allow the present passion for
‘seientific progress’ to climinate
the all-essential virtue of com-«.
passionate Love, as the ‘progrese
sive’ scientists do who indulge
in animal experimentation, As
Gandbiji wrote of Western medi-
cint which he had stigmatized as
Black Magic': “I bave used the
bacgh term and I do oot with-
draw it, because of the fact that
it has countenanced vivisection...
and because it will stop at no
practice, however bad it may be,
if it prolongs the life of the body,
and because it igoores the im-
mortal soul.”

If science and religion are to
co-exist ethically and amicably,
science must agree to the dis-
cipline of thie Golden Rule in the
wider sense indicated by ‘Thomas
Hardy when he wrote: “The
eatablishment of a common origin
of all species involves a readjust-
ment of altruistic morals by en-
larging the application of what
has been called the Golden Rule
fram the area of mere mankind to
that of the whele animal king.
dom,"” :

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QUALIFICATIONS
FOR FRANCHISE
IN NYASALAND

HE Rhodesian and Nyasalaod
Nevwsletter published an extract
from the “Rhodesian Herald" of
January 3, 1961, setting forth the
franchise qualifications which
will enable Africans to vote in
the first general election

Almost every African in Nyasa-
land who is literate in any of the
languages commonly uaed in the
Protectorate, and who has paid
his tax for ten years, will be able
10 vote at the Protectorate’s firat
general election under the Con-
stitution granted last year, io
terms of regulations published on
Jaguary 3. Many African women
will alto be able to vote, and
there is provision for people to
vote, in certain circumstances, if
they are oot British subjects or
British Protected persons The
regulations do not require a voter
to be a citizen of the Federatien
to qualify for the vote,as is the
casein the other two Territorsies
of the Federation.

The qualifications in the regu-
lations do not amount to unis
versal adult {tanchise, since
certain qualifications have to be
met, but the qualifications are
the lowest set in any of the three
Federal Tereitories, There will
be two voters' tolls, on which 28
of the 33 members of the new
Legistative Council will be elest-
¢d, The remaiping five members
will be members of the Colonial
Service, appointed by the Gov-
¢toot.

Twenty membets will be elect-
ed on the roll with the lower
qualifications, thus probably en-
suring the election of 20 Africans,
The cight to be elected on the
higher roll will probably be Eu.
ropeans, with the possibility that
one or mote Asians might be
included.

All voters, whether they wish

1o qualify for the higher or the
lowee 1oll, will be required to
have four general qualifications.

They must be 21 years old and
over, and they must be British
subjects, British Protected pet-
sons, of petsons who have paid
tax {or been exempted from tax
payment) #asa Nyasaland African
for ten years. This admits Afri-
cans from other territories to the
roll if they have paid tax for the
pecessaty period. In addition,
all voters muat bave been resident
in Nyssaland for a comtinuous
peried of at least two years at
some time, ot they must be
pormally resident in Nyasaland,
or rug a business there, or own
immovable propesty in the elece
toral district in which they with
to repitter as voters. People of
any race who have these general
qualifications may register jon the
lower ot higher roll, according
to their otber qualifications,
There are four alternatives for
qualification on the fower roll:

1. Literacy in English, plus a
cash income in any of the three
years preceding registration of
not less than £120 a year, or
ownership at the time of regis-
tration of immovable property
worth at least £250.

Or 2 Literacy in English, or
in any of the five African dialects
of Nyasaland, ot in Gujerati or
Urdu (the two Asian languages
commonly used in the Protecto-
rate) and they must have paid
tax {or been exempted from tax)
for at least ten years

Or 3 They must be a chief,t

former chief of sub chief recop.
nised by the Governor, or 2
member of 2 native authority, a
past or present member of 2 dis.
trict council, ora group of village
headmen recognised by the Gov
etnor.

Ot 4, They must be master
farmers, pensioners, ex-Service
men, university graduates or—
a new decision since the Consti-
tution was granted—a widow or
woman marcied for at least ten
years, and literate in one of the
tight permitted languages.

