Unhappily, wisdom so inter-
preted, makes but scant appeal as
compared with that of worldly
success—money, pleasure, place
and power. And that is so, chief-
ly, because this earth-life of ours
is seen out of focus and not in its
proper perspective.

The temporary personalities

and laboriously wins to sclf-
¢ knowledge, to self-realisation, are

mistaken for the man's real self,
and only such things as
cognisable by the senses are
thouight to be real; whereas, of
course, the truth is exactly the
opposite, the other way about.

God is Love, we are told.
Likewise, that “Self-knowledge is
of Loving Deeds the Child,”
Also, that “He prayeth best who

“ loveth best,”

All of which, if true, furnishes
1n explanation as to wby a reali-
sation of The Kingdom on earth,
which, of course includes the

are

Brotherhood of Mankind, is still
so remote and shadowy.

For Love, like Trutb, are words
that stand for and ecxpress spiri-
tual verities or, perhaps more
correctly, that ultimate substan-
tive Reality of Realities some
men call God.

“The unreal hath po being,
‘The ““Real never ceases to be,”
teaches “The Gita.,” And adds,
“The truth concerning both is
known to the Seers of the Essence
of Things'"

‘That “seership” is possible for
all men because deep-seated in
the heart of each dwells a spark
of Highest Divinity which is the
One All-Self, (the Self that while
All-Transcending is All-Imman-
ent'and which All-Self man may
become-—may grow to be—by
abandoning attachment to the un-
realities which deceive and enslave
him and identifying himself with
that Wholeness in which all live,
move and have being; the Unity
that is the common denominator
of all the manynesaes.

The wise and saintly author of
At the Feet of the Master”
classifies men into two kinds:

cult 1o tell.  We accuse
the Communists of being
trouble shooters but the
Nationalists have cxcelled
them beyond bounds, They
have created trouble, trouble
and nothing but trouble.
The non-Europeans are
agitated with all the apart
heid and other restrictive
lJaws passcd by the present
Government.  They are
making elaborate prepara-
tions for a mass campaign.
Nowthere is troublebetween
the English-speaking and
the extremist section of the
Afrikaans-speaking people
over South Africa’s consti-
tution. It has come about
over the passing of the
Separate Representation of
Vote-s Act, the decision of
the .\ ppellate Court declar-
ing that Act to be invalid
and the autempt by the
Nationalist Government to
flout the decision by intro-
ducing a Bill for the re-
moval of the jurisdiction of
the Couits over Acts of Par-
liament. The validity of
the South Africa Act with
its entrenched clauses en-
. suring non-interference with
the franchise rights of the
non-Europeans and  the
language and other rights
of the English-speakiny
people is in question. The
Nationalists are adament.
“Their only concern is to
entrench their own position
and in doing so they are
prepared to overthrow the
South Afaican Constitution
and e¢verything that hinders
them. They wish to assume
absolute dictatorship.  Just
as the Communists have no
other principies but 10 gain
their ends by any means
so have the Nationalists no
other principles but to pain
their ¢nds by any means.
‘The only difference is that

the Nationalists are in power
and the Communists are
not.  There is no such
thing as democracy in this
country, nor can there ever
be wnh the two White
races ruling over four times
their number of unfran-
chised or partially franchised
non-\Vhites. Yes, there is
democracy for the White
man and that is very much
in danger now owing to the
attitude of the Nationalists.
The question now is whether
White democracy or mob
rule shall prevail. There
is hardly any difference be-
tween the two. The vast
non-European  population
is just a silent spectator in
this tussle.

Bad Example To Non-
Europeans
We have often said that
we have a great deal to
learn from the Europeans.
We have also said that we
should not copy their vices
but their vertues. This point
needs to be stressed today
more than ever. The non-
Europeans have a justifia-
ble cause to vent their
wrath against the injustices
perpetrated by the Govern-
ment but they dare not do so
in the manner the two White

.races are doing against onc

another. The language used
by both is far from being
worthy of emulation. The
difference is only in degree.
In Stellenbosch they resort-
ed even to physical force.
Someone was even armed
with a horse whipl Mr.
Strydom, a  responsible
Cabinet Minister, at a meet-
ing in Johannesburg com-
plained about undignified
language used by an Eng-
lish newspaper editor and
said that in the past editors
were  whipped for  such
offences. It was a hint that
the editor he had comptain-
ed against should be dealt
with likewise. There was

not much difference  be-
tween the behaviour of Mr,
Strydom and  that of the
editor in question.

A Woaning To Non-

Europeans
We would warn the
non-LEuropeans that  not-

withstanding the fact that
there is sirong temptation
placed before them they
“should not try to imbibe
the example that is being
set by the two White
races in the presentinstance.
They must not do s0 if they
are sincere in their assertion
that their struggle is based
on the principles of truth
and non-violence. It is
difficult to say in the
present fight between the
two \White races on which
side truth is. The Nation-
alists of course have made
their position clear beyond
doubt that they areoutto
make this a \White man'’s
country where the status of
the non-Whites will be that
of “hewers of wood and
drawers of water.” The other
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sectinn  has not made it
position  quite clear. The
non-Furopeans, even if they
wish to take sides are there-
fore completely at a loss to
know which side to take.
Of cnurse neither party is
at present banking even on
the moral sympathy and sup-
port of the non-Europeans.
But  the non-Europeans
would certainly like to side
where therc is truth. There
are certain things that are
quite clear and should never
be forgotten: (1) South Africa
has never be=n, is not and
never canbe a White man's
country; (2} laws enacted by
any goed Government can-
not_be based on the differ-
entiation of one's colour or
race; (3) all laws should be
based on the Moral Law of
God and therefore they
should be just to all; (4) no
laws should be such as to
offend human dignity; (5)
those who fight for these
things in a dignified manner
by self-imposed sufferings’
should not be dubbed as
agitators but treated as
reformists and as such an
assct to any community
and to any country.

A EUROPEAN THINKS ALOUD

ARLY in the life of this patlia-

ment a Nationalist M.P, said :
«\What is at issue is two outlooks
on life, fundameatatly so diver-
gent that a compromise is entirely
uathinkable except on superficial
matters.””
