EDUCATION: WHAT IT REALLY IS, AND
WHAT IT SHOULD BE "

(L. W. Ritch)

|T will, generally, be agreed that

cight life i.e, right thinking and
right conduct, results in harmony
and bappiness, and that the
world's woe's are no more or less
than the patural and inevitable
consequences of the violation or
disregard of certain fundamental
principles that from time im-
memorial, have been laid down
for our guidance.

What, it is_submitted, chiefly
dils our mankind is its, wrong, its
mistaken, "appraisment of values,

to a load of books on the back of
a donkey.

Which, also explains why those
truly Wise Ones, sometimes re-
ferred to as “The Seers of the
Essence of Things,” so strengly
emphasised the importance of
“Right Knowledge” i.e. the
Knowledge of essentials, as com-
pared with the relatively valucless
“koowledge of non-essentials,

+ Hete, it may oot be out of
place to remind ourselves, firstly,
that “Koowledge is Power,” and,

its inability to discriminate be-

dly that “to kaoow" stems

tween the truly important and the
relatively unimportant; between
reality and appearances, subatance
and shadow.

And this, in turn, is mainly if
not wholly due to our mistaken
notions as to what constitutes
education. -

Correctly understood, to edu-
cate is to “lead out" or *draw
out.” In respect of human beings
it means the leadiog out or draw-
iog out of our highest and inner-
most p lities and expressing
them as powers,

That is what education really
means and what its aim and pur-
pose should be. But otherwise,
our education should be designed
and directed towards the growth
of the Man's Self; to his “be-
coming” ‘something higher and
better than the creature he pre-
sently ‘is; to his attaining aod
developing the highest possible
state of consciousness towards
which, at present, he is so slowly
and painfully evolving.

And, should this conteaticn be
thought to be far fetched or ex-
aggerated, it may be useful to
recall Pope’s wise reminder that
“the proper study of Mankind iy
Man,” as also the injunction in-
scribed over the entrance to the
ancient Mystery Schools, “Man !
Know Thy self.”

The object and pucpose of our
modern educational system is, of
course, the imparting and ac-
quiring of “knowledge,” A very
great deal of the “knowledge” so
imparted and acquired has, how-
ever, not incorzectly been likened *

from the same root as “to be
able,” or, “to bave the power.”
Now, it is very difficult to con-
ceive of any kind of instruction or
learning, as being conducive to-
watds man’s real education, of
greater (or even as great) import-
ance as that which helps the indi.
vidual towards self-knowledge.
What, of all things, the self-
conscious beings called men
would be expected to seek en-
kightenment about is surely the
truth concerning Man’s source
and origin, the constitution of
his complex make-up; the object

sscsee csn
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and purpose of his coming into
being, aand finslly, direction re-
garding the best and speediest
way to achieving that objective
aad fulfilling that purpose.

Up to the present, these are
matters with which by fir the

ity of our “edu " have
but litetle, if at all, concerned
themselves, while as for the “eda-
caters,””” the kind of knowledge
they appear to value is, generally
speaking, such as promises the
largest and richest measure of
worldly success.

As bas been remarked in pre-
vious articles, we bumans take a
[ot of teaching before we learn
the lessops our experiences ate
meant to bring homie to us. Our
present miseries and sufferings
are but the natural and inevitable
reaction of mistakes made in the
past, We shall just as certainly
find ourselves paying in blood
and tears, in some near or remote
future, for the mistakes we are
making today. *

That is, unless we promptly
and definitely set about retracing
our steps and returning to the
path indicated by our spiritual
teachers and exemplars as being*
the only way to the attainment
of peace and real progress.

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DURBAN CITY COUNCIL PASSES ZONING
PLAN UNDER AREAS ACT

{COUNCILLOR BOLTON SPEAKS OUT

HE zone of Durban under
the Group Areas Act had
no easy passage when it came
before the City Council, but it
was passed, after heated discus-
sion, by 12 votes to eight says
the ‘Natal Mercury.’
. The proposal was that the plan
should be sent to the Land™ Ten-
ure Advisory Board for examina-
tion, but that no action should be
taken untit the Gavernment had
agreed to the amendments to
the Act submitted by the City
Council.
Leading the attack on the reso-

- lution, Councillor J. Bolton asked

that it be rejected, that the Tech-
nical Sub-Committee, which has
been  tesponsible  for  zoning
throughout, be di banded, and
that the Government be asked to
make their own recommendations
for the zoning of Durban.

« This resolution was not aceept-
ed a3 it was negative.

Before putting it Councillor
Bolton said that the objections
lodged by non-Europaans had not
even been considered, and that
the plan was not only impractic-
able from a financial point of
view but it was also immoral,

“The present Government is
rapidly bringing disaster to South
“Why should
Durban, therefore, undertake to
shoulder the tremendous burden
of implementing this Act? Let
the Government do it.”

