The Durban Muni-
cipality is still trying and
bhas not made much pro-
gress. Ifthe Act is to be
applied with justice
equity it must fail as the
‘Rand Daily Mail has very
correctly stated: “How is
it going to be possible ever
to administer justly so un-
just a law.”
The conditions that have
. been disclosed in Lyden-

and

burg location exist in
almost all the locations.
The location in DBloem-

fontein, which is said‘ to be
the best, there too the resi-
dents have no lights or
water supplied to them in
their homes. -If the authori-
ties were really in earnest
why do they not take steps
to improve the conditions in
the existing non-European
townships and locations in-
stead of promising rosy condi-
tions in the proposed new
ones. Why not provide
them with half the facilities
enjoyed by the Europeans.
" But then the excuse is that
money is not available;- and
yét it is spent like water on
unessential luxuries for the
Europeans, How  long
are the non-Europeans to
be expected to quietly watch

this going on without feel-

ing hurt in their hearts?
The Group Areas Act is
not a blessing but a curse
to this country. It is based
on race and colour hatred,
no matter what may be said
to the contrary by the sup-
porters of the Government.
It is based on the principle of
“Master race' with Euro-
peans being for ever as mas-
ters and non-Européans
as servants. This cannot

go on till eternity. The
down-trodden - are no
longer asleep. Their a

growing awakening among
them and they are becoming
more and more assertive of
their just rights as self-
respecting human beings. - If
they are not conceded will-
ingly and voluntarily they
will take them by force.
That force may be physical
or moral and spiritual, For

“the good of humanity and

world peace we wish and
hope it will be the latter, and
in that they  will have the
fullest sympathy and support
of the enlightened world,
Our present Government,
which is riding a high horse
will be well advised to take
account of the trend of the
civilised world and adjust
itself accordingly if this
country is to be saved from
disaster which seems to be
fast overtaking it.

Africans- Want S.A. Act To
Be Declared Invalid
THE African General Workers'
Ugion has asked the United
Nations to call on the Union
Government to show eause why
its constitution, koown as the
South , Africa Act, or Act of
Union, should not be declared
invalid, of no legal force and of
standing,

Theseceetary of the union, Mr.
N. H. Nyadio-Mokgate, told Sapa
that the United Nations secretariat
has acknowledged receiving the
union's petition. Copies have been
sent to Dr, Malan, Mr, Strauss,
Mr. Christie and Mr. Kahn.

In its petition, the union, which
claims to speak for moare than
10,000,000 non-Europeass in
South Africa, suggests as grounds
for such a declaration;

That the delegation which con-
sisted of the White minorities of
the Cape of Good Hope, Natal,
the Orange Free State and the
Transyaal and which met at
Vereeniging in 1910 were never
‘‘consented to or approved by the
majority—the non-Europeans;”

That the non-Europeans were
not represented and never agreed
to or approved the formation of
the Union of South Africa; nor
did they approve the draft con-
stitution of the Union of South
Africa, which was not shown to
them:

““That this illegally drawn con-
stitution by the minority gives
the Whites alope the right to
establish a Parliament, to frame
laws agairst the wishes of the
majority and in the absence of
the majority, the'fion- Europeans.’

The petition says the White
minority has no right to speak in-

“the name of South Africa at’
United -Nations meetings or at
ioternational  conferences, and
that (the laws of democracy are
that the majority must rule the
migority in any society.

The petition asks the United
Nations, whee declacing the South
African Constitution to be null
and void, to order the “Govern-
ment of South Afcica™ to call a
national convention of the people
of South Africa, irrespective ot

_race, colour, or creed, before
June 30, 1953, to draft a new con-
stitution and conduct new elec-

’"”

tions for a “people’s government,
The United Nations, Organiza-
tion is asked to send this impor-
tant matter to the Interanational
Court of Justice for an indictment
agaigst the “Government of the
Union of South Africa.”

