While our “ flesh  was
being well fed by all the
material resources at our
disposal our soul was being
starved and Panditji came
to give food to our soul.
By his various learned lec-
tures and discourses on the
Bhagavad Gita he
lightened ~our community
as well as the other com-
munities that took the op-
portunity of listening to and
learning from him that life
does not consist in amassing
material wealth, though no
doubt it plays an important
part, it is the soul which is
immortal and all pervading
that has to be realised, fed
and elevated, for that alone
leads to true happiness. In
very simple language he
gave an exposition of
ancient Indian culture and
philosophy which has sus-

en-

tained that great country of
four hundred million people
through trials and tribula-
tions. She has won her
great battle of freedom by
the power of Love, Truth
and Non-violence and that
is the message she has to
give to the present world
including this country, which
is fast reverting to the bar-
barous age of murder and
arson as a means for scttling
human problems. The ac-
ceptance of that message
and an honest endeavour to
inculcate those high prin-
ciples in our individual and
collective life alone will
save this country and the
world from ruination and
ultimate destruction which
faces it. This was the
essence of all the lectutes
and discourses Pandit Rishi-
ram delivered during his
five months stay in the
Union. .
The Indian community
indeed fortunate in
having Panditji amongst
them, thanks for which are
due to the Gandhi-Tagore
Lectureship Trust, which
made it possible for him to
visit the Union. As
have stated above being too
busy feeding the flesh our
soul that was starving had
been completely forgotten
and the Trust was lying
dormant hopelessly, neglect-
ed. By the Panditji’s efforts
the Trust has once again
been revived and revitalised
by the introduction of new
blood in it and it could be

was

we

usefully utilized in inviting
learned Pandits from over-
seas more often than in the
past. It has been wisely
suggested that the fund at
the disposal of the Trust
could be augmented and
utilised also in sending out
promising persons to make
a study of. Eastern culture
and philosophy so that they
may be a permanent asset
to this couatry and the
Indians in this ‘country can
be enabled to give the best
of the East to the West.

So much stress has
been laid on the necessity
for those of our people
who wish to remain
part of the permanent popu-
lation of the Union to adopt
the #Western standard of
life.” This has been in-
terpreted and unfortunately
practised literally and as a re-
sult we have becomebutpoor
imitators of the West, We
have not been able to take
the best that is in the West
because owing to the policy
of Apartheid we have been
precluded from doing * so,

We are therefore in that
unfortunate position where
we are neither able to learn
what is best in the Western
culture nor owing to ithe
Immigration  restrictions
the best in our own
culture. The Gandhi-
Tagore Lectureship Trust’
can therefore be of great
help in raising not only the
educational but the moral
and spiritual standard of our
people in South Africa. It
should of course always be
borne in mind that true
cutture does not consist in
getting a brilliant academic
career in the principles of
LEastern culture and philo-
sophy. It consists in putting
into practice’ those prin-
ciples. This is what Panditji
has tried to teach us, We
express our grateful appre-
ciation to Panditji and wish
that he may before long
give us the privilege of his
company once again. Ve
will have done true honour
to Panditji only if we imbibe
but a little of what he has
taught us.

Ban On “‘Guardian'’

The priating, publishing or
dissemination of the “Guardisn”
bas been probibited according to
a Notice in a Government
Gazette Extraordinaty published
on Friday May 23, The paper
has been banned under the sup-
pression of Communism Act. This

is the first newspaper to be banned
for political reasons in South
Africa since Lord Charles Somer-
set closed the ‘Commercial Ad-
vertiser in 1824. The proclamation
was signed in Capetown on April
8, 1952, The Communist Party
in South Africa was dissolved on
June 26, 1950, The “Guardian”
proposes to lodge an appeal
against the ban,

Statement By ‘Guardian’’
Editor
The Editor of the “Guardian,”
Mr. Brian Bunting in the course
of a Press statement states: “The
‘Guardian’ bas been -suppressed

because it has beea the most con- *

sistent opponeant of the Govern-
ment’s Apartheid policy, and
because throughout its existence
it has fought for the rights of the
oppressed peoples of South Africa,
demanding equal rights for all,
irrespective of c¢reed or colour.
That demand will continue to be
voiced in spite of the ban on the
“*Guardian’" *and in spite of any
further action the Government
may take, until such time as the
colour bar is destroyed, and a
social system established in which
all peoples may enjoy freedom
and equality.

