For if it had been one of
the laws of the Dutch East India Company, it might have had the effect of con-
fining Europeans to the South-western tip of the Cape of Good Hope, leaving the
rest of South Alfrica for occupation and ownership by its coloured or non-\Vhite
inhabitaats.” said Mr. Lovell.

Tolstoy—Seer

OUNT LEO TOLSTOY has
come to e known chiefly
asa great novelist, and only
secondarily as a notable Teach-
¢r; while his prowess as a pro-
puet has either never been re-
cogoized—or it has been deli-
berately ignored,

The reason for the latter atti-
tude may well be that his
prophesies were not of the kind
to appeal to the masses today,
for he clearly perceived. the
perils inherent in the worship
of the two modern Gods—
Marxism in the East aod ex-
perimental Science in  both
East and West; and people do
not like to have their Gods
discredited.

Prophets, however, are con-
cecoed not with popularity but
with Truth; and Tolstoy, in
company with all thel world-
teachers, seers and mejor philo-
sophers, loudly proclaimed
" that the world could never be
fundamentally betier until the
men who projected its condi-
tions were ethically and spirit-
ually better; and therefore the
aim of all true educationists,
scientists and sociologisis should
be to continue the spiritual
evolution of the individual
rather than the mere improve-
ment of external conditions by
screntific and technological
means,

This being the case, be had
no faith 1n* and deplored the
popularity of, the political
economy of Karl Marx which
“accepting the existing order of
lLife as though it were what it
ought to bs, not ooly doaes
not call on men to alter that
order—that is to say, does not
point out to them how they
ought to live that their condi-
tions may improve—but on the
contrary...demands an increase
in the cruelty of the existing
otder of thiogs...”

The purges, slave labour
camps, total thought control,
torture and scientific e¢xperi-
.mentation on the human psyche
. kat bave always b:en features
of the Commupistic regime
amply bear out Tolstoy’s prog.
.mostication,

But it was the whole trend of
the Modern Science of his day
that he deeply distrusted and
deplored, and about which he
-gave his proloundest warnings
to the credulous youth of his
time who were ex:itedly eccept-
ing thenew idea that saivation
could come to mankind by the dis
coveries and external measures
of science rather than from the

exercise of their own reason and
conscience,

Uatil his era, be pointed out,
true Science was the Higher
Koowledge taupht by such
prophets as Moses, Solon, Con.
fucius, Gotamn and Jesus, and
was intended to show men how
to live; end that was what the
ordinary man renlly asked of the
thinkers that he Iaboured to
keep in luxury: the knowledge
of how to live his life while
he had it. But the experimental
scientists preferred the much
easier investigation of material
things through microscopes and
telescopes to the arducus tath
of improving buman oature, and
informed the common man tkat
while Science would eventually
koow everything, snd pravide
all the answers to the problems
of e, it must first solve those
of physics, chemistcy, biology,
physioclogy, and so oc—all the
ex:ernal things that called for
no effort to improve the moral
natuze of the scientist or his
pupils,
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‘In our day,” Tolstoy wrote
and it is even more true of the
present day, **what is considered
to be the most real Science is,
not the contemplation and in-
vestigation of how to make the
life ol man more kindly and
happy, but...the pouriog of
liquids out of one glass bottle
into another...the cultivation
of bacteria, the cutting up of
frogs and dogs, the investiga.
tion of X rays; etc.”

A modern book, entitled
“To-morrow is Already Here"
by Robert Jungk, ap interpa-
tioczl journalist who has hed
access to the scientific labaras
tories and expecimental sta-
tions of modern America, pro-
vides ample evidence of Tol-
stoy's right to be considered p
major prophet whose warnings
the world has ignored to ilg
exceeding great peril.

The handful of
Coloured citizens living there
enjoy complete equality in law
and in fact There have been and
probably always will be, instances
of discrimination springing from
private prejudices and not from
State policy. Butif a hotel-keeper
slams an exclusive door in the
face of a Coloured stranger this
does not mean that thc British as
a race are practising or approving
apartheid. Similarly the race
situation in America cannot be
glibly equared to that in South
Africa. Itis true that prejudices
and discriminatoty acts are mani-
fest in the deep South. But the
policy of America is racial t.qual-
ity acd it is a policy affirmed by
the Federal Supreme Court.
Moreover while that equality
may in some paris of the Lnited
States exigt more in theory than
in fact the trend of public and
political public thinking is as-
suredly towards the emancipaticn
of the non-Whites.

But the race policies of the
N:uiox_nlist Party dismay the out-
side wdrld bzcause, when a slogan
is stripped of its frail content,
they offer the nen European so
little hope of real advancement.
