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Mkrumah, Strijdom And The Funkhole

Y turning down Dr. Nkrumah'’s invitation to a
conference of sovereign independent states
Mr.Strijdom would appear to have placed him-
self in the position to appear afraid to face his most
important adversary in the world. Against his refusal
to attend the Prime Ministers' conference in London
next month the impression would be confirmed that
the Union's Premier thinks he will solve ugly problems
by continually running into his funkhole. There is
very good reason to see Mr. Strijdom in this light—
but to stop there is to see him only in part.

There is every reason why he should be condemn-
ed for the attitude he has taken up to the Ghanian in-
vitation. DBut before he is condemned people might do
well to beat iwo considerations in mind. It is quite
possible that with the Afrikaner intellectuals obviously
in revolt, he might be giving earnest thought to an
approach to the race cuestion which might prevent

what will certainly be a split in the ranks of Alfri--

kanerdem.

W
Verwoerd Mess

Or, he might be so bankrupt of ideas to get out of
the mess in which Verwoerd has thrown him that he is
losing the capacity to look people in the face,

His behaviour during the debates ‘on the Native
Luws Amendment Bill indicates that he was so
thoroughly ashamed that he did not even have the
nerve to allow himself to speak much when called upon
to defend his own government’s policy. At one stage
he concealed his obvious embarrassment when con-
trofited with a direct demand for a speech by turning
round and conversing with the Minister of Justice—
right in the heat of a major debate.  Against the back-
ground of this and similar events it is clear that the
Prime Minister is certainly far from being a happy man.
FAad if he thinks the funkbole is the most consoling
refuge for his troubled conscience in these challenging
times, we, for our part, would not be surprised.

If, however, in his concern, the Prime Minister is
already thinking of a new and more effective approach
to the race problem, we would not hasten to blame him
for not uccepting the Ghanian invitation. Unfortunate-
ly there are no real indications that he is applying his
mind in this direction. The Nats are not in a mood to
be guided by the wishes of the non-Whites. On the
countrary dinister Swart has let.it be known that his
department intends locking up behind prison bars
2,000 junior leaders of the African National Congress,
1f tlus is not Provoeation of the most unstatesmanlike
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type, it is certainly no gesture which might make the
Alfrican amenable to reason froni the Strijdom side.

Strijdom Committed

While this is the case; it does no harm to see Mr.
Strijdom;s case from anotier angle. His government
is specifically committed to the policy of making friends
with the White and non-White countries of Africa. In
pursuance of this policy he pointedly refrained from
opposing the emergence of Ghana as a sovereiga in-
dependent state. He followed this up by sending to
Accra, on March 6, a special representative with a de-
signation we regard as fairly impressive for an apart-
heid countty. When Ghana applied for Commonwealth
membetship Mr. Gtrijdom did not stand in the way.

These tangible demonstrations of goodwill must
obviously have made some impression in Ghana. More
so when it is remembered that Dr. Nkrumah made cer-
tain that he went on record during the independence
celebrations as having said that he hates and loathes:
apartheid. If he liked he could have promptly taken a
very strong line against South Africa; gone to the
United Nations and started the whole world talking
excitedly about South Africa. )

When Dr. Nkrumah reciprocated with a friendiy |
invitation, it was because South Africa had taken the
initiative to indicate that this is the language she want~_
ed both countries to speak to each other.

Forced To Decli_ng

But the conference Ghana proposed would ob-
viously place South Africa in a difficult position.
Among other things on the agenda were the race prob-
lem and the future of dependent territories. This forced -
South Africa into the position of having to decline the-
invitation.

The reason for this stand was given as thel fact
that the scope-of the conference was too narrow. South.
Africa expressed a willingness to attend a more broad-
based gathering. This argument deserves serious con-
sideration, in its own right.

There is no doubt whatsoever that in a conference
such as Dr. Nkrumah proposes South Africa. would}
find hersell in the dock, There is equally no doubt
about the verdict. It is thus a strong point in Mr.
Strijdom's favour that he has expressed willingness to
be represented at a more broadly-based conference
knowing that it would not be particularly friendly.

