given that only *'Die Stem”
would be played or sung at
official functions organised
by the State or held under
its patronage and where
the playing or singing of
the national anthem was
considered suitable.

The flag and the anthem
of another nation will also
be flown and played at offi-
cial ac¢casions in honour of
the hecad of the State or the
representative of the coun-
tty concerned.

His Statement

The statement by

Prime Minister says:
“In view of the fact that,
in the terms of the pro-
vision of the Union Na-
tionality and Tlags Act,
No. 40 of 1927, as amended

No true democrat will view this with equanimity
At the same 1ime no realist will act as though things are
as they have been in the past. The Sputniks have
damaged the prestige of the West in colenial countries.
Communism has been given a terrific boost.  The Free
World is not likely to be in the position to retrieve the
position.  For, to do this, it will have to offer the op-
pressed peoples something more dazzling than the ex-
citement over the Soviet achievements. And that it de-
finitely cannot offer in the present circumstances;

Africa

Nehru

FTER the tragic death of Mabatma Gandhi, India's four hundred
million took to their hearts the leadership of Pandit Nehru. The

life of Pandit Nehru is a life of sacrifice and secvice to the nation,
He sacrificed his all to his motherland. On November 1-th he will
celebrate his 68th birthday, We have endeavoured to give below a

short sketch of his life

The Nebru family hails from
Kashmir, but for several years
they bave made theic bome in
Allahabad. The ancestors of this
family left Kashmir for Delhi
duting the rule of the Moguls,
and they lived on the banks of
the river Neher, hence they have
derived the mame of Nchru,
Pandit Motilal Nehru and his
wife Swariprani, had three child-
ten and chey are Jawabarlal,
Vijayalaxmi and Krishnakumari.
There ate few families in India
who are so completely dedicated
to the cause of service and sacri-
fice as the Nehru family.

Jawahatlal was born on Novem-
ber 14, 1889. Lirtle did anyone
know or imagine that this baby
would one day be the darling of
millions and one of the most
precious jewels of the east, His
parents gave him all the neces-
sary cate in bringing him up to
be a fine and upright person,
His first teacher was a very relie
gious Theosophist gentleman, a
Mr. F. T. Brooks, He helped
to introduce simplicity, character
and patriotism in the young
Jawahar, and a deep friendship
was formed between the teacher
and the student. Mr, Brooks
once told Jawahar that it was a
sin to ecat meat, He gave up
meat on that day. Fearing that
their son would become an ascetic
by such training Jawabarlal's
patents dismissed the teacher.

In 1905, at the age of sixteen,
he was taken to England by his
parents, After travelling in the
country for a while, he remained
in England to study at a well-
koown school, where he had as
his schoolmates Edward VIII,
the late Mr, Gayakwad, Dr.
Kichly, and Mr, J. M. Sengupta
and a2 few more promioent
“people:

He attained the degree of B,Se.
in the year 1910, after which be
became a Bar-at law.

" He returned to India in 1914,
He could have set up a very
prosperous practice with the in.
fluence of his father, but he re-
fused this, and stated his desire
to enter into politics, At this
time the late Mr. Gokhale hap.
pened to be in Allahabad; to
raise some money for Indiaos in
Scuth Afriea Jawahbarlal became
lhis private secretary and he col-

lected forty.thousand rupees,
only in Allahabad, His parents
were not pleased with his poiitie
cal activities. In 1916 he married
Delhi-born Kamla Devi, who
also stood by him in all his acti-
vities,

At this time, the political
situation in Jadia was critical,
The Indian leader, Lala Lajpat
Rai, was exciled from his coun-
try. A home-rule leapue was
formed in Allahabad, and both
father and son became active
members of it. During this
time the tragic affair of Jallian.
wallabagh took place. Motilal
Nehru gave up hiz prosperous
practice snd both father and son
joined Mahatma Gandhi's Pas-
sive Resistance campaign in
1921, They began to preach the
boycott of English goods and
aoything that was English, and
g0 they began to tour round
India.

Jawaharlal started a newspaper
called “Independent", which
brought to light tbe many in-
justices practised by the British.
Later this paper was bannned.

