est possible.

This resott to violence oh- the part of the supporters
or the employees of the government constitutes a chain
of actions about which the least that can be said is that
they are very sinister. A little over a year ago an African
journalist had tear gas and stink bombs thrown at the
meeting which he addressed in Pretoria, A fcw months
ago the President-General of the ANC was assaulted.
Now, an officer of the Supreme Court of South Africa,
who, in private life, is a prominent leader of his people,
has beea beaten up.

The duty of the Police is to protect the private citi-
zen from being interfered with unlawfully or his peace
being disturbed by the crirdinally-inclined: When the
Police themselves emerge in the role of a mob which
readily resorts to violence in dealing with the public, it is
then time to realise that there is something fundamentally
wrong in gur whole system of justice.

This system is based on the immoral conception that
the White man has the right to impose his will on the
man of colour. The underlying assumption is that the
non-European is the virtual private property of the White
man with little or no dignity of his own or personal self-
respect. For him there cannot be such a thing as the
protection of the Jaw. All he is expected to ‘do at all
times is to obey the will of the White overlord,

But this is in conflict with everything decent in the
experience of the race of Man. It is at variance even
with the White man’s so-called Christian ideals. In a
mixed society it is dynamite, pure and simple.

In these circumstances, it is hardly surprising that
one of its direct products has becn the emergence of .the
Madzunya faction in the African community. Racialism
is a wicked thing, It will be a very sorry day for the
African the day he sees much virtue in it. But with the
arrogance and madness which are fashionable even in
circles whose duty is to uphold the law, the day is not far
when the Jaw will have been thrown into such disrepute
that Black and White will be involved in very serious
trouble. ' .

What an unlibely
place to see the begininge of an ider that destroyed the Bri-
tish power in Indin! Gandhi had landed in Natal from India in
May 31803, & lawyer with s law suit to win and; a8 professional
career to make; He certainly did not looh lilie the ascetic figure
witk which e became Ismiliar in the jg30%s. He wore
Europenp clothes, a fashionable frock coat, well-pressed trousers,
well-polished shoes and a turban. The turbar was a coocession
to weakness, for it was worn by Muslim Indians who chose to be

réparded as Araby, and was not a part of Hindu costume at all.

The law suit required Gandhi
to go to Pretoria and his client
had booRed first-class jaccoms
modation for him on t}:le overs
night journey up to tht Transe
vaal. When Gandhi, in his firste
class compartment, reached
Pietermaritzburg a White pas-
senger entered, saw the browa
intruder and disappeared to
fetch the guard. Two railway
officials appeared and told
Gandbi to move to & third class
carringe; He protested that he
had a first class ticket, but wasg
told that that mede no differs
ence and that he must go. He
refased, so & policeman wwas
Tatched and Gaodhi and his
luggage were ejected. Of
course, he might have given in
and travelled third class, but he
chose to spend the night in the
station weiting-room, It was
horribly cold, the police had got
his overcosat in his luggege, and
ss he did not want to be insults
ed agaio, he did not ask for it

He sat there all night and
shivered, but he thought out
there the first outline of his
practice of non-violence that,
Qater, was to give him such
immense influence in world-
affairs. As we.shall szes, be
came to loathe the employment
‘of force, and he hated revenge
‘and sll Rinds of punishment.
‘Hecame, to distrust all wealth
'and luxury and to believe that
'Yuman personality develops its
highest spiritual powemn in a
life of the utmost simplicity,
? punctusted by fasting and other
" larrop of seli-discipline, There
can be no doubt that it was his
uee of ‘‘mon.violence" which
' gave him the power to lead and
> inspire men, and to meet his
opponents with an absence of

resentment so complets that
they actually listened to what
he had to say, and were some-
times convinced by what he
raid, .

All this is symbolised by hig
decision taken in the waitipg
room on Pietermaritzburg Hta-
tion in 1893, Should he attempt
toredress his personal grievance,
finish ihe lawsuit and to go
home to India? Bhould he run
away from his fellow Indians
or should he take the lead

ngeinst racial discriminatien;

His experiences on the coech
which tooh him from Charles.
town to Johanneshucg, when he
wal very roughly treated, and
his exporience in Pretorin, con-
vinced bhim that be must take
the lead in improving the cons
ditions of his fellow Indians in
South Africa, Thus, at the age
of 24 he made his first public
specch to the Indians of Pre-
torin. He urged them to stich
always to the truth, “even in
business,” to adopt more sani-
tary babits; to forget their caste
and religious divisions and to
learn English .

Gandhi won his lawanit "and
induced hic clieat to treat the
laser decently, " He tetirned to
Durban en route for Indis, but
did not leave for twenty years
for at the farewell party some-
one showed him the news item
in thz “Natal Mercury” to the
effect that the Natal govern-
meat intended to deprive the
Indians of the right to elect
members to the legislative ag.
sembly. Hesaid he would stay
for a month ta help them, but
he stayed for twenty years and
he won,

Now who was this young

fellow of 14 who thought he
could defy South African colour
projudice? He . wag born in
1869 in northewest India and
belopged to =& reasonably
wealthy apd cultured family.
Both his grandfsther snd his
fnther has held political office
aad were well-Roown for the
firmnets with which tkey re-
sisted authority whea, in their
view, nuthority was in the
wrong, His grandlather was,
in fact, Prime Minister of the
little state of Porbandar.

Young Gaocéhi went to
schocl there and was not a very
succetsful pupils In 3888 he
was seat to London and entolled
at the Inner Temple an a law
student. He lived in a very
poor part of London, was very
shy and awbward and seems to
have been thoroughly unhappy
there and gladly sailed away to
India as coon as he was called
to the bar ia 1897. It is per.
baps worth mentioning that he
lived at this time on a total
expenditure o] 35/- & weel,

Before we continue the story
of Gandhi’s life, first in South
Africa, then in India, it will be
a help to our understanding of
this exceptional man if we try
to grasp his central guidiog
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principle, the idea that emerged
from that cold night of medis
tation in Pistermaritzburg rail-
way station,

Gandhi, liRe all other great
men, was possessed of a single«
minded, integeated idea of the
purpose of hislife. He pro-
bably appeared to thase who
disliked him to be fanatical,
but there was nothing stereos
tyﬁed about his actiop, which
geined its unity from the unity
of his personality.

At the heart of hia lile aod
thought was the doctrine of
AHIMSA, which itz ugually
translated—very inadequately—
by “nonsviclence”. For him, all
lile on earth and all religion
was not a passive, puny, ess
capist idea. Gandhi followed
the principle ana positive guide
to righteous action. The doc-
trine and practice of AHIMSA
were best seen, perhaps, in his
humane work for the outcasts
of Hinduism and his non-violent
solutions of political problems,
His bumane spirit is clearly
seen in his attitude towards
and work for the fifty milllion
outcastes, the untouchables,

The world
today is divided into two power
bloss and those that have joined
one or the other bloc have no
doubt considered the matter care-
fully and seriously before doing
so. Their best interests are, they
consider, served by the decisions
they have taken but it is not
impossible that some of them may
have been coaxed or cajoeled into
action which would not have been
taken but for pressures from out-
side,

Conflict

“In this age of the jet plane
and the hydrogen bomb the forces
of destruction are so powerful
that 2 conflict between the two
great powers of the world would
mean destruction for both and
victory for nope, This, I believe,
is realised, but nevertheless fear
and suspicion keep them from
reaching agreements or toming
togethe,.
