HE debate on South-\West Africa in

the United

Nations Trusteeship Committee, which a week ago
appeared to be a fruitless repctition of a diplomatic
exercise that has gone on for the last 13 years, has de-
veloped into a full-scale struggle which some diplomats
think may involve the future of the entire continent of

Africa.

French Aid
For Africa

PARIS, October 28,
RANCE is to provide
90,000 million francs,

(about £65,450,000) in aid
to the twelve African States
of the French Community
in 1960 says the ““Manches-
ter Guardian’. M. Robert
Lecourt, Minister of State
in charge of co-operation
with the Community, gave
this news at a Cabinet meet-
ing today.

M. Roger Frey, the In-
formation Dlinister, said
afterwards that M. Lecourt
had pointed out that during
the past 72 years France
had invested more than
7,000,000 million francs
(sbout 4730 millions) in
Alfrica.

French aid to the under-
developed countries had in
most years since the war
equalled that given by the
Soviet Union to the non-
Communist block, and had
been about half of that pro-
vided by the United States,
France asked for no return
on the money.——Reuter.

Africa, by this analysis, is
divided into three arcas—
that part which is independ-
ent and self-governing, that
part which is under colonial
rule but which is moving
toward independence and
self-government, and that
part in which the African
people are under the dom-
ination of a minority of
European origin  which
seeks to perpetuate its rule.

Areas in this third and
most troublesome part of
Africa include Algeria, the
Central African [Fedcration
and the Union of South
Africa. South-\Vest Africa
in effect is an appendage of
South Africa—all but an-
nexed by the Union govern-
ment in deflance of the
United Nations.

South West Africa, about
the size of France, contains
only 3,000,000 people. In
the changing patterns of
the African continent, how-
ever, it assumes critical im-
periance,

Many diplomats here be-
lieve that if “white domina-
tion” can be eliminated from
South-West Africa, a form-

er League of Nations man-
date, this development will
begin the process of eli-
minating racial rule in the
Union itself and in the
Central African Federatjon.

These diplomats believe,
furthermore, that this pro-
cess will be begun soon or
the last chance will have
passed for a peaceful solu-
tion. The war in Algeria
for four years is believed to
Le a mild example of what
could happen farther south

Commonsense From The Indians

LTHOUGH the Indian community is ooe of the smallest minority

groups in the nation it has made outstanding contributions to

Soith Africa’s progress.

It has enabled us to produce sugar; added

richly to our eating habits and, by its vigorous opposition tc race,

oppression won for
life.

It is indicative of the virility of
this section that jtv has not sat
down to enjoy the fruits of its
labours while the other non-
Whites faught for the extension
of the area of liberty. Its latest
conttibution is on the plape of
fighting apartheid. Here, the
Group Areas Act threatens to
deive most Indians from homes
they aeguired in accordance
with the laws of the land,
The latest Indian answer ‘to the
daylight robberies of the Aet has
been to go in their bundreds to
make crepresentations to  the
Group Areas Board against being
dtiven out of their homes,

There is a twofold significance
in this move, The Ratepayerz
Associations, which bhave played
no small part in moviog events
in the new direction, are not tied
dowa by doctrinal commitments
aad in coming to the fore with
the appeal to the Indian to save
bis home are laying foundations
for a new type of Indian unity
whete, befoce, the clase war
threatened to split the Indians at
their darkest moment.

Absurdity

On tbe other band, the move
by hundreds of people to
protest against racial zenings is
bound to exposc the absolute
absurdity of apartheid by the
simple technique of showing that
it just cannot work.

