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The Fate Of The Coloureds

T can be said of the National-
ists that they are carrying out
their programme according to
plan. Ever since they came into
power there has been no receding.
They have been rapidly progress-
ing unaffected by the protests
which, so-far, have only been
in words. The latest act of the
Nationalists is the agreement
arrived at between the Prime
Minister, Dr. D. F, Malan, as
feader of the Nationalist Party,
and the Minister of Finance, Mr.
N. C. Havenga, as leader of the
Afrikaner Party, to decide the
fate of the Coloureds, It is pro-
posed to give them separate re-
presentation in the House of
Assembly, the Senate and the
Provincial Council. In terms of
the agreement, the Coloured
voters will have four trepresenta-
tives in the Assembly, one in the
Senate and twoin the Provincial
Council, In a joint statement the
" leaders of the two Parties have
agreed that the separate exercise
of their political rights is in the
interest of the Coloureds as well
as the Europeans. That the
Coloureds do not think so is, of
course, a matter of no concern to
them. They are convinced that
this will in no way coastitute a
reduction of the existing political
rights of the Coloureds and that
. it will also not conflict with the
provisions of the South Afriea
Act. Apparently the interpreta-
tion of that Act is also the pre-
rogative of the Nationalist Gov-
ernment. The meaning of the
Act is clear beyond the shadow of
“adoubt. It lays down that no
law relating to,the qualification of
voters “‘shall disqualify any pes-
son {other than a Native, as de-
fined in section one of the Repre-
sentation of Natives Act, (1936),
in the Province of the Cape of
Good Hope who, under the laws
existing in the Cape of Good
Hope, at the establishment of the
Union, is or may become capable

of being registered as a voter
from being so registered in the
Province of the Cape of Good
Hope by reason of his race or
colour only, . . . unless a
Bill embodying such disqualifi¢a-
tion or alteration, be passed by
both Houses of Parliament sitting
together, and at a third reading

be agreed to by not less than

two-thirds of the total number of
both Houses," )

It is also interesting to note
whart the late General Hertzog
said on Decembet 3, 1936, when
he was Prime Minister. -He had
no intention, he said, of He-
.priving the 20,000 (ndw more
than 47,300) Coloured voters of
the Cape of their franchise. To
do this would be a flagrant
breach of faith of which he would
not make himself guilty.

‘The history of the non-Euro-
peans in South Africa has been 2
history of breach of faith, It was
a breach of faith when Indians
were first deprived of Parliament-
ary franchise in 1896; it was a
breach of faith when subsequently
they were deprived of the muni-
cipal franchisc in Natal. It was a
breach of faith when in  1936" the
Africans were deprived of the
Parliamentary franchise in the
Cape. That breach of faith was
commiited by General Hertzog,
because the circumstances de-
manded it. Now it ‘is the Col-
oured people's turn. Ia the view
of the present Government the
circumstances demand that the
Africans be disfranchised al-
togther and the Coloureds be
placed on a separate electoral roll,
The Government views things
only in one light and that is that
South Africa must remain a white
man's country. Io the circum
stances the non-Europeans can-
uot be given any political rights.
The position is quite correct,
But can it be morally justified ?

To recall here the words of
Mr. F. R. Sgell, Rector of

Michaelhouse and c}‘mirman of
the Toe. H. in Southern Africa,
will not be out’ of place “It
seems “to me," he said, “that
unity in this counuy  will
be best served by those who
believe that which is morally
wrong is never politically right.’
He said that a policy of repression
of the under.privileged non-
Europeans would never assure

lasting harmony. In South Africa .

theee was a problem of disunity
as” agute as anywhere in  the
world.  If they assumed that
unity was 2 good thing, and an
object worth striving for, they
should fight hatred and intoler-
ance wherever they encountered
it. “We are in a position in
South Africa,” he said, ‘‘to make
a fruitful experiment in estab-
lishing good relations among our
many races. We would not be
able to do this if we pursued a
policy of repression or a creed of
‘white  superiority.” General
world opinion would not tolerate
such a policy in South Africa,”
Democracy, said Mr. Snell,
should be made a living force
again, These are wise words but
we are sceptical as to their having
any effect upfm the heaits of the
present Government. “Whiteism"*
has taken such a hold over them
that it "has made them entirely
bliad to everything but them-
selves. They will thus lead the
Coloured people to make common
cause with the rest of the op-
pressed people of this country
and the Government will bz
faced with the very thing they so
dread and are trying feverishly to
avoid.

