The Late Mr.
Liaquat Ali Khan

HE news of the aysassination,

by a Muslim fanatic, of M,
Liaquat Ali Khan, Prime Minis-
ter of Pakistan, on Tuesday after-
noon, while addressing a meeting
at Rawalpindi, near Kashmir, has
come as a shock to the people of
both India and Pakistan, He was
touring the coumtry, it s
smt:({, to soothe the angry at-
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mosphere caused by the Kashmir
dispute. The assassin was identi-
fied as Said Akbar, a 25 year old
Afghan wational and was killed
on the spot by the crowd, The
ways of God are inscrutable and
we have not the least doubt that
it is the hand of God that has
been behind this act. The only
consolation ope can t1ake and
Begum Ali Khan and the bereaved
family, whose grief is unbounded,
can take, is that Mr, Liaquat Ali
Khan has met a martyr’s death
at a time when he was trying to
pacify his people. That is to say,
he died o the service of God.
Such death however tragic is
indeed a glorious oage,

The lare Mr. Liaquat Ali Khan
was born oo October 1, 1895 at
Karnal in the East Pupjab and
was the second son of the late
Ruknuddaullah Shamsher Jang
Nawab Rustam Ali Khan, He
bad his education at the Aligarh
and later at the Allahabad Uni-
versity and took his MLA. at
Exeter College, Oxford. He was
called to the bar from Inner
Temple, London, in 1922 and
Joined the Muslim League in
1923, In 1936 he was elected
Lion. secretary of the All-India
Muslim League and held that
position until 1947 when the All-
India Muslim League and the
P::ki:.‘;;m Muslim League were
formed, In 1926 he was clected
member of the U.P. Legislative
Council and remained a member

till 1940, He was elected to the
Central Asstmbly in 1940, In
close collat with Quaid

Azam, M. A. Jinnah, he made the
Muslim League the most power-
ful organisation of Muslims of
the sub-continent and was elected
Deputy leader of the Muslim
League Party in the Central
Assembly in March 1943, He
was mainly responsible for the
great victory of the Muslim
League in 1945 geoeral elections,
He went to Eagland along with
Quid-e-Azam in 1946 when it
was decided to divide India into
Pakistan and India. As the right-
hand man of Quid-e-Azam he
became the first Prime Minister
of Pakistan, He was in charge
of Foceign Affaics and Defence
till December 1947; when Sir
Mat d Zafrullah relieved him
of the former portfolio. An
eminent educationist he was a
member of the Executive Council
of the Agea and Aligarh Muslim
Universities for a zmmbn" of
years. For seven yeara he was
President of the Angle-Arabic
College and Schools Society in

Delhi from 1940 to 1948. I—'lc
took an active part in the social
and cultural tife of the Mustims.
The late Mr, Liaquat Al Khan
was an ardent Pakistani and was
zealously working for strengthen-
ing Pakistan, It was a misfor-
tune that the Kashmic issue had
arisen and had strained the re-
lations between India and Pakis-
tan, Though Iodia had a diff-
cult time in dealing with the late
Mr, Liaquat Ali Kban as Prime
Minister of Pakistan it is very
doubtful indeed if it will be
possible to find a less difficult
person to deal with than him, His
loss will therefore be keenly felt.
Whatever he may have been pali-
tically as a human being he cheri-
shed high ideals which, if put into
practice would certainly make the
world a happier place for all to live
in.  “All authority is a sacred
trust,’ he said, ‘‘entrusted to us
by Ged for the purpose of being
exercised in the service of man,
so that it does not become an
agency of tyranny or selfishaess.”

NTERNATIONAL protection
of minorities is entering a new
era. Millions of peoples are Iook-
ing on the United Nations for a
new system which would grant
freedom and liberty to those
citizens of a state, who do not
belong to the majority of the
population as far as their language,
their religion and race is concern-
ed. Gederally it was admitted,
" that the old minorities treaties and
declarations have been a failure,
because there was no execution in
most of the cases. The reason
for these bad results lies in the,
fact, that following the decisions
of the~Conference at Paris in
1919 only the new states and the
old enlarged ones had to sign
internatiopal obligations, Since
equality among nations was dis-
turbed, the correspondent coun-
* tries regarded the treaties to be
; limiting their sovereignty. any
thousands of petitions were sent
! to the Leapue of Nations without
any practical result.

