HERE is no reason why pessimism should take root in the hearts and minds
“ ol South African Indians. It is, of course, true that these are days, that
persecution by a hostile Government has never been more heartless or more
determined than it is today. None the less, it would be a mistake to see only the
gloomy side of things. There are a number of solid grounds for believing that
the future is not as dark as it may sometimes seem.

In the first place, the situation in South Africa cannot be isolated from the
state of the world as a whole. And in the world at large the racialists are fighting
a losing battle, In the United States, in Asia, in West and North Africa—to name
only four areas—racial discrimination is steadily ytelding ground as the forces of
human progress advance. One colour bar after another has first been lowered and
then abolished by the British and the French in their dependencies. The campaign
has by no means reached its conclusion yet, but no one who is able to see this
great question in its true historical perspective can have any doubt about the final
outcome.

A seanse of history is a source of hope in these times. It helps the present

~ generation, and especially the younger people, to regard the daily indignities and
injustices imposed on Indians and Africans as temporary measures. One does not

esay this lightly. There is little excuse at any time for social injustice; there is
none at all for men, like those running the present Government, who add to the
sum total of old injustice by new policies deliberately conceived and wilfully
applied. Yet these rulers know in their hearts—and even admit in private con-
versation—that the present situation in South Africa cannot continue indefinitely.
In this admission lies inother source of our own confidence that a race-ridden
society cannot survive, least of all in a world that is growing up to repudiate the
old fiction of racial superiority and, with it, the evil doctrine ot white supremacy.

The world beyond the shores of South Africa keeps on changing and nearly
all the changes make it harder for one set of people to maintain their domination
over another.  That is why India, Pukistan, Burma and Ceylon were emancipated
from British rule, why the Dutch left Indonesia, and why the ‘French have been
forced to leave the greater half of Indo-China this year.  The day of the white
man’s domination over Asia is clearly ended. [t is destined to come to an end in
Africa, too, as eveats in the Gold Coast, Nigeria, Egypt, and the Sudan are already
proving. If the dawn of that day in Africa is to come without acute conflict and
without lasting bitterness, it is the \White man, not the Indian or the African, will
have to make the biggest adjustment.  Meanwhile, a sense of history, the capacity
to think of the present day as a bad but temporary period of history (in which we
happen to live), rather like a nightmare that will end—this is the attitude that can
fortify our spirits and sustain our belief that the certainties of the future are on our
side.

Canon Collina criticised the

H. F, Verwoerd. He then went
o to 93y that the United Party

did little to alter the situation
because its policy, ““though less
blatant and brutal,” was also
racialistic.

“Even among thase who call
themselves liberals there is only
a bandful—thank God a grow-
ing handful—clear sighted and
courageous emough to swim
against the tide,” Canon Col-
lins said.

“Do not [et us remain silent
and passive in fear of losing
South Aftica to the Common-
wealth or to the defence needs
of the West, Do not let us be
blackmailed.

“Far better that these things
should happen than that we
should fail to rid ourselves of
vile, racialiistic behaviour,” -
This is a grave warning.

Opposition To Increase
In Rents At Municipal
Housing Schemes

HE Spripgfield, - Mayville,

Sydenbam, Overport and
Clare Estate Branches of the
Nawal Indian  Congress have

issued a joint statement stroogly
condemning the Government's
instructions to lccal authorities
to increase the rents of tenants
in sub-economic housing schemes

This increase,’” says the state-
ment, ‘‘is going to seriously affect
a lare number of Indian, Afrcican
and Coloured people. Some of
the increases will be more than
200 per ceat. For instance, those
Indians who pay £2—5—0 per
maonth may, through the new
acheme have to pay as much as
£7—1—0.

#According to a circular issued
by the Durban Corporation to the
Indian and Coloured Tenants of
sub-economic Municipal housing
schemes those earning over £20
per month-including one half o:f
the income of each . child or
lodger with a2 maximum of six
pounds per child or lodger is
liable to pay _an increase of 3[-
in- every 10/- carned, over and
abave £20. For example, a man
who earns £20 per month and
whose son tarns” £15 will bave to

pay an extra £3—3—0 per month
in rent, regardless of the number
of dependants in h's family.

