South African passengers in the Kenya Castle, which docked at Durban, The Kenya Castle is a
one-class ship.

A large number of passengers, T was told, sigaed a petition, which was handed to the captain,
complainiag about the lack of segregation and asklng (hat steps be taken to provide® separate faci-
lities for the pilgrims.

One of the coruplaints from passengers swho boarded the ship in England was that no mention
of the pilgrims, who boarded the ship at Port Sudan, was made in the original passenger lists

Mr, William Nagle, a former Durban City Councillor, who bsarded the Kenya Castle at Mom-
basa, wold me: “Many of us from South Africa objected to the Malays using the swimming bath at
the same time as Europeans, using the same toilets, cating in the same diningroom and sitting all
over the lounge,

“Shartly after leaving Mombasa a large number of us signed a petition and gave it to Captain
A. G. V. Patey,” said Mr, Nagle. ‘He told us he would forward it to his London office.

“We felt that the Union-Castle Company should have made special provision for the Malays
and should have allocated separate facilities to them.  We bad no complaint against the captain,
officers and crew.

““This state of affairs is detrimental to the Union Castle Company and offensive to the suscep-
tibilities of European South African passengers.’

Mr. W, Bryant, chief agent far the Union Castle Company in Durban, commented: “I have
had no direct approach made to me by anyone., The captain has the matter in hand and bas
already communicated with cur London office,

] believe some effort was made to deal with the situation aboard.
to meet the comfort and consideration of every passenger.’’

Mr. Bryant said the Union-Castle Company tried to make available on its ships separate facili-
ties for onon-European passengers, and ‘‘endeavoured to preserve the status quo of the indi-
vidual,*’ .

A Dignified Reply By The Malays

Haji Ebrabim Schroeder, a leader of a party of 53 Cape Malays returning to Capetown in the
Kenya Castle from a pilgrimage to Mecca, in an interview described as “un Christian” a protest
made by South African passengers.

““We regret that the South African Europeans who signed the petition protesting about the
lack of segregation in the Kenya Castle should have adopted this un-Christian attitude and we feel
sure that the other Europzan passengers do not share their views,'” he said,

Haji Scbroeder said: “*I don’t sce bow these people cap say that we should have been separated
from them, becauss this is a one-class ship.

“I would like to say that because of our religion—we are Moslems and our pilgrimage does not
end until we reach our homes in Capetown--we canuot mix with people of another religion. We
caonot share theic food and we do not partake of liquor,”

Separate bathrooms and lavatores were provided and, in the diningroom, the head waiter bad
given them tables away from the Europeans.

HE news about Dr. Malan's

intentiop to retire from
politics in November fashed out
by the Union's evening papers
on Monday, has come to us
oeither as a2 shock nor surprise,
It bad been hinted that he was
to retire sooner or later and in
view of his age and the condition
of his health we koew he would
be retiting sooner rather than
later.  The surprise really is that
he bas pulled on so lopg. The
next question is whether, speaking
as Indians in particular and
non-Europeans in general, we are
glad or sorry that our Prime
Minister is retiring. We have
mixed feelings about §t, For his
health's sake we are mot serry
that he is retiring.

As a political 1c;der we feel he
was about the best in the present
cabinet, leaving aside Mr. Haven-
ga, the Mipister of Finance, It
was easier to approach him and
to deal with him than all the rest.
Whith all his good motives and
inteations, aud no opne dare
doubt them, since he claims that
they are inspired by the scrip+
tutes, we do feel that he has
messed u?: things —quite uninten-
tiopally perbaps—to such ao
extent that they are gone beyond
_his control.  We would not at all
be surprised if he now regrets it,
As a person we have the highest
regard for Dr, Malan and for that
matter even {a the political field
we, as Indians, cannot, must not
forget that most of the credit, if
notall, for the Capetown Agree-
ment is due to Dr. Malan, That
itis now treated 2s a scrap of
paper is anather matter, We
feel that even today we would be
able to get a better deal from
Dr. Mialaa and Mr. Havenga if
‘things were left entirely in their
hands, But as we have already
said they bave gone far beyond
theie conirol,

We do not hesitate 10 ny\(bat
we are entirely in sympathy with
D¢, Malan and his Nationalist
Party in their bitter feelings
against  British  Imperialism,

To Retire

There is no gainsaying_that the
British have made mistakes io the
past  Thact the Afrikanzes feel
sore at heart over the happenings
during the Boer War is quite un-
derstandable,  Indeed they were
condemned in no uncertain terms
even at that time by emibent
Britishers, as has been wisely
admitted by the Nationalists in
their speeches on Kruger Day.
But it does not help to brood
over the past and harbour re-
venge. Our vision should broad-
en with the progress of the world.
It should not become zarrower,
which seems to be the case with
the Nationalists, and we deeply
regret that Dr, Malan has con-
sciously or unconsciously given
impetus to it.

