opinion in South Africa has been stifled, it is re-

freshing to glance through the resolutions passed
by the district Councils of Basutoland in 1955. They give
quite an idea of what the Basuto are thinking, and there-
fore (for the Basuto are intimately bound up with the
Union in every way except politically) what Africans in
the Union are thinging.

RT a time when almost all expression of African

The ;Basuto have nine District Councils, and one
National Council. They are a colony of the United King-
dom, administered by the Secretary of State in London
through the United Kingdom High Commissioner in
South Africa. They have White magistrates, and a fairly
large civil service of Basuto and Whites. Although the
Administration dislikes political activity among the Basuto,
they have not suppressed it in the way Swart has, nor
have they told the police that they may fire on agitators.
The Basuto are in the middle of a very interesting con-
stitutional development. For some time they have
been wanting more self-government. Last year they were
offered administrative reforms which included more power
in local Government, but on balance less in the central
government, Their National Council rejected this reform
(the Moore Report), and have recently passed a resolution
asking for their National Council to be granted legislative
power.

The following motions have to be read in the above
context. They have been translated by me from the ori-
ginil Sesuto.

«There should be chosen a committee to examine all
Government Departments, in order that certain positions,
now occupied by White persons, may be given to Basuto.”

“There should be a law that all the discussions that
have been held between the Union and England about
the transfer of the territory of the Basuto to the Union
are in no way binding on the Basuto.”

: «That District Commissioners should stop visiting
" villages on administrative work and tax collection, as this
confuses the Nation.” This motion arises out of a fear
that by constant ‘trekking’ the \White magistrates will
acquire too strong a grip on the Basuto administratien.

“That the Paramount Chief, together with the Resi-
dent Commissioner, should find other ways of erding the
disgrace of medicine murders.”

“'That the Paramount Chief should not use the soil of

this country without consulting the Nation.” This pro-
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bably arises out of the agreement between Paramount
Chief and the Basutoland Diamond Corporation, which
was not submitted to the National Council for approval.

“Persons who take animals from pounds without per-
mission should be fined £10 or three months in prison
with hard labour.”

“There should be a law to stop a man who has
married a wife with cattle from marrying again according
to Christian rites.”

“The Government is asked to increase the number of
its Brown Swiss bulls 0 a very great cxtent.” This motion
implies approval of the Government policy of importing
Brown Swiss bulls, and gratitude for those that have been
made available to the stock-owning Basuto.

There were no fewer than six motions asking for the
National Council to be given legislative powers,

“A law should be made compelling every school to
have a committee,” This process is visible not only in
Basutoland, but also in those provisions of the Bantu
Education Act which have obtained popular approval.

“It is necessary that the education of the children of
the Basuto should be placed for administrative purposes
under the Basuto administration.” The meaning of this
is that it should cease to be under the Resident Commis-
sioner and should be transferred to the control of the
Paramount Chief and the National Council.

That Government servants in this Country should be
paid salaries according to their responsibilities, that their
colour should count for nothing; and that there should not
be theslightest difference made between these two groups.”

There are in all well over one hundred motions, so it
may be imagined that the National Council will have its
work cut out to finish its agenda in the three or four
weeks which it is allowed.

No one can read through these motions and no one
can listen with an open mind to the deliberations of the
National Council without realising that democracy is not
limited to any one racial group. These men know which
side their bread is buttered on.  They are able to debate
in a dignified and intzlligent manner. They act responsibly,
and in many things are a pattern which the Parliament at
Cape Town could well afford to imitate.

And as is shown ia the quotations in this article, they
are men who are not afraid of saying what they think.
And that, in the South Africa of the mid twentieth cen-
tury, is something,
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Today, of all days, the joy of giving is uppermost in every heart

October .|, was that it was
catirely {rce from any col-
our bar, which cmphasized
the fact that the time has
*come when all scctions of
the people of “the Union
both Black and \White must
rally together to save this
country from becoming a
fascist State and that the
struggle is not of the non-
Europeans only but of all
democracy-loving  people.
The sooner those sections
of the Europeans, who have
remained out of the struggle,
begin to realise this the
better. \Whethe? it he the
Senate Act or the Gioup
Areas Act or the Suppres.
sion of Communism Act or
the Riotous Assemblies Act
or the Peoples Registration
Act, the underlying object
is  the same. Those
Europeans who still suffer
from the same complex as
the Government is suffer-
ing from and are in-
clined towards the Govern-
ment can no longer afford
to remain reticent. If they
can tolerate people like
Father Trevor Huddleston,
and Mr. Patrick Duncan,
being treated as they have
been treated and "if they’
lack respect for people like
Canon Collins and blichael
Scott, we must conclude
that they are far from being
true Christians. 1f for noth-
ing else the present struggle
is worth fighting for that
alone.  If South Africa is
to be saved there is no time
for lukewarm attitude on
the part of the Europeans.

