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Commerce Wants Higher Wages
For Non-Europeans

EARLY 200 leaders of commerce have

according to

the "Stars” Correspondent, given solid backing to a
suggestion that they should pay more to unskilled

non-European workers,

This move, regarded by
delegate as the most signi-
ficant in commerce in years,
was made at the cojigress
of the Association of Cham-
_bers of Commerce, which
~ended at Margate,

A delegate from Johan-
nesburg said inan interview,
*“The fact that we are val-
unteering to give money
away is unique. A far-
reaching policy such as this
would not have been con-
sidered by commerce two
years age.”

A number of points arose
from the association's deci-
sion to press for higher
wages.

The association sees the
movement for better wages
and higher production as
leading to more opportunity
for labour and employers.

A delegate said: “We

* have an opportunity that no
other nation has. We are
the one country that should
never have a depression.

“Other Commonwealth
cduntries have a uniformly
.high standard of living.
They have little room for
development. :

*But in South Africa we
have three-quarters of the
population living on the
breadline.”

The Association’s move
is regarded as one that may
help to unite the country.
The members say they are
acting in the interests of
every section ol the com-
munity.

The chzirman of the
Afrikaans Handelsinstituut,
Mr, D. W. R. Hertzog, told
the association that its re-
solutions and discussions
were strikingly” similar to
those taken recently by his
organization.

“This means more thaa if
it had acted together at
one meeting,” he said.

The interest that fs being

shown by commerce is also
apparent among ndn-Euro-
peans,

The view of a section of
the non-Europeans was ex-
pressed at a congress of the
Liberal Party in Maritzburg
last week, when some Afri-
can delegates said ,they arc
in favour of 2 move ta raise
wages gradually—and not
forcing the issue by a labour
demonstration.

Many delegates believe
they are heiping to meet
the great need to aid the

Africans.

They believe they
helping to influence public
opinion on a grave issue—
and doing so independently,
without to obtain
favours from the Govern-
ment or any other body.

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Britain Still Votes For Apartheid

LONDON, October 24.

HE “Church Times” commented on the British atti-

TALSEWHERE in this issue we publish a letter
=\ from Mr. B. Turok, the sccretary of the Congress
=7 of Democrats in which he clarifies the attitude of
his organisation towards a united anti-apartheid front
This was in reply to vur editorial in which we had de-
ploted the COD's and the Black Sash’s qualified ascept-
ance of the ideal of collectivé action against apartheid.

The first really important point which Mr, Turok
tiakes is that the time for closer collaboration has not
yet come, in view of the ideological differences which
still exist among the opponents of apartheid. This comes
strange from an crganisation which has not concezled its
Left-wing sympathies. In Germany, Hitler smashed or
paralysed all oppaosition to his regime because they took
such a long time to realise that the time had Jcome when
they should unite.

Opposition

Dr. Verwoerd's choice® as Prime Minister \and the
extremist Cabinet he has appomlcd are clear mdtcauons
that Afrikaner nationalism is in a fighting mood; “that it
is out to crush all opposition to his diktats. Te stick to
doctrinal positions in the face of these dangers is a luxury
which neither the COD nor the Black Sash'nor the Afri-
can N.tional Congress and the Churches can afford. But
to justify this attitude on the score that the COD awakens
White opinion to the need for a more accommodating
attitude to the man of colour is a specious ,argument
which will not stand a minute’s examination. The COD
has made no impression whatsoever. on White opinion,
The few who are its members are wholly ineffective for
purposes of enabling the Whites to see the truth in
clearer light. .

The second point raised by Mr., Turok in that the
COD’s being in the Congress alliance is proof of White
Teadiness to co-operate more eflectively with the African.
This is dangerous self-delusion. The COD is an isolated
group on the White side. This reduces it to the size of
a token ally in tha Congress Movement and tokens are
not what the Africans want now. It is gratilying to note
that some of the most important leaders of the ANC are
beginning to see this fact, In an interview with “New
Age recently, Mr. Tambo described the COD as the
brother of the ANC.  In the African family to be.a
brother does not mean equality of status. The elder
brother has rights and privileges which theJast-born can
never dream of.  Mr. Luthuvli developed Mr. Tambo's
theme a little further. *New Age” reported him as saying
that the ANC was ready to co-operate with all who
oppose apartheid, To show that he meant what he said
he straightway proceeded-to accept the Liberal Party's
invitation to be guest speaker at its Natal provincial con-

'
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ference in Maritzburg where. in a public statement, he
had welcomed the formation of the Liberal Party and, as
leader of the-ANC, was glad that the two organisations
were getting to work together on a widening area, As
the years went by he hoped that they would come nearer
agreement, He ended up by paying tribute to what he
called “the lasting values” which the Liberals upheld.

