Ignorant Politician

A university.educated school
principal was equally scathing in
bis criticism of the remarks of
the Natal Indizn Congress prezi.

‘It
should have been clear to anyone
but ga ignorsnt polititian that
Dr. Radhakrishnan was invited
-not in  bis capacity of wice-
Prevident of India, but as one of
the world’s leading thinkers and
philosophers. After all, anmyone
can become a politician, but only
a few have the intefligence and
the perception and the magacity
that go to make a scholar of Dr,
Radhakrishnan's renown

statement,

Such a statemen: was made
last week by Dr. G. M. Naicker
on behalf of the NNI.C It isap
extrzordinary tendentious picce
of work; obviously carefully
thought out and discreetly word-
ed. The statement purpotts to
¢xpress confidence that China
has no apgressive desigus upon
Indian teryitory, and there is the
pious expression of hope that the
two countries would salve their
differences peacefully, An in the
tail lies the sting, for the N 1.C
president hopes that the two
great nations will not allow their
enemies to cause friction between
them.

Not Said

Yet, this statement is far more
iateresting not for what it aays,
but for what it does not way.
Nowhere is there any apprecia-
tion, however mild, of the fact
that without negotiation, without
provocation, Communist China
bas in fact invaded and has
forcibly cccupied several hundred
square miles of Indian teeritory,
killing at least one Indian soldier
and wounding several others,
Nowhere ix there any mention
that the scil is Indian seil, a fact
conceded even bylthe Commuaist
Patty of India. Nowhere is there
any plea—let alone demand—to
Comrade Mao Tee Tung to
respect Indian sovereignty.

No call is made to Comrade
Chou en [ai to henour bis undere
taking made in the Panch Shila,
These omissions cause interesting
reflection wken compared with
strident condemnation of pre-
vious American moves elsewhere
and screeching demands made 10
Britain and America. The ques.
tiops arise 1 Why is the Natal
Indian Congress president so
terribly coy when it comes 1o
copsideting Communist aggres-
sion upon India, And whom
daey the N,IC, support in the
dispute—Pandit Nehru or Come
rade Chou ?

IS De KLERK
SCARED?

N taking steps obviously design-

ed to introduce job reservation
in the building industry in Natal,
Labour Minister de Klerk has
caused grear anxiety among In-
dian artisans engaged in building
work in the province. These
hard-working men, who literally
eweat for the money they earn in
order to feed and clothe their
{amilies, are now beset by un-
certainty as to whether their
freedom to sell their labour may
be proscribed or limited in a
manner similar 1o the fate suffered
by African building workers

While the bulk of the 256 odd
Indian artisans in Durban work
for Indian master builders in the
construction of bouses for Indian
owaers, a fair proportion are em-
ployed by White contractors, It
is feared that after the sitling of
the tribunal appointed by the
Minister, the right of these worke
ers t0 be employed by Europeans
may be taken away. This fear ip
especially acute in view of the
fact that the 271 upemployed
Whitz builders notwithstanding,
Indians are still in demand by
White employers in the trade,
According to some persoos in the
building industry, Indian artisans
are preferced because they pro-
duce more aud better work.

Better Work

A well-known European build-
ing coatractor, who asked that
bis name be withheld for fear of
of repercussions, claimed that
man for man, the Indiap artisan
whether be be bricklayer, carpen-
ter or plasterer, gave better work
than his White counterparz, [
don’t suggest that he is necessarily
a superior worker or that the White
tradesman is lazy," he said, “but
it is a fact that the Whites in che
industry, like all other Eutopeans;

In Natal, the two Progressive candidates espoused
policies and put forward ideas, which though too in-
adequate, toa tentative and muchk tao timid as far as the
non-White is concerned, nevertheless represent a radical
advance within the white political field. We. hope these
Progressives are returned. But basically, the political.
division still will be between the United Party and the
Nationalists.

Uf these two groups, the Nationalists would appear ta
Have a gjreater awareness of the growing moral power
of nascent Africa. *“The force of African nationalism
will trave! southwards of the Limpopo,” the Prime
Minister, Dr. H, Verwoerd told a predominantly Afri-
kaner audience. Other senior Ministers have publicly
admitted that unless Africans have political rights, there
will be serious trouble, Their trouble however is that,
while recognising that they cannot hold the non.white
masses in permanent subjugation, they delude themselves
in fanciful ideas ol bantustans satisfying the urge for
freedom. The White Man might well have succeeded in
keeping a part of South Africa exclusively for himself,
in which non-whites would be pariahs—-if the Bantustans
had been ereated two hundred years ago. In the =zoth
century, however, as Dr. Verwoerd must admit when he
is alone, his plan is just a pipe-dream.

But if the Nationalists are ruthless fanatics, the
United Party puts forward policies which are patently
dishonestly conceived. “White Jeadership with justice”
is its claim, yet Sir de Villiers Graall while in Natal gives
“a categorical no” to the question whether the United
Party controlled Provincial Council would approve .of
municipal votes to Indians in Natal

In its attitude to Alricans, the United Party is woise
than the Nationalists. We say this deliberately. Worse,
It was the United Party which complained that Dr,
Verwoerd was spending too much money on educating

The political campaigning between the two major
parties has, therefore, been somewhat unreal to non-
whites, most of whom feel that, in any event, there is
little to choose between the two evils.

tries they must make sure that
they are completely impartial,

The best manner in  which
they can play this role is through
the U.N. but this will mean a
greater strenpthening  of that
body. Hunpary and South Afcica
have shown us how nations can
flout the U.N if they so dexire.
The Afro-Asiap countries a-e
apily suited for this task because
they form a huge bloc themselves
and as former colonjes in Afrca
gain inde¢pendénce their wvoice
will become bigger in the UN.

Dee
monstrations of the aircraft’s
serviceability bave taken place
during tropical trials in the
Sudan. An “Argasy"™ has now
le!t for the second stage of the
trials at Neirobi, The aircraft
is expected to compl te its full
certification programme to both
British and American slandards
by next March.

20 Lakh People Face “Grave Situation”

ORE than 300,000 people

hopelully waiting for suce
cour in Murshidabad district of
West Bengal were plunged in
despair again when the deter-
mined cifforts of the Army, Air
Force and other relief parties to
ait-dtep food were hampered
far the second day on account
of the high level of floods.

An estimated two million
people in five dictricts of this
State are facing a ‘‘grave situge
tion,”

The hiph level of the floods
made pirdropping of [ood futile
acd swasteluly, By persistent
efforts however, reliel parties
air-dropped 8oo bags of rice |in
12 difierent places.

As the floods continued to
destroy everything io its wake
13 more deaths were reported
bringing the death toll to 43,

Hundreds of people have taken
refuge on yool-iops and other
elevated places as their towns
and villages &re submerged in
five to six feet of swirling water.

Several retief camps hLave
already been opened by the
Government of West Bengal in
which some 200,000 people have
been given shelier, The floods
in West Bengal have affected
an area of epproximately €,000
square rmmiles, Thousands of
acres of beautifully rich and
golden paddy ready to be hars
vesied heve been completely
destroyed, No definite estimate
of the extent of the damage can
be given pow.

The adjoining State of Orissa
has nlso been raveged by floods.
A cable report received in Bome
bay states that more than jop
pertong were killed by floads
and tidal waves during the past
week. Sixty-four bodies have

been recovered irom the muddy
swirling waters of the flooded
rivers but many are still miss-
ing.
