World Church Council
Opposes Apartheid
Tte Dutch Reformed Church's
centention that apartheid is scrip-
tural found not a single assenting
oice at the recent meeting of the
Woatld Council of Churches in
Toronto, Dr. Ben Marais of
Pretoria, reports in ‘Die Kerk-
bode,” Delegates severely crlhti-
cised the almost total lack of non-
Eutopean representation in the
South African Parliament, asking
whether this was to continue for
the next 50 to 100 years before
total apartheid became a reality—
if it ever did. “With"/great
unanimity it was felt that such a
situation could receive no Chris-
tan justification.”  Among the
chief arguments used against the
Dutch Reformed Church's atti-
tude were the danger that racial
discrimination would drive non-
Europeans into the arms of Com-
munism, and that compulsory
separation of races which aroused
asense of wrong in any one group
would play into the hands of
Roman Catholicism.

Liquaditor Is To Wind Up
Communist Affairs

The Minister of Justice, Mr.
C. R. Swart, has appointed Mr.
J. de Villiers Louw, Assistant
Senior Magistrate of Johannes-
burg, as a liquidator under the
Suppression of Communism Act.
Among his duties will be the
preparation, at the direction of
the Minister, of a list of people
who "are or have been office-
bearers, members or active sup-
porters of the organisation which
has been declared unlawful. The
Communist Party was declared
unlawful by the Act itself. Com-
pilation of this list is regarded as
the first step towards the removat
of Mr. Sam Kahn from his seat
in Parlipment. ‘The liquidator's
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other  duties will be to take
possessson of all property, rights
and documents of the unlawful
organisation, by whoever ' they
may be held, to pay all debts
after six months from the date
on which the organisation was de-
clared unlawful, to distribute any
balance to charitable or scientific
organisations designatsd by the
Minister or, if the assets are
not sufficient to meet the debts,
to wind up the affairs of the
organisation as though it were an
insolvent estate. The appoint.
ment of a liquidator to wind up
the affairs of the Communist
Party anticipates the appointment
of a so-called “authorised officer"”
whose duties will be to investi
gate the purposes, activities and
control of other organisations or
publications which have not yet
been declared unlawful, but
which the Minister suspects
should be. The authorised offi-
cer will have much wider in-
quisitorial powers than the liqui-
dator and will also, if the Minis-
ter so directs, prepare ‘‘black'
lists.

In termus of Otrdinance 3 of
1928, which applies only‘to Dur-
ban, the Council had powers to
make by-laws prescribing areas on
the beaches to be reserved for
Europeans, Asiatics and  Natives
for the purpose of bathing only.

“We have now got authority to
make by-laws permitting us to
prevent persons of one  racial
group from entering upon an
area of beach reserved for another
racial group, whether they do so
for purposes of bathing or for
any other purposes.

“Provision is made for the
Council to exempt cestain per-
sons from these by-laws, such as
non-European nursegirls, waiters,
chauffeurs and so on.

*Hitherto there has beten no
legal provision to resesve a part
of the beach'for Coloureds. This
omission has been remedied and
the Council may now set aside an
area for the Coloured residents,

“In effect, the Clty Council
will now be able to control the
beaches from opposite Addington
Hospital to the Umgeni River;
and the Bluff beaches.

“In a multi-racial society such
as Durban’s, it is essemiial that
there should be racial privacy. It
is in the interest, too, of our
great holiday traffic, which brings
so much wealth to this city.

+For soine timé we bave done
our best 1o remedy complaints
by having pplice patrolling the

365

beach front, but we fouad it

essential to have the law altered.

“The City Council has plans
for separate bathing enclosures
and other amepities for all races
in selected parts along the beach
front.”

M. A. C. D. Williams, Direct-
or of Publicity in Durban, said
that many complaints had been
received  from  visitors  about
non-Europeans gazing at women
while they were bathing. Com-
-plaints had also been received
about the attendance of mnon-
Europeans at beach shows in
Eurepean areas to such an extent
that the Europeans were in the
minority.

