S.A.L.C. Welcomes India’s
. Stand On R.T.C.
The South African Indan
Congress in a Press statement
welcomes the stand taken by the
Government of India on the pro-
posed tripartite talks on the
question of the treatment of South
African citizens of Indian origin,
India’s withdrawal from these
talks, the statement says, is the
most lagical step she could have
taken i view of the attitude of the
Union Government. The cor-
respondence that has passed be-
tween the two Governments leave
no doubt as to where the blame
lies for the present deadlock.
It was a breach of faith on the
patt of the Union Government to
have proceeded with the Group
Areas Act after the preliminary
talks teld in February this year.
The Union Government’s actions
have compelled India to raise the
matter again in the General Ass-
embly of the United Nations
which meets at Lake Success this
month. The Group Areas Act
is not only one of the most far-
reaching  apartheid measures
latroduced by the Goverament
of Dr. Malan since their assump-
tion of office but it is also 1he
instrument which will be used by
the Nationalist to enforce their
policy of expatriatng the lndian
people.  This is clearly borne
out from the report of the Inter
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Departmental Committees which
gave birth te this Act. With the
Group Area s Act already oo the
Statute Book, threatening the
_strangulation of the Indian people
*economicatly, no useful purpose
at all can be served by a round
table conference, That is the
view-points of the Indian people
of South Africe. If the Group
Areas Actis not to be put ioto
operation until December this
year, this is in no way due to any
magpanimity on the part of the
Union Government. The delay
is due to certain practical diffi-
¢ulties but despite this steps are
already being taken to work out
the different racial zoges in big
municipalities like Durban, The
South African Indian Congress
expresses the hope that the Gov-
ernment of Pakistan will take the
_ same stand as taken by L‘ne Gov-
etnment of India on this gques-
tion.

Asked whether he would put
the blame on Pakistan for the
failure of the Dixon talks, Pandit
Nehru replied: I put the blame
hundred per cent. on Pakistan

for the whole Kashmir trouble.” *

Pandit Nehru said the more he
thought of the Kashmir issue, the
moré he recalled the books
‘Alice in Wonderland’ and ‘Alice
Through the Looking Glass.” As
in the books all attempts made
“seem to make us leave the real
world behind some looking glass
where everything is inverted.” .

Referring to Sir Dixon's efforts,
Pandit Nehru said that first of all
there was a discussion for four
days on the bolding of an overall
plebiscite over the whcle State
of Jammu and Kashmir. For a
long time there has .been agree-
ment on this in principle. In-
deed it was India who had first
proposed a plebiscite to enable the
people of Kashmir 1o decide
their own future. What had
held it up were the conditions
that should govern the plebiscite.
These related to the so called Azad
Kashmir Forces, the question of
northern areas and the question
of demilitaiization, There has
been no agreement about these
and after four days taltks with Sir
Dixon, the old disagreement oo
those issues continued. Subse-
quently Sir Dixon had put for-
ward two or three tentative sug-
gestions out of which ultimately
one remained and that was,
roughly speaking, proposals for
partial plebiscite. “We said :that
it could be criticised in many
ways, that we did not like it at
all. But nevertheless we were
prepared to consider this in case
it might offer some way for a
sclution, We, however, made it
clear to him that we will be pre-
pared to consider without any
commitment any proposal that he
makes but on condition that
Pakistan is also prepared to con-
sider them. For, as we said to
him, there has been a teadency on
the part of Pakistan not to com-
mit itself to anything, to ask the
other parly to make various com-
mitments, take advantage of any-
tHing said on the other side and
not to say anything itself. There-
upon, Sir Dixon went to Karachi
“and we were informed by him
that Pakistan rejected this com-
pletely without committing itself
even to the idea of considering it
in that context because they
thought that it might weaken
their position.”’ ‘

UN Authority

Referring to the propossl by
Sir Dixon for the replacement of
the Kashmir government by U,N,
authority during the limited
plebiscite, the Prime Minister
said that the proposal took them

completely by surprise, Such
propasal was ‘“‘patently a pro-
posal of appeasement of aggres-
sors,”” It meant declaring that
“'you want the aggressor to suc-

ceed." “Itis quite extraordinary.
The aggressor comes out. For
the sake of peace we go on

agreeing to one step after an-
other; then gradually the aggres-
sor wants equality ‘'with us in
everything and goes a step fur-
ther and wants predominance in
everything. It is an astounding
position from any point of view
of national or international law.
I cannot conceive of any Indian
Government, for a moment, I am
not speaking for myself, but any
Indian Government that may
exist now or later, agreeing to
the type of proposals that™ have
been put forward for pushing out
the present government of Kash-
mir just to please Pakistap.”

