WHAT do you regard as the

But it was
good in :I way beCluse the coun­
try which did no't have these
periods of I~t :lnd tribulalions
beetme sugnant and the people
became indolent.

Calling upon the people to
work in a :spiril of give and take
Mr. Nehru said that only through
cooper3tive :lctivity could the
nation progress. Th3t was the
lesson Mahalma Gandhi had

; l3ught them.
I Referring to the presence of
I President Dr. Rajendra Pras3d at
I Raighat in the morning Mr.

Nehru said, "Today our Presi­
dent went 'to Rajgbal. I went
100 and there were other people
also. It was not merely to fulfill
the oblig:ltion that we went there
but 10 strenglhen our minds and
beaus with the help of old memo­
ries associaled with Gandhij.'s
memories which will always re­
main green. It is proper that we
today remind ourse.lves of Ihe
principles and lessons which
Gandhiji taught us."

• Economic Problems
Referring to Ihe economic pro­

blems facing the country the
Prime Minister said afler rfg.1in­
iog the freedom olher unfulfilled
asks :lcquired importance. These
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tasks had yet 10 be completed.
"\Ve have to fi!!hl many more
battles. In pJrticul:lr we have to
w;lge a w:lr against the poverlY of
people and against unemploy·
ment. If we emerge victorious
in these battles the whole nalion
of 400 million people will gra­
dually rise."

The Prime Minister referred to
the five-year plan prepared by'
the National Planning Commi!­
sion and said that· it would be
finalised in two months. The
pl,ln contained the line of how
the government proposed waging
war against poverty and unem­
ployment.

Mr. Nehru said, "People often
t31k of foreign :lid. India is not
opposed 10 tJking foreign aid
provided no politi~1 strings were
attached to it. But it is a bad
principle to Jook to foreign coun­
tries for :lid. The h:lbit of de­
pending on other counlries ulti­
m3tely weakens the country,"

Mr. Nehm praised Ibe villagers
who bad in recent months by
.their initialive dug wells, made
roads and PUI up school bUild­
ings. He gave the example of
China and SJid that the great
country ;lnd ils great people were
building up the.ir fulure them·
selves wilhC'ut foreign :lid.

Foreign Policy
Reiterating India s stand on

foreigh affairs Mr' Nehru said,
"\Ve want to have friendly rela­
tions with every country. \Ve
know our country is not very
strong or big. We do not want
to advise olher countries. But
we want to follow our own path
of peace and shall slrive our ut­
most to do so in our own way.
We of course cannot cut our­
selves :lway from tbe world and
so shall try wherever we can for
world pe;Jce. We know if war
comes it will reduce to shambles
this whole civilization of ours-and
usher an era of beaslliness. We
W30t therefore to see Ihal anothu
world war docs oot bre:lk out."

inAuence on personality, These
glands manufacture subslances
called hormones or "messengers"
tb~t are sent into the blood­
stre:lm and conveyed to different
imporraot centres of the body
which are lhen stimulated to an
ex.lraordi~ary degree. If :any such
gland is deficient or below par,
or over-developed, the production
of hormones is affected, OInd the
body is bound to suffer.

The simplest and most c1eOlrly
realited effect of glands on the
personality is seen in the case of
the sex glands of the male.
Castrate ~ bull calf and it will
grow up tn be an ox-a tOI:l1ly
different creature from the un·
castr.:lled bull. The whole appear·
