NIN spite of the numerous tecommendations made by interested organisitions and skilled observers, over the past fifteen

years in particular, South Africa has largely turaed 3 deaf ear to the warnings that unless some provision were made
for the teaining and ultimate absorption of the rising generations of Non Europeans as useful citizens into the community,
such potential citizens would become a burden, if not a menace, to the society which rejected them.

“Regardless of whether one considers that such Non Europeans should be integrated into the South African society
of to-day, or wlhether they should be isolated into their own society, the problem is left untouched, for in either eveat they
cannot become useful citizens unless they have been given the aims and aspirations of such and the necessary training
and guidance to harness their tremendous potential to a useful purpose,

“More spectacular problem, like those of the recent war, have been allowed to eclipse the urgent need of providing
for the training of this vast group of people, so that to-day South Africa is faced with the alarming problem of dealing with
thousands of Non-Europeans who, because they have been unable to sce any prospects of bettering themselves socially or
ecomonically, have turned in sheer hopelessuess to the idle and lawless alternatives left to him.

““Threatened by the monster they have created, the European citizens of the larger Scuth African centres have, seemingly,
still no concience regarding their deed, and it would appear no real appreciation of the magnitude of the problem that their
thoughtlessness (if not deliberate neglect) has brought about. They demand that lawless Non-European youth be removed
from the Townships and placed somewhere out of the way. No.one is particularly concerned as to just where it should be placed,
but all ace agreed that it should be removed. However convenient such a measure might at first prove, it is obvious that the
problem as such would be left un‘ouched. What provision has been made for the mounting stream of children growing
daily nearer to adolescence? When they are youths will they have been offered any hope of a self-respecting, useful life
within a community which values them as fellow-citizens?

“\Whatever measures are taken to deal with the present ugly situation, and it is to be hoped that this will not be required
to deteriarate before some measures are taken. South Africa must ensure that no stone s left unturned to transform this
vital, useful energy into a national asset. More attractive avenues of employment must be thrown opz2n to the Non-European
as an incentive of greater educational qualification and higher degrees of trained skill, cn' .very effort to setile this large
section of the commuaity as a happy, healthy and useful body must immed iately be taken.

Unhappily for mankind, the
the lust “for
worldly possessions, have com-
pletely distorted Man's outlook
We have com-
pletely lost our true sense of
values, The real jewels which in
trutb and fact are priceless “we
ignore or regard contemptuously,
in favour of worthless imirations
we cheat ourselves are the real
thing, 3

Nor does it help to console
ourselves with the thought that
we are nearly all in the same
boat,

Ignorance is none the lesy
ignorance because it is-shared by
willions. Each one of us has,
sooner or later, to pay the price
of his own mistakes; to reap the
fruits of his own foolishness,

Unless we are utterly stupid
and incapable of learning, our
own bitter experiences should be
turned te account and be made
useful object lessons as to the
things we, ourselves, should do
and not do. We are all too prone
to see the mote in the other man’s
eye while disregarding the beam
in our own,

The tragic phght in which the
Indian community finds itself to-
day, arises of course, in very great
measure, from the Government's

fust for place and power.
There are, one knows,. other
factors, but the powers-that-Be
are convinced that White Baas-
kaap is a card they can safely
play with the almost complete
approval of the electorate.

It is on record that just after
the last general election Dr.
Malan triumphantly proclaimed
“South Africa is once more Ours.”
Doubtless, the Hon. Gentleman

at having, at long last, achieved
his life’s ambition.

Dr, Malan’s own record in
respect of Apartheid should bave
warned, if it did not warn, the
electorate as to what  would
almost assuredly happen when
place and powersgave him the
opportunity.

Not, of course, that the Indian
community could have affected
the issue. Brown or black, not
to mention yellow skins don't
count in this country, except
perhaps as representing so much
unskilled labour-force.

No! The reference here is to
the more British-minded voters,
such as those of Natal, who fore-
saw golden prospects accruing to
them as a result of the despoiling
of the hated “'Coolies’” -

But who nevertheless failed to
anticipate the return to themselves
of the boomerang thrown and the
injury their weapon would inevit-
ably inflict on the throwers,

Quite obviously, they over-
looked the possibility of Racialism
in the guise of Apartheid being
turned against themselves and not
being restricted to “colour.” .

From ali of which there clearly
emerges the danger, always re-
cognised by mankind's wisest, of
entrusting great powee to human
beings who are constitutionally
incapable of exercising it imper-
sonally and impartially,

Nor, as a truth, does this lesson
apply less pointedly to the power
worldly wealth lends to its pos-
SesS0r3.

Power should be synonymous
with  duty; with Obligation.
Worldly sealth imposes a com-
mensurate  responsibility upon
those burdened with it.

It can never be better used
than in defence of a righteous
cause; never more profitably in-
vested than as a sacrificial offer-
ing on the altar of Righteousness.

