EV. R. SORENSEN, M.P. delivered a lecture on the above subject at the
aanual meeting of the Social Service Union of the General Assembly of
Unitarian and Free Christian Churches, held in London recently. A short

summary is given below.

“The Churches and the Colour Bar” was both a moral and a religious problem

The

colour bar existed in England Indeed, it was actively applied in some dance halls,

and one indeed, of special concern to members of a free relicious community,
hotels and lodging houses. Gregarious people were instinctively afraid of people

having characteristics different from those of their own community. People who
3 1

were diflerent were often instinctively assumed to be inferior. A peculiar emotional
intensity was often associated with the emphasis on apparent racial difterences.
The Prime Minister of South Africa justified the policies of his party by an appeal
to pseudo scientific and oddly biblical rationalizations.

To impose a colour bar was to denigrate our own humaanity. As conditions
were now, the speaker feaved that international wars might be followed by inter-
racial wars and we ought to be working not only for international, but also iater-
racial peace.

The colour bar represented a challenge to religion, especially to the liberal
faith. Members of a Democratic Christian Church must realize that the colour
bar was in coaflict with democratic principles.
which

There were ways in which the Christian could make his practical witness.

There was surely something in
Christianity transcended emotional principles and conditioned reflexes.

(1) The colour bur must be repudiated as something wrong and evil.

(2) All races must be treated with respect, whatever their colour or cultural
differencus.

(3) Colour must not be regarded as a misfortune over which we must be con-
descending and generous, but as an inevitable part of life's variety.

(4) We must press for legislation maling colour prejudices illegal in our
country.

(5) We must realize that prejudices can not be legislated cut of people'’s

Capetown City Council
Adopts Apartheid Measures
A wotion, proposed by Mr.

J. W. van Staden (Nat. Malmes-

buty} urging that local authorities

otdinances be amended to make
it compulsory far local authorities
in the Cape to provide for sepa-
rate facilities in public teansport,
at seaside resorts and at other
public places under their control
was adopted by the Capetown

City Council last week by 27

votes to 24.

A United Party amendment
rejecting the idea that local
authorities should be compelled
to apply Apartheid, was rejected,
The amendment had said that
municipalities and other local
bodies had the necessary powers
to regulate conditions on trans
port, at seaside resorts and at
other public places under their
control. There was, therefore,
no need for any compulsory legise
latiou.

Mr, J. N. Malan, MEC (Nat.
Humansdorp) is reported by Sapa
to have said, Nationalist mem-

bers of the Cape Provincial Coun-
cil would implement the policy
of Apartheid whether United

Party members liked it or not,
In 1948, he said voters in the
Unico bad given a mandate in
favour of Apartheid, ‘‘Less than
14 days ago, theit reply again was
‘Go abhead with your policy of
Apartheid.' If there are people
—as in Capetown—who won't
accept Apactheid after the nation
has given its verdict, they must
be compelled to accept it."”

Bishop Of Johannesburg
Condemns Apartheid

The Bishop of Johannesburg,
the Ri. Rev. Richard Reeves is
reported by Sapa-Reuter from
New York to have said last
Sunday there were sigas that the
racial segregation policy in Scuth
Africa was beginoing to under-
mine the values of civilisation
and might wel) effect the White
people more adversely than the
non-Eutopeans.  “This must be
so," he added, “‘for a policy which
assumes that civilisation can only
be preserved by continually regi-
menting and restricting this o¢
that cthnic group is bound sconer
or later to sap the courage and
the vitality of those who have to
implement such a policy,” The
Bishop was speaking in a scrmon
prepared for delivery at a service
in New York Cathedral. He said
that the prevention of such things
as riots could be accomplished
not by repressive legislation such
as the Public Safety Act and the
Criminal Amendment Act, ! but
by constructive action to zalleviate
the ills of the under-privileged,
and to help them enjoy the riches
of civilisation as rapidly as they
are able to do so”  The Bishop
said that tbere was no justification
for Christians in the twenticth
century to select certain passages
from the Old Testament in order
to get Biblicalsupport for their
racialistic attitudes.  ““The truth
of the matter is that while the
Bible speaks of the chosen nation,
it knows nothing of this modern
doctrine of ‘pure race,’ which has
bedevilled so much of men's
thinking upon racial matters ia
our own time.'" The Bishop said:
“Regardless of the colout of their
skin, regardless of the tribe to
which they belonged, regardless
of the race cut of which they
came, in Christ Jesus they were
‘no more strangers and sojourners,
but fellow citizens with the saints
and the household of God.”

