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Airican Delegates - Hmpﬁ’ess World
Conference

HE African delegates attending the general session
of the World Assembly of Youth in New Delhi have
made their presence felt says a report based on the

despatch of a stafl correspondent of the “Times of

India.” ¢
They made their first

contribution when the As-

sembly was  discussing

“African civilisation.” Ever
since, in the lobbies, in the
lounge and in the commit-
tee rooms of Vigyan Bha-
van, where the conference
is being held, they have
been speaking about Africa
and its peoples with a pas-
sion that is at once illumin-
ating and convincing.
Talking to some of these
delegates was a rewarding
experience. For instance
there was Mr. R. M. Ka.
wawa from: Tanganyika.
The twenty nine-year-old
Gerneral-Secretary of  the
Tanganyika Federation of
Labour saw in this confer-
' ence an opportunity “to tell
my friends from other na-
tions about the hard times
we are passing through and
to make known to them the
ardent desire of the Tan-
ganyika people to attain
-freedom.” -
Tanganyika Elections
Mr. Kawawa, a member
of the Legislative Council
of the Trust Territory ad-
ministered by the United
Kingdom, said that Tan-
ganyika was going to have

its first elections next month.,
This was a step towards
the goai of independence,
but the nine million Afri-
cans were not happy about
the rules which allowed
only a limited franchise on
the basis of property, 'edu—

cation and such “other silly -

restrictions,” These restric-
tions reduced the elections
to a farce in a country which
had less than two per cent
literacy and where the par
capita income did not ex-
ceed £z a year,

The nearest uni-
in Kampala was
1,000 miles away from the
Tanganyika capital city of
Dar-es-Salaam. They own-
ed the richest diamond mine
and the biggest industry
was sisal (a fibre like jute).
About 50,000 workers were-
employed in the latter in-
dustry alone.

Mr, Kawawa pictured a
new dynamic Africa trying
to rise to its full stature.
“The fear complex”" which
had proved their undoing
in the past was vanishing.
His association with the
World Assembly of Youth
began in London in 1956

when he met the Vice-Pre-
sident of the World Assem-
bly of Youth at Oxford.
Although they had not
formed a national council in
Tanganyika, six youths from
the Trust Territory had
participated in the “Aloka”
training camps organised
by the World Assembly of
Youth in Japan and Ceylon.

Rhodesia’s Aspirations

Mr. Ken D. Kaunda,
thirty four-year-old *‘pro-
fessional agitator” from

Northern Rhodesia felt that
condition in the British pro-

tectorate were not at all
happy.

There aré about three
million Africans (in fact

nobedy has cared lo take a
census)- besides 10,000 In-
dians and 75.000 whites in
the Protectorate. Africans
were not happy with the
Federation between Nyasa-
land and Rhodesia.

IR OSWALD MOSLEY'S Union movement is be-
ing increasingly blamed for the race clashes at Not-
ting Hill, West London says a correspondent of the

“Daily News.”

Much attention has been
drawn 1o the distribution in
the troubled area of the
movement newspaper Ac-
tion and of leaflets, among
them a cyclostyled exhorta-
tion to “back Mosley in the
fight.”

On Friday, the T.U.C.
unanimously approved a
statément that Sir Oswald
Mosley and his followers
were ‘“fanning the flames of
racial violence.”

At the Union's meectings
during the past week, angry

hecklers have continually
accused them of incitement
to murder.

A Times special corres-
pondent says that although
the riots appear to be to
the advantage of the move.

of them,

HEN the Native Commissioner of Johannes~
W burg refused to grant permission to the United
English-Speaking South Africans for a meet-
ing of protest against the lowering of the Union Jack
from the City Hall the members of this organisation
made it known that they would have placards at the
gathering announcing that the Africans were not allowed
to attend and some of the members would circulate among
the crowd telling the African people to go away, Nothing
more absurd could happen.

But the real significance of this move lies not so
much in its absurdity as in its being proof of how far
Verwoerd has succteded in puuing the jiwters in the
White community; as in its being an”indication of the
gxtreme to which the demociatic tradition has been re-
jected.

For a long time the men of apartheid have told the
White people that what they were doing was to ensure
that the YWhite man remained baas. Men-who believed
in justice on either side of the colour line warned that
liberty denied any individual; 1ét a.loneJ a group, was
freedom denied all. But, as in all things in this unhappy
land, reason was thrown to the winds. [t was the interest
of the White men which were to determine what was to bc
done. And to-day we find the baas-men havmg to queue,
cap in hand, in front of the native commissioner's office
for permission to hold a meeting precisely in the way
that the African people have to do. The wheel has turn-
ed full circle and the baas-men are prisoners of their own
lack of foresight.

