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India’s Differences With China
]PAN DIT NEHRU'S difficulties over the treatment

meted to Indian natiorals in Tibet by communist

China and the clashes with the latter’on India's

Himalayan borders have a twofold significance for the

peoples of Africa in particular apd for the Free World in
general.

They show in the clcarest manner possible that it is
an extremely dangerous business to hobnob or befriend
the communists at this stage of world history. For'a long
time now Pandit Nehru has been foremost in the Free
World in pressing for the admission into the United
Nations of communist China. Towards the latter his
policy has almost consistently been that of conciliation.
His conduct during the early phases of the tragic rape
of Tibet was very olten indistinguishable from showing
the Chinese the green light. Even after storms of protest
against this, both in Parliament and in the Indian Press,
he seemed unwilling te speak in clear tones of condem-
nation of Chinese aggression. \When at last he did, the
Chinese kad made a mess of the freedom of the Tibetans.

Against this background, it would have been expect-
ed that communist China would have treated him, if not
with respect, then with at least some show of considera-
tion. Instead, open aggression is the reward: India gets
for he. friendly attitude,

The second lesson is equally important. With the
collapse of Western imperialism a new tyranny is rising
and casts i1s shadow over the world, The Soviet Union
and China are determined to impose their way of life on
the rest of the human race and in their bid to do this
they seem in mood to kaow no ruth and, even, no decency,
To attempt to see too much virtue in them—as Mr,
Nehru has at times tried to do—tends to assume the
character of dangerous incitement.  And once the com-
munists arc sure that their opponents are weak, they
never hesitate to stab thode who befriend them in the
back. : i

The aggression on India’s borders should make it
clear to those leaders of non White thought in the Union
in particular and in the rest of the continent generally
who, in their rightful indignation and anger against race
oppression, fall into the error of acting as though ~they
imagine the communists have a monopoly of virtue simply
because they oppose colour discrimination.  [f they go
too far with the communists, they will discover when it

is too late that they have betrayed the- millions whom
they claim to lead to freedom. This is the moral from
Tibet's troubles and from the aggression 'on India's

HERE meets in Dutban over tht comiog week end a conferente
which could be a decisive turning-point io the fipht to extend

the area of liberty in South African national life, Called to show
the Africans of Natal the futility of desteoying dipping tanka and
attempt to mobilise them behind the ANC, it could also canalige

their anger along more positive channels,

The demonstrations which
have swept over Natal during the
last eight weeks are fundamental
ly directed apainst the arrogance,
bypocrisy and wickedness of
apartheid. The Aftican people
have reached the point where
they can no longer confine them-
selves ta verbal pratests against
race oppression, They have de-
cided to speak in terms of deeds.

That the women have taken
the initiative in this new form of
agtion is the logical outcome of
the policies of the rulers which
were desigaed (o silence all
criticism and to crush legitimate
agitation for reform. The his-
tory of the African people's fight
for freedom has made ome point
clear beyond all shadow of doubt:
that the White man's gun stands
between the African and freedom
for himself and bis children.

Io the long fight against White
domination the African has
learnt that race oppression is not
as invincible as he would like the
Africans ta believe he is. The
women have risen, as mugh to
lay bare the despair of the Afri
caans as to lead the fight against
race oppression along new chan.
nels where 1he race oppressor
capnot freely use his traditional
weapons without rapidly digging
his own grave,

Lessons Learnt

In other words, the African

-community bas learnt that there

are things the race oppressor can
do and others which he cannot.
He can briag up the army and
the Saracen taoks and the air

- force againat male demonstrators

and shoot if be lkes. But he
cannot shoot unarmed women
and escape with it There is

world opinion to ‘take into ac-
count; there is the effect on
sections of White opinion But,
above all, nobody can say pre-
cisely what the mass of African
males employed io the White
men's cities would do if they
heard that their women were
being fired upon on the orders of
the White government,

' Chief Luthuli must bave been
impressed with the real implica.
tions of the last fact above. At
the height of the crisis one of the
things which struck me was the
way in which young men in the

Ny

buses spoke freely of Molotoy
cocktails; of burning down stra.
tegic points in the city and,
even, of setting the whole of
Dusbap on fire, In.apy society,
these are dangerous indicators of
coming trouble.

Where the state js guided by
wise men every endeavour would
be made to ensure that the
causative factors which pive rise
to these thoughts are removed,
It is our tragedy that in our
country we ate saddled with
rulers  who can do nothing
ather than provoke trauble and
incite the desperate to act in
ways where, one day, there
would be very serious trouble for
all concerned.

Against this wide background
of prevalent political madness
from tbe side of the men of
apartheid, Chief Lutbuli's appeal
to the women to stop, destrayicg
the dippipg tanks js an act of
statesmanship and moral courage
for which all democrats and
advocates of non violence are
sincerely grateful, The destruc.
tion of property, no matter whose
it s, is an act of violence
Viclence in  small things can
easily lead to violence in big
things, as the Indo-African riots
of 1949 showed And from there
civil war can as readily break
out with disastrous consequences
for all concerned  The mood of
people oo both  sides of the
colour line is such now that it
requires 2 small spark to ignite
an ugly explosion, Chief Lutbuli
wa sfully awatc of this fact when
he Fiecidcd to appeal for order.

These two facts will place the
ANC in the position where, if it
must not lose the initiative jp'
leading the Africans, it will bave

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two things: to set targets before
the women to which they could
direct their organised anger and,
secondly, to cultivate a more flex«
ible attitude when it comes to
real co operation with non Chart-
er organisatidns in the fight 1o
lead the country along safer routes
to a better future.

The definition of targets is
nat a terribly difficult thing—
even against the background of
the Suppression of Communism
Act. The angry women could
be told that the unco-ordinated

Here was the real dilemma

For six ye.rs the ecritics of
Federatioo had tried to convey
the sense of this growing crisis,
while the Government and the
apologists for Federation {ried
either to deny these dangers or
to minimise them.

So much for the background
to the emrrcency that fGoally
came last March, It was wrong
to tuggest, as the Government
now doer, that its critics were
opposed to the declaration of
the emergency or that they
denied the existence of violcnce
and lawlessness in Nyasalmaod,
The criticism was over the

policies tbat resulied in the
breakdown of law and ocder,
and drove embitlered Alcicens
to violence as their remedy for
securing an effectivs political
voice. Admittedly, the critics
complzined that the emergency
'wns forced on & reluctent Gov-
ernor by the Federal Prime
Minister. The Commission finds
that this latter compleiot vas
upjustified, 1t alto says that
in the situatisn wwhich had
developed, the Government had
either "“to act orabdicate.”

Misrepresented Or
Distorted

The gravamen of the charges
made agniost the Government
at the time as that it had
failed to substantinte its nllega-
tion that Dr. Hestings Banda
and other Copgress leaders had
planned to massacre Europeans
and Africans through a carefully
prepared “*murder plot.”” This
plot is supposed to have been
hatched in a secret forest hide-
out.
