Vhen I last stood on a platform here with you, in those days we
were gpeaking about developments in tne Far Bast. You will remember
we were stlll telling the people and trying to drive it home to them,
that the people of the Bar Bast were gripped by the ideas of freedom.
Those were the days after the war, and we gaid that thope same ideas
would came to Afriea teo. Then we gpoke sbout Indo-China, Korea,and
mmmmrm In those days, when we read the
mnnﬂdtﬂmmtitmﬂth 'our people” in Indonesia.
By virtue of their cenquest by the Dutch many years ago, and their
oppreasion so similar to ours, we spoke about them as 'our people’.
Those were the old days.

But today it's not necessary to talk about such things because
Africa itself 1= gripped by the same spirit. All that we can talk
about today is a disoussion of these things and why certain things are
taking place; why Africa today has come to be such an important place
when for centuries it had gone to sleep and was referred to as the
"Dark Continent' (just why exaotly I have never been able to fathem).

Undernecath 1tself, this "Dark Oontinent' hides the greatest
quantities of riches - gold, copper and other minerals. Which is why
imperialism will not let it go. DBut there is something else there
which they do not want to let go - the dark hands (i1t's not the heads
they want)y They take these hands to the yellow or pink continents
to feed, mot the masses of the people there like ourselves who are
not fed, but to feed the upper crusti They have to keep Africa but
they can no longer keep it in the same way as before. When theyocame,
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they literally stalked in, trampled over the people with their guns
and took what they wanted. DPut when imperialism came it btrought

with it a new outlook and you can't shoot an idsa with a bullet.

People begin to say to themselves: rather dead than live the life of
a slave. Beocanse the new ideas have gripped the people in Africa,
ullets are no longer sufficient. The imperdalist colomizers are
using now methods. They use the head. It 1s the mind we have to
watch out fer. What do they do then?

They started in India many years ago. They sald to the upper
arust of the Indians, i.e. the merchants and the intelleotuals (I
am not talldng of the masses of the people who were starving, e.g.
the life-expectanay among the masses in "the righest jewel of the
Fritish Empire® was 24 years); they sald to the upper crust: yom
oome over, gentlemen, you come over and be our partners. We'll
hand over the govermment to you - as leng as you'll lock after
our invefstments for us. But still they used ome other factor to
make quite sure before thoy pulled out. They set the Hindus and
Moslems againat each other, and we all know the holocasust that
tock place. DBritish Imperislism had to make quite sure India would
never become a unlt. And who stood there to supervise the slaughter?
It was the intellectuals « the leadership of the Indian Congress.

This (pertition) is what British Imperialism teught the lesser
imperislists. Many people say: America is a great country. Yes,
it 1s a great country....obut Britain is still the greatest of the
imperialists. She tanght France, Holland, Belgium = how to pull
out. DBelgium is & mmll ocountry. She dla not know how to colomize.
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But it so hoppensd that in the osrving up of Afrios ore of the
bigegest stretches of copper mines in 0. Af'rioa fell on the side
of Belglum. Thoge are the envy of the imperdallata. They
gaw to 1t that before Belgium pulled out of the Congo the
oountry was split up. It is & bPechnlque to kecp the paople
backward and dvided; to keep them in geparate tribes; to only
weigy them unler the imporialists' own administration, e.g. in
the minea. When thay pull out the sountry falls apart. There
ts no udfying foroe to koep them tojether, Then they fthe
imporialista) plok up thedr atooges = the Kapavubus, the Tahumbes,
thatr mappets (Tehoohe porfarma liks a ventriloquist's doll with
the Belglans gpeaking through him). Why have thay meintained
these people?  FPreciscly booause they don't went to lose thedr
riatoss Kt 1s like the giving of indepondenco to the Geld Ooast
{Gham) after the lant war, which gzave s now lease of 1ife to
British Imperialisw. That 1s what 1s happenting in the Congo
today, where dperloan, British and Belgian caplital are all inter-
loaked. That is why U.N.0. 1a there today, and why they allowed
Lixpwnbe. to be mrdered.

during the time I was banned that the day I go Pack I would have to
tell the people: we can't go on plugging away in the old way, we
migt get ready to take up the new burdens, the burden of fireedom.
How do we get ready for freedom? We take off our ooats, and start
digging to plant the ideas of freedom. Those in the country are
stretobring out their hands to us. We mmst not let them down. We
have let them down too lomg already. Why? Those in the towns have
no erganisation. Whoever wants freedom must be in an organisation or
not even talk about freedom. I have heard people say: we are 4 to 1,
it's camgy to pet our freedams Those are the things that are keeping
us backs It's not easy. Freodom is one of the most complicated
things in the world. People who say: it's eagy, are idiots. Un~
fortunately, we stlll have too many of thems They say: Iif we only stay
amay from work for a week we will have freedom. I say, I only wish

guch people would grow ups If 1t was so casy, then why are billions
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of people atill mffering oprreanion all over the world? Do yoo
think for ome reeent that 1 locstion of 1 4own ocan Dring a goverrnment
dewn? And 1f you 34 suococssd in hringing o govermment doen you wodld
coly monced ln Tringing a Vorwoerd's govermmwnt dom to pot a de Wat's
govermwnt in. Wo undergtand that the moat oumplicated thing 1s to
got cur freedum, that 1t is the populationa that are godng to get car
frecdos, and that if these pecples are not under ooe wlfied ocmmnd
and organisgation, all our siforta would be ngelass. You can £411 the
Parade with 20,000 reoplo nt xk 50 mon under undfied commend aould go
and Maperae them, When wo forw an cpganfaation, then, 1€ 1a not
aimnly a matber of dafenoe, it we are creating a nerve-centre to
teing the poople undar ome uxified comemnd, a cormand who will be
aleaoted by the peopls when onoo they arw in that arganisation.
