as happiness cannot be attained’
by striving’ directly for it, but
only by creating the conditions
that cause happiness, so we can-
not get peace by working directly
for that as if it were an automo-
mous entity. Instead, we have
to work for the conditions that
result in peace. And as those
conditions are certain kinds of
relationships _ between  human
beings, they are- living relation-
ships, Al living things take
time to grow and attain maturity
and streagth.

For these reasons no one who
is realistic could expect imme-

* diate tangible results from the
recent World Pacifist Meeting,
but there were intangible results
of considerable importance, The
month which it took did ‘provide
time enough for the planting of
many seeds in the mind and
hearts of the delegates.

One sure result is that Gandhi-
ji's influence will become more
powerful and more enduring all
over the world, The delegates
now understood Gandhiji as a
person and his ideas and methods
and programme far more clearly
than before, and though they
came from only 35 countries,
they and their writings will travel
to many other countries. .The in-
fluence of Indian culture and
thought will also grow more
widely and deeply.

Another result of which I am
confident is that basic education
will come to influence the edu-
cational systems of other coun-
tries. The delegates were much
impressed with both the theory
and practical operation and re-
sults of this new mode of educa-
tion. The results of t.is new
idea will take time to grow, but
that is natural and fiing. No
wvaluable changes in humaa aaics
come instantly by touching a
button or pulling a lever. It
takes years to make or re-mik: a
man or a woman. So let us be
patient. A number of the dele-
gates are themselves educators or
in 2 position to influence educa-
tion in their respective countries:

In connection with basic educa-
tion the delegates came to under-
stand much more clearly and
vividly and in detail the social re-
form and even revolution in-

and capitalism, and,
therefore, as having great possi-
bilities of appeal to youth.

The Indian delegates, on the
other hand, now understand
better, I think, than they formerly
did what is involved in conscien-
tious objection to military cons-
cription. It is seen to be more
difficult than perhaps hitherto
they had realized.

Considering the fact that the
delegates came from 55 different
countries and out of many .differ-
ent occupations, there was far
more agreement finally attained
than one would have thought
possible. It was not only that we
came together with a common
purpose; we also had a common
belief as to an underlying unity
among all men, and a ,common
belief in the worth and dignity
of every man, and that every
man, no matter what he has done,
should be treated with justice
and kindness. We could not
reach 1 on all
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about six to 12 persons, each deal-
ing with a specific problem.
When that grouping was done,
thoughts began to clarify, oratory
ceased, we began to understand
one another and to picrce through
the ambiguity of words and
phrases. Then we could hammer
out definite proposals and examine
them coolly. And after we thus
reached concrete proposals, we
found that when they were
brought to the larger groups or to
the whole meeting, that there, too,
we understood more quickly
what we meant and were more

ready to seek some mode of
working agreement.

pushed forward in the course of
these twa years. Can you find a
parallel anywhere? We have tried
our best to give labour as much as
possible, For instance, in Madh-
yabharat the textile industry
eamed Rs, 57 lakhs, out of which
Rs, 40 lakhs were given as bonus
to labour.”

Generally speaking, it is alleged,
the Government in East Bengal
(East Pakistin) is suspicious of
the minorities.  The Press is
gagged, and the minorities have
no civil liberties, Hindu mem-
bers of the Legislature ‘are
watched and shadowed by the
police and at times are subjected
to searches and other harassments
without any justifiable cause.

Pandit Nehra On Kashmir
The Prime Minister Pandit
Nehru, condemned propaganda
in Pakistan about Kashmir sas
mouostrous and scandalous in
the extreme. “My patience is
getting a bit exhavsted with
this campaign of culumny, often
supported by the foreign press,”
he said, Every step he bad

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PAKISTAN (CHARGES DENIED
NO DESECRAT ION OF MOSQUES

OFFICIAL circles in New Delhi’

said that the_recent statement
made by the Pakistan Deputy:
Foreign Minister, Dr. Mahmud
Hussain, in that Dominion Par-
liament, alleging that Indian
Huslims suffered from disabilities
with regard to the celebration of
celigious festivals and places of
worship, were  “entircly un-
founded."

Muslim in India, these circles
s1id, were enjoying full citizenship

. rights along with the majority

community and had always been
celebrating religious festivals “un-
tampered by any restrictions
whatsoever.” The way the Mus-
lims of India celebrated their last
1d-ud-Zuha in Delhi, Calcutta and
other places in India should be
enough proof of the religious
liberty enjoyed by them, they said.

They added, “equally false is.
the allegation that in Delhi, Cal~
cutta, Howrah, and other places
in India mosques have / been
closed and desecrated and that
the Government of India when
addressed on the subject bad
either questioned the authenticity
of the report or had given vague
or evasive replies.”

Inone or two cases, refugees
from West Pakistan were found
in occupation of certain mosques
but were quickly evacuated and
the mosques restored to their
original condition after carrying
out the necessary repairs.

In July last a Note was received
from the Pakistan High Commis-
sionet, regarding the alleged dese-

. -cration of “Khairm Din Mosque"’

in Amritsar, Inquiries revealed
that some Harijans were living in
that mosque. They were im-
mediately removed.

Official quarters take strong ex-
ception to the statement made by
the Pakistan Deputy Foreign
“that in most cases
Muslim properties had been taken
over as evacuec property.” In
fact, they pointed out, the Evacuee
Property Law in India was far
more liberal and judicious than its
counter-part in Pakistan.

Muslims from Wast Pakistan,
