Gatherings

HE government’s decision to ban all gatherings in

” which one or more Africans are present in less of
an insult to the African people and more of a

Nazi attack on the right of the citizen to be master of his
house, For, the ban obviously does not only apply to
public gatherings; it covers those meetings which might
be held behind barred doors in halls as well as in private

homes. ,

Lf the Institute of Race Relations called together the
members of its executive committee, it would obvicusly
be committing a crime.  If the Bishop of Johannesburg
presided over a session of leaders of his diocese, he would
presumably be committing a crime.  If a member of the
Liberal Party or any other group invited members of that
organisation to meet in his house to reminesce or com-
pare notcs after an election campaign, he would be liable
to prosecution.

The logical step from here—in fact, the inevitable
step—is to make it a crime for the European or the In-
dian or the Coloured 1o invite his African friend to
dinner.

Th re is a streak of malice and race hatred u alt
these things which should make every decent South
African ash:  \Why should we allow this sort of madness
to meas our lives in the way it does?  Apartheid is the
wicked doctrine of oppression and exploitation which is
being imposed on the majority of the people of South
Alrica by a small, though powerful minority. Its real
strength lies, not in the determination of is advocates,
but in the fears and hesitations of its victims,

These fears can be anderstood, but not condoned:
The nazi bocties who are messing the lives of the major”
ity have the might of State power on their side, They
have the ruthlessness and zeal of determined fanatics,
They would rather see South Africa destroyed than cx-
tend to the man of colour those rights and liberties which
belong to that civilisation they claim hypaocritically to be
upholding. That is why they have been able to escape
with the immoral robberjes of the Group Areas Act; the
inherent rottcnness of the Passes for African women. and
the beastly lows which set race against race.

‘That all these things are being done to the majority
puts the blamc for them finally on the many who allow
their lives to be messed about by an arrogant and bruta]
minority. Apartheid is strong because the African, Eure-
pean, Coloured or Indian democrats agree that it should
ruin them.  The only answer to it apd therefore to the
humiliating bans which it imposes on cver;}body, is to

HEN 1 got'to Atcra for the All-African People's Conference, a
highly-placed Ghanaian friend of mine cameto me and told

me that certain people (I will not mention names and please never
you ask me anywhere who theyare) bad approached the government
of Ghanz with the request that I should not be allowed to land as
I was a friend of the men of apartheid, sent to spy on the confers

1 found this somewhat amusing
becausc it showed what some
people in this country whe claim
to champien the cause of the
oppressed will sink to, It was
not the fist time these tacticts
bad been wused against me,
During the treason trials I had
been approached by the Security
Police, shortly after the arrests.
I was then informed that certain
personal letters 1 had written to
top Congress leaders had fallen
into the bands of the Police
dusing thc searches and that
they would be used in Cours.
The Police wanted me to appear
in Court to substantiate the alle-
gations I had made in the letters
apainat the communists.

To my surprise, within a few
days Durban was full of rumour
that I would be going to Johan-

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Verwoerd Now Scared Of Being
“Left In The Lurch”

;uTHE Western world is losing the psychological battle for the mind
of Africa,'* the Prime Minister, Dr. Verwoerd, told Mr. George
H. Pipal, European director of the United Press, in the first exclusive

interview granted since he took office.

The Prime Ministes said the

West is seeking to outbid the Communists at their own game of
attacking the White man's prestige in Africa,

The interview is accerding to
“The Star,” published in the
current fortnightly issuc of the
“Digest of South African Affairs,”
issued by the State Information
Service, Dr, Verwoerd added:
“They say almest apologetically
that colonialism is something of
the past and they are now ready
to grant self government, and
that they, too, are opposed to the
* oppressor-countries*  like  the
Union of South Africa.

“The Western world would
bave been much wiser if they had
countered the Communist’s gens
eralized and vague attalck by a
clear and specific expozition of
what the White man/and the
Union of South Africa have done,
s doing, and is still prepared to
do for Africa and the Black man,
which must lead to self-eficiency
ia the course of time.

