HE “Bhagavad Gita" or

“Lord's Seng” is an epic
that is and ever will be immortal
because it is an infallible directive
and guide to Mankind' for all
time, ®

‘The lesson it was designed to
teach, is as true and as applicable
to-day, as it was those thousands
of years ago, when delivered on
the Field of Kurukshetra,

Tts teaching is as true for every
individual Scuth African Indian,
in the struggle with which we are
now confroated, as it was for the
Kshattriya Arjuna in those far
distant days in ancient Bharata-
varsha.

For that, too, was a conflict
between the forces of Righteous-
ness and Unrighteousness; be-
tween the Powers of Light and
the Powers of Darkness; between
the Divine and the un-Divine; the
True as-opposed to the False,
Just as-is-this in which we are
now called upon to engage.

If it be objected that Arjuna
belonged to the Kshattriya caste,
whereas few if any of us South
Africans can lay claim to tha;
distinction, the answer is Quite
simple.  Irrespective of birth,
parentage or caste mark, a man is
what his faith is, what his charac-
ter is; not what he is outside, but
what he is inside; the - principles
the real self of him stands for, the
. principles, he is prepared to sacri-
fice and suffer for,

The Lord has made this per-

fectly clear in His “Song," so that

tach one of us who enrols him-
self on'the Lord’s side in defence
of Truth, Justice and Righteous-
ness is, in the truest sense a
Kshattriya,

As the quotatiott at the head of
this article points out, motive in

this connection is all-important
The injunction to disregard the
personal motive, material con
siderations, is admittedly, not easy
to obey; but it is imperative Se-
cause it is motive that colours and
gives character to our conduct.

At the same time, we need to
remember that good intetions do
not make wrong actions right.
That right conduct consists of
“Love in action guided by the
Wise mind; that the road to Hell
is often paved with good mten-
tions,

We who are now called upon
to make our decision as to how
we shall conduct ourselves in
respect of the Group Areas Act
would also do well to recognise
that this is but another episode,

another “engagement,” in the
age-old Great War  between
‘Dharma’ and  ‘a-Dharms,' be-

tween the forces of Right and
Wrong, between Spiritual ideals
atd a grossly Material ideology.

Recognising this, we have to
decide fitstly, whether to oppose
the attacking forces or to sur-
render to them.  Secondly, if we
are to put up a struggle at all,
whether we shall engage in the
conflict for the sake and in de-
fence of Principle or of self-
interest,

We shall need to look ourselves
honestly and searchingly in the
face and ask ourselves whether
our temporary, worldly posses-
sions mean more to us than ths
call of duty for duty's sake, no
matter what the consequences of
-answering that call may be, -

It's the old, old choice all over
again, Self or sacrifice. Soul or
Personality. Grab or Give. There
is no dodging or evading the
issue,

The . distinction between the
defence of Principle as motive and
the resisting of the threatened
attack upon our possessions, in-
terests, and profits as motive, is
real and fundamental,

In the former case, we are de-
fenders of Right because it is
right and not for the sake of the
“fruits” our success may bring
us, We constitute ourselves
warriors in the Lord’s army’ in
defence of His law and so that it
shall prevail. We range ourselves
on the side’of Righteousness be-
cause the way of righteousness is
God's way, the way of unright-
eousness the Satanic way,

In the latter case, we lower our-
selves to the level of our attackers,

We are concerned for what we

call “our rights,” not in the in-.
terests of Righteousness, but be-
cause they are curs, Like that
of our attackers our outlook on
the question becomes a purely
materialistic one,

Our attackers believe in the
Law of the Jungle; that Might
is Right, According to Jungle
Ethics, it is the “right” of the
strong, of those who have the
power, to survive at the expense
of the weak. The believers in
Jungle Ethies have no time or
place for “sentiment.”  They re-
gard life as a battle for survival in
which the victors are entitled to
the spoils; as a war in which “all
is fair,"

“Rights," then, becomss only
another name for “Opportunities,”
and the power to turn them to
individual or class advantage.

