Helpless as
we are, as we have be been
kept in this counmtry by the
tulers, we can but cry to all
those in whom we feel we can
lay our trust to be succoured.
1f we were sure that we would
get that help in South Africa,
we would not have the slightest
occasion fo seek it from outside,
But are even those Europeons
who have the power, able to

bold their ground under the
present Government ? They seem
to be fast losing it. But
of course they have their own
weapon to deal with the situa.
tion and so they feel safe,
What weapon have we? The
only weapon we have is to
cry out as loudly as possible for
belp, and that is what we are
doing, Those who are brutally
assaulting us seem callous, They
have no fear whatsoever. The
harder we cry the barder they
become in dealing their blows,
But there are others who feel
embarrassed with by cries and
yet are not ablé to render us
any practical help, They plead,
no doubt, with our assailants,
But what does their pleading
amouat to after allz They tell
our assailants not to be too
hash, hardly out of mercy,
but out of fear that our cry
might catch the ear of the
outside world. That will not
avail us much,

«¢THERE is no Religion higher
than Truth is the teaching
of the wise and saintly from time
immemorial. “God is Truth, and
Truth is God"” was Gandhiji's
+ declaration of Faith, his finding
after years of arduous, self-
sacrificing seeking,

Are these merely pretty plati-
tudes, nice-sounding sentiments
that, while admirable as such,
have no place in “practical poli-
tics,” are too abstract, too “high”
o .be applicable to the hard
realities of life and the outlook
and conduct of the plain average

_man?

Before examining these propo-
sitions further, we should re-
cognise that the really wise are
not given to talking nonsense or
to presenting as facts anything
but what they themselves have
by experience found to be true,
Just as saints have been sinners in
their time, so the wise have pra-
duated through the stages of un-
wisdom in which .most of ug
presently find ourselves groping.
Both have had to evolve, to be-
come, what they are. Now, the
corrollary of the doctrine “The
Truth shall make you Free” is,
of course, “Untruth is synony-
mous with Bondage,” with the
limitations and defects, the sins
and failings, the darkness born of
our ignorance, from which we
nearly all of us suffer.

Truth is God bedause by ‘God’
is meant the absolute Reality of
Realities, the eternal, the in-
definable, the changeless, the all-
transcending, in contradistinction
the impermanent, ever-
changing, panorama of the
phenomenal worlds that are born
and die, appear and disappear.

The wise worship Truth, are
devotees of Truth, because wor-
ship or devotion is the way to
“becoming.” “As is the Shrine,
sois the Votary. The Soul is
fashioned to its Like."” The truly
wise become god-like because by
devotion to Truth that is God,
they become assimilated to the
object of their worship, They
become free from the limitations,
delusions and defects of the
average man and bzcome “like
anto, the Father."”

There are certain basic, funda-
mental véritied that are common
to all of the world's great reli-
gions. The most important of
these is the Fatherhood of God
and the Brother relationship of
Mankind, i, of every human
Being to every other human being,
This signifies that just as the seed
contains within its tiny shell all
the porentialities of the parent

‘plant, so Man has latent within

his complex constitution all the
possibilities and powers of divin-
ity; of becoming “like unto the
Father,"” the Source and Origin
of his being.

Man's possibilities, and what
constitutes his progress, are indi-
cated by his divine pedigree, And
this applies equally to the most
backward as it does to the most
advanced of Mankind.

Says Sti Krishna, the Supreme,
to Arjuna, His disciple,

“I am the Self, the Spirit,
deep-seated in every creature's
heart.

“From ME they come; by ME
they live; at MY word they
depart.”

The Christian  dispensation
likewise speaks of God, as the
Christ, being present in the heart
of Man.

This essential Unity, this
common denominator of Oneness,
is, then, the basic, the superlative
Truth regarding real humao re-
lationships, while Apartheid as
preached, and far too  widely
practised, in South Africa, is the
superlative heresy—the Heresy of
Separateness, as it has been

led

If the doctrine of the Father-
hoed of God and the Brotherhood
of Mankind expresses fact, it
follows naturally “that all human
beings are members of the one
family and while sharing the love
and guidance of the all-wise
Father, are duty-bound to re-
cognise the telationship, and treat
each other in a brotherly way.

