N December, 1949, an unusual

Confer ncc, the first of its kind,
met in India. The idea of a
gathering of world pacifists, to be
invited as individuals on the
strength of their ability to be
loyal to their principles under the
challenge of war, originated more
than two years ago in the mind of
Mabatma Gandhi.  After his
death, some of his disciples de-
cided to organise such a Confer-
ence in his memory.

As the result of their long pre-
parations, nearly 100 delegates—
about a quarter being Indians and
the rest coming from 36 other
countries—met during the first
week of December at Santiniketan,
so long associated with Rabindra-
nath Tagore, and during the last
week of the month in Sevagram,
the village in the Central Pro-
vinces where Gandhiji established
his ashram, During- the inter-
vening fortnight, the delegates
separated into groups and travelled
all over India.

The first impression, which all
shared, was one of astonishment
at finding individuals of so many
different nations, back grounds
and tongues, talking the same
mental and  spiritual  language
when they came to discuss the
fundamental questions of to-day's
war-ravaged world., The second
was a sense of relief at realising
the existence of so great a “cloud
cf witnessess’ to strength the

In
one part of the earth, such as
Paléstine or Kashmir, the chief
cause of tension may be the con-
flicting claims of national save-
reignties, In another part, such
as South Africa, the threat to
world peace may arise ‘from racial
discrimination. One Continent,
such as Asia, may find its prob-
lems springing from poverty,
under-production, and  over-
population. In others, such as
the American and Australian
Continents, the question at issue
is how best to distribute to the
rest of the world surpluses not
needed by relatively small popu-
lations, ‘The policy of pacifists
can be identical in none of these
cases, though a uniform convic-
tion inspires the impulse to seek
non-violent solutions which will
substitute constructive co-opera-
tion for hostile tension.

PANDIT NEHRU’S BROADCAST
ON BENGAL

Pandit Nehru, Prime Minister
of Inda, in a broadcast made the

OME days ago T made a state-

ment: in Parliament about
Bengal, M endeavoured to give
such facts as I possessed in a
restrained manner because in a
moment of crisis, above all, one
must be calm and collected.
Nothing is more dangerous and
futile than fear and panic and the
actions that follow, That state-
ment I have been informed was
not given publicity in Pakistan.
But nevertheless it was attacked
in violent lanpuage in the press
of Pakistan and in statements
muade by the public leaders there.
1 do not know how to deal with
the spate of falsehood and hysteri-
cal outbursts that fill the Pakistan
press.
show the nature and extent of
this false propaganda. I gave
exact figures of casualties in Cal.
cutta upto February 17. These
included 31 deaths of which 20
were Muslims and 11 Hindus.
The Pakistan press gave big head-
lines that 10,000 Muslims had
been ki'led in Calcutta, There is
some difference between 20 and
10,000 and that is the difference
berween truth and the way the
Pakistan press and others are hand-
ling mews in connection with the
Bengal situation,

I have made every effort to get
at facts in East and West Bengal
and have made a'large number of
proposals to this end. But most
of these have not been accepted.

It is true that the High Commis-
sioners and the Deputy High
Commissioners have been given
some facilities for touring, and
their reports to wus are helpful.

spread information that the public .

requires, Normally, the press
fulfils this function of supplying
information,  But in East Bengal
hundreds of press correspondents
have been discredited and are
unable to function. Last year the
General Assembly of the United
Nations adopted a convention on
freedom of information, ‘That
freedom of information is singu-
larly absent in Eastern Pakistar,

In my address to Parliament I
mentioned that if the present
methods and proposals fail we
shall have to adopt other methods.
1 have been criticised for hinting
at a possibility of war. Anyope
who kaows me should know that
I hate war and all its works and
will B0 to the farthest limit to
avoid it. But to talk aomplﬂceutly
of peace when there is no peace
and when something worse than
war is possible and people are
rattling back to barbarism is to
be blind to facts. Hence I said
we must explore every avenue
and every method to avoid this
great catastrophe.

The lives of tens of millions of
people are involved in this and
human considerations apart from
others compel us, whether we live
in India or Pakistan, to strive to

our utmost to find a way out. 1
claim no superior virtue in myself
or my Government or my people.
But I do claim that, however im-
perfectly, we have tried to follow
the right path, the path of peace
and the path of equality and unity
among the various communities
that live in this great country.
The people of Pakistan are of the
same stock as we are, have the
same virtues and failings, But
the basic difficulty of the situation
is that the policy of a religious
and communal State followed by
Pakistan Government inevitably
produces a sense of lack of full
hip and il inse.

Crisis Passed

In his extempore speech the
Finance Minister said: “It had
been a year of great difficulties
and great anxiety, It had been a
period of almost unprecedented
trouble. There were times durinz
the year when some of us most
immediately concerned with the
economuc activities of the Govern-
ment had a sense of almost over-
whelming ceisis, but on a close
examination of facts as they stand
today Ifeel that Lam in a posi-
tion to tell the House that the
stage of crisis ot any rate is ndw
definitely passed,
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“I' do not want 10 hide from the
House the fact that there are still
difficult problems ahead of us.
But I am justified in saying that
we have now been able to take
the measure of these problems.
IE there are problems in froat of
us, these problems would not be
beyond the abiity of the Gov-
ernment to meet and resolve in
due course.”

Dr. Matthai recalled that on
defence expenditure his estimares
last year were based on the
assumption rthat the “cease-fire *
agreement would lead to a peace-
ful solution of the Kiashmir pro-
blem. “That anticipation,” he
said, ““did not materialise and we
do not think it right or safe n
the interests of the country that
economies of an undus  kind
should be carried out.”

In view of the present circum-
stances, Dr. Matthai wen: on,
this year’s estimites were also
subject to a similar qualification.
“These estimates are based on
the assumption that no abnormal
developments will occur. Our
policy, as the Prime Minister has
declared more than once, is to
contribute in every way we can to
the maintenance of peace and to
the employment of peace methods
for the settlement of international
disputes. As anybody who knows
the Prime Minister will appre-
ciate, the declaration has been
made from the highest of motives
and with the completest sincerity
of purpose.

If, however, contriry to our
expectations, events so dev 'op
that the peace and security of
this country are endangered, the
Government will have no hesita-
tion in raising whatever finances
may be required for meeting the
situation. The Government will
not hesitate to call upon the
people to make whatever sacrifices
may be required for safeguarding
the vital interests ot the country,"”