There ate also four additional
qualifications for those who wish
to enrol on the higher roll, and
who will probably elect the eight
European membess of the Legis.
lative Council,

When the new GConstitution
war granted last  year, these
qualifications wete not defined,

several differences it the higher.
roll qualifications aopounced on
January 3. Tbe qualifications
for the higher roll are:

1. A cash income of at least
£720 fot either of the two years
preceding registration, or owner-
ship of immavable property worth
at Jleast £2,500 at the time of
registration (£1,500 in Northern
Rhodesia).

Primary education to
the level of Standard VI and a
cash income of at least £480 for
cither of the two years preceding
registration, or ownership of
immovable property worth at

More Women
Than Men

TVIR ASHOKE MITRA, Cen

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GODSE’S PETITION
REJECTED

{ “Indian Opinion” India Servics)

TN EW DELHI {By Mail)—The
Supreme Court has dismissed a
habeas corpyy petition by Gopal
Vinayak Godse, -who, is under
transportation for life for the
murder of Mahatma Gandhi.

Godse, who had argued his
petition in person, bad pleaded
that he had earned certain re-
missions in his sentence—total*
ling to 2,963 dayl-—and in view
of these remissions be had com-
pleted the term of life imprison-
ment, 15 years accordiog lo
Maharashtre prison rules, or
even 20 years,mccording (o
Pupjeb prison rules, His fure
ther detention, he had claimed,
was illegal and be should,
therefore, be set at liberty.

Mr. Justice Subba Rao, who
delivered the judgment, after
examining various provisions
of the Criminal Procédure Code
and the relevant jail rules held
that the rules could not be
construad 66 n statutory equa-
tion of 15 years’ actual ime
prisonment for transpottation
for life. The equation was only
for a particular purpose, namely,
for the purpote of “remission

system” and not for all purs
poses,

His Lordship said that for the
purpose of working out the
remissions the sentence of trang=
portation for life was ordinarily
equated with e definite period,
but it was only for that parti=
cular purpose and not for any
other purpose.

%Ag the sentence of trangé
portation for lile or its prison
equivalent, the life impriron-
ment,” His Lordship said,
fis one of indefinite duration,
the remissions so earned do not
in practice help such a convict
as it is not possible to predicata
the time of his death, That is
why the rules provide for &

The defencs was that the
work was dangerons to perform,
ay the men had to paint the roof
whilst standing on two 3 in, by
9 in. deals pat togethers If they
fell they wonld drop a distancs
of abont 45 feet to the ground
and there was no enpport to
hold or a net placed tnder-
peath to receive them if they
dropped, but they would fall
into the machinery and their
death would be gertain. Although
the manager eaid that thers was
8 liferline for them to held on
to, Counsel for the defence
quoted several anthorities, and
pointed out thnt hir olients wers
justified 'n refusing to do the
work 29 they considered it wa#
dangerons, and this wae sup-
ported by the evidence of-one
Raglt, Encopean witness for the
prosecntion. During the course
of {he trial, two of the aooused
were found to be free Indiane
and were disoharged when the
prosecution olosed, and these
men were nisd 88 witnesses for
the remaioing two indentured
Indisng. The Magistrate found
the latter mot gmilty and, ino
Qischarging them, said ho (the
Magistrate) sympathised with
them, and eaid that It wasa
dangecons eort of a job. The
Magistrate further pointed out
that if ho himeelt olimbed up a
high place and iooked down, he
would not help jumpiog down,
and the weveation wounld be o
with the Indians.

The
Magistrate, who declived to
believe that proper safegnards
had been providad by the eme
ployers, Sir Liege Hulelt and
Sonws, discharged.the men with
a few noteworthy words of
pympathy. If ghin kind of thing
oan happen with 80 well-reputed
an employer ad Sir Liege Hulett,
we dread to think what less
fortunate employees msy have
to suffer at the handa of lems
reputable employers. The signis
ficance of this cage lies in the
faot that, an soon as it was dies
covered that the two of the
aconsed men were free Indians,