Councillor Bolton pointed out
that under the proposed plan only
2,700-Europeans would be moved
compared with 62,900 Indians and
82,500 Natives. At the same time
£8,750,000 worth of Indian pro-
perty would fall into European
zoaes, and only £750,000 worth
of European property would fall
into Indian zones.

“The* expenditure involved in
providing  services, developing
new areas and building alterna-
tive accommodation will mean
trebling the rates,” he went on,
“because the rate payer, not the
Gavernment, will have to carry
the whole burden of impl|

pean, and an even bigger one
because he cannot express his
views through the ballot box.”

Councillor Bolton was support-
ed by Couacillor C.A,C. William-
son, who said that he had opposed
the Act from the start because it
led to compulsion,

He opposed in particular the
conversion of Cato Manor and
Chestetville 1o European areas as
no European would ever want
to buy properties in the area so
that the Indians, although forced
to mave out, would be unable to
sell their properties.

Coust of Parliament Bill in the
Hotise of Assembly last week the
Minister of the Interior,) Dr,
Donges said that the main object
of the Bill was to vest in the~
democratically-elected representa-
tives of the electors~~as represent-
ing the will of the people—the
power to adjudicate finally on the
validity of laws passed by Parlia-
ment.

“The need for a 'measure of
this nature has become-apparent
as the result of two events parti.
cularly.

“The first is the abolition of
an overseas Court of Appeal to
which appeals lay from our Appel-
late Division...... {loud and pro-
longed Opposition laughter)... .
patticularly in constitutional mat-
tess.

“And, secondly, the overruling
., of the decision of the Appellate
Division of 1937, which, for the
first time created the situation
that the validity of an Act of
Parliament had been question-
ed.”

“Ay a result of this overruling
of the decision of 1937 we have
bad confusion and uncertainty,
and this uncertainty and confusion
have emphasised the void left by
the abolition of the final Coust of
Appeal (Opposition laughter).

“There can be no question of
the re-establishment of that tri-
bunal for the very good reason
that it was an overseas tribunal,
and the void cannot be filled by
re-establishing, that overseas tri-
bunal, 1do not think it is neces-
sary for me to detain” this House
on that guestion,

“Something should be put in
its stead; some court with a more
clearly defined jurisdiction than
the old Privy Council possessed.”

“In this case jurisdiction will
be cleatly defined. It will be
limited to constitutional issues -of
2 fundamental nature—as where
the validity of an Act of Patlia-
ment is called in question.

“The constitution of this court
is influenced by the desire that
the representatives of the peuple,
whether elected directly or ia-
directly, shall be clothed with
the power finally to determine
whether an Act of Parliament is
valid or not.

“In this way, by constituting
the court the High Court of
Patliament, the principle of res
ponsibility, of accountabillty to
the Sovereign will of the elector-
ate is placed beyond all doubt.”

Ndlwana's case...... it may do that,
or has the power to do that, but
it also has the power to overrule
that decision and to follow the

““Whatever line is taken the
right of the freely elected repre-
seatatives of the electorate to
determine this issue will - be
acknowledged.”

“Whatever line the court may
take, and it has power to take
either line,” (Opposition laughter)
“the mere fact of putting this
matter to them acknowledges the
sovereignty of the electorate ta
act through their elected repre-
sentatives in either of the two
Houses, ~

“The basis of this Bil must
be irksome to members who are
pechaps not so democrartically-
minded as they should be' (Op-
position laughter), “The mere
fact that we have this Jaughter
from the Opposition is sufficient
indication of the truth of my
remarks, -

“The High Court of Parliament
‘would be the final court of appeal
in matters of this nature. This
court would have the power to
find whatever it liked. Even if
this Court of Parliam:nt were to
deny to Parliament the right
to decide in what manner jt
should pass Bills, it would still
be the will of the people,

Two Views

It was clear that there were two
conflicting views as to the powers
of Parliament, based on the two
judgments of the Appeal Court.
The weight of authority lay un-
doubtedly with the judgment of
1937, but the second judgment
was given later and thereforc
overruled the former; but 1t did
not resolve the doubt or promise
certainty for the future,

There was now a position that
the court of law had ruled on
Parliament, and a succeeding
court might overrule this judg-
ment. -

For these reasons it was neces-
saty to submit” the ruling to a
higher court of Parliamenr, If
the British Hous: of Lords made
a mistake, that mistake could be
rectified only by Parliament.

Complete finality and certainty
might not perhaps be achieved

by this means, but he could say
with certainty that a larger
measure of certainty would be
achieved.

“What is more important is

+ this: That if this certainty is to

be disturbed in the future, it can
at any rate only be disturbed by
persons  accountable for their
actions to the electorate—that

- i3, it can be disturbed only with

the tacit caosent of the sovereign
will of the electorate which, after
all, is above both Parliament and
the courts. :

_“If what was undoubtedly the
law for the previous 15 years must
be changed, and the constitutional
rights under the 1937 judgment

Sir De Villiers Graaff (U.P,,
Hottentots Holland): In other
words, you don't want an in-
dependent judiciary?