A Negro Priest
Criticises Malan

South African Christians were
finding themselves in direct oppo-
sition to the State and the time
had come when their fellow
Caoristian abroad must give them
full support in resistance to
tyranny and despotism, said the
Rev. Dr., Marcus James, a Jamai-
can, in a sermon in St Paul’s
Cathedral, London, last Sunday
night, He is believed to be the
first Negro ever to preach in St.
Paul’'s. FHe said :—“It is not
insignificant that the man, who
by his words and deeds has
proved himself in the eyes of man
to be Adolf Hitler's successor as
the world’s high priest of racial
hate, intolerance and oppression;
by some form of logic considers
himself a minister of the
Christian gospel of love.” Dr.
James, who did not namc the
person to whom he was referring,
said “this sinister man"” was pro-
pagating “his vile and unscienti-
fic doctrine of the ‘master race,’
one of the very things in opposi-
tion to which so many laid down
their lives in the second world
war. “It is sbeer hypocrisy on
the one hand to be intervening in
Korea with tanks, aeroplanes and
men—and napalm bombs—while
on the other hand closing our
eyes to events in South Africa
where the- very principles for
which the United Nations are
avowedly fighting in Korea are
being trampled upon with in-
creasing ruthlessness day by day.
“Too many Christian voices
which have been loudest in their
denunciation of Communism have
been  strangely sdent on  this
monstrous evil of racral idolatary
which threatens to plunge an
entire continent into bloodshed -
with untold world-wide reper-
cussions,” he said. Dr, James
said people should not be deceived
by the contention that they oight
not to intervene in South Africa’s
internal affairs.  “We are indeed
our | b}'other's keeper,"” he said.
Th_e significance and scope of the
racial problem could not be over-
estimated. There was no pro-
blem facing the world that was
more urgent.—(S:A,P.A.)
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Press Comment On
Lydenburg’s Test Case

Commenting on the Lyden-
burg municipality’s scheme for
race zoning under the GCroup
Arzas Act ‘The Star '(Johanues-
burg) writes: *The essence of
the matter is not whether the Act
must at all cost be applied (The
chairman of the Land Tenure
Advisory Board had called upon
all concerned, the municipality
as well non Europeans, to try to
work out some alternative place
for sooner or later, he remarked,
the Act would have o be
applied) sooner or later but
whether, in seeking to fulfil the
policy of reshaping the racial
pattern of South Africa’s econo-
raic and social life, it can in
practice be made to operate
justly and without inflicting
an untold measure of human
suffering. That is the wider
sigoificance of the Lydenburg
affair, and it does not suggest
that the answer can be an easy
one, In a city like Durban,
where the tangled problem of
residential and trade areas for
Indians and other races has
assumed formidable proportions,
it does not take long to discover
that an attempt to apply the
Act would entail most painful
sacrifices for European and nonm-
Europeans alike. Lydenburg, in
a small way, has illustrated the
som: point. Nearly two years

after tt¢ Act was promulgated,
it has \become obvious that
<the realities of the South

African situation are more ob tin-
ate than the theorists of apart-
heid believe

The Rand *‘Daily Mail” writes:

“Lydenburg  thoroughbly de-
served to fail in its application
under the Group Areas Act for
the demarcatioa of the town into
separate  areas for Europeans,
Natives, Indians and Coloureds,
and in particular for the removal
of the Iadian traders from its
main street. The municipality
contemplated moving these
traders to a site on a hill more
than two miles from the town,
next to a sewerage farm and with
no road—surely a cynical propo-
sition if ever there was one. But
they apparently expected the
Land Tenure Advisory Board (o
agree that the out-of-town site
was easily accessible to any cus-
tomers who wanted to go there,
and that it was as good for
business as the centre of the town,
Apart from everything else the
suggestion seems rather hard on
Lydenburg. Mr. Maisels, ap-
pearing for the Judian commu-
nity, quoted Dr. Donpes the
Minister of the Interior, as say-
ing in the House that the appli-
cation of the Group Arcas At
would be based on justice, and he