Mr. Sach’s Arrest

Protests at the action of the
Minister of Justice, Mr, Swart, in
calling on trade unionists to
resign, baoning the ‘Guardian’
and the arrest in Johannesburg
of Mr, E. S. Sachs, secretary of
the Garment Workers’ Ugion, are
being expressed in  resolutions
passed by trade union meetings
throughout the country.

Many people, both men and
women, European and non-Euro-
pean, were injured outside the
City Hall, Jobannesburg, last
Saturday in what was described
by eye witnesses as a ferocious,
unwarsanted and indiscriminate
attack by the police.

The ‘Star’ (Johanuesburg) re-
ports that thirty eight non-Euro-
peans, 24 of them were women,
aond four Europeans were taken
to the General Hospital for treat-
ment.

International Trade Union
Urged To Boycott S,A,
The Durban local executive
of the S.A, Trades and Labour
Council cabled the British Trades
Union Cengress urging it to or-
ganize an  international trade
union boycott of South Africa as
a reprisal for what it describes as
“Nazi' interference in the trade
union movement, This was de-
cided at an emergency meeting of
the committee called to discuse
the p crisis ipitated in

the trade union moveraent by the
banishmeat of trade union officials
from their offices by the Minister
of Justice, culminating in the
arrest of Mr, Sachs in Johannes-
burg.

Mre. M. J. Mair, secretary to the
committee, said the implications
of such a boycott would be that
teade unionists of other countries
would not work on any item of
commercial or industrial use in-
tended jfor South Africa. *The
effects of such a boycott would
be enormous in its application to
the country's commerce and in-
dustey as it would affect z2lmost
every type of imported manu-
factured articles including in-
dustrial machinery, foodstuffs,
medicines, newsprint and other
ecsential items.”

Mr. Sachs Will Resist Ban

Mr. E. S. Sachs, general secre-
tary of the Garment Workers’
Uunion, who has been forbidden
by the Minister of Justice, Mr.
Swart, uader the Suppression of
Communism Act, to attend public
meetings violated the order by
addressing a protest meeting held
on the Johannesburg City Hall
steps. In a press statement Mr,
- Sachs said: “If [ have to be a
prisoner, 1 would rather be bebind
iron bats; then I would know
exactly where I am. Under the

[eges than a convicted .criminal,
as 1 do not know what I am and
am pot to do.

(INDIAN OPINION

ALBERT SCHWEITZER

EW men in this age of specia-

lists have such varied and dis-
tinguished gifts as Dr. Albert
Schveitzer or the industry to
bring them to fruition,

His skill as an organist and his
two volume book have donc
much to promote a wider appre-
ciation of Bach® music, for which
be and Widor, the famous Par's
organist, have jointly provided
the most authentic and best anno-
tated scores. Cathedral chapters
and church congregations
throughout Europe have sought
his advice about preserving er
testoring  their organs; and many
fine old instruments owe their
survival to his vigorous interven-
tion on their behalf.