He is not alone in preaching race oppression in
Africa and his government is not the only one which
oppresses human beings for the sole reason that they-
are not White. Ifras he realises, the time has come
when apartheid must be tried in an international as.
sembly where Black men sit, it is fair also to allow him
to be tried in the presence of his peers. For the Union
government to insist on a more breoadly-based confer-
ence, in these circumstances, is not really unreasonable,

Keep Door Open

We do not expect Ghana to allow. herself to de-
flected off her course by what Strijdom has said for the
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present, . There is no valid reason why the sovereign independent
states of Africa should not meet without South Africa, But there iz
one thing they can do which would bring nearer realisation the jdeals
they have in mind: they can, at this stage, make every endeavour to
keep the door to negotiation with South Africa open and lay founda-
tions for 2 more broadly-based conference. We think Mr. Strijdom,
with whom we find ourselves in violent disagreement on many things,
has a good case here.  He is being called inta what will certainly be
a political slaughtet-house. As leader-goat followed by the Naticnals
ist sheep it is fair that he shoyld be made to face the inespapable end,
as comfortably as possible.

We think African statesmanship has the resources to lead eyen
the blind in the apartheid camp to a better future. Because this is
the case, Dr, Nkrumah will not lose anything if he does not lose his
temper; if be continues to press for a trans-African conference where
not only South Africa will be represented, but the Federation,
Mozambique, Angola, Uganda, Tanganyika, Kenya, etc. All the
oppeessed in these countrics want to have a big say on the future of
Africa.

Victory?

Above everything we have reason to believe that the tactiéa
adopted by Ghana so far are likely to produce positive results in the
long run. Shortly after Dr. Nkrumah's invitation was made public,
reports circulated in t!}e Union that Dr. Verwoerd might be removed

i from the Department of Native Affairs, where he would be a major
obstacle to friendly relations with African states, to the finance port-
folio. 1It’is unusual for a strong political party to change ministers
shortly before a general election, "It would seem that My, Strijdom
sees in Dr. Verwoerd a major obstacle in his Africa policy, on which
he might have to say a lot during the elections. [f this intepretation
is correct and if Verwoerd finally lgoes before May nexe year, D¢,
Nkrumah will bave scored an important victory merely by keeping

bis temper.

Gandhiji and his friends were
iovited to spend the night at the
house ofa rich Indian who was
alceady 2 member of their party.
They knew that if this man gave
a big sum to the Covngress fund,
other people living around him
would want to imitate bimn and do
the same, The congress was now
badly in need of funds to carry
on its food work, and they hoped
that the rich man would give at
least =ix pounds

When they arrived at the rich
maa’s house they found a grand
feast waiting for them. Gandhiji
thought it best to get the money
matter over before eating, but he
was greatly disappointed when he
found thatall the rich man in-
tended piving was fhree pounds
instead of six. He tried te per.
suade him to give ‘more, but the
rich man would not listen. He
was not mean, but just obstinate
He refused to give more thag
three pounds and began offering
refreshments to his guests,

That was indeed an awkward
situation.  Gandhiji knew that if
he let the man give only three
pounds, other rich people too
would want to give only three,
or even less. They would think:
‘Why should we give more than
that man who is so rich?"”

So Gandhiji and his friends
politely refused to take any food
until six pounds had been given.
They were dreadfully hungry and
it was awful to have to sit and
talk only, when a good meal was

waiting for them.

Neither side would give in and
the arguing went on all night.
Just at day-break the host yielded
at last. Then they all ate their

An European Interviews
Vinoba Bhave

lN Germapy I had already heard

about Vinoba Bhave, the “*suc-
cessor of Mahatma Gandhi.,” He
was described in newspapers and
magazines as a kind, old gentle-
man, very good natured and very
friendly. Now, sitting in fronot
of him in Madurai, I bad a com-
pletely different opiniocn about
this man. When I tried to con-
tact him first (it was in Gandhi
Niketan to the South of Madurai),
Vinoba Bhave only read the
letter in which my pen pal, Ela
Gandhi, asked me to writecan
article on him for “Indian
Opizien.  Vinoba said neither
“How do you do?"” nor “What is
your name?"” or “Where do you
come from?"” He simply ignored
me. Finally the private secretary
said Ishould better try another
time. So I left without any
result.