In 1919 the farmers agsocia-
tion was going to hold its con-
ference in the Raibareli district.
The Government issued a notice
banning all public gatherings.
But inspite of this, 50,000 fatrmers
had > asgembled there. Pandit
Nehru spoke to them and ad-
vised to disperse, but they re-
fused to do eo, until they had
seen Pandit Tawaharlal. Little
did they know that this slim,
young man, dressed as one of the
farmers, was himself the person
they were 5o eager to see. In bis
political career, Pandit Nebeu
became one with India’s mil-
lions, suffering the aponies of
bunger and thirst, heat and cold,

In 1921 all the leaders were
arrested.  Pandit Nehru was
amongst them, He was sentenced
to 6 months, but was released
within 3 months, He was re-
arrested for preaching the boy-
cott English goods and imprison-
ed for 18 months.  He was re-
leased after 8 months. Panditjee
accompanied Kripalani and San-
tanam to the Nabha dintrict
where the Sikbs were suffering
heavily under the foreign rule,
They were ordered by the Goy-
ernment to leave the - district

immediately. But they did not
honour this order and 50 he was
sentenced to 6 months imprison.
ment for this offence and I8
montbs for joining the trouble
makers, But he was released
the next day.

In 1924 the Kumbh Mela, 2
religious festival of the Hindus,
was to be held in Allahabad, on
the baoks of the Treveni San-
gam. The water being very
deep here, the Government,
instead of putting sand in the
river, barricaded the area, This
hurt the religious instincts of
the Hindus. Pandit Malaviya
corresponded with the Govera-
ment to no avail, Pandit Nehru,
accompanied by volunteers of
the National Congress declared
Satyagraha. The Government
had surrounded the area by
police on bhorse-back, but Pandit-
ji ignored them, and with the
national flag in his hand and the
voluateers and the peaple behind
hirt, he broke ip and entered the
river. The Government was
then forced to fill in the deep-
places with sand co that the
Hindus could carry on their
religious ceremony. This iocis
dent shows great courage and
streogth of character that Jawa-
harlal possessed, so early in his
political career.

He rendered great services as
the president of the Allahabad
Municipality, but owing to Bis
wifz"g ill-health, he was forced to

while here, be continued with his
work by writing a2 number of
articles on the question of India,
this informing the whole of

He was chosen as vice-presi-
dent for Iodia, in the Inter-
national Congress against Im-
perialism in 1929. He went te
Russia from Germany,

Pandit Nebru formed the in-
dependence of India League and
he started a campaign for full

.freedom, The National Congress

held in Caleutea, declared that if
by the 31st of December 1929,
home rule was not granted, then
the fight for full freedom would
be launched by Fanuary 1st 1930.

In 1930, Mahatma Gandhi and
Sardar Patel declined to accept
the presidentship of the Congress
in favour of Jawaharlal. And 3o
he was elected president at the
Lahore Congress. On December
31, 1929 at midnight, the fight
for full freedom was launched,
and the National flag was hoisted-
up amidst, the cries of “Vande
Mataram" and “Iohilab Zinda.
bad.” Mahatma Gandhi, started
his Salt Campaign in 1930. At
this time Pandit Nebru was on
his way to attend the youth con-

‘gress in Raipur.® The Govern-

ment arrested him and sentenced
him to six months imprisonment,
and while he was in prison he
lost his father, Motilal Nehru, on
Febsuary 6th 1931,
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The fight for freedom continued

" and leaders were being arrested

all our India, Jawaharlal's

motber led a procession of protest

in Allababad, and they were

charged with batons by the
police.

Pandit Nehru, lost his mother
on Jaouary 1, 1938, Pandit Nehru
was imprisoned from 1932 to
1936, Owing to his ill health
the Government . released him,
He took his wife to Vienna, but,
he Yost his wife there, and he
returned to the motherland with
a broken heart and a handful of
ashes,
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In 1912, the resolution of
#Quit India™ was passed. Pandit-
jee with all the other leadets was
arrested. India became inde-
pendent in 1947 and Pandit
Nehtru became the Prime Miajs-
ter of free India. India became
a republic in 1950. Today, he i
still the Prime Mmister of India.

Fort Hare Bill GaZetted

OTICE has been given in the Government Gazette of a Bill, to
be introduced into Parliament next year, to provide for the
transfer of the Fort Hare University College.