There is an important moral
for all concersed here, The
Iodiang are not rising to defy the
laws of theland. Not that there
is anythiog wrong in defying an
inherently immoral law, They
are using the very law which
ruing them to make it unworke
able. When the Indians delay
for years the proceedings of the
Group Areas Board by insisting
on being heard, they will strike a
blow against apattheid whieh will
be bound one day ta make the
race oppressor think seriously,

Apartheid Vulnerable

This does not in any way ine
validate the priaciple uadeslying
the stand of the Iadian rate-
payers—that apartheid legisla-
tion is so immoral it is vulnerable
almost from whichever angle you
attack it. So much is this the
position that even by what super-
ficially looks like collaboration,
apartheid can be given npasty
knocks,

The point argued is not that
these knocks bere and there will
bring apartheid crashing ‘to the
ground  But their cumulative
effect on a broadening fromt
could be disastreus Ope gets
the feeling thav it is about “time
anti apartheid organisations re-
vised their strategy in the light
of the experiences of the Indian
ratepayers with the Group Arecas
Beard

I bave gever believed in
theatrical stunts in the fight
against apartheid. The struggfe
is far 100 serious for the "use of
these techoiques We are in-
volved in what is basically s-
spiritual war with the men .of
apartheid.  They are over-
whelmingly sirong in tetins of
material power, We can destroy
their knavish way of life by seeks
ing for that jrresistible strength
which lies in our innermost
being,

This is an exercise which'
comes almost naturally from tHe'
Indian, whose civilisation 'lays
the greatest stress an the potency
of spiritual values, We, Africans,
have to learn the lessen of being
masters of our itiner selves. And-
having done that we shall leara-
0 cast fear out of our lives. We
shall not be afraid of the Police-
man’s baton or handeufls. We
shall not be afraid of going te:
gaolfor the things we consider.
right, And we sball then not be
afraid to confront apartheid with
the absurdity of its lawa,

Fair Trials.

Once we had gone =0 far, we
could let our best brains join the
school boards and rup! them.
The thousands of us ~areested
everyday in every parc of the
Unlon for the Pass Laws could
EO to court, plead not guilty sad
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even organise defence, Imagine
what would happen if every
African charged under the Pass
Laws would insist on a fair
trial—to which he would in any
case be entitled, Thousands of
new magistrates would bave to
be employed and hundreds of
new paols built  The machinery
of justice would be strained to
breaking-point  This, in turn,
would expose the absolute ab-
surdity of apartbeid.

The Indiag, by bimself, canoot
defeat apactbeid by proving its
absurdity in practice.  He is
dispensable in terms of numbers,
But if the African were to do
that sort of thing, the end of
apartheid would not be very far.

We would give very serious
consideration to this for one very
good reason, It is not enough
merely to tell the masses of the
African people 1o eschew violence
in a2 rapidly changing situatiom.
That could very well bave the
effect of reinforcing the oppress-
ing side Non-violence bas got to
be shown to be an effective and
powerful weapon thanm anything
clse that tbe African can use
against race oppression  Aad, as
we move sapidly to crisis-point,
it becomes increasingly urpent
that non viclence should be
phown to be capable of militant
action with 2 high potential <o
briog apattheid crashing to the
ground.,

The chief value of the Durban
Indian Ratepayers' experiment
comes in here, They seem likely
to prove that an immorzl social
order, based oo overwhelmingly
military might, can be destroyed
by intellipent compliance with
some of its absurd laws, In the
final reckoning this is one of the
things which Gandbi taught. It
gives room for pitting spititusl
force against material ascendancy
and in the long run it is the
former which will prevail,

The possibilities are infinite,
Thelaws of the land presume the
African to be a ctiminal until he
proves the contraty by pro-
duciog the Pass, Well, if we are
presumed to belong to some-
where in gaol’ why not go there
in our hundreds of thousands, 1o
prove the absurdity of aparthcid
and shaw that talk of anonm-
violence is not designed to frus-

trate movement towards real
liberty ?

Ia his address to the Assembly
aod later at a news conference,
President Toure emphasized that
bis mission to the United States
was not to seck financial aid for
Guinea. Guinea and other Afri.
can states need assistance, he
conceded. Yet be declared that
the awakening continent would
not tolerate “pzt:rnahsm in any
form.”

The African leader gave equal
credit to the United States and
to the Soviet Uniop for aid that
they had given in Africa, But
be added that if any pation failed
to underatand the Africans’ de-
termination to follow their own
aims ‘“they had better abstain
from helping Africa.’”

What Aftica secks, bhe said, is
“fraterpal assistance which will
permit it to become completely
liberated from foreign presaure
and exploitation.’”