Our salvation—we  include
among us our Coloured brzthren—
lies mainly in our own moral
and spintual streagth. But we
afso look to the support of our
European friends who are in 3,
privileged position to wield theu‘
influence. We have reason to'
believe that however much the
non-Nationalist South Africa may
dislike the policy of the present
Government in other respects it
is, barring a few exceptions,
generally of one mind on the
colour question and is happy to

see that question set'led once
for all by the Nationalists. Would
that this is am efroncous view
to take. In that case the sin-
cerity of the non-Nationalist South
Africa is put to the test. Let
them not be found wanting in
doing unto others as they would
that they should do unto them.

In short, we have
been compelled to recognise that
the utmost diversity 1s sull con

sistent with unity; that manyaess
is only The One in its manyness
aspect. )

feriority, The ‘colour’ fiction has
definitely been expleded. The
nations of the Far East are

rapidly regaining the influence in
world affairs to which their size
and importance entitle them, The
coanviction is gaining ground tha¥
the old “Might is Right' ethics
not only are bad in themselves,
but, in the long run, do not
play. In short, the way is in
process of preparation for man-
kind's progress at a higher level,’

Two conflicting ideologies are
apparently separaung the nations
of the world 1oto two opposing

and antagonistic camps, each of
which openly charges the other
with sini d and dist
professions. Each claims to be
influenced by disinterested me-
tives, by considerations of Right
and Justice, and by concern for
the welfare and progress of man-
kind generally. Each is so com-
pletely anathema to the other,
however, so wholly a thing of
evil, that an impasse has resulted
which seriously threatens to im-
pede the programme of creative
activity that is being contem-
plated and in the normal course
of things, is due to follow the
demolition effected through the
two world wars.

Apropos this seeming stale-
mate. “The Rand Daily Mail" of
October 1I, under the title of
“A Great Oppartunity” offers
some observations and sugges-
tions of practical value and de-
serving of more than passing
attention. .

“It is intolerable,” says the
leading article referred to, “that
the world should go on ag it is
doing now, spending i{mmense
sums on preparations for mutual
destruction.”  Apart. from the
huge cost of these preparations,
which is lowering the ’living
standards of the people every-
where, they simply mean a con-
tinuity of the "arms races” which
have been taking place since the
beginning of the century and
have never prevented a war yet,
Something more constructive is
needed.”

Referring to the recent Korean
conflict, the article proceeds,
*‘there is every reason to suppose
that the Russians have learned
their lesson, Why should ot
the West now make a deal with
them? Why shauld it not say to
Russia “You have gone so far and
you see that you will be allowed
to go no farther; the sensible
thing is thecefore to maintain
the status quo, and we will agree

not to attack your regime pro-
vided you do not attack ours, of
the regimes of those countries in
which we are interested?” 7

Anticipating the objection that
_the Russians would never k:c'p a

bargain a moment longer than it
suited them, the writer submits
that this would not be insuperable,

A grest neutral Power such as
India,” he points out, *could be
appointed to watch over the
agreement aud if it were violated
by either side would be able to
bring the whole force of world
opinion against the violator. Ve
While Russia would have to ceage

her infiltration into other coun-
tries particularly in the Far East,
the United States would have to

stop trying to overthrow the
Russian Government and the
Governments of the satellite
countries.'

The real difficulty is, un-
questionably, that indi d in

“the article. *The Americans have
got the jitters about Russta and
Communism and while secing
that a deal could probably be
made, many of them are insisting
that it must not be.” The short-
sightedness of this attitude is then
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emphasised in the following
words : “Itis perfectly clear that
just as the Russians cannot beat
America, so it is impossible for
the Americans to obliterate a
creed which now dominates about
one-third of the world.” The
article ludes with the foll
ing significant remarks:

“Tilters and wisbful thinking
are in the ascendant, .and it i3
therefore likely ¢that the opportu-
nity will be missed. But they are
2 badbasis for a policy.”