There was hope when the
United Nations stated in their
Constitution (Chapter I, Article.
1, 3), that one of the ‘purposes of
the new international body would
be to promote and encourage
i respect for human rights and for
! fundamental freedom for all with-
out distinction as to race, sex,
language, or teligion. The U.N.
! recognized very carly the neces-
!sity to develop this institution,
| The Third Assembly of the U.N,
'in December 1948 issued a Uni-
versal Declaration on this behalf.
Following the statements pro-
claimed in this manifesto every-
one has the right to life, liberty,
and security of person. All are
equal before” the law and are-
entitled without any discrimina-
tion to equal protection of the
law, to equal protection against
any discrimination in violation of
the declaration. Everyone has
the right to freedom of thought,
conscience and religion and to
take part in the government of
his country, the right of equat
access to public service. Every-
one is entitled to all the rights
and freedoms set forth in the
declaration without distinction of
" ‘iny kind, such as_race, colour,
sex, language, religion, political
' or other opinion, national or
social origin, property, birth or

other status, .

It was said that the whole
declaration would” have no prac-
tical value since it was no law
and represented no treaty. - May
.we, however, support here the

opinion of the French Delegate,
Rene Cassin, who expressed quite
correct the juridical character with
the following terms:

“The juridical community of
nations has now taken shape in
the Charter of the United Na-
tions, and the Charter mentions
human rights and fundamental-
freedoms seven times, These
liberties and the protection
thereof is one of the purposes
which the Member States must
attain in cooperation with one
another.  That is why these
rights and frecdoms have oow
become part of positive intec-
national law."”

This statement being pro-
nounced without objection the
consequences are to be pointed
out: .

"Human rights as a part of in-

Equdlity and non-discrimina-
tion being stated (Art, 2) we may
finally say that there are now
universal rights covering the
whole globe.

The recent practice of In-
ternational Law is represented by
the provisions contained in the
Minarities treaties of 1919-20,
These treaties, seen as principle, |
are still in force, their jnvalidity
would bave to be proclaimed in
most of the cases by the Inter-
naticnal Court of Justice.

Human Rights of Minorities
are governed therefore by the

following special] directives, ex-
plaining the notions “‘equality”
and ‘“protection against diseri
mination’’ within this field:

Language

The right of free use of any
language in private iatercourse,
in commerce, in religion, in the
press’ or in publications of any
kind, or at public meetings,

The state has to grant ade-
quate facilities to enable their
nationals whose mother tongue
is not the official language to

-use their own language, either

orally or in writing, before the
Courts,

Public Schools

In towns and districts where
a coosiderable proportion of
nationals of other than the
official language are resident,
states have to provide for ade-
quate facilities for ensuring that
in the primary schools instruc-
tion shall be given to children
of such natiopals through the
medium of their own language.
This provision does not pre-
vent the teaching of the officjal
language being made obligatory
in those schools.,

Private Cultural
Institutions .

The equal right to establish,
manage and control, at their
own expense, charitable, re-
ligious, or social institutions,
schools and other " educational
establishments, with the right
to use their own language and
to exercise their religion freely
therein.

Public Subsidies

In towns or districts wherfe
there is a considerable pro-
portion of nationals of the
country belonging to racial, re~
ligious, or linguistic minori-
ties, there minorities will be
assured an equitable share in
the enjoyment and application
of sums which may be pro-
vided out of public funds under
the State, muaicipal or other
budgets for educational, re-
ligious, or charitable pucposes.
These Rights and Freedoms

now being a part of international
faw a far-reaching consequence
is to be stated:  The international
Court of Justice will be com-
petent  for interpretation and
judgement. Following Article
36 of its Statute the jurisdiction
of the Court comprises all cases
which the parties refer to it and
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all matters specially provided fo
in the Charter of the United
Nations or in_the treatises or
conventions in force, The Court
may be competent in all legal
disputes following the provision
of Articles 36, 2 b-c and 38
concerning any question of in-
ternational law, The only pre-
supposition is that the Court is
saolely open to the states parties
to its Statute (Article 35).

It may be remembered here
that  cxperiences  within  the
League of Nations proved the
inability of political institutions
in establishing Yuridical and ad-
ministrative decision. We had
to report that in the past so
many petitions received no aaswer,
The reason, techuically seen, is
based on the impossiblity of the
states members of the corre-
spondent committee 10 assume
political respousibility in de-
ciding cases.  The ecritical
observer of the work done within
the United Nations and its
sections will have to say that ‘the
same experiences are entering
here. There is no one side—
especially in the discussions of
the Sub-Commission on Prevent-
tion of Discrimination and Pro-
tection of Minorities——the state-
ment of the necessity in realising
minorities protection, on the
other we see that fear to be
responsible for political  effects
in treating petitions is governing
the attitude of the representa-
tives, delegated by the States.
The best practice would be in-
deed to submit all questions
relating to the application of
human rights principally to the
special institutions, created for
advisory activity in juridical and
administrative matters. |