“Such increases added to the
already unbearzble increase in the
cost of living is going to seriouse
ly affect a large number of people.
According to figures issued by
the Department of Census and
Statistics, which we have to accept
as our only guide of the extent
to which the general cost of
living has increased, show thai the
cost of living index as at Decem-
ber 1953, was 2124 1a other
words the value of the pound com-
pared with its value in 1938 is 8/9.

“Without the rent increascs the
non-European peoples particular-
ly, and the working peoples of
South Africa geaerally, are find-
ind it tremendously difficult to
make ends meet. The additional
burden of an iacrease in rents
will make it ever more impossible
for the lower income groups who
maiply reside in the bousing
schemes to maintaio their meagre
standard of living.

“This callous” disregard shown
by the Government in its attitude
to tbe important question of the
standard of living of the people is
evidenced by its 1954 budget, In
his 1954 budget, Mr. Havenga,
the Minister .of Finance, whilst
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feducing income tax ipcreased thie
tost of living of the pesple by
jncreasing railage rates and by
taxing bread,  Added to this is
the recent increases in tailwdy
passenger fares and the new bus
fafe increases,

. ““Whilst all tHese intreases have
been piling on the wotking
peoples the Government has
p2gged the cost of living allow-
dnce to wokers under War Mea-
suce 43 of 1952

“Out branctes of Congress,”

concludes the statement, “have
decided 10 bold meetings in "all
housing scoemes with a view' to
Orgapising the tepants to resist
this new attempt to economiically
dtrangulate the people, and ‘to
take 3ll possible steps to siop
these incr:ases.”

EVICTION -OF SPORTS GROUND
TENANTS THREATENED

“24 families, comprising 248
men, women and childsen who
bave be:n living on “land “owned
by the South Coast and’ District
Spores Grouad Association face a
threat of eviction,” says a state.

Dustrict  Indian  Sports Trust
Tenants Association,

Adding that the fam:lies bave
beea living on this land fot aver
25 years, having leased it from
the Trust Boaed of the Associa-
tion, the statement contioues,
“since 1947 the people have been
facing numerous difficulties.

“Furst, about half the house-
bolders who had built theic own
homes were asked to break down
their buildings and to rebuild on
new sites’ offcred by the Sports
QGround Trust Boatd. When the
tenants protested that it would
cost them a considerable sum of
moacy to do tbis the Board offi-
cials promised that their homes
ot the new site would be pes-
manent and that a road would ‘be
provided  for the' use of the
tenants,

“After a year, however, all the
tenants were issued with notices
to vacate the tand, As né alter-
native land or accommodation
could be found the tenants gdid
not leave.

“#The Association retaliated by
closing the road leading to the
homes of the tenants' thereby
cauiiog zoasiderable hardship to
the people, After protracted dis-
cussions with individual mem-
bers of the Teust Board the
“Tenants Association called a meet-

iog of its members and adopted 2
resolution expressing regret at
their inability to vacate the land
as they were experiencing great
difficulty in"obtaining alternative
land aad reduesting the- Sports
Association to  withdraw  its
notices to the tenants or alterns-
tively to graat them three years
1o which to find alternative bouse
iag fot the people affected.

“The Board's reply was a cutt
refusal (o tecognise our Associas
tion Imniediately on receipt of
their lettet informing us that they
would have no dealing with .our
Association we got all the tenants
in the area to sign a petition
apptaliog to the Beatd to recon-
sider its decision and to recognise
the tenants Association as it had
the full confidence of the tenants,
Although this petition was sent

.on the &b July, 1954, and sub-

sequently a reminder was. sent

-the Board has chosen to .ignore

the people’s request. *

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A STRANGE SPEECH

R W. J. P. Cart ia the manager

of the Johannesburg Native
Affairs Dept. For the last year
he was also president of the Iosti-
tute of Administrators of non-
European Affairs On September
7 be delivered his retiting pre-
sidential address 1o the third
annual conference of the institute
in Durban, It contained several
passages which deserve more
“analysis than they have received.