We do not decry the spitit of
nationalism, That spirit must be
there in all, It should not be a mo-
nopoly of a certain section oaly.
Buc it should not be narrow
natiopalism.  The nationalism of
the Nationalists scems to us to be
worse than British imperialism.
It is narrow and bigotted and
is destined to die but before it
does it will wrought wuntold
misery on millions of people and
ultimately destroy all that is good
in this country., True nation-
alism consists in tespecting the
feelings and sent meats of all
the people inhabiting this country
and giving them equal opportuni-
ties, without distinction of race,
creed or colour, to develop to their
fullest extest and making them
feel that this is their own coun-
try and that they are proud of it
and are prepared to lay down
their lives for ir.

The dream of establishing an
Afrikiner republic, completely
ignoring the feelings and senti-
ments of the vast majority of the
people and assigniog to them a
status ol helats and treating them
as such amounts to barbarism jo
itz crudest forn, We are dis-
cussing this here because Dr,
Malan unfortunately has stood
foc all ¢his and has eacouraged it
among his own people.

As a man of religion much is
expected of Dr. Malan. In his
quiet moments after his retire~
ment he will have ample time to
think aod to meditate over the
mistakes he has made and seek
divine light ard guidance even at
this late hour to save this country
from ruination.

All we can say about Dr. Malan,
in so far as we non Eutopeans
are conceroed, is that knowingly
or unknowingly he is oue Eunctmy
No 1.

HE occasion of the laying of

the foundation of the M. L.
Sultan Technica! College by Dr.
B. M. Narbeth, Principal Emeritus
of the Natal Technical College,
and chairman of the Council of
the M. L. Sultan Technical Col-
lege, on Saturday, October 2, was
one of the greatest in the history
of Indians in South Africa. It
brought to fruition a work begun
by a few public spirited men a
quarter of a century ago., It
would not be an exaggeration to
say that it was a dream of on:
man come true and that man was
Advocate A. Christopher, It was
be who conceived the idea cf
conducting evening continuation
classes for adults who had no
opportunity to get literary educa-
tion. He got together a band of
voluatary workers and teachers to
give free services, and the classes
were started in the old Hindu
Tamil Institute at the corper of
Cross Steeet and Prince Edward
Street and in the Carlisle Street
Government Indian School., It
was later the very good fortuue
of the Indian community to get
the able assistance of Dr, B, M.
Nasbeth, father of the system of
technical education and respon-
sible for the creation of the first
technical college in South Africa,
It was through his grear influence
that these classes got official re-
cogaition and then came on the
3cene Hajee M. L. Sultan, who
from an ordinary  indeniured
labourer had become one of tlie
vety wealthy members of the
Indian  community, who has
shown by his action in giving
the princely donation of £33,000

419
for technical education for In-
dians from his Charitable aud
Educational Trust of £100,000,
that not only did be know how to
earn but also koew how to
worthily spend the money God
had blessed him with, which very
few in this world know., And
then came on the scene threugh
Dr, Narbeth, Mr, H. Nattrass as
the first Principal. He was also
a God send to the Indian com-
muaity.  Colonel Nattras was of
the South African Air Force, a
pilot and an engineer who had
served in two world wars and
decorated in the second and held
an amazing record of achieve-
ment in technical education Mr.
Nattrass was not only an air
pilot. The wonderful manger in
which he bas piloted the Tech-
nical College, which has not less
than 4,000 pupils, has shown his
worth as a pilot of human beings,

We were a littde surprised that
oo mention was made at (he
foundation laying ceremony of
Mrs. Nattrass, who has played no
small pact in conducting the sew-
ing classes and thus getting a
large number of Indian women
interested in doing needle work
for which they are very grateful
to her.

Mr. Nattrass has been the
brain of the College not only in
academic work but also in raising
an enotmous building fund for
the College.