Police Raid

We require not one but
thousands of people like the
Europeans we have men-
tioned above. One may
resent this sort of high-
handedness on the part of
a power-mad Government
which has lost all sense of

decency, but one may
not be surprised at it
History is replete with
such instances, The Gov-

ernment cvidently did not
care about the status or
standing of any person when
it did not leave highly re-

.spected persons such as

Father Trevor Huddleson
and Mr, Patrick Duncan out
of this attack on one’s indivi-
dual {reedom and liberty. It
should bring home to every-
one that our struggle is not
against any individual but
against the whole system.
It was said that the object
of this country-wide search
was to unearth acts of trea-~
son,  What has that got to
do with typewriters, rubber
stamps etc.,, we wonder!
For in some instances
the police are reported
to have taken away even
these things.  The real
object behind the ‘whole
move was, more than any-
thing else, to ‘terrorize the
people.  Far from, elimina-
ting the possibilities of un-_
derground movements this
will only egg the people
on to go deeper under-
ground,

This police action points
outto one of two things:
cither that {the police
have been given a long
rope and are making liberal
use of it, or that the Goy-
ernment is so frightened
out of its wits that it ig
having sleeples‘s nights, We

can but sympathise with it.
As true Satyagrahis our
duty would be not only to
shed all fear from within
ourselves but to render our
opponcents absolutely fear-
less. Our cause itself is so
clear, just and rightcous
that there
any secrecy on our part,
All our plans must be open
and above all suspicion. We
must rely entirely on our-
selves and on our inner
strength and not on any
outsidé foices. In India's
struggle for Independence

is no need for:
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4 time had come when
Mahatma Gandhi had to
abandon the publication of
‘Navajivan,” the paper
through which he was con-
veying his message to the
people, and the whole Press
was confiscated by the Gov-
ernment of the day. Ve
may have to suffer such
things and much worse
things'in the course of our
struggle here.

City Council Member
Criticises Apartheid

R JACK LEWSEN a member,

of the Jobannesburg City
Council, has criticised the Coun-
cil for “the inequality with which
certain ratepayers are being treat-
ed.” The children of Indian
families, he said, were being
denied access to the Council’s
cultural amenities, These chil-
dren had not been allowed in
Rbodes Park for the performance
of a Shakespearcan play. “I
koow of no law or by law which
prohibits their attendance, The
Public Amenities Committee
could have allowed certain seats
to be set aside. Ugless the
Council wants to carry out the
cultural Apartheid principles of
the Nasionale Party it should at
once relax this rule,” said Mr.
Lewsen,—(Sapa )

This criticism coming from a
member of the Johannesburg
City Council is most shooting
when we are accustomed to hear-
ing the advocacy of apartheid
here, there and everywhere. This
is not the only one place where
Indians are not admitted. ‘They
are not admitted even in the
Johannesburg public library and
so many other places, The non-
Europeans in general are sub-
jected to taxation without repre-
sentation, Yetthisis a “demo-
cratic’’ country !

How Apartheid will Affect
Business
Mr., Arthur Hopewell, M,P,
for Pinetown, in an address to his -
constituents at Northdene Ilast
week is reported to have said:
While the effect of apartheid
on the industrial, commercial or.
agricultural labour supply  was
important, of even greateg im-
portance to business was the
effect on purchasing power. If

the Natives were to develop in
isolation could onc be surprised if
they were to support a “Buy
African” campaign in preference
toa “Buy South African” cam-
paign ¥ And if that policy found
favour among the African people
in South Africa what would be
the effect on the purchasing pub-
lic of Africans to the North ?'’

Where
would South Africa find alternate
markets if the United Kingdom
and other Dominions looked else-
where for goods they now bought
from the Union? The Ministers
should face realities if they want-
ed to be realistic, he added;