Realities '

‘Now, a man who can talk like this on a public .plat-
form is clearly concerned more with realities than with
doctrinal positions. It might be ideclogically sound to
shout about the Freedom Charter, as Mr. Turok does.
But Mr. Luthuli, who knows fully than Mr, Turck what
is going on in the mind of the African people in the'towns;
and in the Reserves, realises that it is more important at
this stage to build up a powerfu! alliance rather than to
insist on the Party line, B

By taking up the attitude shown in Mr, Turok' 3
letter, the COD is behaving exactly as the Umted Party,

Another Nasty Blow For America

8y JORDAN K, NGUBANE

RUSSIA'S degision to grant Egypt the loan to build the Aswan
dam iz clearly a major tactical and propaganda victory against
the Free World and a oasty blow fer America.

- Tactically it means that the
Russians  have succeeded in
damaging seriously the prestige
America accumulated as a result
of her successful intervention in
the Suez crisis. Her failure to
lend Nasaer the money he needed
to build the dam cteated a polis
tical vacuum in which she was
prejected as the agent of a hated
and dying imperialism: Russia
moved in to fill it, as the cffec-
tive epemy, of imperialism z2nd
the friend of the victims of
Western oppression.

This, in turp, has given Russia
material interests in Africa where,
before, she fought to hold her
ideological positions,

The propaganda possibilities
of her concrete demonstration of
friendship are immense, ’ Less
than a year ago the Soviet dele-
gat‘on to the Afco Asian Feoplea®
Solidarity conference announced
that Russia was ready to give to
those fighting imperialism aid
with no strings attached. The
loan is concrete proof to these

peaple that Russia sticks to her -

pltdged word. 1f the Soviet
Union can have, in Africa, the
reputation of acting promptly
where the liberals in the im-
perialist camp hesitate; if she can
build up a pame for .taking
deeisive action to destroy race
' appression, we must be realists
eosugh to note that this will
give her the initiative she mighe
need to influence events on the
continent in the direction of her
choice.

.American Weakness

This, in turn, brings us to the
weakness- of the Free World
which are giving Russia these
advantages. The first and most
important of these is that America,
as leader of the Free World, has
not yet reconciled the conflice
bétween her traditional idealism
and the realities which  issue
from being a leading World
Power.

The American nation was
founded on an ideal. Down the
centuries the goal of liberty was
the powerful itnfluence which
form and-direction to the growth
‘af the United States, So pewers
ful was this influence that the
Americans fought a civil war
over the {ssue of slavery.

Itis of importance for us in

= Africa to note that one of the
hgtcrs which gave victory to the

North was that moral considera-
tions and economic interests were
reconciled there. The Worth
could claim to uphold a2 moral a
ideal and bring the pressure of
economic power to push events
in the direction it desired, In
other words idealism and the
realities of economic growth were
reconciled,

A situation similar to this in
many respects exists in Africa.
For very many years to come
Africa could be a goed consumer
of American goods. Everywhere
on the contipent the people are
clamouring for freedom and
bigher standards of living.
These demands mean an ever-
expanding market. Support for
the demand for liberty - merely
reconciles idealism with reality
in Africa, In spite of this ad-
vantage, America often seems to
lose the initistive 1o the com-
munists, When she is not too
cautious, she does the right thing
wheao it is too late.

Apartheid

Let us take a case in point;
Apartheid has been before the
United Nations now practically
since the establishment of the
world organisation, Up to this
year America has on the whole
taken up an attitude which had
the effect of encouraging our
oppressors to go from one extreme
of arrogance to another, This
attitude sabotaged India’s ate
tempis to mobilise world opinion
in efforts to exeft peaceful, per-
suasive pressures oo aur oppres-
sors to make them change their
attitude

This year, when the Afro-
Asian Solidarity conference had
met; when, for all practical pur-
poses, the Aswan loan wias on
the way; when Nuri-el-Said had
been murdered then only did the
United States give mealy mouth-
ed backing 1o the side wbich
oppeoses apartheid’s violations of
the basic principles of the United
Nartions