Now that the ordinance has
bean approved, the City Council
will have to frame suitable by-
laws.

waiters and fruit-sellers,

I could detect no embarrassed
bathers among the many Euro-
peans sitting or lying about the
beach in 2heir scanty attive, What
I did see close by the promenade
were six European couples of
both sexes with very little on on
the sands. Two of their number
were brazenly huggmg,
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Tatk of embarrassment  of
hathers! The embarrassed ones

were the non-bathers seated near
by, whose Iooks and words ex

pressed thar shame for their own
race. It mipht have been said of
the bathers “Nay, they were not
at all ashimdd, netther could they
biush.”

CELEBRATES ANNIVERSARY OF INDIA’S
INDEPENDENCE

Caux sur-Montreus,  Switzer-
land, Auguct 19 (By A Matl).
HE flags of both India and
Pakistan flew this week above
the Mountain House at Caux,
where the Moral Re-Armament
World Assembly 1s in session, 1n

«taff, and the brocaded sifks of
1he East and the rraditional cos-
tumes of the SCJUdInJVInn cuun-

ful background for the celebra-
tions.

Special sessions of the assembly
were presided o er by Dr. Frank
N D Buchman, who spent three
years 1 India at the close of the
first World War aod became a
purse al friend  of  Mahatma
Gandhy, Pandit Motlal Nehirus,
Pang ¢ Jowabarlal Nehru and Ra-
bindrinath Tagore. 1 am a
loser of I[ndia,”” he said,

Representauves from Australia,
South Atrica, Ceylon, Burma and
Indonesta extended congratula-
uions to India before an  audience
of 1,200 from 52 countries. They
spoke of the great heritage of
India’s past, the difficulues with
which she 1s faced today and the
contribution she can make to the
future of East and West,

The Hon. C. P. Stoneham,
formerly Minister of Transport
Victoria and a member of the
all~party parhamentary delegation
to the Assembly, said he brought
greeungs to India from her sister
Domipion, Australia.  ““We be-
lieve i a common destny for
that part of the world,” he said.
We are comscious of the pgreat
things India has accomplished
and at Caux we see 2 glimpse of
the glorious destiny that awats
her.”

Mr. Bremer Hofmeyr of South
Africa smd he felt very humble 1o
spealt on this occasion, He re-
ferred to his late cousip, the Hon.
J. H. Hofmeyr, the former De-
puty Pome Minister of South
Africa, who had been a preat
friend of India. Indicating the
change which 1s talung place 1n

South Africa, he spoke of the
reception of the Moral Fe-Arma-
ment play ‘“The Forgotten Factor”’
throughout the Union, and quoted
from the editorial page of the
Bloemfonten “Friend'": “It 13
high time for everyone, men and
nations, not only to lizten but to
act.  If 1t 1s the world’s only hope
against materialism, 3t is at least a
safe and shinomng hope.”” He
sard that 1t was with the greatest
joy that the cast of *“The For-
gotten Factor” had responded
to the invitatton to present the
play 1 the Gandhi Hall tn Dut«
ban. He quoted also from an
article in “Indian  Opinyon”,
founded by Mahatma Gandhi,
which read: “This work 18 a
Light-house 18 this dark and
stormy world of ours and it will
gutde us to the right way. It has
given us new hope and strength
m our dark days."

Mr, Chitta Sen Mazumdar,
recently General Secretary of the
Bengal Students’ Congress with a
membership of a2 mullion, said:
“It s sigasficant that I who bave
fost all my property m East
Pakistan should be taking part
these celebrations. This has only
become possible here at Caux,
I am convinced that this guiding
philosophy will go to the East,
and the East will give it to the
whole world.”

Mr. Waheed Zaman, who with
s famaly is a refugee from
Hyderabad, spoke of Pakistan
relanons  with  India. “Every
oaton  wants the other nation to
change,” he said. “But’ hese at
Caux I have leamnt that if you
want the other person or the
other nation to change, you have
ta stare. with yourself and your
owa mation. We Muslims pray
five times a day to God, That
15 where I need change. [ asked
God for more and more instead of
makiog certain that He was the
ruling power in my life, My
prayer today is that Pakistan
will be a spiritual force in
remaking the world.”