The Prime Minister then re-
ferred to Liaquat Ali Khan's
Press Conference in Karachi on
August 23, wherein he had laid
stress on two resolutions of the
U.N. Commission on Kashmir,
one dated August 13, 1948, and
the other of Jamuary 5, 1949.
“Those resolutions,” he said,
““were accepted by U.N. and we
stand by those resolutions com-
pletely today. That is to say,
those resolutions were accepted
by us aftet certain correspon
dence with the Commission in
which we asked for some eluci-
dation which was given to us and
on the basis of that we accepted
them. Qur point is that various
new proposals that have been
made are contrary to those very
resolutions as elucidated to us by
the C issi: For ii X
we laid the preatest stress

gt cn the sovereignty of
the government of Jammu and .
Kashmic over the whole state all
the time, including that part of
the State which happens to be
occupied by Pakistan forces. That
was agreed to. In fact, the
Plebiscite Commissioner, when he
was to be appointed, was to be
appointed by the Kashmir State
Govérnmens and he was to report
to them apart from reporting to
the Commission. Now to be told
that the Government itself, which
is supposed to appoint him and
receive the repart, is to go and
the Plebiscite  Commissioner
himself becomes the government
and reports to himself seems
rather odd and ‘Alice in Wonder-
land’ business. .

Demilitarisation

“Again take the question of
demilitarisation. At no time was
it suggested that the question of
the withdrawal of Pakistan troops
or ours was on the same level
At no time was it suggested that
the defence of Kashmir was our
responsibility; because it was re-
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cogrdised that there has been
aggression whatever might be

said of precautions taken and we
could not leave the door of Kash-
mir open to aggression. Three-
fore it was decided that Pakistan
troops, auxiliaries, etc., should
withdraw and Indian troops in
the State should be reduced in
bulk—that was the last word used
by the Commission.

“But, and this Is important,
it  was laid down by us
clearly, and admitted by the
Commission that the number of
Indian troops to be left there
must always be locked upon
from the security peint of view,
that is, we could take no risks but
we were prepared ito  withdraw
them in large - numbers, but
always the limiting factor was the
security of Kashmir taking ever-
thing into consideration at the
time—whether Pakistan forces or
Azad forces were disbanded or
not,

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NATURE CURE GUIDANCE

HEN I hear people “pulling

others to pieces” and being
hateful and destructive, it makes
me wish that they could only
sealize what they are doing to
themselves. The mind of a
human-being is the divine part in
him that raises him above the
beasts. It is with his mind that
he creates the world about him.
H the mind works destructively
it must cause destruction to be
created around and within him.
self,

We little realise how fat-reach-
ing are the effects of our thoughts
and emotions. Vet the many
ailments are the direct resa’.xlt of
fearing or hating other people.

Scientists can take a cat and
place it before .a gluoroscope a
sort of X-ray machine that shows
the stomach and bowels in action.
When the cat has been fed and
sits purring happily with someone
strking it, its digestive organs
work smoothly and rhythmically,
Proper digestion is taking place
as it should. But if a strange
dog is brought into the room-and
the cat tenses with fear and
hatred, a big change takes place,
Immediately the cat’s stomack
and bowels stop their work of
digestion.

So we realize that we should
try to be happy and relaxed and
care-free during and after meals,
If we quarrel at the table or find
faults with the children, or are in
a hurry or anxious or afraid, our
digestive organs will not work

properly.
When we get angry, our saliva
or spittle becomes poisonous,

Scientists have taken the spit of,

an angry man and injected it into
4 guinea-pig and it ‘has then act-
ed just like snake-poison. The
guinea pig died as if it had been
bitten by a snake. As a matter
of fact, the poison-glands of a
snake are only modified saliva-
glands.” So let us remember that
every time we get angry, we
teally become like poisonous
snakes.