Northern |Rhodesia
Europeans On
Federation

Representatives of the European
community of Broken Hill, Nor-
thern Rhodesia, urged that too
much weight should not be at-
tached to Native opposition to the
federation of Northern and
Southern Rhodesia and Nyasa-
land, when they met the Secretary
of State for the Colonies, Mr.
James Griffiths, at Broken Hill
last week and handed to him a
petition in favour of federation
signed by 1,178 of the European
inhabitants of Broken Hill. They
said Native opposition came only
fromd a small educated minority,
The great majority of Natives,
they said, know nothing about
the question. Obpe delegate said
he feared that if federation did
not go through, Northern Rho-
desia and Nyasaland would
eventually be ruled by Indians as
the Asiatic population of those
territories was increasing much
more repidly than the European.
Another said the European
settlers feared it was the policy
of the United Kingdom Govern-
ment to establish Native para.
mountcy.

Mr. Griffiths  replied  that
he had consulted Native
opinion through what the Gov-
ernment thought the best media
for expressing their opinions,
Most of them were official Na-
tive representative bodies. Mr.
Griffiths said he must take the
views of every section of the
community  expressed to him
through recognised representative
bodies as being the genuine
views of those sections of the
community. Mr. Griffiths said
be was against domination by
either 'Europeans or Natives,
‘The policy of his Government
was 1o develop racial partnerahin
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The Protectorates

R. D. F. MALAN,
the Prime Minister
of the Union, in his

speech at East Londom last
week stated that he would
make the Proteclorates an
election issue.  Since then
the Protectorates have be-
come the topic  of
discussion throughout the
country.  The whole ques-
tion  boils down to White
vs non-White. The fate of
the non-White people hangs
in the balance.  \Whenever
vital affecting the
Whites arise very little at-
tention is paid to the in-
terests or the feclings of the
non-Whites, The \Vhites
make the decisions and the
non-\Whites whether they
like it or not have just to
fall in, “Jtisa wonder that
the Protectorates have so far
not been incorporaied with
the Union and that the non-
White population of those
areas have still been the
charyge of the British Gov-
ernment. There was a time
when 1t did not make much
difference in whose charge
they were. They were un-
der a despotic rule, whether
they were under the Union
Government or under the
British Government. The
rule of the sword prevailed.
With the change in the
attitude of the British Gov-
ernment recent years,
things have become some-
what different. The non-
Whites in the Protectorates
have been given some hopes
which they cherish and they
arc not willing to be thrown
to the mercies of the Union
Government. Nor can they
be blamed for it. Forare
not even Lnglish-speaking
people of the Union feeling
rather uncomfortable under
the present regime, notwith-
standing the-fact that they.

main

issues

in

have a say in the Govern-
ment? No \White man, who
is not an Afrikaner, or black
would to day like to change
over to the Union Govern-
ment.  They are more in-
clined to get out of it.

The British Government's
recently changed Colonial
policy is admirable. We
do not say this because it
suits us but because it is a
wise cne in the interests
of the British themselves.
there

For is no greater
the goodwill
vast masses of
the people.  The fate of the
masses of the non-\White
people in the Protectorates
is in the hands of the British
Government. The stand it
has taken uptill now is very
satisfactory. The Secretary
of State for the Com-
monwealth Relations, Mr.
Gordon Walker, has made
it clear that the DProtec-
torates will not- be trans-
ferred to the Union without
consulting the local people
both \White and non-\White
or without the consent of
the British Parliament. ‘The
British Government to-day
is weak and is pronc to
succumb to outside pres-

sure. The non-Whites in
the  Protectorates  have
reason therefore to  be

a little nervous, and it is to
be urged upon the British
Government that it should
stick to the spirit of its pro-
mise and under no circum-
stances give way to pressure
by interpreting the letter
to suit the circumstances,
We are compelled reluctant-

ly to sound this note of
warning because of our
bitter experiences in the

past. Wequote the following
from a leading article of the
“Rand Daily Mail” on the
subject:

4
*.,....With regard to the Pro-
tectorates the present Govera-
raent has done the Union in-
calculable harm. Any desite
which the inhabirants of these
tesritories might have for in-
orporation has been completely
dispelled by recent events in
the Union. A plebiscite in the
Protectorates would show that
almost 100 per cent. of their
population was against incorpo-
- gation, And in the curiously
blundering way in which the
Nationalists go about things,
having first made incorporation
about as difficult as it possibly
can be, they now demand that
it be put into effect. Dr. Malan
seeks comfort in the view that
although the British Govern-
ment have undertaken 1o con-
sult the Natives about handing
over the Protectorates, this
“never meant that the British
Government would be bound
by the views of the Natives.”
If it did not mean that, what
did it mean? For the British
people the undertaking is a
matter of honour, implicit in
which fs a moral duty far more
compelling than a dozen written
contracts, The Nationalists, as

.
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we have seen, do not set vety
great store by principles of that
kind; but they are wrong in
thinking that others will also
scoff at solemn undertakings,
Dr, Malan, in raising the Pro-
tectorates issue, may find that
the ordinary South African
- voter will reply:  “Forget about
the Swazis. What about doing
something for me instead?"”