Canon Collin’s Call To
Churches-
Canon L. J. Collins, Chancellor
of St. Paul's, appcaled to the
Bishops of the Chureh of England
in a sermon, states a Sapa-Reuter
message from Loudon dated Sep-
tember 5, to ask the churches in
South Africa ‘“to abolish at once
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dhy racial disctimination cven i{
it ;neans a loss of White congee-
gations.” He said: *1 appeal to
the Archbishop of Canterbury
aund the bishops of cie Church of
Eagland to declare publicly their
support for Mr Luthuli, the pre-
%ideot, and Mre Sisulu, the secre-
tary of the Africon National
Cdugress, at present suffering
persecution.’”” Canon Colling was
preaching in St. Paul's Cathedral
to a congregation which included
delepates to the conference of the
World Association of Parliamen-

tariaus for World Government.
“I believe the solution to the
race problem is to be found in
the ficld of rcligion, But the
Native, and particulasly the South
African Native, who is in the
front line of the racial struggle
between Black and White, asks
for morc than a resolution—he
looks for action. He looks for
practical evidence of support in
bis owp resistancc to White
dominance, be it the brutal
dominaace of the Malan adminis-
tration or even the dominance of
@ friendly paternalisin,” he said.

C.A. Federal Party Goal

The goal of the Federal Party,
and of the Government which it
now provided in the Federation,
was the economic aod other ad-
vancement of the Native up to
the standard of tbe European so
that the races could live side by
side in s*curity and without fear,
said the Prime Minister of the
Federation, Sir Godfrey Huggians,
ta bis presidential address to the
Federal Party congress in Living-
stone, states 3 Sapa message from
Liviaggstone dated September 3.
Sir Gedfrey said there was as yet
no standards of federal citizen-
ship. Electoral and citizenship
laws would not come before the
Federal Parliameot until 1956.
But when citizenship standards
were laid down, they would be
standards which Natives could
atm at  Sir Godfrey said he
belicved thc majority of the
Fedcral electorate was fundamen-
tally level-minded Some ground
could uandoubtedly be lost by
Native leaders who were caucing
a great deal of resentment, and
settiag back their own cause.
Certain Native agitator reseated
European immigration and were
constantly reitecating the lie that
the Native landboldings were in
danger in spite of the prohibition
ia the Coostitution against Eurg-
praa settlement on Native land,
Ia this they were Deing aided and
abetted by certaio people in Bri-
tain. Dut the Federal Darty must
keep its cycs on the ultimate goal
and not Le deflected from che
path of duty and right by mani-
festations of Native nationalism
ou the one hand or by European
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fears on the other. “Many people
atc upset by reading of the growth
of Native nationalism. We should
see this in its proper pecspective.
\What is taking place now has
taken placc with every racc in
other countrics at onc time or
another of the world’s history. It
is primarily related to the in-
creasing cconomic staodards of
the African, Peaple who earn
morc money bccome increasingly
_independent in every way., This
“tendency is Dound to incrcase.
And it is ouf duty to guide this
developnient into proper aad con-
structive channels, We must
accede to the just and lawful
aspirations of the advancing
Native and we must resist unjust
apd unlawful demands, It is for
us, tbe civilised community, to
determine what is just aud Jawful.
and so our destiny lies in ourjown
hands,” he said.

CANON COLLINS’ VISIT TO SOUTH AFRICA

THE following letter by Mr. C.

W. M. Gell was published
by ¢‘The Times' (London) on
August 19:—

Sir,—May I, as a resident of
South Africa these last seven
years asd a South Alcican by
adoption, reply to Mr. Taylor's
recent criticism of Canon Collins’
visit?

Eight weeks is neither too long
nor too short a period in which
to form a reasonable estimate of
our affairs, provided the inquirer
stacts with a2 good koowledge of
the background aad a list of
questions he wishes to ask people
of all shades of opinion. Canon
Collins satisfied both these pro-
visios. Most white South Afri-
cans spend a lifetime here with-
out ever learning am  African
language or acquiring more than
a superficial acquaintance of.
those Africans they employ ia
their homes or on their farms,
Yet, on this inadequate basis of
“‘expcrieace,’”’ they are convinced
‘“they know the Native;"” and
their wildly inaccurate and cc-
centric views on this subject
probably constitute the greatest
siogle barrier to a more rational
race policy.

It is true thata few special
laws for Africans do work to
their advantage. Many more
obviously do not. Granting that
at this stage of history most
Africans are culturally backward,
the real test of white sincerity is
how far it is prepared to advance
the status and opportunities in
our irreteicvably mixed society of
that growing minority of Afri-
cans—already numbering teps of
thousaods—who, by any stand-
ards we are to choose, are today
civilised and responsible citizens.
Tue bulk of those whites who
either support or oppose the

Government agrec in cvading
this issue, Many are wholly
igoorant of its existence.