This would be bad enough; because basically it
thcans that the majority \in the \:Vhlte commumty is
powerless to dely Verwoerd's will. © But when we realise
that the people who were trying to protest against the
lowering of the Union Jack™—not that we have ahy.regard
for the Union Jack—are a small minority group in the
nation; that by themselves there is absolutely nothing
tha: they can do to restore the Union Jack to its
former position; when we realise that it is these very
weak people who were to run abolt chasing from their
meeting the men and the women who would give them
the numerical remforcement—hecause the evil \Vth[’] has
pulled down the Union jack is basically the same evil
which has ruined the African—then we see, deﬁncd in the
sharpest terms possible, the utter mhumamty of apart-
heid. Ultimately, it makes men their own enemijes.
Nothing more humiliating can befall the human being,
And that is precisely the position to which apartheid has
reduced the majority in the English-speaking section.

Asian Tﬁeatre Institute: Doing Valuable
‘ " Work In India R

By' Harsimran Malik

N October 3956, the first World Theatre Conference meeting in

Bombay suggested the creation of an Asian Theatre Institute.

Less than two years later the Institate was formally inaugurated
in New Delhi by the President of Indis, Dr. Rajendra Prasad.

It wan st up by the Bhara-
tiya Natya Sapgh (the Theatre
Centre of Indis, and Indian
affilinte of the International
Theatre Institute) with fioane
cial ansistances Irom the Gov.
eroment and nid from Unesco,
which has provided the services
of twa experts, equipment, and
bas offered fellowships enabling
two students to study the
theatre abroad,

In most Asian countries the
theatre is today facing serious
problems, 0]d indigenous forms
are fast disappemring, and
nothing new and dyvoamic is
being evolved to replace them,
foradequate trainiog facilities
and specialized knowledge.are
lackiong in all aspects of dra-
matic art. .

The rims of the Institute as
officially stated are therefore
*to organise,. retearch  about
the various forms of the theatrs
in Asia; to provide adequate
training in all branches of the
theatre; to create through study
and experimentation an unders
atanding .of the indigenous
theatre futms in relation to the
coatemporzry fotms; to become
a point of contact'and experis
ment for the theatce movement
all over the world, particularly
in Agia” .

For the time being, however,
activities will be limited to
India. Later, when foundations
uie firmly established, the Ins
stitute hopes to extend its
nctivities to the whole of Asia,
with & staff ol international
experta and  students of &l
nationalitier,

26 Students

Thete are pow students at
the Institute—7 women and 19
wen. They come from all parts
ol the country and speak seven
diffezent langunges, Their backs
grounds ase very varied: some
were students, others stenos
graphers, two were college pro.
fossazr. Theaveragosgeoin 33,
and each was selected (through
the segional offices of the
Bharatiya Natya Sangh) oo the
sole baris ol their past knowe
ledge and experience in theatre
worlkt. They come for a one-
Yyear course, Soventeen of them
are on scholarships provided
by tbe Bharatiya Natya Sanpgh.

Two experis selected by
Unesco are members of the
small teaching faculty. Miles
Lee, who hasa puppet theatre
in Edinburgh, is a specialist in
the Children’s Theatre, while
Alex Elmore, a rural theatre
specialist, spent the last four
years in Pahkistan with the
Arts Council, and ten years
befors that working with Rule
minidevl Atundale in Kalak-
shotra, Madrar. Miss Mingpie
Boga, who bas studied the
theatre in France, England
aad Germaoy, is the Executive
Sacretary, while Raghuvir Sa-
hai, writer of Hindi plays and
articles, is in charge of the
Research Section which collects
all types of materin]l for the
theatre,

__Workshop System

The work of the Institute is
organized largely on  the
"workshop” system. The stu-
dents aro taught to worh out
problems for themselves and
to put into practice their
theoretical knowledge. The
Tostitute is not a school of
drama, It is rather B school
for the thestre covering all
aspects of theatre work—iheo-
retical ax well as practical, The
students are divided into two
groups, ose concentrating on
the ruirl theatre, thke other
an the children's theatre. The
two groups work together on
the theoretical part of the pro-
gramme which includes talks
on the psychological aspects of
thoe theatie, the relationship of
ptoducer and actors, and other
similar topics. But for the
practical work, which occupies
by lar the largest part of the
schedule, they stndy separately.

Work is extensive as well ag
intensive. Students specialize in
production techniques. They
also design and help to make

the costumes for the plays they :

oroduce; they build model sets
a1 well as the actual sots and
the scenery.
to act #o that they can write,
adapt, trmpslate, produce and
ditect their own plays,

In addition to this wide
programme, each student des

They leazn how,

votes one day a weeh to in«
tensive workon &n individual
project of his own choices
These projects mre exttemely
vatied. Ope student, for ex«
ample, is writing in his own
language a textbook on theatre
techniques, Another is doing
rezearch on maiksnnd daocing;
and I saw m third directing a
play he had written on & theme
suggested to him by one of the
experts, He had designed the
sets and costumes, acd the
whole presentation was the re.
sult of his individual efort.

English

English is the working lang-
uage of the Institute because it
is tha only lapgusge common
to all the students and profess
sors. But every play iy transs
lated and presented in Hindi aé
well as in Englith, None of
the plays ure produced for pubs
lic presentation. The- finished
production as considered as a
teat, Bn examioation in the
work that has been done and,
as such, it iz submitied to Iue
stitute members, and to them
only, for constructive criticism
sod advice.