The Dark Ages

*Everything the Western powe
‘trs and White governments did
is the cause of Africa moving out
of its dark ages into this age of
growing enlighteament,”

Dr. Verwoerd said the real
Adanger from Communism wax
not that the African peoples of
Africa would take over the Com-
munist ideology, “but that they
would come under the spell of
other aspects of Communist pro-
paganda,

By this I mean acceptance of
the ideas that the colonial powers
or the White peoples of South
Africa harmed them instead of
creating civilized conditions on
this continent,

“Communism bas one aim i
#Aftica—10 make the Black man
resent the presence of the White
mman,

“And the Western world, also
«waoting to make friends of Africa
—possibly to be strong enough to
aveid a coming clash—is now, no
doubt uswittingly, playing the
same game.

““They are afraid of suggesting
that colonialism has done more
good than harm,

“The Western pations do not

understand what they are doing’

South Africa is suppressing the
Africans, Idon't thiok they do it
primarily in order to harm South
Africa.

“They want to put up a sort
of, more readily underatandable
to prifitive minds, symbol of
White suppression and through
this prevent the link-up of South
Africa and the Western world.

“When South Africa is attacke
td, many Western nations either
stand aside or participate in the
attack. s

“This supports and enforces
the propaganda by opponents of
the Western world and increases
the chances of this dangerous
frame of mind.

“South Africa is the one re«
lisble friend the Western world
has,” the Premier aaid.

“We are the one area on which
the West caa rely absolutely, the
focemoet fort in any pessible
East-West clash.

“Qur friendship must remain

United Ningdom with represen-
tatives o 'the Basuto Nation who
bave shown botb maderation and
wisdom in matters which affect
Basutoland directly and bave at
tke same cime shownd themselves
fully conscious of the significance
of the matters which we have
discussed.

An Historic Document

The Report on which our
agreement is largely based is.an
bustoric document in the rela-
tions between Her Majesty's

Britain And - Basutoland Agree
On Reforms

THE constitutional reforms agreed upon recently in Londen be-
tween the Basuto ‘people and the Britisb Governmeot have
atoused considerable interest in South Africa, where most people
see in them 2 major rebuff for apartheid. Below we publish the full
text of the spzech by Lord Home. Secretary of State for Common-
wealth Relations, in which he outlined Britain's attitude to the pro-
gtess of Basutoland in the House of Lords on December 18:-

Both delegations recognise that
the proposal to base the franchise
upon membership of the Basuta
Nation was put forward by the
Basutoland Council in the sin-
cesely beld belief that it would
aperate effectively and without
discrimination. In addition how-
eves there were many other im-
portant aspects relative to the
problem; and both delegations are
satisfied hat the best solution is
to establish 1 single pall for the
Basuto and non-Basuto British
subjects and Britjsh protected
persons. They have also agreed
on the qualifications proposed in
the Report with regard 1o age,

R, NEHRU told the Prime
Minister of Ghapa,t Mr.
Kwame NRrumab, in New Delhi
that bis visit to India was
doubly welcome *‘both for the
suke of Ghana and for the sake
of Africa.”

Mr. Nehru who was speaking
at a banquet given in hooour of
the Prime Mipister of Ghana,
said that the great forces that
were evident in Africa could
not be suppressed. They would
find an outlet.

2“We can only hope that tbey
will find that ocutlet in peace
and friendship, for, otherwise,
it will be most unfortuoate for
all concerned,” he added,

The Prime Minister of Ghana
in reply said that the forces at
work in Africa had put Ghana
into a place where it had be-
come more or less the spring-
board “for the final liberation
of the African conotinent. The
time has come, he added, **when
the freedom of one little terri-
tory on the continent of Africa
is not freedom unless that free-
dom is linked with the {freedom
of all terztories in Africa which
are under .be colonial regime.”

Dr. NRrumah said: “As most
of you know, the continent of
Alrice is under six or seven
different colonial Powers. We
are orgapising these various
territories and we hope that it
will not be long before this
” great new era will usher into
Africa complete independence
and sovergnity.”