If any non-compliance with the
compulsion of the Group Areas
measure i3 to be based on ethical
grounds, we shall need to ask our-
selves frankly and truthfully, how
far our conception of “rights”
differ from that of our attackers.

Is our dissatisfaction due to
our conviction that Jungle Law
applied to human relationships is
bad and therefore wrong, or be-
cause we are henceforth to be
denied so many of the opportuni-
ties for self-enrichment we enjoyed
before it was’so mcrmlcssly turned
against us?

In plain language, is our grisv-
ance that we consider the Bepgar
my neighbour game a wrong way
of life and living, or that our
rulers have taken an unfair
advantage in the game to beggar
us and now refuse us an oppor-

tunity to stand in the gane any
longer? .

On our honest response to this
challenge, will depend the merit—
or demersit—of any struggle we
may decide to m1ke,

National Day Of Pro-
test, Or—“Prayer?”’

ONDAY, June 26, has
i been declared by the
President-Genzral of thz African
National Congress a’ Natioaal
Day of Pratest against the policy
of oppression and injustics of the
present Goverpment, Dr, Moroka
has made a call to all the non-
Europeans—it is indezd a call 10
all justice-loving people of South
Africa—to join in observing this
day. If all are equally affected
by the Group Areas Bill and the
Suppression of Communism Bill,
and no doubt th2y are, and if the
injustice is really universally felt,
asindeed it should, then this is
undoubtedly the most civilised
way of demonsteating it. Not
only no harm will be done if the
Europzans, who da not subscrib:
to the present policy of the Gov-
ernment, were to give their
whole-hearted ¢>-opzration in this
move, it is,in our humble opinicn,
their bounden duty to do so,
It will be a test of their sincerity
towards the cause of justice. We
have long felt the need for the
observance of such a diy by all
the oppressed people of Ssuth
Africa, and, not long ags, we
suggested it in these columns.
‘This will be a test of ou. se s: of
indignation ar the utter disregard
shown to our feelings and the
grave injustice inflicted on us, It
i3 a step in the right direction,
and, if we are true and sincere in
our hearts and in our professions,
God will surely shower Hs
blessings on us.

Think Before You Le:p

But we would 'say, and we
would repeat it over and over
again, that we should not take a
single hasty step which we my
have to regret and to retrace
later. Let us think and think
hard of all the consequences and
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the step we take, and, only, after”
having thoroughly understood

them, take the step calmly, coolly
and deliberately, no matter what
comes in our way. It is the duty
of the leaders not to rouse the
emotions of the masses by
thetoric. They should not ~be
given false hopes, they should be
told the naked truth and then
they should be allowed to decide
for themselves, If they prefer
slavery to freedom you canno®
change them overnight. You will
gain nothing by attempting to do
so. This is going to be a life and
death struggle and success will
be achieved after a-duous labour
and immense amount of suffering.
We might possibly not live to see
the success. But we shall have ful-
filled our task worthily by laying
down our lives for it. It is not
the success but the wisdom,
strength and courage to perform
the task for the good of posterity
that we have to pray for.

Should Depend' On
Nobody

All those wbo observe the pro-
posed National day should be
made to understand that they are
doing it for the freedom of their
soul. They miy have to run the
risk of losing their bread. If they
are given any hopes or promises
that the material losses they may
have to suffer will be made good
by anybody, they should be
assured that such hopes and pro-
mises are false, It is utterly
wrong for anyone to make such
promises; it is utverly wrong for
anyone who takes part in the
struggle to expect them. They
must not be dependant upon any-
one but themselves and ‘their
God. If they have faith in them-
selves and in God help will come
to” them in abundance, but they
may not anticipate any such help.
They should not expect or rely
upon any such prior conditions.
There should be no intimida-
tion of any kind whatsoever.
Complete freedom and fearless-
ness should be assured to all who
may join the struggle.as well as
those who may not.