None will doubt, because ex-
perience assures us, that where
lovlng service and concern of
each for the well-being of the
others is the ruling spirit in family
life, the result is harmony, peace,

women for dress, of children for
sweetmeats, It is necessary to
appreciate that Love is the very
opposite of the egotisms of the
personality-I of us, of its selfish
desires and appetites, of its
philosophy of “First T come,” of
its jungle-ethics in respect of sur-
vival,

God is Love taught the Chris-
tian Master, thereby indicating
that the way of love was the path
to self-realisation, to the unfold-
ment of man’s latent powers or
potentialities, to his at-one-ment
with the All-Father. He em-
phasised this with the command-
ment “that ye love one another.”

The message of “The Gita,"
rightly understood, is identical
with that of the Chistian Master,
In essence it is “Come unto ME,"”
and find ME, whom am the
Spirit within your heart by fol-
lowing the path of sacrifice.

The Buddha, in speaking of
“The Law that makes for
Righteousness” says, “the Heart
of it is Love; the ead of it is
Peace and Consummation sweat,”

In the light of the above, need
we go far to find the tiue ex-
planation for the disruption and
near-chaos threatening the humin
family today?

We have learnt at least enough
to recognise that hate, greed,
envy, jealousy, lust and power
and possessions, are each and all

of them disruptive and  dis-
integrating forces that divide,
separate, antagonise and keep

apart; that where these prevail
and control our thoughts and
actions, discord ot harmony,
strife not peace, misery and
suffering not contentment and
happiness, must equally prevail.
What then, Brothers, is it “that
lets'’? What is the explanation?

-We are Men (‘Manasa’), endowed

with the power to think, to dis-

porg and b Family
love expresses itself in a sort of
competition as to who shall con-
tribute most towards the general
happiness. Love is a spiritual
cement that unites and holds to-
gether, It finds its joy in pour-
ing itself out; in giving; in com-
plete unselfishness, It is the
effloresence of the soul; the ex-
pression or manifestation of the
divine in man. Love is the un-
folding of the soul's divine po-
tentialities; the hall-mark of man’s
divine pedigree, Itis a force, a
power, that integrates, that d's-
solves barriers, and finally becotmes
all-embracing, all-encompassing.
It is necessary to emphasise this
because 3o much that is called
“love is but selfishness in dis-
disguise, the “love” of the op-

cril to choose, to accept or
reject.  Why, then, this repeated
mis-taking ? Why persist in taking
the road painful experience should
have convinced us leads only to
misery, however attractive and
inviting it may appear to be ?

The short answer is, that we
have bartersd our spiritual birth-
right for 2 mess of (material)
pottage.

Blinded and seduced by the
glamour and glitter"of what Sri
Krishna speaks of as “the delights .
that are “contact-born, but are
wombs of pain,’" we have lost
sight of our real spiritual nature,
forgotten our "spiritual heritage.

Instead of the body being seen as
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but “a bouse of flesh” in and
through which the soul, the real
man functions and learns through
experience, the body is thought
to be the man himself. The
man’s outlook regarding life and
the purpose of living becomes
distorted, blurred, and, eventually,
wholly out of focus. He sees
things upside down, mistakes
shadow for substance, adopts an
entirely false standard of values.
Spiritual values cease to have any
meaning, The Fatherhood of
God and Brotherhood of Man-
kind doctrine is either scouted
altogether as irreconcilable with
the stern realities of this jungle
struggle for survival, or else
treated with indulgent tolerance.

Itis ‘the materialistic outlook,
the identification of men with
body, the failure to distinguish
between the soul—the real man—
and the black, brown, yellow or
for that matier white body, that
is no more than the vehicle
through which the soul is for the
time being functioning, that is
largely accouatable for South
Africa’s Apartheid ideology,

Sezn through “the eye of mat.
ter,”” the truthof brotherhood is
admittedly difficult of acceptance.
The “eye of matter" sees only
the differences that distinguish
and sepatate. It is blind to the
fact of the unifying spirit, the
essential realuty, that all share by
reason of their common divine
parentage,

Full Of Inaccuracies

It was put in in the other
place (the Assembly), so near to
the tune of the Bill that there
was not tme to study it properly
by the members there,  This re-
port 1s full of maccuracies. It is
a cumpletely one-sided document.