The Minister: If the High
Court of Parliament were _to act
againgt the will of the real Sove-
reign, then that real Sovereign
could approve or disapprove of
what was done by its agents or
representatives.

Au Opposition Member; It is
not a court, It is Parliament.

The Minister: It is much more
democratic to let such a weighty
decision be taken not by an

appointed body, but by persons

who can be called to account -by
the will of the people.

“There is a further point which
one must not lose sight of in -
the heat and fury of battle, and
that is the dignity of Parliament
itsely, Is the dignity of Parlia-
mept served if how it is to func-
tion in passing laws is a matter
which can be prescribed by a
court of law, prescribed in a
mananer which is not' fixed and

“final, but which can be changed

by successive courts?
“That has been done in the

past, 1
“Finaily, this Bill provides—
that is 1ts third object—the

machinery by which our ordinary
courts of law may be relieved"”
(Opposition laughter) “of the
invidious npecessity of becoming
involved in Constitutional issucs
which have a party political tinge
or which impinge on the Legis-
lative sphere.

“The position in England is
very clear. A pasition such as
has arisen here could never arise

“Hon, Members seemed to fore
get that we have historical roots
for the procedure of this House.”

In this judgment it was made
clear that in Britain the courts
could never be called on to adju~
dicate on the validity of Acts of
Parliament,

In France, the pesition was no
different. The French Constitu-
tion placed many limitations on
the French Parliament, but if
Parhament  transgressed ~ those
limitations no court of law could
call Parliament to account, In
other words, the courts were not
able to adjudicate on transgression
by Parliament of the limitations
imposed by the Constitution.

There were two reasons for this.
The country was jealous of the |
judiciary infringing on the powers
of the legislature, and giving such
power to the Courts exposed them
to the danger of being suspected
of political bias in important con-
stitutional issues, .

Such a situation exposed the
Courts unnecessarily to suspicion
which must derogate from the
prestige of the Courts. It veas said

that* the Courts should not even

seem to act with bias. If this
were to be achieved then the
Courts should not be exposed to
the danger of being dragged
through party political mud.

“We have to see to it that they
are relicved of the necessity of
having to give a judgment which
must necessarily expose them to
the charge or even to the faintest
suspicion of being politically
blased."”

The Basis

The basis on which this Bill was
framed was a democratic basis
which recognized that the final
court sn all these matters and
standing above both Parliament
and the courts of law was the
sovereign will of the people.”

Apart from the constitutional
basis, there were certain practical
reasons for introducing this legis-
lation,

The implications of the reason-
ing in the recent judpment were
so far-reaching in their effect on
legislation that the representatives
of the electorate should have an

_opportunity of further considera-

tictn before either accep{ing or
re;ectmg 1t.

If the reasoning of the App:al
Court judgment was accurate, it
was possiblé”that the minority of
the ‘lected representatives might
veto, for example, the raising of
the qualifications of non-Europe.n
voters.

The mere raising of those quali-
fications in terms of the reasoning
of the judgment would be a dis.
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«qualification, and cven if the
qualifications of the European
voters were raised simuitaneously,
and to the same extent, such
action would still be a disquali-
fication for both the Europeans
and non-Eurcpeans in terms of
Section 35 of the South Africa
Act,

If that was so. it -meant that
Parliament could not do what the
Parliament of Southern Rhodesia
had recently done npamely the
raising of the qualifications of
both European and non-European
voters, by a bare majority.

Areas Act

“That is one of the implica-
tions, but there are others, Legis-
Jation like the Group Areas Act
is not immune from attack in the
law courts.”

Before this possibility was ac-
cepted surely the democratically
elected  representatives of the
electorate should be consulted.

A third example was that if

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at dny future time Parliament de-
sire to have a single chamber,
and to do away with the Senate
a3 was recently done in New
Zealand, then the desire of the
peope to have a single chamber
could be thwarted by 35 per cent.

electorate.

‘These were sufficient examples
to sound a note of warning that
it would be dangerous to fetter
Parliament in this way without
offering the elected represeatatives
an opportunity either to accept or
to reject a judgment carrying
with it such far-reaching impli-
cations.

Thete was another practical
consideration which called for a
higher court. Scrutiny of the
arguments of the respondents and
of the arguments in the judgment
showed that the court, with the
greatest respect possible, failed to
deal with two very important

Naval Consolidation

Vice Admiral Pizey, C.in-C
of the Indian Navy said in
Calcutta on April ya that the
first phase of the development
of the Indian pavy in alt its
braoches has been completed
and the second stage of coa-
solidation and development had
begun, Speaking to newspaper
men Admiral Pizey said that
theze would be some more de-
finite changes in the growth
of the Yodian pavy in the
pext few months. The naval
training establishments, _espe-
cially one at Cochin, wers
being built up and if the
present rate of progress was
maintained there would be a
naval training establishment in
Cochin in the near future oqual
to the best of the Royal Navy,