N.L.C. Protest Against
Durban Race Zoning Plan

The zoning plan fot Durban
under the Group Areas Act aceep-
ted by the City Council on May
6th, 1952, has been condemned
by the Natal Indian Coogress as
“'a sipister plan to uproot thou-
sands of non-European people
from areas occupied by them for
generations.”” “Recently,” says a
statement issued by the Natal
Indian Congress; "Parliament was
told by Senator C.' F. Clarkson
that Europeans had driven many
Indians from land they bad pre-
viously occupied. The Indian
people koow through bitter ex-
perience how true this statement
is. “The Durban City Council,
in particular, has for maoy years
now been pursuing a policy of
driving away the Indian people
from their lands in the guise of
expropriation for various pur-
poses. That policy of the City
Council has reached its high
water mark in the race zoning
plans that have been adopted for
they aim at the mass expulsion of
62,900 Indians from Durban and
the expropriation of Indian-own-
ed land conservatively estimated
to cost £8,750,000. “The plans
;_xlsu effect 82,500 Africans of
Durban.  “The non-European
people of Durban have categori-
cally rejected the move of the
Durbaa City Council to imple-
ment  the Nationalist Apartheid
Policy embodied in the Group
Arcas Act and unitedly every
move of the authorities to im-
pose the Act will be resisted by
them.

Dr. Moroka Calls For Ten
Thousand Volunteers
Dr. James Morcka, president-
general of the African National
Congeess, called for 10,000
volunteers to carry out the cam-
paiga against “unjust racial dis-
crimination law.”

Then thers is another vital
point. Man's psychic and phy-
sioal makeenp is not senited to
flyiog. However Btrong or
brilliant a man may be, he is not
at his best after reaching a place
by air. When a Minister rushes
to England in a few hours for
conferences he iz not inanything
like o fit o condition to deal
with the weighty probleme in
hand o8 he wonld be if he had
gone by sea, and had a fortnight’s
respite to reflect on the world
pituation, on what he is doing,
and where he is going, and time
physically to relsx and enjoy the
fine gea air. By flyiog, man, es
it were, ontruns his own mental
equilibrinm, ond physically also
his body cannot adjust itgelf
properly to snch violent changes
of climate, diet and material sur-
roundings, whioh, in its turn,
have a detrimental effeot on the
mind. So what is the advantage?
Some people will argue that fly=
ing ie bringiog the nations of
the world nearer together. I
wonld say, only in the matter of
time, which in itself is a man-
made illagion. In all other res-
pecte flying is taking the natione
of the +world further apart.
People nowadays gee nothing of
the countries they pass over, and
remarkably little’ even of the
countries they visit, beyond the
airports and modernized cities.
It is all annatural and unhealthy.
Flying has also led to the increass

.of interference, and poking of

the nose, by puwerful nations
into the aflairs of wesker ones,
poisoning the -international ai.

Then no oue

mosphere. I people wonld rush
abont a little less and attend to
their own nffairs at bome it
wonld be much bstter. In the
pame way it wounld be’ much
better for internal affairs if people
Lept quicter, India would oire
tainly be better governed if Min-
isters kept their feet on the
ground, and made Jess speeches !

Now let us consider the mili-
tary aspect: In “'Straight From
The Heart,” I have pat forward
disbandment of the Army and
Navy. This automatioally puts
an end to military flying. At
the same time we should dis-
mantle all air stations and land-
ing gronunde, and make the whole
of India inhospitable to alicraft
by planting trees, digging, lrenoh-
ing and eo forth, in all strategio
open epaces and traotse. This
would bave far-reaching proteo-
tive'advantages both military and
oivil.

From the international point
of view, if only the world coald
make up ité mind to abandon
flying it would find itself freed
of one of its worst worries—
perial bombicg. The atom bomb,
gag bomb, and all ather bomb
terrors wonld snbeide, and man
would feel as if he has awakened
out of a frightful nightmare, It
woald also be a much easier and
more praclical thing to check up
on banned air.craft than to check
up on barned bombs.