In theology Schweitzer's work
was the consummation of the
massive endeavour of 19th cen
tury German scholarship, Though
they may reach different conclu-
sions, all modern New Testament
scholars have to come to terms
with his eschatological interpre-
tation of the thought of “the
historical Jesus,” His research,
unlike that of many medernists—
Loisy, for instance — supports
the historical accuracy and authen-

ticity of the text of the three '

synoptic  Gospels, and his thesis
relies les.s than most upon the
selection of favourable passages
and the rejection of the rest. He
has given us a picture of Jesus as
a valiant and human figure, but
an external spiritual force —
throwing himself upon the wheel
of the world to set it moving on
its last revolution which would
bring all history to an end, “The
wheel rolls onward, and the
mangled body of the one immea-
sutably great Man, . . is hanging
upon it still. That is His victory
and His reign,"

In bis books oz Jesus and St,
Paul, in which he develops his
conception of the Kingdom of
God strugpling for victory within
our hearts, Schweitzer has been
a great fighter for honesty, His
efforts to expose the sins of
Christianity against the truth in
history have not endeared him to
the champions of orthodoxy,
But with St. Paul he believes
that “we can do nothing against
the truth, but for the truth;"
and, regarding the essential
pature of the spiritual as truth,
he calls upoa the Church to re-
examine her teaching in the light
of historical truth and to open
fier doors to all who seek to fol-
low Jesus’ religion of love, even if
they do not acquiesce io all the
articles of belief, He himself
fearlessly sccks to restate the

* from the earliest times have pro-
_ A

Chtistian message in the lan-
guage and context. of our own
time, knowing that only by crea-
tive thinking in each generation
can religion retain its vitality'and
intellectual integrity, The con-
temporaty  challenge  of the
pseudo-religion of God-less mate-
rialism confiems his wisdom.

Schweitzer's reverence for truth
in religion has its counterpart in
his philosophy of reverence for
life. He sought in vain for the
meaning of the universe and for
evidence of an ethical purpose in
its evolution. He had to resign
himself to the “‘crushing result of
knowledge' — that the more we
know, the more we realise that we
cannot definitively know the final
truths of existence. Therefore,
he sought within himself what
was denied him in external know-
ledge. And he discovered that
the profoundest and simplest
truth to which man can attain is;
“1 am life that wills to live in the
midst of life that wills to live.”
Man is uniquely endowed in
creation with reasons and voli-
tion. "He alone is capable of
recognising that he is but one of
innumerable living creatures, all
of whom have been created in
pursuit of the same cosmié pur-
“pose and all of whom, therefore,
share the same right to live, This
realisation, then, requires that
man shall only take life under the
pressute  of necessity — e.g. for
food or in self-defence — and
shall conduct himself in his
relations with all living creatures
and plants as one who owes them
a debt for the lives he has had to
take in ordes to keep himself
alive, This principle of moral
bebaviour Schweitzer has pro-
claimed as the ethic of reverence
for life, With this ethic Chris-
tianity affirms its kinship with
great Indian traditions which

fessed boundl for

Africa, His was a deliberate de-
cision to atone for the evils which
“civilization"" had conferred upon
the Africans — the slave trade,
tribal  disintegration, diseases
liquor, economic exploitation.
‘The decision was _first formed
when Schweiizer wag twenty-one,
careied further at thirty when he
began to study medicine, and
finally fulfilled in 1913 when, at
the age of thirty-eight he left
Europe for the Freach province
of Gaboon, There on the banks
of the river Ogowe at Lambdrene
he has built and rebuilt 2 hospital
in the heart of the fetid, sodden,
primeval forest, to which Africans
and Europeans come from hun-
dreds of miles around. There for
nearly forty years he has made
his home 2nd from there have
come to us the manuscripts of
many of his books, written piece-
meal at the end of steamy days’
work and some of them marked
“in great weariness,”” There, too,
some evenings Bach's fugues and
preludes resound in those ancient
jungles, played on the special
piano  presented to him by the
Paris Bach Society.