Trying twice in Madurai again,
I finally succeeded in getting a
shorr interview, Vinoba Bhave
made the impression on me that
be is an old, wooden, probably
eccentric  but doubtless honest
man, He is doing a great work
and bis pgood intention apd
character are beyond question,
But you can bardly find in him a
‘good, old grandfatker or a charm-
ing persopality. He lacks the
friendly smile of Gandhiji and, I
think, also the excelling greatness
which the Mahatma possessed.
Many Indian friends confirmed
my impression though there is no
doubt that Vinoba Bhave is oge
of the most outstanding persons
in India today!

Not Easy To Bear

Vinoba'Bhave's face is that of
2 man with deep thinking, his
profile is most aristocratic and
his eye has an all pervading look
which is not always easy to bear.

The first question that I put to
Vinoba Bhave was: “Js thetre not
the danger thart Gramdarp indi-
vidual ipitiative will be killed?
For example idle people don't
work,"”

Vinoba Bhave: “After Gram-
dan, there will not be 2 coliective
farm in that village, but every
family will get a plot of laad 1o
cultivate. They will earn their
bread and they will be supple-
meated by village community. So
indiquualinitiativz will be there
plus advantages of socialization.
We are not killing individual
initiative. You will get the bepe.
fit of society-help provided you
_belp yourself. Today even if one
labours hard ope gets no help
from society, but in Gandhian
Socicty one  will get such help.
After Gramdan there will be no
ownership of land.”

The second question  was;
“You have travelled all over India
and you know India best. Do
you find any chance in India?"

Vinoba Bhave: Yes. There is
an enormous change, Lakhs of
people have given land-gifts, Now
people are giving Gramdan, Ie
means, all people in a village
are renounciog individual owner-
ship. This is a change of heacr,
There is no Pressure, except
pressure of love. It is very won-
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derful. What is happening in
Madurai is very creditable, Our
workers tell the people that you
help your poor brothers and
share all that you have with them
and there will be no poverty.
Renounce your ownership. It
can’t happen without change of
heart.” |

Asia In Word History

The third question: **What do
you think of the role India and
Asia will play in world history?

Vinoba Bhave: *“I won' bracket
India asd Asia together. India
is one thing, Asia s another
India’s role would be, what it
was in ancient times, i.e. spread-
ing peace, establishing the com-
monwealth of the whole world,
sharing weals and woes of each
other, complete freedom for every
individual, for every society and
fur‘ every nation, We believe
that interests do not clash with
cach other. By establishing that
kind of society, India will in-
fluence the world."

The fourth question: “What is
your opinion about the future de-
velopment in Europe?””

Vinobz Bhave: “I am not in-
terested in idle thinking of the
future. * I believe that stnall
nationalities based on languages,
which exist in Europe should go.
Ican't understand why Belgium
and Deamark or Norway and
Sweden cannot be provinces of
one state. Europe should develop
as a joint state with full powers
not only to every nation but to
every village.”

The &fth question: “There is
an increasing of materialism in
Europe. Do you think a spiri-
tual development possible there?"”

Vinoba Bhave: “I don’c think
Europe is devoid of spirituay
urges although there is materiai-
ism ja Europe. ‘There is no
difference between an Indian’s
heart and an European’s heart

everywhere. I find European
friends disgusted with material-
ism, so I dom't think that they
will lay behind iz spjrityal deve.

ample facilities for investing
capital” and “an  appropriate
measure of autoncmy.””

likely to be paid uoder the De-
velopment Act, it omits to men-
tion the absence of any provision
to compensate for loss of custom
and goodwill.