It appears—at least for the
present—that the Governmeut
does not intend to take over the
Natal Noo European Medieal
Schoal, which is run by the
University of Natal and is at-
tached to the King Edward VIII
Non-European Hospital in Dur-
ban,

The publication of the hybrid
Bill coincided with the meeting
in Pretoria of the inquity imte
the decails of the Separate Uni.
versity Education Bill.

Tne commission, consisting of
13 members of Parliament of all
Parties, was originally appointed
as 4 select commitiee during the
last Parliamentary session after
the Bill had passed its second
reading.

When the Bill was origically
introduced into the House of
Atzembly in March it  made
provision for the establishment
of separate universities for non-
Europeans and the handing ‘over

. of the Fort Hare College and
the Medical Schoal.

The Bill wa:ysubscquently de-

s -E

clared to be hybrid—a measure

| which affects private rights—
and it bad to be withdrawn. It
was then introduced again but
without the sections dealing with
the college or scheal.

At the second reading only the
principle of the Bill was de-
bated. Now the commission is
eatitled to hear evidence only on
the detsils of the measufe.

The Bill will be introduced by
the Minister of Native Affairs,
Dr. H. F, Verwoerd, during the
short pre-election session.

After a short interval, the
Chairman replied: “The Beard
has come to the conclusion that,
aithough there may be some sub-
stance in this request from your
poiot of view, it is not necessary

to call anyone from the Refer=
ence and Planning Committee.
The Board is,, of course, not
bound by any of the proposals
which have so far bern submit-
ted 1o it. It is only investigating
these propesals.’

Counsel: “Would you tell us
whether the Board has had any’
information from the Referenze
and Planniog Committee io the
way of a report? The town
planning officer yesterday mene
tioned that the Committee had
ptepared a report.  Has the re-’
port been made, available to the
Board?

Chairman: “Iam not prepared
to say.'

Counsel: “Would you indicate
whether the Committee’s pro-
posals ate goirg to be considered
by the Board?" ’

Chairman: “Their proposals
will be considered, together with
all other proposals received, as a
basis on which to work, but not
as an accomplishzd fact.”

Counsel: “But they are going
to be considered and it is pos-
sible that this Board will recom-
mend what they have proposed?’”

Chairman: “It is possible that
we may consider the suggestions
which are reflected on plan X"
(submitted by the Reference and
Planping Committee).

At this stage counsel said he
and his clients were compelled
to dissociate themselves from any
further part in the hearing,
In his submission there were no
valid proposals before the Board.
The City Council had made no
proposals—merely comments on
the Refrence and Planning Com.
mittee’s plans. That Committee
had submitted no proposals, ac-
cording to the Chairman, only
suggestions which .were not put
forward at the hearing. “We
heard evidence yesterday that the
Committee had made a report
but you are not prepared to say
whether the Board hzs received
that report or not. In other
words, from what you say it is
possible that the Board has in-
formation which we do not have,
on which you may base your
findings but which is not avail-
able to us and on which we can-
pot ctoss-examine anybody.”

Non-Violence Works
“Miracle’” In America
By ELIZABETH MEIJER

N the last 17 months a miracle
bas been performed in America
nd yet few people know more
than the barest outline of what
has happened.

I am referring to the non-
violent resistance movement which
thousands of Negroes have been
practicing in the deep South. It
is one of the most magnificent
actions performed anywhere,
since Makatma Gandhi led his
followers in a passive resistance
action against the British.

It all started in Montgomery

"over and over again,

Alabama early in December 1955, -

There one day a coloured seam-
stress, Mrs. Rosa Parks, decided,
that she had been pusbed around
long enough and when a white
man demanded that she give him
ber seat on the bus geing home
{which at that time was still his
right under the law) she frefused
to do so and was prompily
arrested. = ’

Mass Meeting
That night Negroes in Monta
gomery held a mass meeting and
first pianned to boycott the buses
for one day only, but later de-
cided to go on with the boycott.

They walked to work for 381
days, until the Supreme Court
ruled that segregation on buses
was illegal. Their leader is a
wonderful young man, the Rev.
Dr Martin Luther King Jr., who
is deeply spiritual and very wise.