We can only add, they are
indeed.

SIA demanded the attention
A of the West in many ways,
in the perspective of history
today, “because it is not only
jn the process of a change but
also in the process of a tor-
ment,” said Pandit Nebru,
Iadia’s Prime Mioister, inaugur
ating the Pacific Relations Coo-
ference at Luckanow en October

3 Pandit Nehru felt that the
world was not paying enough
atteption to the problems of a
developing Asia, W hile he did
not want ro mpimise the inoer
chaoges that were takiog place
in Europe and other parts of
the world, it did seem to ~him
that Asin bad been kept back
and was mow trying to catch
vp with the West.

Dwelling at length on the
evil of armed confficts, Pandit
Nebru said when people talk
of a third world war, they
“should remember the lesson of
the last 1wo world wars which
did not solve any problems but
oonly created vew opes,

Ve should not rush into ad-
ventures wuuh might 19ad us
intoa thixrd world war which,
everyone agrees, Will be a catase
trophe without lumit for wan.
kind,” he added.

lte las: theee mnnths or so,
said Papait Nebru, had seen r
small war in Korea which had
the seeds in it of a mighty coa.
flict the world over, and the
people of the world desired that
that war should, at least, be
locnlised and ended there, Yet
sometimes the military mind
peeped out and wanted to go

Stating that Asia demanded
the attention of the West from-
many ponts of view, Pandit
Nebrn said that today thers
was such & thing Bs an Asian
seatiment, “It may be that we
in Asia, to whatever country we
may belong, are in a somewhat
better position than many west.
ern countries to understand our
aeighbour countries of Asja,"

Nationalism was a strong
force today in every part of
Asia, he said, and any other
foree or activity tbat might
seek to function there must de-
fine itself in terms of that force,
When a person coming from
abroad asked wLether people in
Iodia did not see the great
Commuaist dacger facing the
world, the answer would be,
“We see many dangers, not one,

. Certainly that danger too, but
1hers are many other daogers

from outside and many inside
our countries "

When the person is irritated
by such an answer, said Pandit
Nehru, “he does not realise that
when Indovesia was struggliog
for its freedom, it was s mon-
strous thiog to us that any
countey should support im-
perialism there, We just could
not understand it. Whatever the
reason, Communism or no Com-
mupism, it WRS a mopstrous
thiog, Fertunately in the eod,
right couusels prevailed and
Indonesian  nationalism was
supported and it won.’

Frank and, perhaps, rutbless
realism marked the 4o-minute
address of the Prime Mipister in
the course of which he touched
ugon the various problems
worrying the “orient and the
occident” today, and said that
wmilitarism and war could never
heal the ailing world.”

“. donot think,” he asserted,
that the military outlook or
purely militatry metbod bhas
solved any major problem of
the world., If uafortunately, in
the modera world, wars hava
to be fought, we should always
remember that they create new
problems, and thereby wmake our
future even more terridle.”

Asian Problems

Pandit Nehru spoke at length
on what are called “Asian pro-
blems,"~colopialism and io.
tense nationalism born of it,
He did not like nationalism,
but émphasised that it had jts
own importance in the couns
tries of the Far Eust which bad
remaiaed for long ia the grip of
coloniahism, .

Alter according &  cordial
welcome to the aelegates, on
behalf of India, Pandit Nebru
said that be had been connected
with the work of the Institute
of Pacific Relations, lor more
than twelva years, at first dise
taotly, but lately more inti.
matoly, He felt that the Insti.
tute was doing much good by
undestaking the task ef trying
to understand the problems of
Pacific nations in an objective
manner, .

‘Pandit Nebru thought, would
be more and more entangled

Turning to the political pro-
blems of Asia, ho said that some
parts of the continent were
quiet and peaceful, while others
were in trouble mnd distorbed,
He suggested that the Asian
problems could be uonderstood
and solved by the Asians them.

Dwelling next oan how the
problems of Asia differed from
those of other countries, Paodit
Nebru observed : “Changes bave
been taking place all over the
world, more in Asia than else.
where. There is no special
virtue in Asia to differentiate it
from others; but we had been
kept back and we are ‘now try-
ing to catch up, We havae 'sud-
deoly arrived at a stage whers

Contrasting the Hyderabad
Congress with the All-India Con-
gress, he said the latter organisa-
tion was a very old institution,
its foundations deep-rooted and
no Congressman could uproot it.