It is somewhat astonishing that
until to-day not a single state has
brought in a suit on behalf of
mincrities. The whole develop-
ment of the protection of mino-
rities in the future depead upon
transferring the realization from
the political body, the United
Nations, to the juridical institu.
tion at the Hague. The U.N. on
the other hand should intensify
their mission completing the new
system to protect minorities by
bilateral treaties betweén inter-
ested States,

The prementioned Sub.-Com-
mission has developed on its
session in January 1950 defini-
tion of the notion “minority’”
which in its general trend is excel-
lent. The difficulties consisted
here in the fact that not solely
the objective criteria are 1o be
regarded (religion, language, race),
but subjective montents 100, The
International Convention concern-
ing Upper-Silesia of 1922 was
introducing this element in inter .
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pational minorities rights, stating
that parents were authorized to
decide finally whether a child was
speaking the mother-tongue of
minorities or got and as belong-
ing therefore to the minority. In
developing this principle the Sub-
Commission says :
#The term minosity includes
cnly those non-domina nt
goups in a population which
possess and which fo prescrve
stable ethnic, religious or
tinguistic traditions or.charac-
teristics markedly different from
those of the rest of the popu-
lation. Such minorities should |
propesly include 3 number of

persons sufficient by themselves
to develop such ch isti
and the members of such
minorities must be loyal to the
State of which they ate nation-
als."”

This difinition is very clear
and based upon international law
under the point of view that
minorities individuals must be
citizens of a state in which they
live. The application of this
statement will have the greatest
importance within the areas in
which populations concerned are
living.

HOW TO DEAL WITH THE CRIME WAVE

HE October number of ‘The
Watchman,’ the official or-
gan of the Diocese of Johannes-
burg, contains the following letter
by the Rt. Rev. Bishop Ambrose,
Lord Bishop of Johanaesburg:
The recent publication of the
statistics of serious crime on the
Witwatersrand, revealing as they
do the alarming increase that has
taken place in the last ten years,
cannot have passed unnoticed by
any of us, Christians must be
pacticularly concerned with the
situation  disclosed by these
figures, for the crimes to which
they, refer are not only offences
:ga'm\l the law; they are of such
a nature that the human con-
science kamows that they are in-
berently wrong:

Ou the Christian view of man
we ought not to be surprised that
people who are living without
God fail to comtol their basic
emotions of anger, hatred, eavy,
malice, jealousy, avarice and °
greed, with the result that they
deal violently with other human
beings. The fact that men aud
women are sinful is bound to
mean that from time to time there
will be outhreaks of serious crime
in any society., But the recogni-
tion that this is so gives none of
us any excuse for acquiescing in
the present disturbing situation.
The danger is that, faced with
such an alarming increase in
serioys crime, more harsh and
moere , severe punishment wiil be
demanded for those found guilty
of the types of crime to which
these figures refer and that is all
that will be done, ‘

Surely there must be somethiog
wrong with a3 society which
breeds criminals on such a scale
as we are doing, Ought we not
to turn our attention to society
itaelf, and ask if there are not
other factors in South African
society a3 well as human sinful-
ness; preventable factors which
expose men and women to un-
patural straing and stresses, and
bring temptations which are too

severe for some people to resist.
I am convinced lhat there are,
For instance, there is the urgent
matter of housing. The present
tendency to house more and more
of the European population in
flats instead of houses will, I
believe, in the long run prove a
serious menace to that healthy
family life which is essential if
there is to be a substantial de-
crease in serious crime, especially
among  young people. Many
homes are not so much bad as
indifferent, exercising  only a
wegative influence on the mem-
bers of the family, with little or
0o tespect or control. Among
non Europeans the situation is
even far more serious, The ever-
crowded conditions in which
many Africans live, the lack of
the ordinary decencies of life, the
inadeq ion afford-
ed to many domestic servants, al|
these provide a breeding ground
for crime. It would be stupid to
overlook all that has been done to
grapple with the problem of
native bousing, but in so far as
inadequate housing is a contribu-
tory faotor. in producing crimi-
nals, the present high rate of
crime on the Witwatersrand tells
us that we are not dealing with
this matter of housing a3 expedi-
tiously as we cught. The Church
cannot  dischiim  responsibility
for this, It is time that Christians
raised their voices in strong pro-
test at the interminable delays
and inual  disappoi

that are experienced by any who
are ftrying seriously to grapple
with this matter. Further, as far
as the Native people are concern-
ed, there is the grinding poverty
under which many have to live,
I cannot believe that in a country’
so rich as South Africa is in
matural resources, such poverty is
inevitable. If it is claimed that