Mr. Carer’s specch hit the head-
lines on September 8th with his
warning of a “Communist-con-
trolled campaign in operation
throughout Africa to undermine
and finally ovetthrow established
European goverament in those
African tetritories where it still
rules. This may be so, But we
must be a little suspicious of Mr,
Cart’s sources of information
when be trots out, as part of the
evidence, “the pseudo-medical
school run by the Russian em-
bassy in Addis Ababa which is
alleged to train European pet-
sonnel for the African campagn.

Me. Carr is evidently one up
on Joe McCarthy, who has not
yet protested against the squan-
dering of American dallars in
Abyssinia while that country per-
mits Russian activities on such a
scale that they ecven reach the
cars of Mr. Carr.

No wonder Mr. Cars considers
it essential for every non Euro-
pean administrator “to be alest
and well informed.” Since the
subversive organisations are think-
ing and planning on a continental
acale, we'~must do the same,
says Mr. Carr, It is no use limit.
ing our thinking to the Union
alone while the forces opposed to
us' are working throughout the
coatineat. Obviously, one con-
cludes, we have been sadly—per-
kaps d.agerously—lax about the
qualifications we requice from
those who aspite to posts in the
"central ot Jocal Native Affairs
D:pts. And ooe can readily
understand why Dr. Verwoerd
turned to the Jails D2pt. when he
.winted a top class Information
Oficer for his department. He,
3t least, has set the right sort of
" precedent and is thinking in terms
of continental magnitude on apart-
* heid and ather matters.

" "However, Mr. Carr himself is
not continentally impressive. He
believes that subversion can be
dealt with under three heads: (1)
materialism or 2 decline in spiri.
= tual values, {2) 2 return 10 bas-
barism and (3)«@ationalism,

Taking these points in reverse
order, Mr, Carr was sensible
about the need fto alleviate the
genuine material and cocial griev-
ances of Africans and other non-
Eropeans and about the desira-
bility of retaining flexible local
admipistration in prefercence to
rigid central direction. But he
was silent about the vital issues
of status, oppartunities and the
extension of non European poli-
tical rights without which the
substaatial alleviation of theic
material distress and oth:r dis-
abilities is improbable. He, there-
fore, hag little to say which would
in any effective way counteract
the tendencies towards non-White
nationalism—nothing about in-
creasing their rights and coppor-
tugities in our mixed society, just
a few remarks about the under-
lying Communist menace (that
overworked excuse for frustrations
we have created ourselves,) which
sometimes ‘“‘makes use of senti-
mental religious missionaries.”
Is Mr. Carr perhaps slightly
resentful that the stand taken by
Father Huddleston and 2 few
other clergy over the Western
Areas Removal Scheme compares
more than favourably with the
equivocations of the Johannes-
burg City Council, whose leading
toenaderer on this subject js chair-
man of the city’s non-European
Affaits Committee?

Oa (2), M. Carr is unoriginal
in his references to ritual murders,
Leopard and Lion Men, the Mau
Mau and completely undiscerning
about the implications of these
movements being often “led by
educated men with a grievance
against the Europeans.” Sutely
there is a lesson for us there, if
we are willing to Jearn it.

But it is on (3) that Mr. Carr
really comes a cropper.  “I feel
that we have lost the East,” he
says, “because all we could offer
them was materialism.” We lost
~where we were wise (as in
India) by consent, where we were
unwise (as in Indo-China and
Indanesia) by force—our cofonial
empires because the iadigenous
proples demanded for themselves
the same right of self determina-
tion and self-government as we
asked for ourselves. When a
people attains a certain minimum
degeee of civic capacity aand cul
ture, it feels alien rule 1o be
morally and spiritually stunting,
That was the position in Asia,
whose civilisations are far more
ancient than oyt own though

they have recenmtly lagged in
technical inventiveness,

And the position is developing
that way in Africa How little
Mr. Carr's “spirituality” is an
improvement on the ‘‘material.
ism" we offered in Asia may be
judged from the following passage
in his speec\h:

“I do not presume to ea-
croach upon the strictly spiri-
tual aspects (of African life) as
that is completely cutside my
province, but would direct
attention in passing [it is, in
fact, a deliberate and itrrelevant
insertion—C.G.] to the sin-
gularly fortunate circumstance
that our South African Natives
can"and do embraze Christian-
ity and are thus not still further
alienated from us by a form of
belief such as Mahamedism (sic)
which makes all contact on this
plane impossible.”