And last but not least the com-
mugity must pay due tribute to
onc who has been working un.
austentatiously behind the scene
and that is Mr. Jack Naidoo, the
Secretary of the College Council
and Registrar of the College.

So these are the main pillars on
wbich the magnificent edifice is
to stand as an everlasting monu-
ment of self-help on the part of
the Indian commusnity in che
matter of technical education, for
it is an institution first of its kind
to which the rich, the middle
class and the poor have contri.
buted their might.

One must not forget to appre-
ciate the generosity of the Durban
City Councit and the Union Gov.
ernment without whose aid we
would perhaps still have been
building castles in the air. Our
bitter experience of the authoti.
ties bas been that they work at a
snail's pace when it comes to
providing any facilities for non-
Europeans—be they Indians Col-
oureds or Africans.

But thanks again to the good
offices of Dr, Narbeth and Me,
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Nattrass both the Durban Muni:
cipality and the Union Govern-
thrnt have responded generously
bv the former giving a free g:ft
of six acres of land valued at
£39,000 on which the College

‘“We did not share a table with
them and, as for the swimming

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THE late Hajee Sultan was botn
in Quillon, Malabar District,
South India on the 15tk February,
1873, and died at Escombe, Natal,
on the 6th September, 1953.

His natural courtesy and will-
ingoess to render dignified service
made him popular and many
gratuities came his way., This
money he carefully busbacded
ever Leeping the picture of Natal
before hits mind's eye.

The fascination of the property
market withits ready profiis made
him concenteate on this type of
business, The many satisfactory
traasactions he completed were
tributes to bis business acumen
and vision He became as a
Colossus, deal afier deal proving
successful.  Not satisfied with
pleased an
ordinary man, be then launched
out into the soft goods trade and
quickly developed what is now
kaown as M. L. Sultan and Sons
{Pty.) L1d,

Apn orator in Tamil, he read
w.dely, broadening his spiritual
life while not neglecting the prac~
tical aspects of business, As a
Maslem he prayed at the accus-
tomed times but always added to
the traditional five prayers each
day by communing with his God
whenever in doubt or whenever
a decision was to be made. That
is why he never alteted a decision.

The Bombay Legislative Ase
sembly passed a Bill to ameod
the Bombay Primary E-duca.
tioo Act of 3947, which coaostis
tutes the frst slep towards
makiog primary education com=
pulsory io the State, Sbri Din-
karcao Desai, the Education
Minister, who piloted the Bill,
s2id that the Government had
issued orders introducing com-
pulsory primary education in
all villages in the State with a
population of 1,000 and over.

In order to ensure that com-
pulsion was eflectively enlorced,
it was pecessary to see that
atlendance in ‘primary schools
in compulsion areas was pro-
perly enforced, The Bill, there-
fore, proposed to establish
primrry school panchayats
shich would be empowered to
take cognisance cf clences of
failure to send a child to an
approved school,

Shri Desai said that the Gove
ercment felt that persuation
coupled with penalty would be
more cfiective in making com-
pulsory primary education in
the State a success. He poioted
out that the Government was
spending nearly three crotes of
rupecs every jear oo free and
compulsory primary ecucaticn
and had provided a large num-
Ler of schools for that purpose,
LExperience bad, however, shown
that only one third of the stu.
deats attended the schools,

Wtile opposition members
generally supported the prin.
ciple underlying the Bill they
demaanded that primary educa-
tion should be made {ree co-

Co operative movement has
received some sct-back, accord-
ing to official reports. After half
a ceptury the movement had
sticceeded in covering not more
than oct«filth of the population,
takiog one member to represent
a family of five. The movement
actually lost ground in 3953-52,
compated with the previous
year. In jg50:-57 it served 719.1
per cent of the population and
in 1951-53 its coverage declined

to ;8.8 per cent. Thete has,
likewise, been a decline in
membership of agricultural

credit societies from 33 65lakhs
to 28,04 lakhs, The ratio of
deposits to working capital in
agricultural ctedit societies has
steadily fallen from 144 per
cent in 1946 47 to 0.7 per cent
in 1951-52, [he net profit of
all types of societies have fallen
from about Rs. 697 lakbs ino
1950-57% to 530 lakhs in 1g57-53.
The Government is considering
ways and means to slrengthen
and rrpand the movement.