Nats, Ask For Airways
Apartheid

The Minister of Transport,
Mc. J. Schoeman, told the Trans-
vaal Provincial congress of the
Nationalist Party last week that
there were not enough non-Euro-
pean air passengers to justify
separate aircraft being operated
for their cxclusive use, The
Minister was replying to two
tesolutions asking that the apart-
heid policy should be applied on
aircraft of the South African Ajr-
ways because it was undesirable
that Europeans should sit next to
non-Europeans on the aircraft,
and that European stewards and
air bostesses should serve the non -
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Europeans, and also that stricter
control of the apartheid measures
should be exarcised at airports.
The Mipister said that adequate
apartherd measures were being
applied at Capetown and Durban,
aad tae position at Jan Smuts
Airport was receiving attestion,
The South African Alrways was
compellzd to transport all paying
passeagers.  There were not
tnough non-European passengers
ta warrant the operation of sepa-
rate aircraft. - There were also
not enough aircraft to extend the
services to this extent, At pre-
sent, certain seats were set aside
for non-European passcogers and
str.ct instructioss bhad been given
that non-Europzans' were not to
be seated next to European pas-
sengers. The poasition of Euro-
pean staff baving to wait on non-
European passengess could not
be avaided a: this stage. When
the number of non European
passengers justified separate air-
ccaft, the matter would be cono-
sidered.—Sapa.

Apartheid In Universities
The DLlinister of Education,
Arts and Sctence, Mr. J. H.
Viljaen told the Free State Con-
press o tie Natonalist Party in
Bloemfoatcin last week that a
plan for apartheid in Universities
would Le drafred followiag on the
findings of the Committee of In-
yuity mt1 apartheid in Univer-
sities. 1 he DMinister was speak-
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ing on a motion that State sub-
sidies should be withheld from
universities which did not re-
cognise the colour bar. Apart-
heid in Universities was a matter
to be tackled gradually, but as
was the case with all other apart-
heid measures, it would be tackled
seriously. There was no legisla-
tion forbidding noh-European
students from attending Euro-
pean universities, but when they
were no longer allowed to attead
these uaiversities, other provision
would have to be made for them.
It would serve no good purpose
to withhold subsidies because this
would mean the universities would
have to close, and this would be
to the detriment of Europeans.
—Sapa.

““Apartheid Policy Doomed
To Failure,”-~Welensky
South Africa’s apartheid policy
was doomed to failure and he did
not think any serious attempt
would be made to implement it,
said the Deputy Federal Prime
Minister, Sir Roy Welensky, at a
by-election mecting at Monze
last week. Sir Roy said any
attempt to introduce cconomic
apartheid in the Federation or in
South Africa would lead to eco-
nomic disaster, Sir Roy said the
Federation was one of the few
countries left in Africa in which
race relations could be considered
as being reasonably good,

“Ibhe City Council is aware
of the attitude ol the Indian
prople genorally in regard to
the settiog up ol ‘a segregated
township at Leaasia. We are
opposed to this sinister scheme
which is devised for the pur-
puse of depriving our prople of
their rights by relegating them
into a location 49 miles away
trom the City, We hav: gointed
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out over and over again that
the uprooting of the Indian
people from the City and
dumping them at Lenz will
have disastrous consequences.
It will ruin them economically
and otherwise, We had con-
sequently pleaded with your
Council on grounds of justice
aod equity not to dssist the
Goverpment in implementing its
policy of Apartheid.

We regret that in spite of
our representations and practi-
cal suggestions which have not
been officially turned down by
your Council, a far-reaching
decision is made which, to all
intents and purposes, will have
the effect of forciog the Indian
people to move ‘o Lenz rgainst
their wishes. We nre constrained
to point out that this action of
the City Couacil is indelensible
and we, thsrelore, lodge our
emphatic protest.

“Weo again suggest that the
project of setting up utility
flatsin the City be considered
in the light of the foregoing
and thus avold causing unoezes-
sary misery and hardship. Your
Council muit agres with us
that it has treated the Indian
people most shabbily io so far
as housing is'coocerned. The
Council kas not spent & single
penoy tuwards housing the mem-
bers of the Indian community
in Johaapesburg and now that
L53000 odd is to be spent ‘it is
used for the ultetior motive of
uptooting and driviog the
people out ol the city,

t Under the circumstances we

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THE LIBERAL PARTY AND THE A.N.C.

N the August issue of the
Liberal  Party's newsletter,
‘Contact,” a2 prominent African
member of the party considers
that both the United Party and
the African National Congress
are failing to meet the.challenge
of “Nationalist strength, unity of
purpose and determination.” Mr.
Jordan Ngubane believes that the
U.P.isin process of coming to
terms  with  Nationalist Party
authoritarianism;”  while  the
AN.C. is compromising with
“Communist authositariznism®

With the first of these two
contentions and with Mr, Ngu-
bane’s exposition of it I have no
quarrel, “White supremacy witht
justice,’”” as practised by the u.p.,
is indistinguishable in kind from
wit baasskap and hardly different
in degree these days; the two
final words of the U.P.’s slogan
might just as well be omitted,
for all their practical effect on
U.P. policies and tactics. Every-
one knows that all sorts of wild-
cat resolutions are submitted to
party congresses, But the accept-
ance of a resolution calling for
enhanced penalties under the Im-
morality Act by the Eastern
Transvaal congress of the U.P.
and of another demanding that
white nurses be relieved from
having to nurse African patients
in hospital by the Free State
congress of the U.P.—in each
case without objection on prin-
ciple by the party leadership—
testified, if further evidence were
needed, how far the party has
travelled ‘down the ‘'me-too”
road. Indeed, the Free State
sesolution about the nurses was
openly welcomed “because we are
all for apartheid here."”