This sort of attitude is not
likely to convince very many
Aﬁ:iuns that Amenicass a reliable
champion of buman Uberty It
is not likely to assure very many
either, that she is even an effeca
tive ally against communijsm
And, where race is a complicating
factor, her cautious policies could
as tbey do, project her as :;
friend, if not agenr, of the race
oppressors, -

Best Brains

Such a development would be
extremely unfortunate not oaly
for ideological reasons bur also
for the relations between the
non-Whites of the Union and the
great people of America, For
generations America poured large
sums of money into South Africa
for educational purposes in the
African community. Some of
the finest training iostitutions
in the land were founded and for
a2 long time maintained, by
Americans, Ofi-hand one can
mention Adams College, Inanda
Seminary, McCord's Zulu Hos-
pital. Most of the best braina
which the African community
bas produced within the last
hundred years or so have had
very close associations with
America. As a result of all these
factors it can be said that the
bonds between the Africans of
the Union and the people of
America have been strong, close
and intimate.

It was to be expected that this
feiendship would be reinforced by
enabling the African to be in the
posirion to reciprocate at a time
when America needed frieads.
But what do we see? American
representatives at the Unbited
Nations speak of apartheid as
though it were a delicate litle
flower whose only defect was that
the tree from which it came was
a little thorny!

If this js bow the United
States proposes to help us defend

Africa against the tyraony of the -

communists, which is as bad as’
anything we koow under apart-
beid, the time might not be very
far when we might say: God,
save us from our friends|

White Approach

Most of the difficulties here
spring from the fact that in many
ways America thinks and acts
like a White country.
the sins of race oppression have
not been entirely wiped out of

*American life. In her approach
to Africa’s problems, she brings
to bear the mind of the White
man. Russia brings in the mind
of a mixed nation. In 2 situation
like this, insistence on sceing .
Africa’s problems from the angle
of the White mano could very wel)|
be an invitation to disaster.

The situation developing ia*
East Africa and in the Central
African Federation will soon be .
come very testing for the Free
World. Tbe Russians are aiready
prepariag for it. And if the old
cautjousness remains standard
policy for the White
United States prestige” will suffer
a worse blow than at Aswan—if

- The people in the cities have
denuded the markets of consumer
goods in a wild sbopping spree
and the country has been given
some inkling of the political goods
which President Mirza and Gen-
eral Ayub Khban are likely to offer
in the monthe to come.

Recent pronouncements by
these two leaders suggest that
while General Ayub Khan is not
st all keen to end the state of
emerpgency, General Mirza s
sather anxious to see martial law
replaced by what he likes to call
controlled democracy. Though
General Mirza says that controlled
democracy in Pakistan’ will mean
¢ithe szme sert of checks and
balances as in the United States,'’
it ia difficult to reconcile this un-
exceptionablé aim with his stress
oo the need for a restricted fran-
chise. Itis reasoable to assume
that what be rzally has in miad is
a presidential form of Govern-
ment more akin to the Egyptian

mode] rather than to the Ameri-
can or even the French system,

Anxiety

Whether such a Constitution
will be dcafted, and how soon,
remains to be seen, - General
Ayub Khan's statements supggest
that despite General Mirza's ill-
concealed anziety to arm him-
self with new constitutional
powers, the army commanders
will continue to rule the countty
for some time through decrees
and ordirances.

Last week the chief Adminis-
trator took a series of steps de.
signed to ‘'clear the mess ereated
by tbe politicians.” A Land Re-
form Commission bas been set up
to recommend measures to en
sure geeater production apd'
security of teaure General Ayub
Kban has called for *‘sensible
reforms” and indicated that the
large zamindaris in West Pakistan
will not be fragmented. The in

centive to greater production will
be in the form of greater security
of tenure, though somse reclaimed
land may be parcelled out among
landless peasants, A chaoge in
the lepal ayaten 50 as to make it
simpler and less expensive is also
promised, and it appears that the
educatienal system will be re-
formed with the aim of increas-
mg religious instructions, The
transfer of the police service from
the Ministry of Interior to the
Cabinet Secretariat is in keeping
with the army tradition of central-
ised control.
Prime Minister

Since General Ayub Khan
bas cast himself in the role
of #Prime Ministes’ the cabine
secretariat will be answerable to
him rather than to President
Mirza. The two leaders do not
geem to be wholly united in their
purpose though it would be pre-
mature to talk of any sharp rivairy
between them At the moment
what binds them together i3 a
common determination to keep
the politicians out.