Mr. Hamid Farooq son o
Mahammed Alj, wall-lglow n-.-m:-f
lator of the Koran into English,

who had earlier recited the first
few verses of the Koran during
the flag-hoisting ceremony, re-
ferred to the political situation
in Pakistan. ‘“‘Many Pakistanis
want a change “he said” but
they cannot agree upon what
change they want. I am coo-
vinced the change we need is to
live by the absolute moral stan-
dards and the guidance of God.
This is what Dr, Buchman
teaches, and the prophet Ma-
hommed said: ‘God does not
change nations unless individuals
change first,”

“The prophet taught that
knowledge was the lost property
of Muslims,” Mr. Farooq told
the Assembly, “Muslims should
pick it up wherever they find it
and take it home, We should
come here to Caux in the spirit of
taking back our lost property.”

Mr. Mazumdar also described
the economic and social comdi-
tions of India today. He said
that Gaadhi had brought a
moral focus in political crises.
After his death a great vacuum
had been left. Who was tu £ill
it? *“To change and live by the
four absolute moral standards is

the only hope,”” he said. ‘People
say, ‘Is is practical?”

prepared for her. The injections
tzid her up for a week, then she
got up and was cured.  So they
ihought, and everybody was very
pleased—for tsvo months.
Then one day the young lady
wlled again at the laboratory.

She was greatly troubled. Her
heart was bothering her,  Her
-perves were gone in. She had

headaches and fainting fits and
could not sleep at night,

The laboratory people said they

were sorry but they could not do
anything for her.  She must go
to a heart specialist and a nerve
specialist.
. When I last saw that young
lady, she was.in despair. She
was thin an@ haggard, looked and
fet a wreck, She had lost her
job because she would often faint
before getting across the street,
And the laboratory people said
they could do mothing for her.
As 2 matter of fact, they became
rather annoyed each time she

The labor\atory
scientist"deals with the specimens
he gets from the different special-
ist2 and from v hich he tries to
pick out some germs that they

. cause asthma.

then think causes all_the trouble.
So the bad matter in the blood
is driven from the bowels to the
skin, and from the skin to the
lungs and nerves and heart,
When one complaiat is ‘“‘cuied"’
by a certain specialist, another
quite different laint comes

pollen of flowers, the smell of
cats, feathers, horses and so on.
The laboratory people make
vaccines of these substances and
pump that into the body. But,
as 1 have indicated above, the
results can sometimes be far dif-
ferent from what was expected.
Where it has been found out

along—and the poor patient must
run along to another specialist,
who will probably inject some
more poison into the blood,
None of them seem to realize
that the disease is an underlying
poisoned condition of the body
and that jt shows from time to
time as the various complaints
that are then treated by the
various specialists,

Obviously the sensible thing to
do is to clear up the whole system.
In some cases it will be sufficient
to stop doing the things that
For instance, I
once knew a man who suffered
terribly from asthma. It was
found out that he made mealie
meal porridge in an aluminium
pot every evening and let it stand
overnight in the pot which would
be heated up on the primus in
the morning. This practice had
eaten holes in the bottom of the
aluminium pet, so he put on a
new bottom made of a piece of
zinc-coated corrugated iron, When
T made him throw out the old
pot and get a good enamelled pot,
there was a big improvewent in
his asthina, which was helped
still more by homoeopathic doses
of aluminium and zinz and cer-
tain other homoeopathic remedies,
that were indicated in his case.

As an instance, people; who
get asthma from a cat having lain
on a bed, have been cured by
taking a homoeopathic prepara-
tion of cat’s milk.

Other people, again, get arthma
from some inherited taint from
their parents or grandparents. It
will be noted that asthma often
sezms (o run in families where
you will find that the grand-
mother may .have it, perhaps one
of her sons, and then one of the
grandchildren. There may be no
other asthma in the family but
you will often find that other
members are liable to get “hives'
from earing honey, or they have
some skin troubles or even a
tendency to T.B.

Massage and
manipulations are excellent for
such conditions and are also
very helpful for nervous ten-
sion, anxiety and failure to
relax, all of which can cause
asthma. |

In short, many cases of asthma
can be greatly relieved, if not
indeed completely cured. by
attention to the following points:

1. Eat proper food. 2. Aveid
wrong kinds of food and drink.
3. Keep the bowels open. 4,
Stand and sit properly, 5. Prac-
tise deep breathing, 6. Learn to
relax and stop being ‘“on edge."