+ When a man has to make a
speech or talk to the boss and is
afraid, bis mouth gets dry The
spinle disappears. Why? It is
because fear turns the.spittle to
poison, so Nature tries to protect
him by stopping the production
of saliva so that he will not
swallow the poison and do harm
to himself,

Whenever a person gets stub-
bormn, he tenses up inside without
knowing it. We talk abouc suff-
necked people when we mean
those who are very stubborn, bur

many cases of real stiff-neck can
be traced to stubborn resistance
to someone else who is hated or
feared. The person hides his
feelings, but they show them-
selves in the stiff-neck. 1n some
big factories in America many
cases of chronic headache and
stiff-neck have been cured simply
by taking a man away from.a job
he secretly hated, or by changing
the foreman he hates or fears,

People, like bus-driver, whose
work keeps them in a state of
tension, are very apt to get ulcers
of the stomach. The reason is
cbvious. We all know that
horrid feeling in the pit of the
stomack when we are riding in a
bus or a car and have nearly had
acrash. If this is repeated day
after day, something is bound to
give away., Recently scientists in
America have found (according to
one of the latest bulletins) that
people who are’ often angry and
resentful are much inclined to get
ulcers in the colon or big bowel.

The real trouble, of course, is,
that many people have not grown
up. They are still children, or
rather childish, in mind and soul
although they bave reached the
age of adulthood. And the
remedy is to grow up and be big
in every sense of the word.

In primitive life, if we run into
an enemy, we instinctively do
one of two things, We either
fight him or run away. In ecither
ca e what happens is that certain
glands in our bodies pump
chemical substances into the blood
stream. One of these substances,
called adrenalin, stops bleeding
and makes the hearf ga faster.
This is Nature's way of proteciing
us from injury and giving us the
energy to fight to win or to run
away and escape. These chemicals
also act as a spur to other glands
and organs of the body, all for
the same purpose. They generate
tremendous energy in the body.

When we fight or run away,
+ we use up the energy developed
by our glands, and the whole
business is ended. We have
balanced accounts. Buts ip our
more civilized way of living things
are much different. We cannot
fightor tun away every time we
meet an enemy. If we allow
ourselves to get into the habit of
being afraid or of hating people
and things, we make for ourselves
all soris of imaginary eoemies.
Every time we meet one of these
umaginary enemics, the same

thing happens as I have just
described.  Adrenalin is pumped
into the blood stream, the heart
is stimtslated, our breathing gets
shorter and faster, o’*her glands
are stimulated, every nerve and
muscle and sinew and blood-
vessel in the body is keyed up
and tenged for action. But we
do not fight or run away. We just
bold in everything and, so to say,
sit on the lid of the boiling pot.
At most we may do a lor of
shouting and arguing and talking
which only excites our glands the
more.

What happens then ?

All the tremendous energy that
has been generated in our bodies
does not get a chance to work
positively, to do something to
preserve our lives, to save our
bodies from injury. So we have
a terrific amount of energy
stiesing us up inside. Often it
shows in vioclent trembling and
shivering., But the result is much
the same as racing a motor-car
engine at top speed with the
brakes on. The engine gets over-
heated, worn out and everitually
something is bound to give way,

So too with our bodies, some-
thing eventually gives way and
we have cases of chronic head-
ache, nerves, sleeplessness, in-
digestion, stomach, duodenal and
bowel ulcers, heart troubles,
dropsy, kidney disease, and all
the long list of diseases and com-
plaints from which poor un-
fortunate kumans are sufferers.

It may not be so obvious to
everybody, but all our illnesses
actually begin in our minds and
our emotions. If we hate
people, if we are full of fear, if
we are stubborn or unreasonable
or selfish, if in any way we allow -
ourselves to have thoughts and
feelings that are destructive and
wrong, we are sowing the seeds

f sickness within our own bodues.
And as we sow, so shall we reap,

Tne obvious thing, then, is to
try to cultivate habits of love, of
calm, of courage and virtue. We
must turn our thoughts into
constructive” channels—build up,
not break down. In this the
wisdom of the East has a rich
treasure for those who will only
take the trouble to look therein
fos themselves. There are many
exercises of meditation and of the
body that can be practised with

great benefit that wlll bring feel.

ings of peace and quiet and of
love for one’s fellow men By

cultivating these feelings, we shal
overcome fear and hatred and
thus remove one of the chief
causes of illness in the world
today.