The words we have ita-
licised above are true about
the “DBritish people” and
the same can equally be
said to the credit of the
“Afrikaner people.” Very
unfortunately, however, (and
we must be forgiven for
saying so) the same is not
true about the Govern-
ments. If it were, the lot
of the non-\Whites—the In-
dians, the Africans and the
Colourds—in South Africa
would have been
better than it is.

Booklet On Group Areas Act

A 43.page booklet on the
Group Areas Act, by Mr. Ken-
neth  Kirkwood,- Lecturer in
Native Administration and Law
at the University of Natal, has
been published by the South
African Institute of Race Rela-
tions, The [fastitute says that
considerable trouble has been
taken both by the author and
itseif to ensure absolute accuracy
in the interpretation of an Act
which canpot fail to influence
the lives of hundreds of South
African citizens, In view of the
fact that the Group Areas Act
is onc of the most complieated
piece of legislation the Union
Government has so far pro-
duced, 1t was highly necessary

that a simplified version was
published for the benefit of
the common man. The pub-

lic has to be grateful both to
Mr. Kenpeth Kickwood and to
the South African Institute of
Race Relations for having ful-
filled that propose.

Going Forward Step By Step,
Says Strydom

“If the White man does not
abolish the Coloured franchise on
the common voters’ roll, the
White man will not remain
master in South Africa,” said
the Minister of Lands and Irfiga-
tion, Mr. Strydom, at a meeting

in the Bethlehem Town Hall
recently.  The |United Party
had declared in black and white in
1943 and 1944 that it would
gradually extend the franchise to
Coloured people, Indians and
Natives, as they developed, he
said. Asked by a questioner why
the “English flag is fiying here,”
be replied “we are going forward
step by step’ The questioner
should be patient. The Govern
ment would not refuse Romarn
Catholics’ entry into the country,
but there was controlled immigra-
tion and the Government would
see to it that the country re-
mained Protestant, he said.

‘Drastic Action’ Demanded
Against Non-Europeans
Assaulting Europeins
The Cape Provincial . Congress
of the Nationalist Party in East
London last week unanimously
adopted a tesolution demanding
that  the Government take
“drastic action” in all cases of
attacks by wnon-Europeans on
Eurapeans, pacticularly European
women, and that heavier sentences,

including corporal isk

should be imposed on those con*
victed of such assaults, Mrs. F.
Marais (Malmesburg), moving the
resolution. Said prison sentences
meant .oothing to this kind of
non-European  criminals, and
very often they immediately com-
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mitted the same kind of crime
when they were released. Mrs,
Marais was interruped by cries
of #Hang them” when she said:
“We demand the severest punish-
ment for these criminals,”

Might it ot pertinently be
asked why Europeans convicted
of assaulting non-Europeans and
particularly non-European women
should also not be dealt with as
drastically? Or are there going
to be two separate scales of
justice for the Whites and the
Blacks?

Dr. Malan Defines
Communist

The Prime Minister, ~Dr.
Malan, speaking in Bloemfon-
tein on Tuesday, September 11_
is reported to have said, he had
accused the Torch Commando of
being Communist  orientated.
The Terch Commando had de-

nied this. “I stand by what I
have said,’” Dr. Malan sa_id.
Their tactics compared with

those of Communist Russid, The
C i recogaised no
Colour bar. The Torch Com-
mando also recognised no Colour
bar.

The inference is that those
who recognise no Colour bar are
Communists.

Donges On Group
Areas Act

Replying to a resolution asking
for the application of the Group
Areas Act in Capetown to be
speeded, the Minister of the In-
terior, Dr. Donges, said atthe
Cape Congress of the Nationalist
Party in East London, last week.
The Cape office of the Advisory
Boird on land ownoership was
busy with preparatory work for
the creation of group areas in Ehc
Cape. Control over eccupation
would be introduced as soon as
possible. “Ican assure you that
there will be no waste of time in
this important work, but rapid
results cannot be expected. It
can be completed only in the
course of years. There is, pow—
ever, every reason 1o be satisfied
with the working of the Act so
far, and there is sufficient evi-
dence that the different groups
are already preparing to move
from areas where they know they
will not be allowed to remain.

Minister Of Transport
On Apartheid

The Minister of Transport,
Mr. Sauer, speaking at the Cape
o of the Nationalist Party
in East London last week said
the Government had done much
to bring about the gradual intro-
duction of apartheid in suburban
trains and buses and in taxis,
The difficulty was that bus com-
panics operated on 3 relatively
small profit, he said. If they
were forced to run parallel  ser-
'vices at peak hours they would
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not be able to operate at a profit,
and it would be necessary to sub-
sidize them. Were they prepared
for the sake of apartheid to have
their fares increased by, say, 50
per cent? He would first have
to find out whether the people
who used the buses were pre-
pared to pay considerably higher
fares before the policy could be
enforced. In the meantime, as
far as possible, the Goverament
were teying to ensure that apart-
heid was observed in new bus
services, .