The chief local criticism of
Canon Collins' visit—apart from
the downright hostility which,
perbaps, predominated —is that
his views have ‘‘dismayed those
who are doing the spade work in
this country,” ecither in the
Churches or in secular affairs, I
cangot here adequately discuss
the position of the Churches.
But, despite its admirable theo-
retical artitude towards colour, 1
belive the Anglican Church is
generally failing to practise what
it preaches or to testify in its
worship and pastoral work to the
unlty of all Christians in Christ.
Attempts by some of our leading
clergy, when overseas, to mini-
mise the extent of this failure are
a grave disservice to the Church
io that they help to soothe con-
sciences here which are ooly too
readily quietened,

In the secular sphere, it is aot
our genuine liberals who have
been ‘‘dismayed'’; but, rather,
those who seek to extend the
area of benevolent paternalism
under a strictly limited ceiling or
those—like the majority of the
United Party—who wish in-
definitely to perpetuate the
present white political domina-
tion in a slightly less blatant,
brutal and dogmatic form than
the present Government pursues,
Our true liberals welcome the
publicity Canon Collins has
achieved for views which they
share but often cannot effectively
publicise in their owa country.
In doing so, they do not, as is
alleged, wist to “slander” their
country; but they hope to see it
change 1its racial policies iu the
ditection of those ideals of Chris-
tianity and western culture which
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it proclaims as the basis of its
civilisation—idcalz which un-
daubtedly include the goil of
cqual status and opportuaity for
alf people in 2 common saciety,
however much white South Afri-
cans deny this essential feature
of theirwestern heritage,—Yours
etc,, C. W, M. GELL.

Governor-General's
Warning To Afrikaners

THE Governor-General, Dr. E,

G. Jansen, said at the cen-
tenary celebrations in  Potgieters-
rus on Saturday night, September
4, that the Afrikaner could face
all the invincible dangers which
threatened his national existence
if be adhered to the traditions
which kept his ancestors going in
thefr darkest days.

““We are living in danpgerous
times and it behoves us to take
notice of the course of events in
the world,'” said Dr. Jansesn.

All kinds of attempts were
being made to incite otber coun-
tries against South Africa. The
histoty of a little more thaa 100
yeats dgo was being repeated
today.

“THen it Was 2 campaiga
against the Boers in ‘South Africs,
bui its scope was limited. Today
the campaign directed against
South Africa is world-wide and
there is no hesitaticr to make use
of misrepresentaticns and ewen
untruths,’ said Dr. Japsen.

A hundred years ago the Boers,
as Voortrekkers, could trek in-
land to seek a home jo ¢he in-

terior. Today thrre was no such
opportunity.
Dr, Jansen said the matter

would have to brs settled in South
Aftica—on the soil of the common
fatherland. People would have
to learn to understand and toler-
ate one another in order to offer
common resistatice to the dangers
threatening South Africa from
within and withecwut.

The great problem of South
Africs was coricerized with its
non-Europeans. It was a ques-
tion on which 'peopié in other
couatries bad mtich to say,

“I appeal to all interegted ig
this question to "study conditions
thoroughly from 2all sides,” said
Dr, Janseo.

He was not peussimistic about
the future. Ifthe Afrikiner na-
tion remained steadfast, Provi-
dence would continue to protect
aad guide it as in the past, But
care should be .taken 1o ensure
that the core of national life re.

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TIME TO CHANGE
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OUR TACTICS (1)

By JORDAN K, NGUBANE

N recent weeks epoch-making

events have occurred which
necessitate a re-2xamination of
our tactics in the fight against
race oppression, In the provin
cia} elections, the Malanites have
gaiped virtual control of three
out of the four provincial coun-
cils, The Minister of Native
Affairs, the chief exponent of un-
compromising apartheid, followed
his Party’s victory with a warning
to the English-speaking section
that if they do not huery to cuery
favour with the Malanites, who
are now masters, they might lose
the opportunity ever to be co-
rulers again.

A few houes after the publica-
tion of the Ministers’s statement,
the Press announced plans to
form a new conservative political
White Party. The people behind
this move are, of course, the half-
dozen gentlemen or so who broke
away from the United Party. If
their promouncements are any
guide, they ase the vanguard of
3 movement to get on the Ver
woerd bandwagon before it is too
1ate.

These events necessitate a dis-
passionate examination of some
of the tactics we are using To
arrive at correct assessments of
our position, we have to start by
“appreciating” the situation we
arein. That means seeinpg our
goal against the background of
those factors which might hasten
or delay our march to it in the
present circumitances.