8 1958 oame to o close the
Government of Ghana
again took sotions which will
oinse anxiety to many of the
conotry's wellewishers.  Just
befcre Ohristmas Mr. Jueticse H.
0. Bmith (an Eoglishman) gave
jadgment that, by removing
four deportees from the juorie
diotlon of the conrt while their
olalm of Ghanian oitizenship
was pilll unheard, the former
Minister of the Ibterior, Mr.
Krobo Edasei, and the Com-=
‘miseioner of the Police, MMr. E.
R.T. Madjitey. had ocommitted
oontempt of courls He stayed
excoutlon for a few days, howe
sver, to allow the two men to
make an apology to the court.
The following day the Qovern-
ment ruashed through a Deportas
tion Indemnity Aot
ordered the two men not to
spologiee, and nullified and con-
aeguential order to.be given by
the judge.

This unuosual procedure has
saused conoern in many qoare
ters: The question now in
many people’e mind is: how far
oan 8 Government legitimately
interfers with the judiociary, it
the latter is to perform its work
iin an independent atmosphere?
Has Ghana already encroached
too far on the freedom of its
conrte? On December 29 De.
K. A. Batia, tho leader of the
@bana Opposition, commenting
on the new Aot declared: *‘Mass
imprisonment without (rial, in-
terferenos in the fonotions of the
" oourts, and a fragile constitution
alterable by a pimple majority
all go to oreate & grave seituation
whioh threatens perliamentary
demooracy,” Qontrariwise, Dr,
Nkramah and Mr. Kol Baako,
Minlster of Information and
Broadeasting kave publioly de-
fended the Governwent’s aotion.

Difficulties

In New Delhi, ou a visit fo
Iodia, on December 29 the
Prime Minister gaid hie conntry
froed three maio diffonlties on
sohleving independence: internal
violence in Ashanti snd Togoe
Isnd, the exploitation of tribal
and reglonal logalties to politi-
o8l ends, and “dissident groups
which plotted violenoe ngainet
members of the Governmaent”,
He went on to say that “‘foreign
elements” which intervened in

whioh

loeal politios bad been deported.
Their countries of origln in-
oladded Nigeris, Qermany and
Ceylon. Replying to a question
he said that those held in ds-
tention would be given a publio
trial if they wanted it.

Mr. Baako told a nesws cone
ferenos on December 31 that
the Government did not intend
to interfore with the administra~
tion of the courts, bat ‘“where
the Government is satisfied that
parliamentary aoction !s neoes-
sary to preserve the administra-
tion of the country and to safe-
guard pnblio servants aoting in
good faith, it will not hesitate
to take nppropriate steps.” He
sald that there was nothing un-
unsual in what the Government
had done in parsing the new
Act. “It has morely eaid. as
has the British Parliament on a
great namber of occasione, that

‘s Miplster or public servant

acting in good faith and in
apoordance with the ordera of
the Government shounld not be
punighed.” If, he held, Mr.
Ednsie and Mr., Mad)itey had
been pnnished by the oonrt, it
would have meant the resigna-
tion of the whole Cabinet and
“we cannot git down and sllow
one single jundge to oanee the
resignation of the whole Cabi-
net.” The “hotion of the two
men “might be legally wrong,
but we think it Is politically
correot.” Asked whether the
aotion of Parliament might

oauss jondges to fear that their

judgments might be changed by
politiciane, Mr, Baako eaid: "If
they think they are doing the
correot thing they need ngt
fear.”

Unsatisfactory

Both theee repliee must he
considered sy upsatiafactory. No
one oan afford not to appreociate
the very real diflionlties Dr,
Nkrumah's government figes.
Tke onee he details are not the
only cnes with whioh the npew
state is concerned. Bnt thers ia
a bario contradiction between
his assuranoce that arrested people
will besble to ‘have a publio
trial it they want it, and the
record of his Government in
deporting people who ¢laim to
be Ghanaisn oitizens withont
giving them a chance to gub-
staniate their olalm. Apd Mr.
Bapko's assertion that judges

have nothing to fear if they are