Woanted: A Stout Heart,
Not Money

Let it be remembered that it is
not money that we want, it is not
five thousand or fifty thousand
pnunds that we want. Itis five

d or fifty th d men
of valour, men of stout hearts,
that we want, who will not run
away at the sight of bayonets or

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GROUP AREAS BILL PASSED IN ASSEMBLY

'HE Group Areas Bill passed

its final stage in the House
o! Assembly on Tuesday night
by 73 votes to 58, after a hot
debate which was ended by the
guillotine, - During the third
reading debate two important
statements were made-—one by
Mr. J. G, N, Strauss, Acting
Leader of tbe Opposition, and
asother by the Prime M\mster,
Dz, D, F, Malan,

The Actiog Leader of the
Opposition, Mr. Strauss, moved
the following amendment:

That this Housé; in view of
{s) general acceptance in
South Africa of the priociple of
residential and social separation;
and

{b) Absence of any public
inguiry at which interested
parties have been emabled to
make representations, declines
to pass the Third Reading until
2 commission, presided over by
a Judge of the Supreme Court,
hes inquired into and reported
upon the subject thereof, includ-
ing:

() The necessity or otherwise
of such legislation, and the
practicability of giving effect
thereto:

(2) The financial implications
involved, with due regard to the
extent to which it may be
pecessary  to - interfere with
vested rights and how best those
who bave beea deprived of such
rights may be compensated; and

(3) Provision of alternative
accommodation for persons de-
prived of their existiog residen-
tial accommodation.

Mr, Strauss said that the posi-
tion of the United Party was
perlectly clear.

“We favour the traditional
policy of haviog social and
residential separation, _I1{ by
voluatary means that can be
_done we are prepared to do it,”
be said. .

“Our record is writtea into
the legislation of this country.
We did so by compulsory means
(in Nltnl) only after following

wise and statesmanlike
course of having a fair and lun
lnquu'y.

The Opposition agreed with
the Government that the ulti-
wate golution of the Indian
Question was repatiiation, Now
it seemed that any hope
of that had been dashed even
before @ round.table on it had
taken place, 1f there had been
Proper study of the matter this
desirable solution might not
bave been jeopardised,

That this was an ill digested
and half-baked piece of legisla-

tion was proved by the commit-
tee stage where more than 6o
amendments were moved oo the
39 clauses of the Bill, There
were 2} major amendments, and
16 of these were based on points
raised by the Opposition.

It hud been the Opposition
which had struck a blow for
land owners in insisting that the
Bill should nat go contrary to
the Native Trust and Land Act,
in allowiog Native group areas
to be established without pro-
vision for compensation to lani
owners, And the Minister (Or.
Donges) had at first resisted this
proposal.

But for the vigilance of the
United Party, also, much greater
losses would have been suffered
as a result of this Bill by iono-

cent parties throughout the
country.
However, the dictatoridl

powers of the Minister remained
untouched, and is all its major
aspects the Bill still remained a
pernicious measure,

In East Londen Mr. Moses

hate the Natives. But they did
not want the Natives to become
lh-ef_ equals.

As a result of the Caperown
Agreement, which specifi-ally pre-
vided for the uplift of the Indian
community to Western standard
of life and calied upon them to
regard South Africa, and not
India, as their permanent home
and to aid in the building up of
South Africa. No capital of any

BISHOP OF JOHANNESBURG ON
COMMUNISM

SPEAKING at Evensorg in St.

Peter’s Brakpan, last Sunday
night, the Bishop of Johannes-
burg, the .Rt. Rev.” Ambrose
Reeves said, ‘‘as Christians, we
cannot fail to be disquieted by the
fact that the Bill of Suppresion of
Communism takes the punish-
ment of Commupists outside the
pormal processes of law and puts
it into the hands of political
authonty wlthout allowmg any,
redress in the courts.”