Broome reports, the difference is
as the difference between light
and darkness. I do nct make a
grave statement of that  kind
without chapter and verse, lam
going to prove my statement,
which the Hon, Minister has
taken so badly.

is a lengthy one and chapters one _

and two respectively deal with
the position historically, béfore
and after Union up to 1946, So
there is no history recorded in
this, but in chapter four, para-
graph 288, it says: A perual of
the evidence summarised in chap-
ters one to three hereof says thag
the Indian came to South Africa
as an indentured labourer against
the wishes of the European in-
habitants of Natal. Now, the
European inhabitants of Natal
may or may not have made a
serious political error. That is a
different question, But hereis a
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statement made in a report which
the Minister wants to defend.
The statement is alleged to be a
fact that as a matter of history
the Indian came to Natal against
the wishes of the European In-
habitants, The historical chapters
which are supposed to support
that are suppressed, 1 do mnot
know what they contain. 1 would
like to give some of the facts
with regard to this., On the 18th
June, 1855, a public meeting of
the citizens of Durban, called by
the Town Council, by a very
large majority, got the following
paragraph inserted in an address
to Sir George Gray :
“Ind dently of

The Minister of Interior: Cer-
tainly on mixed marriages I have.

Senator Dr. Brookes: May I
ask the Hon, Minister to look at
the map of Europe. I am not
talking about mixed marriages, I
am talking about marriages. I
ask the Hon. Minister if he thinks
that a man's relations with his
wife will improve by permanent
separation? Look at Swi}tzerlaud
where French and German-speak-

ing people have lived together in -

amity with one short civil war in
600 years and in"France and Ger-
many where the principle of
apartheid has been consistently
and thoroughly applied they have
had three wars in the last 80
years, major wars into which they
have dragged the whole world in-
cluding ourselves. He is basing
his views on a fallacy. It does
not necessarily mean that because
people are separated they are
going to live more happily.

Objections To The Bill
Referring to the objections to
the Bill Senator Brookes said:

We are more concerned with the *

unfairness of this Bill. Thisisa
racial Bill and it is a Bill in which
one race is prosecutor and judge.
The Minister has said that he
does not intend té have any non-
Europeans on his board. He need
not have told us. We know-that,
‘This is a Bill in which the white
man is to divide up the land be-
tween himself and the others and
+he is going to decide which part
each shall have.” I need not read
more than a few lines to remind
the House of one of the most
famous stories about President
+ Kruger. I read from Manfred
Nathans' life. ““Two brothers had
a dispute regarding a piece of
land which had been left to them
-in undivided shares and they
could not settle which portion
each was to reccive, They appeal
ed to the President. He said to
the elder brother, you divide
the land into two portions and
let the younger brother have the
first pick.” “Will the Minister do

that? No, of course, he will not:~ of this kind.

He wants to divide it and to have
the first pick too, We know what
we are talking about on these
benches. The people we repre-
sent have been subjected to com-
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pulsory segregation and we know
what every honest member of
this House will admi: Hon.
members who |have been on the
Native Affairs Commission in this
House will admit—that what you
get for a Native location in an
urban area is a bit of land which
nocbody else wants,  Just what is
left. They know that. They
know that that is so all over the
country. Do you suppose, Mr.
President, that if there is any
allocation of land between Euro-
peans and Coloureds in the Cape
Peninsula, that the Coloured
people would get Newlands or
Kemlworth? The Hon. Minister
knows they ‘will not. He knows
what happened in Durban when
we tried to get land for Indians
even for things like a technical
college or a sportsground. 1
went to a lot of trouble to get a
site for a school for Indians em-
ployed by the Mun’cipality of
Durban, and do you know what
they offered me? Land, later on,
when it was built up, which they
were building up from the rubbish
dumps of Durban. That is what
they oﬂ'ered\me to build a school
on, &