If the advantages and dis~
advantages of flying are intelli-
gently and honestly weighed, the
gcales go down heavily on the
disadvantage side. The advant.
ages indeed are all an illuoion
and therefore as light as air. I
cannot think of any whioch are
real and solid.

Yot man goes on inventing
still faster and faster methods
of getting about. Like all other
material passions it is insatiable,
nnd_ will, as eure as fate, lead
man to his rain, if not checked.

Unfortunately there is little
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ohartoe of mcdern map haviog ~
the strength to throw off ocom=
pletely this evil habit of artifi-
ficial speed (which is just like &
drag), but at least he should be
able to puoll himself together
puilioiently to give up flying. It
is absard and childish in the
extreme, to accept every new
invention as an advance! The
invention of afr-craft has been
definitely harmfnl to man, and
it ehould be recognised for what
it is—a curge.

With this, s with diearmament
ment, it is India’e natural [birth=
right to lead tke way to a saner
and happier world.

India’s Influence
In Asia

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HE first application for the

Group Areas Act to be ap-
plied w0 a municipality in the
‘Transvaal was heard by the Land
‘Tenure Advisory Board, under
the chairmanship of Mr. G. F. de
Ves Hupo in the Magisuate's
Court, Lydenburg, on Moaday
May 5.

The municipslity had applied
to have the 18 Indian families in
the town, svho own geven trading
licences, moved out of the town
to a new township about two
miles to the west and for new
Coloured and Native townships in
the same area. About 200 Coloutr-
ed people are affected and 116
Native houscholders objected.

The board, after making a re-
cord of the appearances, inspected
the proposed site.

‘The hearing was in the unawure
of a test case and had aroused
considerable intecest. Apart from
those people directly involved,
representatives  of Indian bodies
and Government departments
were watching the proceedings.

Me. W. A, Preller, town clerk
of Lydenburg, said there were
2,252 Europeans, 2,041 Natives,
139 Ipdians and 102 Coloured

people in Lydenburg, Indians
held seven pgeneral dealer’s
Sicences.

At present water had to be
carted to the existing Native
location. The new location site
would be nearer the railway
station and water would be avail-
able. TFlectricity and water would
be avail.ble in both the Coloured
and Indian group areas.

M. V, Hiemstra (instructed by
Messts Roux and Kuit, of Ly-
denburg and Messts Rooth and
Woessels, of Pretoria) appeared
for the municipality,

Mt, I. A, Maisels Q.C. and
Mr. Abrabam Fischer, Q.C, (ins-
tructed by Messrs, Sheoker,
Shenker and Gross) appeared
for the local Indian commu-
nity.

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E equivalent of the term Pas-
sive Resistance in the veracular,
rendered into English, means
Truth-Force. 1 think Tolstoy
called it also Soul-Force or Love-
Force, dnd soitis. Carried out
to its utmost limit, this force is
independent of p y or
other material agsistance; certain]y,
even in its elementary form, of
physical force or violence, In-
deed, violence is the negation of
this great spiritual force, which
can only be cultivated or wielded
by those who will entirely eschew
violence, It is a force, that may
be used by individuals as well as
by communities, . It may be used
1s well in political as in domestic
affaits. Its universal applicability
is a2 demonstration of its perma-
neace and invincibility. It can
be used afike by men, women,
and children. It is totally untrue
to say that it’is a force to be used
only by the weak so long as . they
are not capable of meeting
violence by violence. This super-

justice, what light is to darkness,
In politics, its use is based upon
the immutable maxim that gov-
ernment of the people is possible
only so long as they consent
either  conmsciously or uncon-
sciously to be governed: We did
not ‘want to be governed by the
Asiatic Act of 1507 of the Trans-
vaal, and it had to go before this
mighty force. Two courses were
open to us—to use violence when
we were called upon to submit to
the Act, or to suffer the penalties
prescribed under the Act, and
thus to draw out and-exhibit the
force® of the soul within us for a
period long enough to appeal to
the sympathetic chord in the
governors or the law-makers. We
have taken long to achieve what
we set about striving for. That
was b our Passive Resis-