Schweitzer has no illusions
about the defects of the African
character and the nature of tribal
society, He holds very definite
and practical views about the
educational and political respon-
sibilities of colonial administra-
tions. Hec describes the exhaust-
ing struggle between the Euro-
pean, who bears all the responsi-
bility and is always in a hurry,
and the completely irresponsible
African, ““In thix daily and houtly
contest with the child of nature
every white man is continually in
danger of gradual moral ruin
« « . That it is so difficult to keep
oneeself really humane, and so be
a standard-bearer of civilization,
that is the tragic element in the
problem between white and
coloured men in Equatorial
Africa."

i -
But in the final analysis this is

not a distinct category of human
relations; rather, it is one aspect
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of the universal preblem of civili-
zation, There is no “white civi-
lization” although we may for
convenience refer to Buropean or
Indian or Egyptian civilizations
when we mean “social cultures’ —
organised ways of life based upon
common traditions,  Civilization
is a quality common to all cultures
which call themselves civilized.
Schweitzer defines it as the deter-
mination of society so to arrange
its material and economic pro-
gress, 1ts political and social life
that these may work together for
the spiritual perfecting of indi-
viduals, which is the final object
of civilization. Civilization is,
therefore, a continual process
in the hearts of men by which
they seek to give expression to
their ethical wail. The basis of
all human relationships - in
society, church and atate — must
be moral, the practice of the ethic
of reverence for life. Without
this moral foundation, as our
modern world so clearly demon-
steates, we live on the edge of
barbarism,

There in the equatorial jungle
at the age of seventy-three
Schweitzer is still administering
his hospital: lighting a beacon
of universal humanity in a dark
and divided world: preaching the
sanctity of each individual person-
ality ro an age grown callous and
servile tp the demands of the
collective society: recalling an”
unreflecting  generation to the
basic truth that all morality de-
pends upon the individual will
and the individual effort; remind-
ing us that the Kingdom of Ged
is now within us, would we but

“still the clamour of our external

lives and harken to the Spirit.
L

Albert Schweitzer is among
thirty-one nominees for the Nobel

ter how much you may do for them,, they
will pot hesitate to turn against you at
the first copportunity.” (Our next-Shore
Neightonrs, Ch, Vi—Hindustan Tinmes.)

THUS records Shri Kaka Kalel-

Lar a3 the complaint made to
him by some of cur people when
he visited East Africa last year.

I remember having read some-
where a similar experience record-
ed by Tolstoy in the reaction to
his acts of generosity towards his
tenants and servants. But Tolstoy
was a deep investigatoy and found
out the cause of this apparently
unnatural conduct. He explains
it by an example. I do not re-
member what exact example he
has given, but it is somewhat of
the following type:

Suppose you are a smoker going
along a street,  You want to
smoke but find your match box
empty. Someone is pas'sing by
and is about to light bis cigar.
You ask him to allow your cigar
to be lighted with his match, and
he allows you to do so, No doubt,
you will say, “Thank you." But
what, after all, ,is the amount of
gratitude you are going to bear
towards him for this act of gener-
osity? Do you think you are
going to feel all your life how
kind and generous he had been
to you? In the same way, if a
man like Tolstoy, who had plenty
of money in his pocket, and to
whom a rupee was not more
worth than a match out of a’
smoker’s match box, pave it away
to a servant or tenant or a beggar,
why should the receiver feel grate-,
ful towards the donor for all time
to come? The donor did not
become any the poorer on account
of his gift. He had not to give
up jany of his luxuries—not to
say, necessaries of life—for the
purpose.  Indeed, it .was good
and necessary for him to reduce
his possessions, even as it is good
and necessary for a corpulent man
to reduce his fat. How happy,
aad even thankful, would too fatty
people feel if science found some

method cf transferring  their

abundant fat to people who had

ncne? It would be a mutually

advantageous transaction, and no

relationship of obliger-obliged be
" claimed on either side,

The case for gratefulness falls
even further down, where the
relationship of donot and donee
is subjoined to a previoue or con-
current relationship of exploiter
and exploited, Whether the donor
is a rich individual, or a trust, or
a State like U.S, and the dogee

beggar, or a social worker, or a
nation in need, if the donation is
given out of the donor's plenty
without any loss in his own com-
forts, and with an eye to avoid
some fear or secure some gaing, a
lasting sense of gratitude is not
likely to be generated. Indeed,
there is the possibility of a feeling
of jealousy and disrespect for the
donor being developed, and an
attempt made to get as much as
possible out of him with even a
threat to turn against him if the
demand was not granted.