The Government's passion for
‘idy,” inhuman planning is re-
flected in a two-page diagram of
a bypothetical town., TODAY,
shows ap urban area with “black
spots’’ (sucprisiogly coloured red).
In these are two “Bantu shops,”
Thg Indian area at ooe end con-
tains three shops, There are 22
Indian and 18 White shops
scattered throughout the rest of
the area,also five “White indus-
tries. TOMORROW, transforms
the picture into three separate
blocs between which, it is em-
phasised, “‘there will be no hin-
drance to the flow of induserial
products or labour {overseas in-
vestors relax.) The White area
contains 15 shops and five indus.
tries, the Bantu arca has sudden-
ly sprouted 20 shops and, most
implausibly, the Indian area con-
tains ten shops and three indus-
tries. °

Will they indeed? Mr, Hiemstra
has often said so, when it suited
the plans of the municipalities he
represented to evict their Indians
tnto the veld.

Bruwer and Mr. Theo. Gerdener,
M.P.C., supported this idea fer
“converting a parasitic (i.e. met-
chant) group into a constructive
{i.c. labouring) onme.” But the
editor of “Dapbreek’ and Mr.
Meyer would have none of this
“integration into the White eco-
nomy. Our fundamental concept
of apartheid is applicable only to
those for whom thereis a polili-
cal future. ‘This is not the case
with the Indians,”” One comes to
understand the significance of
the prophecy by Mr. W. A.
Maree, MLP., last June: “After
the Group Areas Act has made
itself f:ft, the Indians will be
only too pleased to get out of
South Africa,”

Again, while there may be
some town where TODAY and
TOMORROW will be actualised,
the pattern is not intended that
way at all. Certainly no good
Nationalist wants Indian-owned
factories seriously competing
with White ones on cheaper,
non-Union labour. The Sabra
gentlemen, who are rather more
benevolent than the Government
wished to see Indian trade
licences cut by 90 per cent.
Hence the photo in the S.I.O
booklet of a grossly overcrowded
Pretoria Indian Bazaar (Indians
cannot get land or premises for
expansicn) and the cynical cap-
tion that under the Group Areas
Act “this cut-throat competition
will cease.” Se it will, but not to
the Indians' benefit, as implied:
All Indian trade will be virtually
eliminated.

Only one photo in the booklet
shows a poor Indian, despite the
fact that 50 per cent of the Cape
and Transvasl Indians eara less
than £200 p.a. (£55 per head)
and 59 per cent of Natal Indians
earn 1css than £100 p.a. (£20 per
head) and another 31 per cent
between £100 and £200 pa,
(African incomes average £19
per head and European £300 per
head)) Significantly, that one
photo compares the hell of
#schack' (sic) dwelling at Clair-
wood, Durban, with the haaven
of Lenasia, the new Indian Group
Area *a few miles out of Johane
nesburg’ (only 22 milesl) The
Lenasia photos are carefully
angled to show one or two rich
houses and avoid exposing the
miles of bare veld at £350 a plot
from the private company direct-
ed by two Councillors,

served in the illustrated account
of how Indians have been allotted
“the choice European residential
suburb’’ of Reservoir Hills, Dus-
ban. They are smid to have
bought all the luxuricus homes

have. The handful of wealthy
Indians is not disputed. Nor are
the two or three decent houses at
Reservoir Hills, What is not
discussed is the certainly that,
owing to the restricted areas
open to them, Indians will pay
Whites good prices for their in«
vestment and, for the opposite
reason, wifl realise little on their
own. Or that Reservoir Hills is
one very small exception to the

“Dis Burger” Admits
Alricans’ Right To Press

HE African's pressure  for
greater rights is rigbtful, as
well as—in the long run—irresist-
ible, the Nationalist newspaper
“Die Burger”' stated in its lead-

Sons of Africa,

JN my last contribution I

wanted to know precisely
where we differ, The operative
word here is precisely, You
.and I want a democratic society
where the liberties of the indi-
vidual shall be guaranteed Ly
the conslitution.

saciety weuld peed to have
been created jointly by the
White and non-White South
Africans, In other words it
seems tn me .that the forces
workiog for change must be
based on genuine democracy
and oot on race in apy shape
or form. 'We who are victims
of race oppression cennot at
the same time b2 genuine de-
moceats if we allow ourselves
toses our future from the per-
-apective of race. For this rea«
son I do not see how you can
bave people liviog together
‘peacefully in  a democratic
society who hzve not learnt the
haebit of working together to
build that sociéty.