At first when some houses
and churches were bombed, the
Negroes wanted to return force
with force. ‘They put armed
guards arouzd the homes of their
leaders and Dr. Kipg himself
went around with bodyguards
aod got a permit fo carry a
pistol. .

Guards Withdrawn
But after a short time the
guards were 2l withdrawn and
Dr. King left his pistol at home.
From that moment the miracle
started! In all those weary
months, they walked to work and
at night they met with their lead-
trs, to prepare for the day, when
they could ride again and sit any-
where they wanted to.  And not
once during all that time did
they retaliate with word or deed,
bowever much they at times
would like to have done so.

They became a well-disciplined
group of people controlling the
feclings which are bred in them
through 300 years of submission
and abuse,

Dr. King and several other
ministers taught them how to
behave under any provocation
and prepared them for the day,
when the buses would be in-
tegrated.

Not To Be Arrogant

They were warned not to be
arrogant, and show that they fely
they had won a victory, but to
bekave in a dignified manner and
the word dignified was stressed
They were
rehearsed in good behaviour no
matter what the provocation
might be. In the meeting places
chair were put to resemble bus
seats and they “acted out” the
way unfriendly whites might be-
have and their reaction should be.
The leaders would pose a ques.
tion: would they bebave in such
and such a manner, if 2 white
person did this or that? and
maybe the first ' few answers
would'evoke a ‘“‘no, no” from the
crowd, till the right attitude was
determined, =

And when the time came after
these long days of walking and
waiting 2and they could ride the
buses again not a siogle incident
(and there were quite a few
instigated by whites) was started
by the Negroes, but they acted
with a quict dignity and the love
of God.

Pos-sible

Will it be possible for even the
most rabid Southerner to con-
tioue to fight apainst such a
spiritu~] force and if this spreads
through the whole deep South,
they will bave to give in soonmer
or later, though it may stil] take
a little time. -

Alteady non-violent resistance
movements have started in other
cities, but it is to these brave
ptople in Montgomery Ala. and
their great leaders, that we white
Amcrigans owe a tremendous
debt of gratitude for revealing to
us the great power of their spiri-
tual and moral crusade.

Maybe they are sefting us an
example of a way of life, that may
yet work miracles in other diffi-
cult situations in these troubled
times we are living in.

May we bave the leadership
and the personal vision to re-
cognize this “miracle’ for the
wonderful experience At s aad
bumpbly pray that we top may not
!::c found wanting if this challenge
is put to us! -

Specialised Study

Mr. Chebotarev, Who" Lis
made a specialized study of
the movements of small plapets
aod comets, noled that thbese
bodies which ore in coostant
metion frequently cover grent
distances, motivated solely by
the play of gravitational forces,
This fact led bim to investigate
the way in which a rocket, like
these heavenly bodies, could be
made to follow a specifically
plaoned interplanetary trajecs
tory. Obviously, the rochet
would first have to free itself
from the Earlhs attraction,
and to do that it must attain a
speed of some hing like 8 miles
per second.

A rocket equipped with jet
togines using ordinary fuel
would be capable of {ulfilling
these conditions, accordiog to
M, Chebotarcv. It would be
a three-stage rocket, weighing
16.8 tons, and would follow an
tlliptical course, the base of
which would be the Earth and
the summit & point gome
38,000 miles above the moon,
When the rocket, influenced by
the moon’s force of gravity,
teach the farthest point of its
trajectory, it would be about
18,000 miles above the moon.
This would enable scientists to
obtaia very valuable informa.
tion, sicce there is no atmos~
Dhcuc screen surrounding the
(Eerth's satelli‘e. At that mas
ment, the spred of the rocket
would drop to zero in relation
to the moop, though it would
be travelling at just over a

mile & gecond in relation to
the Earth,

Negligible

According to Professor Che-
botarev's calcolation’s the in-
deone iclar ailraci

would be negligible, though
thiz would cetlainly not be
true of a project involving the
Earth and Mars, Inothis case,
the sun’s attraction would be
felt as well os that of the
moon and, eventually, that of
Mars also.

The Soviet scientist stated
that, in his opinion, sending &
rocket to the moon and back
did not-greater problems than
the lauoching of the **Sputs
nik,"—(UNESCO).