However much they might
quarrel or dispure amongst them-
selves, the Congress always
triumphed as an iastitution over
individuals.

Critics of the Congress took
melicious pleasure af the prospect
of the Congress collapsing like a
pack of cards and still their
dreams remained to be illusions.
- No Rival Organisations

Frankly spe:zking, I cannot see
any prospect of a rival otganisa-
tion for the mext ten or 15 years.
‘This is to the good of the country.
We have attained independence
after centuries of slavery. We
have to build up so many things
which are the very “basis and
foundations of democracy. We
bave to build up our character,
our economy 3nd the pride in
our nationhood,” he said. We
have hardly any time for murual
fault-finding. The only thing
that we must do is. to work hard
in removing the traces of slivery
and then on constructive activities.

Speaking about Hyderabad,
Sardar Patel sajd: “It is not the
Nizam, nor the Government of
Hyderabad, nor even the Govern-
ment of India which is world-
famous; the world only koows
what you are now doing in
Nalgonda or War:mgal, where so
many innocent )ivcs_ are beipg
lost in the name of, or asan
excuse for, an ideology.

“That problem confronts you,
and the peace which prevails is
under the shelter of the Govern-
ments of Hyderabad and India.
Some of you m ght have sympa-
thies for those who are perpetra-
ung these tragedies. Some time
we may not be able to disunguish
bitween some of you and socia-
Iists, All this musc disappear
and the whole organisation must
stand firm and united.

“Yeou must attain more strength
and then undertake the responsi-
bilities which await you. I can
assure you that we oursclves want
to lighten our burden and to
Pass 1t on to your shoulders, but
we feel it our duty to see that the
burden does not erush you.

“Your State consis's of three
parts: one belongs to Andhra,
another to Maharashtra and the
third to Karnataka. Unforunate-

ly, in Indit we have got morg °

l?yaky for our castes, communi.
ties, languages and territories than
for the country as a whole. It is
only the Congress which can, and
has, cut across this  narrow

parochial patrioticm -and  placed
everybody an-ail-India perspece
tive and outlook,

“The elections ate only some
months ahead. After the elec-
tions, you will have to take over
the responsibility anyhow. You
must devote all your time
to  acquire that  strength.
Otherwise, you will suffer asy
well as we. You are seeing
what is happening in other
States. Although they were bet.
ter placed to start with and had
deep-rooted organisations, they
are finding themselves in difficul-
.ties apd, when they are in trou-
ble, they rush to us for help.

«‘Mulkis’* And ‘“Non-
Mutkis” :

“Some of you talk about
‘Mulkis’ (Hyderabadis) and “non-
Mulkis.” You must remember
that India is now one and the
service structure of every State is

a2 matter of consequence to the
Centre., We ourselves do not
have enough men to run oyr own
administration. How then can
we impose on Hyderabad out-
siders even if we wished to. We
only want to help you, so that
you may be able to stand firm on
your feet and nor fall,

“I do mot say that all officers
are good. Some of them lost their
sense of proportion and suffered
from a superiority complex, but
others have done their best and
tried to bold the fort and help
you,

“You have to devote yourselves
to preparing the organisatiop and
the general public for the coming
elections. They are only some
months ahead and you have to be
ready for it. It is natural that
when people get their own gov-
erpment, their expectations run
high. We ourselves are ex-
periencing it ar the Centre. If
you have to fulfit those expecta-
nons or keep the people con-
tented, you have to work hard
and as a united bady. You have
to give up group mentality.

‘““When democracy has become
firmly established there must be
opposition parties.  But, when
democracy itself has a rather un-
Steady existcnce, opposition also
becomes a drag and e draw-back,
It is for this reasor that I have
been appealing to people to com-
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very cautious when you think of
fulfilling your promises.

“Take prohibitiod, for instance.
It is going to cost you much.
Where will you get that money
from? You may succeed in do-
ing something for Secunderabad
and - Hyderabad, but how will it
help you in those thousands of
villages which are waiting for an
opportunity of development about
"