I shall oot here try to explain
to Mr. Carr why Muslims dis-
Yike their religion being called
““Mohammedanism’ as much as
Roman Catholics dislike “Pop

ery,” The subject is evidenly
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“completely outside hi« pro-
vince  But to refer to Islam as
“a form of beliel” is obviously
and, possibly, deliberately dis-
scourteous to one of the world’s
great spiritual traditions. And
his suggestion that spiri‘ual con-
tacts with Musliars is impossible

is palpably ill-informed. We shall

not overcome the cvil of materjal-

ism by preaching such competitive
and exclusive religiosities, The
tension today is not between
Christianity and the other spiri-
tual traditions; but between these
spiritual faiths and the various
forms of material’sm which infect
bo'h the Communist and non-
Communist halves of the world.

Beside his confusion on this
essentizl point and his lack of
perceptivity about  colonialism,
whether in Asia or Africa where
(for all he says) Mr, Cart seems
to emvisage its indefinite per-
petuation, his resurrection of
that hoary old myth of an Indiag
colonisation scheme from Dur.
ban to somaliland (aided ang
abetted by?—yes, Communism !)
is too trivial to discuss furiher,

As ground for the fears just
expressed, we have it oo Minister-
Verwoerd’s own showing when
in his much publicised Senate
speech of 8th June, 1954, he is
alleged to have hinted” that the
Africans need 1o be ‘disillusioned’
by being reminded of the fact
that equality with the European
is not for them.

The point at issue and one
which the Hon., Miunister sa sadly
appears to have missed is that in
these matters the Africon s
actuated not so much by the
desire to become a white man,
as by the traving for an oppor-
tunity to develop to the fullest
extent humanly possible,

The feustration that is sa mnch
talked about js, amore  other
things, caused by the fict that in
the Department of Native Affarcs
itself, positicns exen of Under
Secretary ard so cn ate the €x-
clusive preserve of 1he White
man.  If the protagomsts of 1ke
policy of aparthe’d are sincere a
start  sheuld be  made right
there in 1the Native A“a'r; De.
partment. If this is not done—
and indications are that it may
not be done—frustration of the
African intelligentsia there will
always be, and apartheid will for
ever remain the instrument of
oppression that it only too ob.
viously is.—Ycurs etc., J.- S,

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OPEN LETTER TO MR. DON MTIMKULU

By JORDAN K. NGUBANE

My Dear Mr, MtimRulu,

ISTORY is in tbe process of
casting you for the role
of coe of our people’s men of
destiny, With the negotiations
for the transfer of out colleges
to other than private control
imminent, yov have been placed
in the position to tell the world
one of two things. By the decie
sions you take within the next
few months you will announce
to the world whether you thiok
the personality of your own
sau, Kerr, should be distorted
aad denied normal development
to suit tyranoous political ends
or be should be free to develop
bis God-given talents to the
best of his ability,

Your position as principal of
Ohlanae places you in a8 vital
sector of our people’s fight
against race oppression. llyou
take the right decision, you
will give s muche.needed lead to
very many men end women of
goodwill who watlow in mental
distress in this hour ol darkness;
seekiog to do the right thing
but bandicapped by inadequate
koowledge ol what is really at
the heart ol the African, If you
take the wrong decision, you
will have sold nearly ten mil-
lion people into slavery: you
will bave betrayed at a critical
moment the three-huodred-year-
old struggle of our race agaminst
race domioation; you will bave
sold generations to come to
slavery. Such is the responsi-
bility which is yours,

You will<wanot to Roow why
I feel you are placed in the
position to stab us in tha bach
or to lead us to light and the
truth. Firstly, your own family
hag played a part in the African's
struggle against race oppression
you canoot be ashamed af.
Your eminent grandfather was,
in his time, one of that great

aad heroic band of pation-
builders who laid selid founda-
tions 'for the acceptance of
Christian values by the African,
Your father, whom I had the
privilege to know for a friend,
made positive contributions to
the growth ol Methodism in
' the African community and left
his distinctive mark na national
life and thouzht in his time.

He was always in the front lioe

in the fiercest struggles of his

people against race oppression.