It is Mr. Ngubane's second
proposition that I want to ex-
amine more fully. He opens his
ctase by stating that “the apparent
invincibility and singlemindedness
of the National'st Government
are driving the most powerful

"~ .Broups opposed to apartheid into
relying more on expediency than
principle in the fight against
authoritarianism.”" He cites (1)
the A.N.C.'s committal to “a
fight to the bitter end” against
“the Western Areas removals; (2)
muddled thinking on the type of
fesistance to be offered against
“Bantu education;” and (3) his
belief that the A.N.C., “as co-
sponsar of the Congress of the

People, 1s now morally pledged
t2 a Charter of Freedom, some of
whose provisions would "find a
Place of honour in any orthodox
Communist programme, He

fears that the fissions in the
AN.C. over these matters are
already deep enough “‘to confuse
the movement’s thinking and
immobilise it for effective action
o0 2 national scale.” _Ile seems
to doubt the likelihood of the
A.N.C. reverting ““in the direc-
tion of a liberal democratic South

Africanism  which  will repard
merit, and not colour, as the
criterion by which to assess

buman worth.” He expects it to
discard its liberal wing (*“this
process has already started"},
thus strengthening the forces of
€xtreme nationalism on either side
of the colour line, Finally, Mr,
Ngubane sees Liberalism's op-
portunity “in the direction of
reconciliation,” provided that “j¢
defines jts ideals and goal in such
a way that they cannot be inter-
preted as an attempt to compro-
mise with the racialists of the
Nationalist-cum-United parties™’
(and presumably of the A.N.C.?),
but are clearly stated as a positive
alternative to apartheid,

Mr. Ngubane’s opinions are
entitled to respect in their own
right, as the views of an intelli-
gent South African, In this case
they have the added, though (I
suspect) accidental, significance
of coinciding with a strong body
of opinion within the Liberal
Party (especially among its leader-
ship). Perhaps ‘‘coinciding"” is
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uot quite fair. An important
body of thought within the

Liberal Party has from the party’s
foundation in May, 1953, looked
on the A.N.C, as a dangerously
radical and subversive organisa-
tion with which respectable citi-
“ens, especially white citizens
however liberal, should have as
lile as possible to do  Even
when the July, 1954, Liberal par.y
congress  recorded ‘‘its sincere
desire ta co-operate with the
ANC......in (its) struggle for
the removal pf all discrimina-
tion against the non-European
peoples’” and affirmed the party’s
belief that, despite differences of
empbasis  and method, ‘‘the
policies of the A.N.C., S.ALC,
and the Liberal Party have the
common objective of a society
free from racial discrimination,”
members of this ‘‘conservative
caucus” within the party paid lip-
service to an alliance they had no
real inteation of trying to foster.

Now Mr. Ngubane, who was
(and possibly still is) a member
of the AN.C,, did not at that
time (1953-4) share this attitude.
But, almost certainly for different
motives (since most of the “con.
setvative caucus” are whites), he
has now come to something very
near their position and has ex-
Fressed himself in exactly the
sort of terms most likely to con-
firm these tory-liberals in their
paralysing antipathy to meeting
and co-operating with organised
African political opinion,

MORAL AND SPIRITUAL BANKRUPTCY

THE other day Premier Strydom

tried to defend Apartheid to
the West with the statement
that the dcom of South Africa
would be sealed were fail free.
dom given to ths coloured popu-
lation, since the latter outnumber
the white population many times
over,

Contemplation of thjs state-
ment reveals it to be 2 confession
of moral and spiritual bankruptcy,
and a refutation of the boasted
claim that™ the white races are
morally and spiritually superior
to the coloured races,

The sure mark of , high-
quality civilisation is happy sociat
relationships, and these are the
product of co-operation jp all
essential works, Co-operation in
the giving one's best for the
social good isthe highest civilisiug
force within man's Power. The
sign of the Kingdom of God is
as Jesus iustmctcd, that men
love one another,

Apartheidis the tonsequence

of the complete rejection of the
principle of co-operation between
white and coloured people. Social
dislocation, uarest, fear and
hatred are the direct conse-
quences. The remedy lies in our
own hands, Co-operation means
peace; the denial of jt, or Apart-
heid, means batred, fear, war, as
we all plainly see, in Africa.