There is one thing 1 would
like tosay on this subject. As
long as men live on flesh as food,
I do not see how they can avoid
fear and hatred. Whenever an
animal is killed for food, it must
suffer terrible agonies of fear and
hatred, and these vibrations must
become impressed in every cell
of its body. Then, when the
flesh of that body is eaten as
food, those cells must carry the
vibrations of hatred and fear into
the flesh-eater’s bedy too, Man-
kind must, therefore, try to rise
above the practice of eaing flesh.

Do not tell me that this is im-
possible. My personal experience
has proved the contrary. For
26 years I have personally not
eaten flesh nor fish nor foul, not
even food contaminated with fat
or gravy from any living creature
that has been k tled or has died.
And I can state emphatically that
one can easily and pleasantly do
without flesh for food. It may
take a little bit of intelligence, a
little bit of study and of com-
monsense, but one can get pleaty
of good, healthful and appetising
food withcut the shedding of
blood. It is well worthwhile the
thought and the effort, In this,
the earnest and learned student
cf Nature Cure and natural living
can give invaluable aid and guid-

Ganesh Chaturthi

ANESH CHATURTHI an

important festival falls on
the fourth day of the month of
Bhadripad. Oa this day Gaoesk
ig worshipped in the form of a
clay figure, representing n fat
human hedy with an elepbant’s
head, ridinag on a rut, I'rom
the primitive sttributes of the
deity, it ccems he represents the
harvest festivel. Since rats are
the pests of crops Ganesha is
supposed to be the preserver of
crops from this pestileace. Such
conquests are symbolized by 1he
Indian mind in many other
ways, for ipstance Knshia
dancing on the bood of the
snake, Ksliya, whom he var-
quished, Thus Ganesh is the
God of the harvest and must
bave been the most popular
deity with the agriculturists,
Indian scholars are agreed on
this conception of Ganesha. Ig,
fact the Ganesh cult has a very
ancient origin, and it is natural
that the deity of harvest should
be popular in an agricultural
country. The worship of Ganesh
is particularly popular in the
Bomthy Presidency. In Hombay
the streets are blocked with such
processionists.

A popular legeod f{orbids
people to look at the moon on
this day. They say once upon
a time Ganesha was ridiog on
bis rat and he suddenly felf
down. Chandra, the Moon who
saw this, langhed. The angry
Gacesh immediately pronduaced
a curse on the Moon, Thus it

became an object of evil to men
and Gods, Having thus become
repugnant the Moor hid him.
self in a lotus, The world was
devoid of moon light. The gods
requested Ganesha to withdraw
the curse, Chandra was also
repentant and begged {o be
forgiven, Gaoesh pardoned lhe
Moon but ordained that ibe
curse would hold good on the
day of his worship,

Janmashtami
Janmashtami or Gokulashtami
is cclebrated in the second balf
of Shravan (July.September.)
The origin of the festivity is
Kiishoa the eigth incarnation
of Vishou, Kansa, the maternal
vocle of Krishoa, was warned
by an orarle that bis nephew
would kill bim, The kiog con.
templated to kill his sister even
at the nuptials, but bhe was
advised not to kill the innccent
woman, So he took a vow ta
kill all her issues, He put his
sister and her husband in a cell.
They were closelv watched and
each child was killed as it was
boro. Krishea was the eighth
child and he was born io a dark
duogeon, It is said that on the
night of bis birth the prison
doors flew open and the anxious
father took the child_ across the
flooded Jamunz to be brought
up by the king of the cowherds,
Nanda, and his wife Yashoda.
Thus the boy grew. This is the
Krishna of Gokul tbat has been
immortalizzd in Jyrics aand
epics, the Krishoa who inspired
the folklore poetry aod Vaish-

Young and
old dance to the accompaniment
of the ﬂ_ule.

Dussera

Connected with the Rama
cult, Dussera is an important
festival which marks the cul
mination of the Navaratra or
Nine Nights, It is held in the
mosth of Asvin (September-
October ) In the Northern party
of the country these pine days
are devoted to the enacting of
the main episodes of Rama'
life with empbasis on his con.
quest of Lanka. In the Indian
States it is celebrated with
great pomp, pageantry and
colour. The best Dussera pre-
cession is that of the Mysore
State.

But in other parls of the
country the Navaratra is beld
in benour of Durga, the goddess
of the warrior, The goddess it
sacred to the fizhting classes
and tbe ruling clans. The nige
nights are devoted to feastiog
and prayer in booour of Dargs.