National Council Of Women
Protests
Emphatic disapproval of the
suggestion that bus fares in the
Cape Peninsula should be raised
to allew for the introduction of
apartheid was voiced by Mr. W.
F. Grant, of the Nationa! Council
of Womer, inan inter view in Cape-
town last week., The suggestion
was made by the Minister of
Transport, Mr. Sauer and other
Government Members of Parlia-
ment, at the Natiopalist Party
congress in East London. “It
is sheer presumption on the part
of Mr, Sauer and his colleagues
to suggest that Cape(owx\: bus-
users might be prepared to pay
up 10 50 per cent, more in fares
for the sake of apartheid. I
am sure I speak for thousands
of fellow-travellers when I say
that T would not be prepared tq
pay a halfpenny more for a bus
ticket for the ‘privilege’ of apar-
theid, The National Council of
women opposed apartheid in
trains and post offices. We
will oppose it tooth and nail
in the buses as well. The vast
majority of us here in the
Peninsula are quite satisfied with
the present condition. 1: is
mot we who want apartheid.
‘That idea is being fcisted upon
us by colour-conscious reac-
tionaries up-country, We do not
~want to accept their apar-heid
theories — far  less to pay for
them."”

Minister Of Education On
Apartheid In Univer ity
The Government was anxious
to have 100 per cent, apartheid
in all the universities, the Minister
of Education, Mr, J. H. Viljoen
is reported to have said at the
~ Cape Nationalist Congress in East
London. It was difficult, how-
ever, to do away in a moment
with  long-established systems,
and to overcome the difficuley
that many of these institutions
were autonomous by legislation
he said. Mr. Viljoen said that
he thought growing public

opinion would alter the policies .

of universities. The martter had
the Government’s attention, and
it was hoped gradually to establish
the position where Natives would
have their own higher education
in theic own areas. It was not

Emigrants To Rhodesia Must
Have Residence Permits

From September 1, no immigrant
wishing to enter Southern Rho-
desia is admitted unless he is in
possession of a residence permit
issued by an Immigrants' Selec-
tion Board, states a message
from  Salisbury. This new
regulation applies both to aliens
and to British subjects. The
only exceptions will be people
who can prove that they had
made all airangements to come
to Rhodesia before July 13 last
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—the date when the new regu-
lations were published. People in
the Union who wish to settle in
Southern Rhodesia must now
apply for residence permits to the
British or aliens’ immigration
selection beoards 1 Salisbury.
Visitors will not be -allowed to
stay longer than six months in
the Colony without special per-
mission from the Chief Immigra-
tion Officer.

their wish, expressed two years
ago, not to be incorporated in
tike Union whose policy in direc-
ting Native affairs is not in any,
way desirable.

“As it ceems that Dr, Malan
has no policy lor his own people
in South Aflrica, how can he
govern us?’ one asked. “The
British Government aims ult.-
mately at giviog s self.govern-
ment. There are milliens of
Africans under Dy, Malan but’
they have not a single govei-
ning council. Even the Repre-
sentative Council has been
abolished, What hope have we
in such darkness?

“1 have visited Johaonesburg
before and since D:. Malan’s
Government - got into power,”
another said. ‘1 found
most Africans dissatisfied with
the present Governmest, Would
another Government make acy
difference? No, we want to°
remain under British rule.”

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INADEQUATE HOSPITAL SERVICES FOR
- NON-EUROPEANS

N a memorandum submitted

to the Commission of In-
quiry io connection with hos.
pital services in Natal, the
Natsl Iudian Congress (Pieter-
maritzburg  Branch) states:
Facilities provided for hos-
pita'imtion of non European
patients in  Pietermaritzburg
have always been very meagre.
This bas been so inspite of the

fact that ths densely popu-
lated  districts  all  arouni
have rever had eny hos-

pita\ fac'iies for non.Euro-
pean patients aod ere conses
quently dependent upoo what-
ever facilities are available
jn  the city itself, Tke
entire Indian commupity of
Pietermaritzbucg, comprising
olever thousand, had to
meke the most of 4o bedsat
Grey's Hospital, This short-
age of bospital beds must there-
fore deprive cven the most
deserving patients of the bepe-
fits of hospitalisation, The per-
petual shortage of teds at
Grey’s Hospital, and the difli-
culty in finding accommodation
for non-European patients must
necessarily act asa deterrent to
practitioners advising hospita.
lisation of even serious cases.
Patients \often quite seriously
ill do not seek admission for
fear of refusal and, if of poor
financial circumstances, must go
untreated, Patients suffering
from chronic ailments seldom if
ever are admitted,

That a provincial hospital
catesing to the needsofa none
. Buropean population of 30,000,

should lack aseperate ward for
{he treatment of childrens® disea.
ses is sufficient proot of the utter
jnadequacy of hospital facilities
for opon-Europeans in Pieter~
maritzburg, serving not only
its owp population, but the
population of the entire Natal
midlauds, where facilities are
totally nou-2xistant.