The real significance of the
proviocial elections lies, not in
the fact that the Malanite Afri-
kane~ -+ | 1 1ed complete control
‘of 1y caach: o0 of povernment;
1t ltes in the fact that the isolation
of the Afrikaner has been cast in
a mould it would be very difficult
to change. Ia given circum-
stances this—as the example of
tbe Greek City States shows—
could be a fatal weakness, And
on a Jong.term basis future his-
torians will record that the Afri-
kaner fell—for there is no doubt
whatsoever that he will fall—at
the hour of his greatest victory.
But just now we are not conceen-
,td with seeing the Malanite vie-
tory from the perspective of his-
tory, We are concerned with the
way in which the Malanite victory
complicates the task of our
emancipation.

We must admit that the apart-
beiders bhave got themselves in
the position where no White
political force, anywhese on the
hotizon can uniseat them.  Their

ovecthrow is impossible now, ex-
cept on the basis of civil war.
But civil war is so much out of
the question that we need not
waste too much time on it—save
to cast a glanc: at the especial
factors which ilitate againsc it
later,

I said the overtlitow of the
apartheiders by any political force
or combination of forces on the
White side is now, for all prac-
tical purposes impossible. Firstly,
the Afrikaner stands to the othee
White races in the ratio of about
3:2. This oumerical supetiority
must be seen against two more
potent factors The birth-rate of the
Afrikaner is reported to be slightly
bigher than that of the English-
speaking. There is notbing racial
in this; the birth-rate merely re-
flects social or economic teends in
either community. The Afrikaans
side of the ratio has the prospect
of increasing, Aiding and abet-
ting this process is the fact that
the English-speaking South Afri-
can shows the greater proclivity
to run away from facing the threat
of apartheid. Emigration fgures
show that more English-speaking
people leave South Africa for
other parts of the Commonwealth
than the Afrikaners. This weak-
ens the English side of the
ratio

The difference betwcen the
numbers of Afrikaners and En-
plish-speaking people is not a
constant one. It fluctuates with a
downward trend confitming the
view that the Afrikaner has every
reason to lock forward to accre-
tions of strepgth in the future,
while the English can very largely
expect the opposite. At least the
immigration policy of the Govern-
ment will see to it that the fluc-
tuation remains downward,

Add to this the fact that Chris-
tiaa National Education on the
White side \widens the gap be-
tween the English and the Afri-
kaner [and gives the Afrikaang
child an outlock on life which
makes it a virtually ready-made
Malznite voter when it reaches
the age of eighteen. Then you
only bave to remember that it is
in the power of the Government
to change electoral laws to suit
its plans for the longest time pos-
sible, to realise that the Malanites
are in a very strong position.
Besides, there are very many
Eoglish-speaking  people  who
wwould sooner come to terms with
Malan than with the non.Whites.

Pechaps if civil war were anya-
whete on the horizon, the Malan-

ites would not be as strong. The

factors which dispel notions of
civil war in the White community
are that nobody on the White
side would gain by ir. The White
farmers, industrialicts and workers
are not doing badly. In fact the
first two, while not swimming in
prosperity in every case, have,
considering the troubles of their
like in other lands, every reason
to consider themselves very lucky.
Food prices stil rise.  In spite of
foreign criticisms of apartheid the
fact remains that South Africa is
today one of the safest places
where the foreign investor can
gamble with his money. (In a
subsequent article in another
serics I shall show how this is [a
passing advantage.) The White
workers now aand then become
restive, They are silenced by
the simple techniqus of raising
theie salaries while lowering the
pay of the Africao.

Incidentally these factors, which
railitate against civil war on the
White side, are the very factors
which—putting aside for the
moment the herd instincts of the
Malanite voting cattle—play an
important role in keeping the
apartheiders together just now.
Talk of a split in the ranks of
Aftikaans natiopalism, in chis
light, is so much wishful thinking.
Defections do not occur in a
political army winning victories in
every direction. The Malanite
managers 2lways present political
balance sheets and statements of
accounts which show handsome
profits for tlieir political share-
holders.  On the non-European
question, for example, all Swart
needs o do to the leaders of the
Aftican National Congress is to
say: “SHUT UP!" and 1hey go
skulkiog into their political funlk-
holes. That strenpthens his Party
in the eyes of the Afrikaner:
The same story can be told of
their Wnite opponents, too, The
Totch Commando stages specta-
cular nocturnal demonsteations.,
All Malan has to do is tc say:

. a1

“Huff"" and the entire display of
torches vanishes like mist.