“For centuries now,’ he added,
‘4t has been demonstrated that
the only guarantee of freedom
is free access to the courts
by all citizens, whatever their
offence, =

“Certainly it is the function
of political power to preserve
the vitality of a nation. But it
is erroneous for political ‘leaders
to conclude that their power iS
either uncontrolled or unlimited.

“On the contraty, politcal
power must always be subordl-
nated to the demands of justice,
and that only can be secured if
the pumshment of offenders 1s

'
in the hands of a judiciary which
is not itself in the hands of
political power.

“Even if those responsible for
this Bill will aot listen, it re-
mains our solemn duty to warn
them that, while for a time such
legislation may appear to be suc-
cessful, in the long run the effects
of it will be very different from
that which they expect.

“It must be obvious that Com-
munism cannor be_ banished by
an Act of Parliament. Even if
Parliamentary action succeeds in
driving  Communism  under-
grourd, such action may only
strengthen it in the long run.

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ascendancy of the Hindu rashtra
mentality, That would inevitably
stimulate separatism further; and
then the separatist mentality
might not be restricted to religious
communities, but might spread to
racial, linguistic and even caste
groups. That would be the end
of India.

“Thus considered from every
point of view, the idea of exthange
of populations must be given up.

Both States To Be
Secular

“That leaves only one possible
solution, namely, that hoth India
and Pakistan be secular States
and the minorities in both have
full security and equal citizen-
ship.

“It was in the light of this
basic analysis that the Socialist
Party Executive had enuciated at

. Rewa its policy in regard to East

Bengal situation. Since it still
remains our basic policy, let me
bring out the main points. The
main points were three:

“First, India must hold fast to
its secular character, .and no
matter what bappened in Pakistan
must give full protection and
security to its Muslim citizens and
guarantee them equal rights of
cmzcnshxp.

Second, India should, by
friendly approaches to Pakistan,
try to perouade that country to
join hands to guarantee in words
and deeds full protection and
opportunity for development to
all minorities. The Executive
went on further to say that “in
this connection the Prime Minis-
ter's suggestion for a joint inquiry
commission and a joint tour with
Mr, Liaquat Ali Khan was a
commendable beginning.  That
suggestion bore no fruit. But
further attempts should be made
and the idea of a joint tour and
inquiry should he expanded to
wider joint actions "’

“The last point provided for a
wayout in case of a possible
failure of these efferts.  To quote
the Executive again, “if the earnest
attempts of our Government do
not succeed and the people and
the Government of Pakistan per-
sist in their present policy, India
must finally, and sooner than
later, act on her own and take
every measure to protect the
minerities and human rights in
Pakistan."

“I still stand four square by
this policy and bold that there is
no alternative,

Peace And War

“While it is true that I had
suggested what is known in inter-
national law as ‘measure short of
war,' it is not right to overlook the
qualifying conditions and fasten
attention only on the final step.
Let me remind the reader of
the conditions I had sct forth,

" Pakistan.

First, 1 had emphasised that
there must be peace and order in
India and our Muslim citizens
must live without fear and in en-
joyment of equal rights with
Hindus, As faras I had said in
a later statement, we caanot
rush to protect minorities and
human rights elsewhere when we

fail to do so at home. Second, I
had insisted at Nagpur that
though Nehru's friendly ap-

proaches had proved infructuous
fresh attempts should be made to
reach a peaceful solution,

“Tt was only in the event of

all peaceful efforts failing and
when we had succeeded in keep-
ing peace at home and doing
justice to our minorities, that I
had suggested what was des-
cribed as armed intervention,
+ As it turned out, Pandit Nehru's
hope was justified, and a peace-
ful settlement was arnived at.  To
oppose that scttlement or to
sabotage it is to play with fire,
for as Pandit Nehru has said the
alternative is war. War is a
frightful affair and no sane per-
son would rush into it when
other avenues of setrlement are
open. Nor would war necessarily
save the Hindus cf East Bengal
nor help in the rehabilitation of
the refugees.,

“There is a great deal of talk
about the honesty of purpose of
‘Will they implement
the agreement?’ we are asked on
all sides, It occurs to no one to
ask if WE will implement it,
Judging from the temp:r of the
people of West Bengal and the
attitude of its Press, one may
well ask that question.