Minister Distrusted
' This is the nature of this Bill.
Compulsory segregation adminis-
tered by one race: And I do not
trust the Hon. Minister to hold
the scales equally between the
races; I do mot trust him in the
least, to do so. All his adminis-
tration of Indian affairs in the
last two years has shown that in
that respect he is a partisan. He
should not be the person who
counts on public opinion and
benefits by it; he should be the
person who holds the balance
evenly between the represented
and unrepresented people, and .
tries to handle the situation fairly,
as Ministers of the Interior—in-
cluding his own Prime Minister—-
did before him.  Incidentally re-
ferring to his own Prime Mumnister, .
will it be believed that this report
only refers to the Cape Town
Agreement as “‘negotiations for
repatriation having broken down.”
Not a word about the Cape Town
Agreement, This is the report
to which the Hon, Minister asks
me to accord respect because
of the people who signed it. We
object to this Bill because there
has been no consultation of the
concerened.  There . has  been
absolutely no consultation with
the Cape Coloured people. Their
rights are being taken away over-
night without consultation; with-
out even investigation, I should
be ashamed if I were the Hon.
Minister, to be defending a Bill
I remember the
days when the Hon, Minister
stood for a liberal policy, when he
said that nationalism and liberal-
ism cams to the same thing. 1
remember the Hon, Minister say
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ing good things about the inclusion
of the coloured people, generally
speaking, in the European com-
munity.

Ministerial Powers

We object to this Bill because
of the part which political con-
siderations have played in it. Of
course it is easy to get an excited
public meeting work up against
Indians or Coloured people—a
public meeting of Europeans.
Anybody can do that; it is like
shooting a sitting bird, But that
is not statesmanship, That is
politics of the worst and lowest
kind, We want statesmanship in
a country like South Africa, The
Hon. Senator Viljcen can well
boast of getting votes in Port
Elizabeth as the Hon. Mibister
hopes to get votes in Durban, I
do not want to be self-righteous,
but thank heaven I am not that
sort of politician; I should prefer to
have another kind of profession,
We object to this Bill because of
the power which it gives to the
Hon. Minister and to the Govern-
ment generally, not only to the
exclusion of Parliament in im-
portant respects, but to the com-
plete exclusion of the law-courts
of the country, so that the very
Bar Council of the Bar of which
the Hon, Minister is a member,
even if it has not protested against
this Bull it has protested against
exactly the same principles in
another Bill. The Bar of the
country is upset. If the judges
will allow—well, I had better not
talk about the judges; the Hon.
Minister at any rate, does not
seem to have much confidence in
them—but the judpes are out of
practically every situation which
this Bill provokes. And they have
always been the protection of un-
represented groups in the past,
But it is notvonly this, it is the
lack of publicity. The Hon,
Minister mus report to Parliament
the proceedings and the results of
the recommendations of his Land
Tenure Board to be appointed
under the Bil, but there is no
undertaking that the hearings of
that Board shall be public; that
has gone. That is one of the
main differences from the 1946
Act. There is no provision in
this 'Bull for public hearings on
the part of the Commission.

The Minister of the Interior.
This is exactly as in the 1946 Act.

Senator Dr, Brookes: Will the
Hon. Minister deny that there
have been public hearings in th
past? .

The Minister of the Interior:
There was public hearing, and
Isaid today that that would be
the position today,

Senator Dr, Brookes: Does the
Hon Minister say that there will
be public hearings in the future?

The Minister of the Interior:
1 have said that,
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Senator Dr. Brookes: I thank
the Hon. Minister, and I accept
his word for that.