stition arises from the i plete-
ness of the English expression.
It is impossible for those who
consider themselves to be weak to
apply this force  Only those who
sealise that there is something in
man which is superior to the
brute nature in him, and that
the latter always yields to it, can
effectively be Passive Resisters.
This force is to violence and,
therefore, to all tyranay, all in-

tance was not of the most com-
plete type, All Passive Resisters
do not understand the full value
of the force, nor have we men
who always® from conviction re- ~
frain from violence. The use of
this force requires the adoption of
poverty, in the sense that we
must be indifferent whether we
have the wberewithal to feed to
clothe ourselves, During the past

struggle, all Passive Resisters, if
any at all, were not prepared to
go that length, Some again were
only Passive Resisters so-called.
They came without any convic-
tion, often with mixed motives,
less often with impure motives,
Some even, whilst engaged in the
struggle, would gladly have resort-
ed to violence but for ~most
vigilant supervision, Thus it was
that the struggle became prolong-
ed; for the exercise of the purest
soul-force, in its perfect form,
brings about instantaneous relief,
For this exercise, prolonged train-
ing of the individual soul isan
absolute necessity, so that a per.
fect Passive Resister has to be
almost, if not entirely, a perfect
man. We cannot all suddenly
become such men, but, if my
proposition is correct——as I know
it to be correct—the greater the
spirit of Passive Resistance in us,
the better men we will become,
Its use, therefore, is, I think, in-
disputable, and it is a force which,
if it became universal, would
revolutionise social ideals and do
away with despotism and the
ever-growing militarism  under
which the nations of the West are
groaning and are being almost
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crushed 1o death, and which
fairly promises to overwhelm even
the nations of the East. IFf the
past struggle has produced even a
few Indians who would dedicate
themselves to the task of becom-
ing Passive Resisters as nearly

perfect as possible, they would

oot only have served themselves
in the truest sense of the term,
they would also have served hu-

manity at large. Thus viewed,

Passive Resistance is the noblest
and the best education, It should
come, not after the ordinary edu-
cation in letters of children, but
it should precede it, It will not
be denied that a child, before it
begins to write its alphabet and to
gain worldly knowledge, should
koow what the soul is, what truth
is, what love is, what powers are
latent in the soul. It should be
an essential of real education that
a child should learn that, in the

struggle of life, it can easily con-

quer hate by love, untruth by

teuth, violence by self-suffering,

It was because I felt the forces of

this truth, that, during the latter

part of the struggle, I endeavour-

ed, as much as I could, to train

the children at Tolstoy Farm and

then at Phoenix along these lines,

and one of the reasons for my

departure to India is still further

to realise, as I already do in part,

my own imperfection as a Passive

Resister, and thea to try to per-

fect myself, for I believe that it is

in India that the nearest approach

to perfection is mast possible.

were meant to suggest that the
Act would be administered in a
lax way if tife areas were ap-

proved.
The Act, said Mr. Hiemstra,
guaranteed that its provisions

would be justly administered, and
there was no question that the
Indians or any other group were
being treated unsympatheticall,

The scheme as proposed by the
municipality made a mockery of
justice, said Mr, Maisels.

Mr. A. I. Minty, president of
the T+\nsvaal Indian Organisa-
tion, siid that his organisation
would co-operate fully with the
board in investigating alternative
sr:‘hemes.

“The Indian it the Transvaal
has no rights except those of
trading. He cannot farm, as he
may not own land, and he caannot
join the public service or learn a
trade. Auny alternate scheme
which the municipality might
therefore propose should take this
fact into consideration,”

Mr, Joe Slovo, who appeared
on behalf of the African National
Congress and the Lydenburg
Coloured community, said that
what the board had before it was
a fradulent scheme.

Mr. Hiemstra: “Mr. Chairman,
I must object « . 7

The chairman: “Iso’t that
rather a strong word, Mr. Slovo?"

Mr. Slovo said it was “crudely
obvious' that the true motive
behind the muaicipality’s whole
scheme ,was the deprivation of
the economic rights of the Indian
traders, and to deprive them of
their livelihood.