U.S. has been spending enorm-
ous amounts in Europe and Asia
ever since the end of the War.
The expected result should be
that of love and gratitude towards
the Americans, I understand,
however, that thisis notsoin either
of the continents. ‘The money is
accepted and even attempts are
made to get more, but there is no
feeling of any genuime *Thank
you” in the heatts of the bene-
fited people. There is a fear that
the very help might make the
recipients turn Communists—a
result U,5. is so anxious to pre-
vent,

It will be well to remember in
this connection the pacable of the
Golden Mongoose from the Maha-

- bharat:

Kiog Yudhishthir initiated his
rgreat Rajaseoya Yajna (Corona-
tion Sacrifice). Handsome gifts
and donations had been made,
thousands of drahmans fed. The
water cf the washings of their
haods ran like 2 muddy rivulet.

A mangoose appeared on the
scene.  Half of its body was
golden, the other half like that of
an ordinary mongoose, It rolled
itself in the muddy water of the
washings, and looked at the ordin-
ary half of its body. Finding that
it had remained unchanged, it
turned to the King and told him
that it had measured the value of
his generosity and found it to be
nil.

The King asked it to explain
itself.

The mangoose said that origin-
ally its body was like that of a
pormal creature of its I'spccizs.
Once it chanced to have half jts
body made wet in the mud caused
by the water used by a poor man's
guest for washing bis bands with
after a meal. It found that the
wet half immediately became
gelden. On enquiry it found that
the poor host had been himself
starving for several days, Upon
his succeeding in getting some
grain, he cooked it and was about
to eat it, when suddenly a man
turned uwp and asked for some
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food. The host would not refuse,
though he himself [was starving,
The beggar ate it all, and then
asked for water. The host gave
even the jar of water, which he
had secured with great difficulty.
The beggar drank a part of it,
and with the rest washed his
hards, It was that little wash.
water that kad made half its body
golden, Thereafter it had been
in search of more such water in
order to turn its other half golden,
but had not succeeded. It had
come to the yajna with great
expectations, but was sorely dis-
appointed to find that the King’s
charities had no value,

The recefver's heart is filled with
lasting gratitude only when a gift
is made out of @ man's own wants,

This is not to justify the in-
gratitude even of a receiver of
such a trivial thing as a match.
Even a stray dog or a ferocious
lion remembers with gratitude the
giver of a chance-piece of needed
service ag long as it is able to re-
member faces. Unfortunately man
is often not so noble as a dog or
a brute (as the lion is called), but
that is in no way creditable to
him, A person who has intelli-
geace enough to reason about
morals can never think of justi-
fying imgratitude on his own part,

My article is more addressed
to the donors as a friendly warn-
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ing. Let them give something
which they themselves badly
need, aod would have to go
without at least for some time.
Let them not give by way of
charity their discarded rags, and
spoilt food, Let them realize
that according 10 the moral law,
the rich, the intelligent, and the
more advanced (individuals or
nations) are but trustees of their
gifts and in parting with their
Iands, moneys or skill for their
poor and less advanced country-
men or sister nations, they do no
more than perform their duty as
good human beings. If they give
from their surpluses, or even
from their needs but with an eye
to secure some advantage or avoid
some fear, they should be pre-
pared for disappointment, Since
they have much they must give,
and give, in sooth, without attach-
ing any strings or expecting re-
turns, That is the right way of
generating a sense of respect ind
the donees or winning their love
—*‘Harijan.”