You argue that the most
-important contribution the
Liberal on the White side can
make to our struggle at the
moment ig to go and preach to
his pecople and tell them what
nice democrats we Africans are;
Vety meny senior leaders of
-the African National Congress
reason that way, Even the
Congress of Democrats fell for
Ahis trep, I do not in apoy
way suggest that people who
argue this way or who accept
this argument are not honest,

But I -really ‘don’t see how .

people who, while professing
exactly the same faith, can
. build together a viable society
when they start by breaking
their own rules and beliefs in
buildiog it; I don'c see how we
ean build a democratic sociaty
.if we, who opposs mpartheid,
are going to start by practising
apartheid among ouzselves.

To do this in the South Afri-
can context accentuates racial
differences and surrenders to
the racial majority the initiative

. to work'alone; to chose alone
the direction of the march to
“liberty and -reach that goal
-alone, on their own terms. In
other words it seems to me that
you &re manoeuvring the racigl
minority groups out of working
closely with you, for purpctes
ol weakening their bargaining
potential &0 that in the
end you cen dictate your terms
to them,

effect you say you will

For, if you were not heading
for this uvadesirable snd why
are you afraid of working in
the closest collaboration with
them? Bothk for tactical rea-
sons (15 a demonstration sgainst
apartheid and n demonstration
of goodwill) as well as to teach
yourselves andlihe White people
the habit of building your de-
mocratic sociely together. In
be
neighbours when you are free;
in the meantime you will be-
long to your camp and they to
theirs, And you call .that
working for democracy. It fills
me with grave doubis.

Tactically, you lose a ‘lot by
separating your forces and sub-
jecting them to differentisted
high commands. II you work
for a genuine democratic revo.
lution end not for a social
order based on the Will of the
racial majority, you would
realise that the European who
can go to his people, siraight
from your own camp, is in a
very much stronger position
than the man who comes from
another Eutopean camp withno
conviccing bonds of ueity with
you, The former can truly
speak with authority and quote
his own personal example and
experiences to prove that th
ideal of & demacratic society
can be attained and that Black
and White can live together for
their mutual good,

Finally, you are not con-
vincing when you reject na-
tiopalism on the White side
and accept it on your gide,

,Why should you do these
things when your case is so
strong and so good? And when
all the odds are go heavily in
your favour? What you achieve
at the moment is certainly to
isolate yourselves and to win

the distrust of maoy where
you shounld be epjoying all
possible confidences; Why place
yourselves in this position as
regerds history when you could
play a decisive role in freeing
South Africa and establishing
here n democratic social order?

I believe you genuinely desire
a democratic social order. But
the methods you propose to
.adopt to reach it are unsound
and opportupistic and io the
end might defeat the very end
you havein view. You cannot
establish demrocracy in 8 mixed
commuuity while .you talk of
Africa for the Africans or while
you call yourselves Africanists,
An Asian, by your own defini-
tion, cannot be on Alricaaist;
so also a European, The im-
pression your name gives is
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that like the apartheiders you
seem tempted to wonder i,
riter all, race is not the prin-
cipaldetermioant of a people’s
destiny.

Here I seea disturbiog con-
fusion of thought, The true
democrat regards the individual
as an end in himself, He sees
the individuel from the per:
spective of something with a
sacredness about it swhich is
supreme abave everything else
on earth, The totalitariap, on
the other hand, sees human
beings from the perspective of
totels; the individual exists to
subserve the ends of the group.
From then on you_get to the
point where the group can
do no wrong; where the
group possesses a monopoly of
virtue. Conformity beccmes the
highest good, enthroning thugs

and scoundrels as the cusia.