If there was ever a man of un-

shakeadle courage, 1 testily

now and before posterity,
your father was, As you very

‘well krow, he and I had mc.

ments when we saw the truth

from different standpoints. But
to the end of his days he enjoyed
all the respect T have {or 8 man
of courage, You have followed
in this distipguisbed tradition
yourself. Ooe of the most vital
contributions you have made to
our cavse has been to show to
the world that quality for
quality the iotcllectual poten-
tial of the African is just as
good as that of any other race.
Lt is by the performance ol men
like you, Mr. Mtimkulu, that a
race is judged,

Secondly, as head of Ohlange,
you occupy a position in South
Alrican life where you cznaot
escape being judged sgainst the
background of the achievements
of your eminent predecessor in
office, the late Dr. Dube. He
‘himsel{ hag been placed in the
position where you now fiad
yourself, when he decided to
set up Ohlaoge. Theo, 8s now,
the enemies of our people
planned to give us a slave's
education. Dr, Dube said;
“Never, while I live, will
I accept = -slave’s education
for my child.

yourself. You will also wagt to
know why [ am so much
worried over what you might
decide. Well, in several public
speeches and articles, 1 have
not hidden my admiration for
your work as well as the im-e
portance I attach to a beacon of
of African achievement like
Oblange. Ia the absence of
any Bnowledge of the policy
your Council inteads following;
in the abseace of vigible effarts
to nwaken the African people as
well as the very many well-
wishers of your school in the

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other commonities to the issues
at stake; in the absence of
koowledge of what is in your
mind and your DBoard’s, it
stands to reason that very
many like wme should wish
they knew precisely what you
propose to do. You see, you
ere in a responsible position;
you hold in your hands the {ale
of my children. 1 bave a vital
interest in that fate and 1 muost
Roow whnat you proposs doing,
just as you must know my fears
and hopes, 1 raise the issue
publicly because so many
parents feelas 1 do,

Which is {be wrong course
and which, the right? Lat us
start with the wrong, It will
be wrong for Ohlange to be-
cimea community or Govern.
ment school; it will be a co-
wardly break with a glorious
tradition; a slavish repudiation
of the very ideals and spirit on
which the college was - estab-
lished, It will be a shortsighted
and dangerous decision, We
shall curse those who will say
Ohlange must capitulate; gepe-
rations to come will cursg them
too,

Tt will be right for Ohlange
to state in clear and unequivos-
cal terms that it abides by the
ideals and spirit of iodepen-
dence which inspired John
Dube to set it up and open its
doors to the young of our race.

Either decision will entail
the acceptance of certain res-
poosibilities by either-the Gov-
erament or the Afcican, 1f
Ohlange surrenders to Malane
ism the teachers will get their
full salaries, of ccurse, and {hat
will save you fioancial trouble,
Anpd the attitude of the teachers
be:e will weigh heavily io the
final decision.  [f the teachers
uader votr love Africa only rwhen
the weather is foir, they will re-
Suse to worl; with @ 25 per cent
cut in subsidics.  Or, they might
run away aadJeave Ohlaoge in
the lutch. But if they are men
fit to bo {ree, they will serve
Africa with that 25 per cent cut
in their salaries. That will be
their contribution to the fHight
{or the values we believs to be
right and desirable. For this
reason ihey, too, are being
tested and we watch with in.
terest to see whether or nat
they will stab Africa in the
back for money.

But they must be under no
illusions, The Malanites have
sinister intentions. They regard
us as the greatest threat to their
imperialist designs. It is in
their interest to crush us in
every way possible, Today
they will come along with sweet
woards and promises. They will
talk of additional belp nnd
assured salaries. But we must
elways ask: [hat is a Aalanite’s

ings with the African? They da
not ltke us aod have no geod
intentioos townrds uvs,  They
will give you tho subsidy today
and when it suils them they
will withdraw it and then turn
around to say that the African
fails to admioister his own
affaire, Sioce you read cfficial
spceches nod other documents
on Bantue Education, you proe
bably have been struch by the
persistently threalening note in
the phrase “il funds pe mit.”*
The Malanites will promise
everything but they will be
bound by these promises oaly if
the funds permit. [ see in this
tbe sword of Damocles on my
neck, on your neck, on every
African’s neck;