I know of no body of facis
which indicate that Negroes or
Asians possess less moral and
spiritual understanding than do
Eutopeans. Nor can I imagine
aoything more startling than'the
speed with which large numbers
of Africans have latterly climbed
the cultural ladders of the West.

As recently as fifty years: ago
many British people believed that

,the “blue blood" of the aristo-

cracy produced an intellectu |
and spiritual superiority which
entitled them to regard  the
masses as being fitted only for
menial tasks—hewing wood and
drawing water. Today the per-
ceatage of working-class' entrants
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to our grammar schools, colleges
and  universities have banished
that fiction.

Indeed the real trouble every«
where in Africa teday is that
Africans are so eager to learn
Western social and  industrial
techniques, that Westerners are
afraid of losing what have become
the privileges of exploited labour
and are doing all they can 1o
perpetuate them as fonp as pos«
sible.

The real evils in  Africa teday,
as indeed in every part of the
wotld, are privilege and domina-
tion, but in Africa, where they
are most pronounced, the excuse
is conveniently placed on colour,

The antidote to exploitation
and privilege is co-operation, at
every level of social functioning,
and bad Western culture kept
pace with its material proe
gress we should realise the sup-
remacy of the spiritual values of
refined human relationships, of
fellowship and good neighbourlj«
ness over the values of wealth
and power,

What stands in the way of
living at this level is false pride,
self esteem, greed, social prestige,
the love of luxury and power,

From these evils spring class,
racial and international war, a
complex of fear which poisons all
human relationships,

In this light ic is fclly to look
to the ends of the earth for
Salvation, or expect to make up
for spiritual deficiencies with
such instruments as Apartheid.
Let us face realitics and cease to
put our trust in Parliaments or
excuse our shortcomings by
blaming Parliaments. Today a
tornado of materialism is sweep-
ing over the earth and uprooting
spiritual values at an alarming
rate—including vital values that
have endured throughi the cen-
turies,  We  prociaim peace
through strength  fnstead  of
throuph righteousaess, progress
through human exploitation in-
stead of through self giving for
the common good, sccial . pecace
through Apartheid, which is
social  separation, instead of
through co-operation

Th.s defiance of fundamenta)
spiritual law can kuve but one
end: thz disintegration of the
buman race ard s final ex-
tinction by atomic bombs or
worse, which a spiritually  defi-
cient humanny will be unable to
prevent, Repentance and  self-
purging are the beginning of

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POLICE STATE GOES INTO ACTION
"IN STRYDOM’S DEMOCRATIC SOUTH AFRICA

A PRESS statement issued by

tbe Natal Indian Congress
states:—'*Home, business premi-
ses and surgeries of leading
officials and members of the S.A.
Indian Congeess aod the Natal In-
dian Congress and the Natal
Indian Youth Congress swere
raided on Tuesday morning,
September 27, by members of
the Special Branch for ledgers,
cash books, day books, account
books, invoices. cheques, cheque
stubbs, deposit slips, bank state-
ments, financial returns, circulars,
circular  instructions,  letters,
mioute books, minutes, pamplets,
draft speeches, record.ng tape,
recording machines, letters of
instruction, telegrams, cable-
grams, nominal rolls, plans of
campaigos, posters, stickers, flags,
placards, diarzes, banners, speak-
ers’ notes, investigation cards,
delegates’ credentials, newspaper
chppings, news bulletins, resolu.
tions, draft resolutions, member-
ship catds, volunteer forms, and
all other correspondence, the
property of and telating to the
affairs of such organisations as
the African National Congress,
Ssuth Africain Indian  Congress,
Afcican National Coagress Youth
League, Transvaal Indian Con-
gress, Natal Iodian Congress and
43 other orginisations.

“It is b heved,” continues the
. statement, ‘that the search is a
country-wide mass raid covering
every facet of Congress activities,
and the scarch warrants which
have been issued on a mass scale
say that information taken omn
oath shows that there are reason-
able grounds for believing that
the documents teferred to will
afford evidence as to the commis-
ston of treason, sedition, contra-
vention of Section 11 of Act 41
of 1950 {Suppression of Com-
munism Act) and contravention
of Secuon 15 of Act No. 27 of
1914 (Riotous Assemblies and
Criminal Laws Amendment Act),
They have authonsed the police
to search the bouse, premises and
vehicle in the occupation of the
persoa named in the warrant,

“Five members of the special
btanch raided the offices of the
Nata! Iedian Congress. The raid
started at 9 a.m. sharp and con-
cluded at 3 pm.