At Grey's Hospital, the non-
European out-patients Depart-
ment is 5o constantly subject to
over-zrowdiog that patients of-
ten bave to waitall day and at
the end go unattended, The
erection of the proposed non-
European Hospitalat Edendale,
will remedy to some extent the
very serious shortcomings in the
existing hospital
Whilst the bulk of the non«
European patients will be ac.
commodated at the new hos.
pital it must be borae in mind
that facilities such as non-
European out-patients Depart-
ment, T.B, Clinic, Ante.natal
clinic and Radiology Depart-
ment must of pecessity be pro-
vided for non-Europeans at

facilities, .

Grey’s Hospital, in addition fo
similar facilities which may
exist at the new hospital at
Edendale.  Qut-door palients
tequiriog day to day, or urgent
or frequent atteation cannot be
expected to make trips to Lden-
dale, por can it be expected of
sn'e-datal cases fo make the
trip to Edendale at frequent
intervals without considerable
inconvenience and cxpense, It
caanot be too strongly stressed
that these facilities must ba
preseat at Grey’s Hogpital, to
serve the peeds ol the large
number -of non.European city
dwellers,

In Pietermaritzburg, faci.
lities for the trairing of non-
European ourses and midwives
are pon-existant, Young women
aspiriog to train as nurses from
throughout Natal, have to de-
pead vpon whatever facilities
are provided at King Edward
VIIl. Hospital, in Durban,
Both at this hospital and at the
Mission Hospitals, such as
McCord's and St. Aidan's, there
are long waiting lists with the
result that aspiring nurses lose
valuable time before being ad-
mitted to a training course in
nursing., This wonld tend to
discourage young womea going
into the nursiog profession and
thereby perpetuate the very
serious problem of the shortage
of nursing personnel and of mid.
wives. Tne new hospital at
Edendale, must therefore serve
as the training ground for non-
Europesn nurses and midwives,
It ust be emphasised that if
non-European women are to be
trained as midwives then the
Edendale hospital must be open
to them for training. Any con.
teation  tbat  non-European
women be excluded from train«
ing as midwives at Edendale,
on the grounds that there are
sulficient facilities for them at
King Edward VIII. Hospital,
is certainly not borne out by
facts. 1t may be mentioned
here also that the employment
ol non European nursing stafis
to tend to non- Eutopean
patients is-the only effectiva
safeguard against the reliance
placed upos untrained persons
nel in the non-European wards
of provincial hespitels, Weare
convinced that the problem
affecting the health of the popu.
latioo of the Province, can only
bs successfully tackled if all
trained medical persoonel, both
European aod noun-European,
are free to make their contri.
bution in this field, at present
non-European members of the
medical prolession are pot taken

oo either the paid or honorary
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stalla ol hospitals or Local
Health clioics irrespective of
the fact that advertised vacan-
cies may remaia uafilled for
any length of time Such a
pasition cannot but adversely
aff:ct the successful operation
of provincial health services.
Whatever may be ths reasons
for tbis discriminatory treats
meat - between non-European
and European medical person-
nel what has never bezn undes.
stood is the gtounds upon which
non-European practitioners are
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prevented from treating their
own private (even non-Euro.
pean) patients in the pon.Euro-
pean_ watrds of “open” provin.
cial bospitals, No Satisfactory
explanation for this restraint
has been forthcoming but such
a state of affairs does exist, It
will be readily appreciated that
this is most unsatisfactory from
the point of view of the patient
for it makes it incambent on
1lie patient to change his or bet
doctor the moment the quastion
of hospitalisation arises.

GORDON WALKER ON FUTURE OF
THE PROTECTORATES

HERE was no obligation on

the British Government
under the Souith Africa Act of
jguy to baud the Protectorates
over to the Union, but Britain
would be ready to talk the
matter over if ever the Govera-
ment of the Union wanted to
taise it, said the Se-retary of
State for Commonwealth Rela:
tions, Mr. Patrick Gordon Wal-
ker, at a Press conlerence in
Salisbury om Monday. The:
South Africa Act said merely
that the King might (oot shally
transler the territories to the
Unicn. “Esactly 1{he same
words are used in the preceding
section of the Act about South-
ern Rhodesia,” said My, Gordon
Walker, "“In 1gog the future ef
Southern Bhodesia was not
clear, Later the Rhodesians
bad a vote aboul joining the
Union. The South Africa Act
says that the King may transe
fer Bouthern Rhodesia to the
Union,

"Therefore, there canuvot be
any more obligation to transfer
the territories than there is to
transfer Southern Rhodesia.”
Mr. Gordon Walker said that all
the South Africa Act did was to
provide machinery by which
both Bouthern Rhodesia and the
Protectorates could be traps-
ferred to the Union if all the

parties concerned agreed én the
transfer. .

He said the British Govern.
ment recognised that South
Africa had a coocern jn the
future of the Protectorates, but
the policy of the British Gov.
ernment towards them bad
been laid down when the South
Alrica Act was passed and had
not been changed,

+The  British  Government
would not agree to the transfer
of the Protectorates without
consulting the local populations
both European and Native, or
without the consent of the
British Parliament,

HIS summer, during the
pleasant  sunoy  weather
which has followed a cold and
belated spring, the atmosphere of
Festival England has changed in
a fashion which no one would
have predicted when a ceotenary
successor of the Great 1851 Ex-
hibition was first proposed.