Of course the wine of victory
miglit also go into the hearts of
the apartbeiders, At Sophiatows,
it might go, But fear of external
danger militates against too much
drunkenness with power in a com-
munity. The Afrikaner has been
brought up in the tradition of
feeling that everybody is against
him. For this rcason, he is pre-
pared |to tolerate colossal weak-
nesses (and even justify these a1
times, as some Christian gentle-
men in the Dutch Reformed
Church are doing) among his
leaders. His very survival de-
pends, he believes, on the heed
leeping together, So-called Afri-
kaans ruggedness and individual-
ity are very often exapggerated.
The ware Afrikancrs are a closely-
knit political tribe whose life and
outlook are heavily influenced by
the political taboos of their
society. Independence of thought
is not the victue in the Afrikaans
community that it is in com-
munities we know as civilised.
Afrikanerdom might take a long
time to produce a Michael Scotr,
for example. That is why even
as striong a body {as the Duech
Reformed Churclh cannot readily
think in terms of the Christian
evaluation of the human personal.

The report pro-
vides that minorities in Pakistan
shall enjoy not only the rights
dne to every citizen of the coun-~
try, bat also spec.al safegunarde
to epsure that every minority
shall ba represented in the legia-
lature and that every minority
shall bs able to preserve ils
langunage, caltare, religion and
way of life. It is epeoifically
providad that no educational in.
stitution ehall be denied finanoial
egsistance becauss it ie confied ta
teaching members of a cerlain
minority gronp, and thers ig no
provision for giving extra aesist~
ance to any group of people
svho are fonnd to be baokward
or labouricg under some dis-
ndvaniage with respeot 1o other
communities.

It canpot Le said that the pro-
posale were received with unani-
mous favour,. IRapresentatives of
the caete Hindaos were opposed
to the secheme and stated
that they requlred no speoial
treatment or proteotion. . The
old Red-ehirt veteran, Abdul
Ghaffar Khan, slso oppoged the
report.

the Fort, but receiving oo fire
ingeply the soldiers were sent
to the Fort in a launch.- The
Satyagrahis could have easily
run away and reached the In.
dian territory within a few
minutes, but they bad gone
there with 2 determination to
*!do or die.” The soldiers fired
point blank on the Satyagrahis
who tried to keep the Indian
Flag nloft, Oae Satyagrahi
died and twelve were injured
and the rest of them were
amested, Demoostrations were
held in Goa itself where 4
ptrsons were-arrested on August
35, Otber small batches went
in Goa the pext day, In all
neatly 300 Satyagrabis were
orrested in two days, Nop.

Mr, Peter Alvares, Presideqt
olthe Goa National Congress,
who is leader of the movement,
said that at present Satyagraha
wes R symbolic one. Goa’s
freedom movement would soon
gin momentum and Goa would
be free before the year was out,
He warned the Portuguese
agaiost use of any kind of force
egainst the peaceful - and oone
Violent Satyagrahis,

Spealing at the Red Fort on
Indan Independence Day, M.
Nebru agaio referred to Goa
aud said: "l am quite certain
that Goa will also become free.

in traosmission, The assump.
tion i that they were subjected
to a second censorship in Lis-
bon. Refusal to transmit a
cable filed by the representative
of an American journal ‘Life
and Time' because it was criti=
cal of the Portuguese Gavern-
ment of Goa was not even re-
ported to him and on discover-
ing the fact be indiguantly
crossed the frontier into India
to contiaue his work.

Military preparations made
by the Portuguese were not very
impressive. Nonetheless, to
counter B march by uparmed
Satyagrahis, such preparations
were ludicrous. Goa is a police
state in which civil liberties are
non-existent. The consequencea
is that the only view publicly
expressed is opposition to
merger with India. As any
public expression of pro.Indian
seotiments is a crime involving
heavy punishments, that view-
point is heard only in secret,
It is forbidden to form openly
any organisation that is not
officially favouted, Every item
printed from advertisements to
calendnrs is subject to censor~
ship.

The Government of Ingdia and
the Freoch Government have
reached agreement on the broad
principles relating to the trans-
fer of power in the French
settlements in India in the talks
now in progress in New Delhi,
it was stated officially. Both
the Governmeants, it is stated,
consider that there is agteement
in their dasic approach to the
problem and they have decided
to continue the talks presumably
to settle the details regarding
the transfer. The talks continue
between the French Ambas.
sador, Count Ostrorog, and the
officials of the External Aflairs
Ministry.

Optimistic reports from Paris
nad Pondicherry had naturally
led to great ¢x)ectations in this
country of an early anoounce-
meat about the agreement.