“Let us remember that if we
implemented the agreement and
Pakistan did not, a solution-—
though a tragic solution—would
yet be available. But if we both
failed to do the job, no solution
could ever be found, A war
wrought in a communal climate
on both sides would only result in
mutual destruction. It would bz
quite a different affair, however,
if an India which hid upheld the
principles of civilisation and res.
pzeted human rights, used force
for the enforcement of those very
rights and principles. The result
of such force cannot but be the
defeat of the forces of evil :mJ
rZJCllﬂD»

“As a Socialist, I have never
been an enemy of communalisn.
I was a bitter opponent of the
League and its two nation theory
and of Partition. I was also, and
am an opponent of Hindu, Sikh
and all other communalism,

Gandhiji’s Position

“Let me remind my crities of
what Gandlnji had once said at
the time of the Purjib ricts.
When the gigantic forced, migra.
tions began, Gaodhiji firmly set
his face against them., H: de-
clared solemaly that he would

never accept the migrations as
final and would never bow his
head before the principle that
human beings could not live to-
gether just because they pro-
fessed different faiths. He said
that conditions must be created
in India so that every Muslim
who had fled with his life might
return to his home and live in
reace and with honour. And he
said further that in  Pakistan
similar conditions must be created
so that every Hindu and Sikh
could go back to live with honour
and happiness.

“And then he made a most
startling statement, He said that
if we succeeded in creating such
conditions in India, and Pakistan
failed, he would be prepared to
fight with Pakistan on that issue.
Let it be remembered that it was
it trying to create those condi-
tions in India that the Nation's
Father was martyred.

“My proposal was no different
in principle from what Gandhiji
had said. There is no doubt, of
course, that the Mahatma was
sure that if he succeeded in
creating the conditions for which
he was working, the moral force
of his success would have con-
quered Pakistan and the ‘fight’ of
which hejalked would have been
unnecessary. Lesser man like me
might nurse the same hope.l

“At any event, let it be re-
membered that there was no
room for force majeure in my
propos:}if we failed to create the
conditiods for the Muslims in
India which we were demanding
for the Hindus of Pakistan. But
if we did do that and Pakistan
did not, and withal rejected all
peaceful methods of settlement,
then Idid expect all Muslims in
India to join hands with other
1 ians in compelling Pakistan by

ce to.do its duty by its citizens,

“Lastly, a few words about
Akhand ~ Bharat. There is a

great deal of talk about the re-
union of India and Pakistan in
Hindu communal circles. It is
tragic, however, that these circ'es
do not realise that by their actions
they do everything possible to
defeat their pnrpose. It was com-
munalism, Hoth Mnslim and
Hindu, that was responsible for
the division of the country, Com-
munalism now can only further
divide and alienate.

“If the Hindu communalist is
dreaming, as he well might, of
re-uniting the broken pieces by a
war of conquest, he is living in a
fool's paradise, Ten crores of

+Muslims of Pakistan and India

could never be forced to become
citizens of India by sword,

“Even if the world allowed the
battle to be fought and Indla were
victorious, its victory would be-
come its defeat, for it would have
a hundred million rebels on its
hands, backed by millions outside.
It would be 2 task beyond the
powers of any nation to keep a
hundred million people under
subjugation, And why should
India want to subjugate anyozne?
Did we win our freedom from
subjugation only to subjugate
others? If I undertand my
countrymen, their overwhelming
answer would be ‘no.’

Strange as it may appear, I too
dream of a united India. 1 dream
of itbecause I am a Socialist. I
dream of it because I have faith
in the toiling peoples of the earth.
I dream of it bzcause I dream of
an A.ian federation and ultimately
of a World Government. But a
World Government is -a far cry
from a Hindu imperialism.”