The Minister of the Interior:
I have said that; just as in the
past they will carry on in the
same way, because the provision
in law is the same,

Senator Dr, Crookes: I accept
the Hon. Minister's word for that,
but it would be as well to have it
put explicitly into the Bill all the
same, because it is always the
same with assurances of that kind,
that future Ministers are not
bound by a previous Minister’s
assurances,

' The Minister of the Interior:
The Hon. Senator did not ask for
an assurance on the 1946 Act,

, Senator Dr. Brookes: I voted
against the 1946 Act, Mr. Presi-
dent. I do not know therefore
what the Hon. Minister thinks
he is gaining by taunting me
aboutthe 1946 Act,

In conclusion Senator Dr.
Brookes quoted a letter from
Jan Hendrick Hofmeyr (senior)
dated 22nd March 1909, It was
in reply to'a letter written to him
by the Coloured People'’s Vigi-
lance Commictee of Capetown,
expressing the undying gratitude
of the whole of the Coloured
peopls for his championship of
the Coloured and Najive franchise.
This is what he wrote :

“Gentlemen, allow me 1o
_thank you cordially for the
kind letter you sent me on the
14th under the instructions of
the Executive of the oloured
People’s Viglance Commutiee,
and for the flattering terms in
which you fererred to  the
slightest service which  tried
to render to my Coloured fel-
low countrymen. I, howev r,
hardly deserve their particular
thanks, for in saying a kindly
word on their behalf I dd not
think of their interests exclu=
sively, but quite as much of
my white fellow-South Afni-
cans.” And he went on to say:
“With a Etropean population
of only 5 million at the southern
extremity of a cantinznt occu-
pied by some two hundred
millions, mostly barbarians and
semi-barbarians, I cannot help
feeling, whatever my own pre-
judices of race and colour may
be, that the political and social
security of South  Africa wouid
be none the worse for tetaining
the goodwill of the five mil.
lions of Coloured and abori-
ginal inhabitants with whom we
live interspersed, and for re-
conciling them with our poli-
tical institutions,  When the
political union of all South
Africa shall have been fuily
established, it would be a pad
. day for our new Commonwealth
if, in addution to protecting our
northern frontiers against the
teeming millions of Darkes
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own el but for the in-

Africa, we had to be conti y

on out guard against a mal-

content Coloured and Native

population in our midst, out-
numbering us by five or six to
one.”

Thatis what Jan Hendrik Hof-
meyr said in 1909, That we
stand by today. That is what I
always have stood for and still-do,
Not simply as representing one
section of the community, my

terests of South Africa as a
whole, and I am convinced that
to force legislation of this kind on
the unrepresented racial minori-
ties of South Africa, to ram it
down their throats, against their
will and against the better judg-
ment of half this Parliament, is
going to bring about grear dangers
for the future—dangers which it
is our duty to try to avert.

ROUND TABLE CONFERENCE

CDNSEQUENT, on Government

of India’s decision not to
patticipate in the proposed Round
Table Conference on the question
of Indians in South Africa, the
following telegrams. have been
exchanged between the Govern-
ments of India and the Union of
South Africa,

Telegrams dated June 8th from
the Government of the Union of
South Africa stated: The Union
Government would express its
disappointment and deep regret
at the d of the Gov

" of India not to participate in the
proposed Round Table Confer-
ence.

‘This decision is both disappoint.
ing and regrettable, It is difficult
moreover to understand for the
following reasons:—({a) the leader
of the South African Delegation
in the course of the preliminary
talks at Cape Town in February
last was at pains to explain to the
leaders of the Indian and Pakistan
Delegations in general terms the
purport of the contemplated
Group Areas Bill and the effect
it would have in removing racial
discrimination in, the field in
which it would operate. Further-
more, as explained by the South
Africa leader, it would in all pro-
bability ultimately replace the
Asiatic Land Tenure Act of 1946
as amended” against which such
strong opposition has consistently
been raised by the Government
,of India.

(b) The Government of India
was therefore aware of the Union
Government's intentions concern-
ing the Group Areas Bill and its
probable content and effect several
days before the mutually agreed
public agnouncement with regard
to the Round Table Conference
and its agenda, X

As to the desirable atmosphere
at the projected Round Table
Conference perhaps the Govern-
ment of Indiz will not take amiss
a reminder that their attitude in
continuing the unilaterally im-
posed trade sanctions ' against
South Africa was hardly ome cal.

Indonesia Welcomes Nehru

The Prime Minister of India,
Pandit Nehru, who went last
week on a ten.day visit to Indo-
nesia was received by President
Soekarno at Djakarta harbour,
as he alighted from 1IN,
“Delbi’?