“My clients haye instructed me
to state that they are opposed to
the application of the Group
Areas Act in Lydenburg, as they
are opposed in principle to the
setting up of group areas,” Me,
Slovo said, -

When Mr. Y. A, Cachalia, vice-
president of the Transvaal Indian
Congress, tried to address the
board on the merits of the Group-
Areas Act, the chairman refused
to give him a hearing.

Explaining how the Indians had
come to the Transvaal under the
old Republic “Grondwet,”" Mr,
Cachalia said that they had en-
tered the Provinee in a perfectly
legitimate manner,

The chairman: “We are not
here to discuss the history of the
Indians in the Transvaal, or the
principles of the” Croup Areas
Act. All .3 want to kmow is
whether you have any objection
against the adjournment of these
proceedings.” N

Mr. Cachalia said if the board
decided that the town's 146 In-
dians had to be moved to the
proposed new area, they would be
compelled to defy such a decision.
He asked the board to make a
recommendation to the Minister
to repeal the Group Areas Act,

Among the organisations which
lodged protests against the muni-
cipality’s scheme were the Afri-
can National Congress (Trans-
vaal), the Transvaal Indian Con-
gress, the Transvaal Indian

Organisation and the Lydenburg
Coloured community.

A memorandum from the Afei-
can National Congress objected
in principle to the whole Group
Areas Act as an **unjust and dis-
criminatory law,”” and said it
could in no way co-operate with
the authorities in implementing
“this repugnant legislatidn which
is -undemocratic, and is designed
to curb the economic, political
and social growth of the non-
white people.” .

With regard to the Lydenburg
scheme, the memorandum said
that the uprooting of the homes
of Africam people in that town
was uncalled for.

““Only three years ago a large
number of Africans residing 1n
other parts of Lydenburg were
forced to move info the existing

location, where they have spent
their life’s savings on building
homes

“The value of complel:ly or
partly built homes in the existing
location is esurmated at £30,000

The removal of the Africans
from the present location will
mean a complete loss of their
inves!mcnts. as the Act makes no
pmwsxon whaltsoever for cnmpcn-
sation,"”

The memorandum submitted
by the Transvaal Indian Congress
described the Lydenburg muni-
cipality’s scheme as ““malicious,”
and said it was based on “racial
discrimidation, the wanton de-
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struction of the Indiancommunity,

the total disregard of the wishes
of the people affected” and was
an “outrageous interference wit
the inviolable right of the freedom
of religious worship.”

If the scheme were accepted it
would mean the “realisation of.
toe unjustifiable policy of ex-
pateiation and the robbing of
people of their economic rights
and social status.’”

The Transvaal |ndian Organi-
sation said that the Lydenburg
scheme was contrary to the in-’
tentions of the Legislature, and
was in conflict with statments
made by the Minister of the In-
terior and other Gpvernment

a notification in the Ga.
zette Extraordinary terminated
the technical state of war be-
tween Ipdia and Jspan with
effect from April 28,

Following is the text of the
notification :

“[t is hereby notified for gene.
tal information that the Gov-
ernment of India (a) beariog in
mind that the active hostilities,
with Japan were ended by
Japan's surrender more than
§ix years sgo and (b) that the
Treaty of Peace with Japan
signed at San Francisco on 8th
September, 19571, by a number of
Allied Powers has come into
force on 2B8th April, 1952, for
all states which have ratified it
before that date, have deter.
mined that the state of war
"between India and Japan shall
cease to exist on 28th April,
1952-

The Government of irdia pro-
pose to conclude as soon as
possible a separate Treaty of
Peace with Japan whereby the
relations between themselves
and the Government of Japan
would be brought into confor-
mity with amity which existed
between them-before the decla.
ration of war with Japan”

With the termivation of the
state of war, according to an
official anoouncement, diplo-
matic relations between India
and Japan have been restored
and will be on Embassy Jevel.
The [ndian Mission in Japano is
raised to the level of an
Embassy from April 28, Mr,
K. K. Chettur, head of the
Mission, will be India’s first
Ambassador to Japan and will
present his credentials shortly,

The Japanese Overseas
Agency in Dethi has also beea
raised to the level of an Em-
bagsy from April 28 aud the
Japanese Government Agencies
in Calcutta and Bombay have
become Corsulates®General.