My point here is: Bven if we
tcy and run away (rom the
financinl burdens incidenial to
relusal to surrender control,
sooner or Iater we as A com-
rmouoity, will be forced to Jace
them whea the funds do not
permit, We must be quite clear
about that, The prionciples on
which Baniu Edueation is based
are such that 1 caa say wilh
certainty that this will happen.
If, then, we shall bear thesa
burdeos later, under disgracefnl
snd humiliating conditions,
why not bear them now when
that is the path ol Lonour as
welll Again, you are in the
position to lead us aleng the
path of honour or lend us to
disgrace,

if Oblange decides to remain
an independent school, some-
bow you will have to find the
additional 25 poar cent to pay
your teachers well, What are
the prospects? Ia the first place
you can raise your schoaol fees
Tell the parents why you are
doing thiz. [ am certain they
will stand loyally by your side,
We want our children given the
1ight type of eduealion and we
will work and starve ourselves
to do that.

Secondly, you can, like Dr.
Dube, appeal to the public for
assistauce. Thece is a tremer-
dous am:-unt of goodwill to-
wards Ohlange, as you know,
Standiog appeals for assistance
will not go uonoswered.

Thirdly, you can effect econo.
mics by introducing a number
of internal reforms, 1 do not
feel called upon to geo into
details here because acceptance
of the principle is all that is
aecessafy.

Fourthly, you can combine
all these methods,

I am oot the type of man
who believes in merely giviog
advice, This is our testing howurs;
our darkest moment and yet
our fiaest, I shall, therelore,
show by my own personal ex.
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ample, bow much importance 1
attach 'to the ‘work you are
doing. To help in the process
of economising, 1 offer you my
services in amy capacity you
might desire for no pay what-
soever—on a part.time basis,
I svish [ could be free to say to
you give me n job to do om
full.time for no pay, but 1 am
not as yet in & position to do
that, 1 do not want any special
position. 1 want merely to
help—:sven if it means washing
the lavatories regularly, 5o
mapy times per week to save a
few peonies for Oblange. I
2now, nlso, that very many
parents would avail themseives
of opportunities to serve
Oilange in one way or another.

Of course, ano iadependent
ex'stence will not mean the
end of our troubles, Wo shall
#till have to fight oo the sylla-
bus froot. We are going to bave
Bantu Juoior Certificate, Bantu
Matric, Bantu Bachelor of Arts,
Science, Medicine, etc. It will
go on like that to our ultimate
destruction. We bave nat come
to fight that as yet, When we
come to it we shall have to
take the decision to close dowa
Ohlaage rather thin corrupt the
miads of our childsen with vile
aparibeid propaganda. Isalute
those white missiooaries who
bhave nlready stated that they
will close down their colleges
rather than pump vile racial
propacganda and political lies
ioto .he minds of Afcican
pupils.

In our fight agatast political
iodoctrination posiog aa edu.
cation we must renlise tha! we
have reacheéd tbe poict where
we must seriously coosider
closing down our schools in
protest agaiost what is going
to be done to our children, I
favour this course particularly
because it willaliow the (ull ix=
pact of apartheid to make itself

- felt directly by the mass of the
Aflrican people. Tbat will pro
voke 8 reaction from the peopla
which will have salutary effects
on themselves as a group; -it
will awaken them to the real
dangers of Baolu Education.

In doing that, we must at all
times sppreciate the ralative
values of our objectives, We
are beiog attacked from two
fronis—:he day schools and the
colleges, We are not as yet
stroog emough to hit  back
eflectively oo the two fronts,
For this reason, 1 take the view
that we should concentrate an
paving out colleges. We shall
be strongeras the atruggle gaias
momentum and shall than be in
the position to fight against the
syllabus which will be taught
in our schools,
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For this reason, I thiok, the
IToanda parects were very wise
pot to accept battle on tbe issue
ol day schools. Weare tao weak
asyet to defend them'effectively.
But we are strong enough fa
save our colleges, For the mo-
meot, let us concentrate on
what we can save and, in so
doing, clarify the real issues at
stake as well as seal the bonds
between the African sod Euro-
pean Christians.

Believe me when I say I pray
regularly and earnestly for your
being succoured and given wise
guidance these days when so