"Palice also searched the home
and surgery of Dr G M Naicker,
banned president of the Natal
Indian Congress and acting presi-
dent of the S.A. Indian Congress,
from 9 am. 1 1130 am and
also the surgeries and homes of
Dr Sader, chairman of the Lady-
smith branch of the Natal Indian
Congress, De M. N, Pudayachee,
vice-prendent of the Natal In-

dian Congeess, Dr. Motala, chait-
man of the P, M, Burg branch
and an executive member of the
Natal Indian Congress, Dr. Omar
Hassim, executive member of the
Maritzburg branch of Copgress,

“Two members of the special
branch searched the home of Mr.,
N. T. Naicker, general secretary
of the Natal Indian Congress,
and after two hours seized docu-
ments belonging to the Natal
Indian Congress., The offices
and homes of attorney Mr. G. S.
Naidu, treasurer of the Natal
Iodian Congress, Mr. Advocate
H. E Mall, Mr. George Singh,
S. M. Mayet, Mr. G. Hurbans,
vice-presidents of NL,I.C,, and
Mrc. B. Nair, secretary of the
S.A. Tin Workers' Union, were
also raided.

“The homes of banned people,
pamely, Messes, 1. C. Meer,
Debi Singh, Cassim Amra and
M P. Naicker and others were
also searched,”

Commenting on this police raid
Dr. G, M. Naicker, acting presi-
dent of the S. A, Indian Con-
gress, said “the warrant says that
the police were acting on in-
fermation concerning offences re-
lating 1o treason and sedition. In
the Congress movement the
voiceless and voteless millions as
loyal South Africans have an in-
berent right to criticise the upjust
and tyrannical policy of the
WNationalist Government and to
consider constructively what they
think is in the best interest of
the South African people as a
whote. The Congresses,” ad-
ded Dr, Naicker, ““have made
their views very clear and open
and have aired their demands
from time to time publicly and
bave bid'notbiog from the autho-
rities or from the outside world.
Previous police raids have mnot
deterced the spirit of the vast
masses of South Africa from
justly demanding for freedom
and justice and I am certain
that these police raids, however
union-wide they may bc and
however ruthless they may be,
will not stifle the spirit of free-
dom fighters throughout the
length and breadth of South
Africa,”

“The}Nationalist Government,”’
continued Dr. Naicker, “in theic
attack on the natiomal organisa-
tions which were in the forefront
of the struggle for peace and
democracy in South Africa, un-
folded their master plan of vest-
ing South Africa with ag all.time
fascist dictatorship, History is
replete with facts showing that
Governments which chose the
mad and diaboslical road to
tyranny never succeeded and

the Nationalist Government will
pot succeed in crippling the
liberation movement in South
Africa."

According to Sapa the police
visited the homes of Europeans,
Indians, Africans and the offices
of lawyers, businessmen and
small weekly newspapers in Dur-
ban.

In Lakhani Chambers—head-
quarters of the Natal Indian
Congress, the African Congress,
and of about seven different
trade union organisations—two
European detectives and an In-
dian visited various rooms.

Mr. I R. Nair, secretary of
the Durban local committee of
the South African Congress of
Trade Unions, said the police
asked him to hand over sube
versive documents, When he
said he had none, the police re-
plied that they were not satisfied
and would search the premises
themselves, The detectives took
away seven pamphlets for which
they left a receipt.

On The Rand

In Jobannesburg tables, desks
and even parts of the floor were
piled with documents when a
squad of police raided the base-
ment premises of the Transvaal
Indian Congress.

The warrant empowered the
police to remove all documents
found on the premiscs relating to
48 organisation in the Union and
other parts of the world.

Among the organisations listed
wete tbhe S.A. Indian Congress,
the African MNational Congress,
the Congtess of Democrats, the
Congress of the People, the Con-
gress of Trade Unions and the
World Peace Couancil,

Mr. Patel said later that the
police had given bim a receipt for
everything they had taken,

They Did Not Leave
Even Father Hugldleston

Father Trever Huddleston,
C.R. provincial of the Community
of the Resurrection in South
Africa, gave tea to four members
of the Special Brrach when they
arrived at his office in St. Peter’s
Priory, Rosettenville, with a
scarch warrant. .

Mr. Y. A. Cachalia, former
secretary of the S. A, Indian
Congress, said that his home in
Vrsededorp was raided at 9 am.
by two Special Branch pelicemen
who confiscated the typewrites,
pamphlets, books and other
literature.