If you had been here then, you
would have heard sceptical ques-
tions on every side. “Why a
Festival?” people were asking.
#We're not- at the top of the
world as we were a hundred years

“ago; we’re poor, and scemingly
chained to austerity for ever. All
our best products are marked ‘For
export only,’ and after six years
we're still recovering from the
effects of a second war and pre-
paring for a third. So what is
there to celebrate? Why a Festi-
val2”

All the same, the idea proved
%o be organic, and grew. The
thought of creating beauty and
enjoyment for visitors to Britain
whea British prospects seemed to
be at their blackest appealed to
the national sporting instinct, Of
course thare were the usual pessi-
mists who prophesied that this
experiment in hope would end in
baokruptey and disaster, and at
ficst the numerous strikes, the
hushed-up suggestions that na-
tional funds were being misused,
and the mterminable sea of mud
which flowed like lava all over
the site of the Battersea Pleasure
Gardens, appeared to justify rheir_
datkest predictions. Buat if you
were here today, you would find
that these gloomy forecasts have
vanished like morning mist, and
are not even remembered,

The desire to have a party is
one of the earliest and strongest
of human instincts; once it is
roused, no power om earth can
prevent the citizens of any coun-
try from following the flags, music
and fireworks.

Out of the original inspiratien,
Festivals of all kinds have come
into being, some cultural and in-
tellectual, others frankly designed
‘to satisfy the primitive passion
for a funfare. The South Bank
Exhbibition, with its imaginative
Dome of Discovery and giant
Skylon like a steel pencil pointing
confidently heavenwards, stands
at the centre of the scheme,
though you would find the biggest
crowds in the Festival Pleasure
Gardens.  Visitors  with more
specialised tastes have been able
10 satisfy them at the Exhibition
of Science in the South Kensinn-
ton Science Museum, the Book
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Exhibition at the Victoria and
and Albert Museum showing
Britain’s contribution to litera-
ture from Chaucer to Shaw, and
the East-End Exhibition of Archi-
tecture in the district now called
“Lansbury’’ aftec England’s great-
est pacifist statesman.
Far Beyond London

The Festival spirit bas, of
course, gone far beyond London,
Apart from the travelling exhibi-
tions visiting Britain's leading
cities by land, and also by sea in
the Festival ship “Campania,”
you could explore an Exhibition
of Industrial Power in Glasgow,
a Farm and Factory Exhibition at
Belfast, and an Exhibition of
Scottish Architecture and Tradi-
tional Crafts in Edinburgh., Ap-
propriate certres all over the
country have staged Festivals of
the Arts; you could take your
choice of the plays and pageants
being performed in  Cathedral
cities such as Oxford, Cambridge,
Canterbury, York, and Norwich,
or of the Festival of British Con-
temporary Music at Chelienham
Spa, or the Aldeburgh Festival of
Music and the Arts which centres
round the home and work of
another pacifist, Benjamin Britten;
or the Festival of Mnsic and
Worship at St, David's, Pem-
brokeshire. Here a long narrow
lage leads between high flower-
covered banks to the small Cathe-
dral, which looks towards the sun-
set from the fartbest western point
of Wales. )

It goes without saying that

some of Britain's greatest figures -

have inspired special Festivals
associated with their names, You
would confidently and correctly
guess that we should stage a
Shakespeare Festival at Stratford,
but you might pot have predicted
the celebration of John Bunyan's
life and work by the reconstruc-
tion and official reopening of the
old Moot Hall on Elstow Green
associated with his Bedfordshire
childhood, or the numerous per-
formances of “The Piigrim's Pro-
gress” which have ranged from
the elaborate  production of
.Vaughan Williains  Opera at
Covent Garden to village render-
ings in Memorial Halls or re-
constructed barns, * Charles Dick-
ens too has bhad his Festival
Pageant at Rochester in Kent,
while the Sherlock Holmes Ex-
hibition at Abbey House in Lon-
don's Baker Street celebrates the
fame of Conan Doyle through his
best-known fiction character.
Not only cities and villages, but
castles, priories, industrial insti-
tutions, and Churches conscious
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of their history, bave organised
their jndividual Festivals, You
could visit the Woburn Park Ex-
hibition opened to the public by
the Duke of Bedford, the Pageant
and Festival at Egremont Castle
in Cumberland, the 50th Aani-
versary Exhibition put on by the
Bournwville Trust in their Quaker
Garden Village on the outskirts
of Birmingham, or the St. Mar-
tin’s Festival Exhibition which
daily draws large crowds to the
Crypt of Dick Shippard’s Church
in Trafalgar Square. Here the
eight centuries of the Church's
history are pictorially presented on
screens, and a booklet, *The Story
Of St. Martin's which I wrote at
the present Vicar's request, is
sold in aid of the parisk funds.