SINGING FOR HEALTH

Continued From Last Week.

As with all arts, the artof
g for health should have a
gcientific background; and in this.
connection, soientifically minded
thinkers and investigators have
made some very interesting ob-.
gervations. To my mind these
are of the more valne insemuch
as they testify to the wisdom
and insight of the anoient philo-
sophers and sages whose thoughts

and disooveries have been hand-
ed down through the ages in
various sacred writings, “‘Truly
there is nothing knew under the
sant”

The first thing to realise is
that such sounds maust be made
within our heads and vot in
our throats. The bomes of our
ekulls are not all solid bat,
baok of the nose, over the eyes
apd in the oheekbones, thare
‘are hollows of various ehapes
and eizes. These hollows are
winding nnﬂ sinuous and hence
are called "sinnsen.” (We often
hear people Incorreotly re-
!en-ing to o oomphint that they
call “having sioue.” What they
really mean, of oourse, is that
they have “einusitie’ whioh

Ly s

means inflammation of one or
more sinnges. Sach inflamma-
tion ean be very painful and
distressing; but to auggest that
there are no sinoges in health
is an sbsurdity based on a total
misconoeption of the anatomy
of the ekall. It we had no
pinuses, our skulle would be of
solid bone in those parts, and
we should not be able to gpeak
or sing properly, certainly not
tonefally. In fact, we wonld
be what the Amerioans ocon-
templuousty call “bone-heads!")

The hollows in the bony part
of our skalls, the sinuses, act
as a wind instrament, like a
bngle or the pipes of an organ,
when we direot a ourrent of
air against or through them and
set up certain vibrations- Ae-
oording to the eet of sinmses
bronght into play, we produoce
a partionlar range of sound, high
or low, By practice and proper
training we ocan thus become
good singers; snd those few
people who are gifted with
extra well-formed and roomy
sinnses can develop voloes of

extraordinary range and beauty*

Now the point of greatest
importance, from the health
aepeot, ia that the vibrations of
these einuses can have moat far:
reaching effeets on the rest of
the eystem. In the first place,
the vibrations olear up the
sinuses themsolves of accumula:
tione of muons and pockets of
dirt that are liable to become
“oentres of infeotion” to poison
the rest of the syetem. They
also do muoh the same for the
enstaohian tubes that run from
the back of the nose to the
esrs, and eo help greatly to
improve hearing. -

Bat this is by no means sll.
There are further effecta that
are little dreamed of by the
average person. Eye troubles,
and trombles of the throat,
heart, nerves, kidneys, bowels
and other organe ean often be
eliminated by means of suitable
vibration of the sinmses. And
hear we begin to realise how
wige and learned were tome of
those sancient philosophers of
the East Today, the Bsolentifie

investigators of the West are
re-disoovering just why and how
health-producing qualities are
attached to oorreck singing of
maniras suoh as “Om Hram,
Hrim, Hrom, Hraim, Hraom,
Hrah.” This should be done
in a variety of keys daily, The
vibrations thereby prodaced can
be felt quite distinotly in the
palate of the mouth, the nose
and the testh. Bat they also
extend to work most powerfully
on every other part of the body,
stimulating, oleaneing, healing
aund re-oreating.

Bo if you would be traly
healthy and happy, you wonld
not meke a mistake by daily
singing these mantras several
times over in various keys. You
will olearly perceive the power-
ful vibratione generated, As a
matter of fact, they are so
stropg that peaple guite a die-
tance away oan hear and feel

them, and they may even
object! But, whatever youn do,
there shomnld be nothing to

prevent you from singing some-
thingin a hoppy way at least
once every day. If yom feel
out of ' ports or downhearted,
the sooner you start to sing the
better!