Police of the special branch of
the Capetown C.I.D. raided the
homes and offices of more than
100 people of all races through-
out the Peninsula,

Among those whose offices
were visited were Mr, Sam Kahn,
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a Capetown attorney, Miss Ray
Alexander, a jourmalist, Mr.
Lionel Formap, a solicitor, Mr,

. Benjamin Turok, Mr, Jack Tat-

shish, Mr. Albert Sacks, Mr,
Fred Carneson, Mrs. H. J. Simons
and Mr. Sundra Pillay, a former
general secretary of the Cape
Indian Assembly.

At Port Elizabeth members of
the Special Branch conducted a
raid of houses and offices of
members and former members of
the African National Congress
there and the African areas of
New Brighton and Korsten.
They seized papers, magazines,
books and photograpbs,

Mr. Duncan’s House

Searched

Sapa reports that the special
branch of the C.I.D. and a
number of policemen also carried
out raids on various premises in
Bloemfontein.

They visited the farm of Mr.
Patrick Duncan, son of a former
Governor-General, and scarched
the bouse. Private letters and
literature were removed,

In Capetown Mr. R, Septem-
ber, general secretary of the
South African Coloured People’s
Organisation, said the C.LD.
had raided the homes of many
members of the executive of the
organisation and bad removed,
books, newsletters, correspon-
dence, membership forms, ties,
bannsrs and rubber stamps.

At East London police raided
a number of homes and took
possession of documents !and
books.

In Pretoria the police raided
premises in the Asiatic Bazaar.
They took away with them docu-
ments and copies of a magazine
called “Liberalism,” for which
receipts were given.

Union Wide Police Raids

The following Press statement
has been issucd by the African
National Congress, S,A. Indian
Congress, S.A. Congress of De-
mocrats, S.A. Coloured People's
Organisation: .

The Union wide police raids of
September 27 and 28, which
invaded the privacy of huandreds
of citizens of all races in their
homes, offices and schools are a |
most serious manifestation of the
growth of the police state in our
midst.

Lige the whole series of palice
raids which bave continued since
the beginning of 1254, and which
culminated in the encirclement
of that gathering, the Congress of
the People by masses of armed
police, these raids purport to be
cn  ‘investigation” of alleged
treson and sedition and the like,

Comments On The
Police Raid

Commenting on the police
raid Father Huddleston is report-
ed to have said that be failed to
see the object of the police who
bad removed 44 documents from
bis home. At least 40 of these
bad already been published, On
every occasion that a raid was
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made, the police claimed that
they were preparing a case of
treason,

‘*“The real purpose of these
raids is to intimidate people,
and jinvolve them in a web of
suspicion, It is nothing lens than
a Zcombination of McCarthyism
and Fascism at its worst.”

S.AP.A, reports from I.ondon
that the British Press gave con-
siderable publicity to the police
raids.

The ‘Times’ published nearly
half a column at the top of its
main news page and also a lead-
ing article on the raids headed
““The High Hand in South
Africa."” N

The ‘Daily Telegraph® devoted
three-quarters of a column to the
news, saying, inter alia, that the
raid an the home and office of
Father Huddleston was “part of
the biggest operations by the
political police in the history of
South Africa."”

The Trades Union Congress
General Couancil said it  was
disturbed to learn of reports that
‘‘there had been a sudden resur-
gence of police activity by the
South African Government,"’

The statement, issued after its
mounthly meeting, said: *The
General Councit will continue to
watch the situation closely and it
is asking its colleagues in South
Africa for immediate information
on the matter., Council members
remind the South African Govern-
ment that freedom is indivisible
and that restraint upon legitimate
liberty in South Africa is the
common concern of the free
world.”

The
customer, on eptering the Bstore
takes a truok on which is a hnge
wire - basket, into whioh she
places her purchsses as she
traverses the numerous aisles.
At the exit connter her basket is
emptied, its contents tabulated
and packeds It is murprising
bow many acoounts ran to $15,
220 and even mora dollars.

More-
over, American politicians are
now prediotiog a 50 per oent
increase in prodootion Ineide
twenly years, and in the 1054
Congrese  elections President

~ Eisenhower statsd that by 1964
increased produotion would have
made possible a 3,000 rise of
income per year for every family
in the U.S.

Should that rise of inocome
materialise, however, it wonld
‘not eage the debt burden of the
average citizen, for the new in-
come would have to be spent lo
maks the expanding economy
work and avoid & major eoono-
mio breakdown., To thisend, all
the pressares of advertising and
rotail oredit woulll be exercised.