Gaiety Functions

At the functions arranged for
gaiety rather than education,
some of the simplest and
brightest features bave been the
most successful. The falling red,
green and silver stars of the first
Fireworks display at the Festival
Gardens brought so large a crowd
of cars, prams, and pedestrians to
the opposite side of the river that
the wsually quiet evening Em-
bankment front of our house re-
sembled Margate Pier. Amid the
innumerable booths in the Gardens
themselves, one long gqueue is
always waiting to watch the crea-
tion of a huge plastic bubble
impervious to pins or lighted
cigarettes, and another stands in
line to purchase brightly-coloured
pocket combs inscribed with a
personal name. Four Indian guests
whom 1 recently took to the
Gardens at once ordered a dozen,
specially inscribed with names
unfamiliar in England to give to
their friends in Calcutra

You may well ask me what
general effect I have noticed here
from this strange combination of
cultural effort with the mestal and
cemotional equivalent of Southend
or Coney Istand. One undoubt-
ed consequence has been a gradual
rise of national spirits, accom-
panied by 2 marked change in
conversation.

A year ago we were 2ll talking
about the Third World War cer-
tain to develop out of the conflict
in Korea. Even last spring, when
the March mud was doing its
worst in Battersea Park, we still
saw ourselves as the radio-active
wreckage left over from a global
clash between the United Srates
and the Soviet Union. Yet some-
how; since the various Festivals
began in May, wars past, present
and to vcome have gradually
vanished as conversational topics.
So have shortages, rising prices,
4nd the meat-ration; a rejuvenated
public appears to calculate rhat,
if it is going to be ruined, it might
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as well first listen to a concert
conducted by Sir Adrian Boule
in the Festival Hall, or join the
coach-loads screaming in scared
delight as they plunge up and
- down the Giant Dipper,

1 do not_ imagine that the
Festival organisers really intended
to banish the philosophic accept-
ance of continuous war which had
become chronic among the British
people, but that in fact is what
they have done.  The Festival of
Britain  has restored to us our
consciousness of beauty and
achievement, curiosity and fun;
and we coantemplate our future
from a new perspective.

Training College For
Indian Teachers

Opened By Administrator
At Springfleld

R. D. G, Shepstone, the
Administrator of Natal, per-
formed the opening ceremany of
the newly built Training College
for Indian teachers at Springfield,
Durban, on Saturday, September
8, The Administrator was ac-
companied by the Prime Minister
of Belgium, M. Joseph Pholien
and Mme. Pholien, who are visit-
ing the Union. -

The College has been built at
a cost of £40,000 and is expected
to produce about 100 teachess
annually. The institution, the
Administrator said in the course
of his speech, marked “the reali-
sation of a long-cherished dream
and the end of an epoch when we
were compelled by circumstances
to accept the service of lowly-
qualified, untrained teachers in
our Indian schools,

“The college will bear compari-
son with any of its type in South
Africa,” he continued, “With its
spacious lecture rooms, beautifully
equipped laboratory, magnificent
hall, library, art, domestic science
and handicraft rooms, there is
nothing for which our students
will want in their training."

The Administrator emphasised
that the college was intended for
both Indian and  Coloured
teachers.

“I think it would be to the
advaatage of Coloured education
generally if the Coloured students
were to join forces with the In-
dians in this establishment, where
the whole emphasis can be placed
on teacher-training,” he said,

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POLICE TRAP CRITICISED BY JUDGE

uIF the story told by Manny
N:idoo is true, that on no
other occasion did he ever pure
chase gold, then I express my
strong disappoval of a European
bzir ¢ used as a trap in this case,"”
said Mr, Justice Neser at the
East Rand Criminal Sessions,
Springs, on Friday, Scptember 7.
“Two Indians, both of Nigel,
had pleaded guilty to buying
9,7 oz. of gold from a police trap.
Evidence given by Det.-Sgt. O.
A. van der Heever was that on
July 2 near Negel he and other
members of the force met a
Edropean. Later the two
accused arrived and were in-
troduced to van der Heever by
this European. The two Indians
later bought the gold for £50.
Naidoo said that he knew
the European to whom the police
referred. He had sold vegetables
to the man at cost price because
he and his family were poor and
sickly.
The European had asked him
to try and find buyers for gold to

help him augment his income
and, although he had not at first
done anything about it, he had
eventually agreed to buy the gold.

Passing sentence, the Judge
said: It gives a feeling of almost
disgust, that the European who
made these people purchase the
gold will now be rewarded with
one-third of the value of the con-
fiscated gold, while the two ac-
cused will be branded as crimi-
nals."

Mr. Justice Neser said that in
the past he understood that it was
the custom, before trapping the
people, to first test them, He
had now been informed that this
was on longer regarded as a rule.