At best, this ia something of a
treadmill existencs, but instead
of “doing time” on ocompulsion
ons goeg ‘on time"” voluntarily.
And once on the mill it is diffi-
oalt to get off, Binoe new debls
ara inourred faster than the old
oneg are paid offs An expanding
economy means €X anding one’s
demands, to which there is no
end. The habit of saving for a
rainy day, or for old age is re-
legated, to the history books.
Inoreasing demands are also en-
snred by the fact that the Ameri-
can population is steadily rising:
The T S. birthrate per 1,000
population in 1953 +was 24.7.
This is almost as high as that of
India, 28 againet 154 in Britain.

The Spiritual Effects Of

An Expanding Economy

The expanding economy now
in operation in the United
States is doing iocalculable

damage to the spiritual condi-
tion of its people. Because the
system of retail credit a“sorbs
nearly all income as fast as it
is earned, the people, although
they have =& 1elatively high
standazd of material living are
always thort of cash and con-
scious of being heavily in debt,
These two facts drag down the
mind to mundane things and
force upon it a materialistic
outlook and concern.

The fact that people’s circum-
stances compel them forever to
be thinking about the increase
dulls spiritual interest and
perception, lowers the quality
of miad and spirit, and jeopar-
dises the spiritual duality of
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the bomc. Less and less in-
terest is taken in public aflairs,
as a result Governments mest
with less criticisto, which in
times of crisis may be disass
trous.

Accompanying this depressed
mental and spiritual condition
iz a fear complex often so mark.
ed that people caonot refrain
from expressing it: *What shall
we do if there be birth, death
or sickness, or a trade recession?
It there is unemployment, what
will happen to our mortgages,
insurances and the gadgets
bought ‘on time'?’” A Profes-
sor in sociology related to me
instances he bad collected
which showed the things that
workers will do in order to im-
press their employers with their
patriotism and loyalty, as an
added insurance shauld work
slacken and men be turped off,

The number of family tra-
gedies which arise from this
practice is said to be high.

"Now.it is ig this depressed
spiritual condition that such
evils as McCarthyism are able
to take root. The very groups
in a demacracy which should
and normally would act as
steadying factors, and be ready
to challenpge and defeat every
attempt to suppress free speech,
lie motre or less dormant. The
edge is taken off enthusiasm;
spiritual alertness is dulled, a
whole nation may well sink
into, at least, a tewporary de-
cline,

Oace material coasiderations
begin to 'dominate the mind,
sclf-mastery is quickly lost,
while one’s grip on life visibly
weakens. Thereafter one ceases
to be a socirl force and may
even becomea drag on what-
ever spiritual forces thers be.
When this stage is reached
social decline is rapid, the
seeds of a McCarthy-type pio=
paganda fall on fallow ground;
fear, as of Communism spreads
like wildfice, reactionary forces
spring into the ascendant, and
in a crisis the drift towards war
could be swift.

American economists and
politicians bave declared that
the American economy can
stand up to the Inad of debt
that retail credit is now piling
up. But they are missing the
‘real point, The vifal questicn
1s, can the United States afford
to risb the integration of the
nation’s moral fibre by a way of
life which throws its popula-
tion into a devouring and soul-
desuqying materialism?

There is a widespread feeling
that the countity is in the grip
of an indelinable power which
even the Government cannot
control, & power which bolds
them in thrall, I the explang. .
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fon that the American way of
life has become a colossus of
materialism, notwithstandiog
that it is often accompanied by
a conspicus charity?

My recent American visit
proved to me that Britain, too,
is on the American road, and
will be overtaken by the same
problems. Sh: is rapidly io-
creasing hire purchase trading,
a fact that is causing coosi-
derablealarm. Telovision stimu-
Jated the hire-purchase fever,
which now covers a wide area
of trade,

On February 24, 1955, the
‘Maachester Guardian’ pudlished
some ¢x'racts from its *'Survey
of Industty, 3955, from which
1 quote:

*Workers now exject overe
time earnings as part of the
regular income. The point
was frequently made that
'you have to offer overtime if
you want to get workers!....e.
the men want the money.
Hire purchass has something
to do with it....almost
every workiogeclass house-
hold seems to haye some
commitment to pay instal-

meats......for a T.V. set, fcr
carpets, relrigerators, electric
washers, & bicycle or even &
CAT.veee ’

“It is now begioning to
look as if an American lype
of consumer demand is arising
in this country......This is the
basis of the pew interest in
money. A Canadian workiog
in Coventry said he found
the local attitude to jobs and
money ‘almost American.’”

in the interest of the export trade
home consumption must be cur-
tailed, and that he was there-
fore placing a number of res-
trictions on hire-purchase trad-
ing.