‘CONGRESS TANGLE

HFE tangle in the Congress

between Mr. Nehrn, Prime
Minister, on the one hand, and
Mr. Paorushottamdes Tanden,
Clopgrees President, on the other,
occupies 1he centre of publio
attention, It ie not a personsl
but a constitailonal iesue. Before
the advent of freedom, the Con-
gresa President’s position was ot
pupreme importance in the Con.
gress. Now we have the Prime
Minister aod the Congress Presi.
dent—both leading fgures in the
Congress;—and l_he ralalions be-
tween the two have got to be
defined. As happens under de-
mocracy everywhere, the real
Jeader of a party ie the Prime
Minister; snd the Party Chairman
{ae in this case is the Congress
President), thongh an important
figure, obvionsaly takes a second
piece. It {s the latter's {fanction
mainoly to etreogtben the party
organieation and to look after its
smooth and efficient working.
This leaves Lhe Prime Minister—
the Party leader—free to attend
to the Government's sdministra=
tion and to the implementation
of polie ¢, the brodd outlines of
whioh sre laid down by the
Party. If the Party does not
approve of the polices of its
leader, it ia for the Party to re.
move bim by & vote of no con-
fidence and to chose a new leader
in his place. Buteo long as the
leader continues to enjoy the
osonfidence of the Party, his posi.
tion is predominant. Erven in
the case of a Prime Minister’s
office being vacant, the Party

Chalrman is not auntomatioally.

asked to oceupy the place—as
has happened on several occasicns
in Dritain, In India, in practice,
the Congress President’s position
has become one of second im-
portance. For example, the title
‘Rashtrapati,’ whioh for years
wes upofficially need with refer-
ence to the Oongress Prepident,
{s now officially used wilb refer-
ence to the President of the
Indian Repnblie, who, at present,
bappens to be Dr Rsjendra
prasad.

Immediate Issues

The immediate iesue is the
suggrestion by My, Nehrn that
the Congresa Working Commil-
tee, whioh under the Congresa
Constilution ia appointed by the
Congress President, shonld be
reappointed by the latter. This
Mr. (Tandon has refased to do.
The question is now to come
before the AN Indias Coogrees
Oommittee next week.  MMr.
Nerhun, explaining his stand, asid
that the eeeming growlh of dis
unity within the Congrees made
it diflonlt to mseke the praper
appeal to the country, His own
efforts in that coomeolion bad
failed. His resolations, as to
what the Congrees stood for, had
been passed bnt wera not acted
upon. “\We have Joat,” he gaid,
“anf rtunately, a good deal 6f

~ the idealiom that we hsd in the

pasgt......It {8 not right, I think,
for o great organisation to speak
or act io two wsys in regard to
important mattera of the moment.
This attitudse is most unnfortanate
when the connlry is faced with

problema like the Indo-Paktstani
orisis. He bad felt it more and
moro that one of the right ap-
proaches was the reconstitation
or recooslraction of tne Congress
Working Committee. The frst
thing that the Congresss had to
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deoide, be mld, was to deolars
both by word and by action
whioh way ft was going, whet it
steod for, without a shadow of
doabt., That also incivded the
negative—what' it completely
opposed.

KASHMIR NOT PAWN ON INTERNATIONAL
CHESS-BOARD

PEAKING on the ocecasion of
the Kashmir Untiversity
Convocalion at Shrinagar on Sep-
tember 1 Prime Minister Mr,
- Nehru observed that Kashmir
was not 3 pawa oo internatiooal
cheesstosrd. The iesues arlaing
from Knashmir were vital and
concerned the peopls who inbabi-
ted that great land. Aoy solu-
ion whioh ignored the funda-
montals wounld HKave repercus
pions of far-reaching natare
involving ©pot only Kashmir,
India aond Pakistan but maay
other conntries. He said the
youthe of Kishmir who had
passed throngh ita ordeal shoald
now decide thelr fature with
eteadfeatness of - purpose and
coorage of heart.

Remindiog the gradoates of
the hiatoric contribution of ifa
hatma Gandhi to Lhe canse of
Indian freedom Prime Minister
Mr. Nehra said India waa en-
elaved not beocause ths alien
power wai atrong but because
“we are weak-hesrted.”” It was
Gandhiji who gave vitalily and
pew life to the nation,

Addressing the counvacation of
the Kishmir Univereity India’s
Home Minister Mr. Q. Rajago-
palachari eaid, “With this uoi-
versity I8 bound up Lhe fature
of Kashmir. The intelligentsia
of Kashmir will have their roote
in this university. Political life
in Kashmir will be vigorous and
healthy materially and spirits-
ally in measurs of vigour aad

health of the nuiversity of Kash-
mir. Not in the hands of the
Secartly Council or the Copstie
taent Assembly rests the real
futnre of Kashmir. It lathis
nniversity and its progrees that
will make or mar and shape the
falare of this coontry.”

Advislog the stndents the
Home Minister sid, ‘“‘Let it be
the special pride of the Kashmir
Univereily that ber young men
imbibe better than aoywhere elae
the great ttath that in the eyes
of God all men afe equslly
beloved. Whether you rra
QOhristian or Jew or Hinda or
Muesslman  or Sikh or Parsee if
you imsegined that God is in love
with any partionlar doctrine or
form of worship you would be
ntterly mistaken. I do nctesy
this becanse ouor politics and oor
national progrees requires such
an attitnde. I say it becauss it
is troth and it isa folly to be-
lieve otherwise.”
