WELCOME you all to this, the third Congress of the Natal

Provincial Division of the Liberal Party of South Africa. Es-

pecially do I welcome those who are new members of the Liberal
Party, DIIr. Peter Brown will tell you this afterncon-that so far this
year we have increased 60 per cent. in membership. Our Party is
still small, so this increase of 60 per cent. is a substantial one, It is
our hepe to maintain this rate of increase.

Why do we wish to do this? It is because we believe it is the
best way of serving our country. We believe thac it is important in
the highest degree for us to build a Party which is free of the racial
fears and prejudices that afflict almost every group in the country,
Some of our critics tell us that it would be far better for the Liberal
tause if white people stayed with white people and converted white
people, and left non-white people to look after themselves, Well we
do not intend to follow this advice; we like working together and
intend to continue working together. This working together is not
only a means to an end, it happens to be an end too. Aand very
lucky that makes us; it is not every party in South Africa that can
match a noble end with noble meaus,

Fascist Foolery

Qur last Congress was held in the same week that Mr. Strydom
became the Prime Minister of the Union of South Africa. Since
then the Government has added to its world wide reputation for
daring and original legislation. WNot having a two-thirds majority, it
bas made a law saying that it bas. The mechanics of this is simpli-
city itself. Whenever a Party gets one seat more than its opponents

in each house, it can by law give itself as many more seats as it likes;to explain the Senate Act.

and it can also by law take away from its opponents as many seats as

it likes to take, It could presumably make Robben Island a separate

Province, fill it with Nationalists, and give it fifty seats. This foolery

is called the sovereignty of Parliament, but it is a fascist foolery,

which gives a sharp edge to what otherwise might be a joke,

How is this artificial creation of majorities justified? Here is an
interview between a foreign reporter and a high spokesman of the
Governmeant:

RxrorTER: Sir, my country is very interested in your Senate Act Am
I correct in saying that it substantially increases your major-
ity in both Houses, and 1ctually obliterates the Senate
opposition in the two major Provinces?

H.S:  That isso, .
BerorTer: And how do you justi y that? R
H.S.: We already had a substantial majority in both houses. But

we were prevented from establishing a separate zlectoral roll
for coloured people by a provision of the Constitution
which sequired a two-thirds majority to do s0. We are of
spinion that when we became a fully self-governing coun-
iry, we were no longer bound by provisions inserted in the
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Constitution before we became a fully self-governing
. country,
Rs'[-onrsR: That surely is a tremendous point, sir.

H.S.: Yet in spite of this we decided to act constitutionally. Now
the Copstitution does not forbid us to change the com-
position of the Senate in any manner thought desirable

by us.

RErorTER: But was not the Senate 1tended to give the four Provinces
an equal representation, so that the smaller Provinces
would not feel entirely at the mercy of the larger?

)

H.S.: If there were such an intention, that inteation was not

written'into the Constitution.
RcrorTeR: But if it had been written into the Constitution, you could
have changed the Constitution, could you not?
H.S.: Yes, we could, because as I bave already explained to you,
we are a self-governing country.
REPORTER: So that, in a way, the intentions of the framers of the Con-
stitution are today completely irrelevant, are they not?
I am a lawyer, Mr. Reporter, and I cannot consider the
hypothetical intentions of the framers of the Constitution.
Rerorter: Nor are you bound by the Constitution itself?

I regret, M. Reporter, that I now have another appoint-
ment. Have you perhaps a last question?

RzroRTER: Yes sir, Do you know that if we bad a Senate Act like this
in my country, it woulc_l put the skunks out of business!

U.N. Commission’ Report

HE long awaited re-
. ” port of the U.N.

Commission of In-
quiry into the racial situa-
tion in South Africa, which
has just been published, is
less critical and more factual
this time. But whilst what
the Commission has said
may be true to some extent,
there is a danger of the
wocld being lulled into a
false sense of security} For
instance the Commission is
reported to have said: “it
may well take many years
before the theories of the
new apartheid bear even a
modest resemblance to ac-
tual fact. By then the
succession of generations,
White and Black, will have
changed the course of
events.” We wish the posi-
tion were as hopeflul as that.
The Governm=nt seems to
us, non-Europeans, how-
ever, to be going about with
its work slowly but surely.
There are hardly any signs
visible at present at least of

~ the machinery of the Gov-

ernment breaking down in
the near future. One does
not really know if irrepar-
able damage will not have
been done before the course
of events change. To have
a real idea of the plight of
the non-Europeans in this
country one must be a non-
European. But the Senate
_Act which strikes at the
root of the South African
Constitution has made at
least the English spraking
South Africans shudder.
The lWll one notices
amonyg the non-Europeans
is not to be taken as a
bright sign. It is -the

powerful machinery of the
Government in the shape
of the Suppression of Com-
munism, the Criminal Law
Amendment and the Riot-
ous Assemblies Acts that
has brought about the lull.
Thediscontent is there, how-
ever, and it is ever growing.

Though there has been a
delay in proclaiming ‘the
principal group areas, those
affected by the Group Arcas
Act—and they are mainly
the nen-Luropeans and
more particularly the In-
dians—stand in danger of
being cconomically ruined
—just the thing the Gov-
ernment is seeking to bring
about. \Whether the areas
are proclaimed or not the
progress of the people con-
cerned has come to a stand-
still. They may not build
wherever they. liké, they
not move wherever
‘thc_\' like, they 'may not live
wherever they like. They
must just remain in sus-
pense.

The brilliant speeech of
Mr. Alan Paton, chairman
of the South African Liberal
Party, at the Party’s Pro-
vincial conference, last Sa-
turday, the full text of
which is published else-
where in this issue, gives a
glimpse of the plight of the
non-Europeans.

The U.N. Commission
has referred to the removal
of Africans from Sophia-
town to Meadowlands.

“This
ethnic grouping is neverthe-
less vigorously opposed by
Africans,” the
Commission said. “They sce
in this fragmentation a kind
of “new apartheid  within
apartheid, a new means de-
vised by the Whites to
foment or perpetuate rival-
ries and even classes be-
tween Natives of different
origins, a new and cleverer
means of oppression, in
short, a new method of
dividing in order to rule.”

The point hac since been
made—and remains ,unanswered
publicly —that, even if (as is not
tonceded) there is some force in
thia advice, it amouats to a deli-
berate reversal of the Liberal
Party's 1954 “sincere desire to
co operate  with the A.N.C.”
Privately, Liberal leaders have
countered this conotention 'with
the argument that the 1954
pledge did not, and could not,
biad the party 10 follow every
tactic of the A.N,C. blindly.
This must be allowed, But I
would bave thought that, if it
was in fact “‘sincere,’’ that policy
statement precluded  outright
oppoasttion oo a cardinal point of
A.N.C, policy, unless 2o im-
poctant difference of principle is
involved (and the most the
Liberals claim for their attitude
to the boards is some small tac-
tical advaatage); precluded also
the encouragement of Liberal
members getting themselves into
positions (on the boards) from
where they tmust come into head-
on collision with the A.N.C.

What cleatly has happened is
that the tory-liberal wing of the
Party, certainly in the Cape
where these matters of Bantu
schools and Bantu school boards
have come to a head, stiffened its
atti‘ude since the April confer-
ence on Bantu education; and,
overlooking its ‘1954 pre-Native
Representative clection pledges,
is determined to exploit the
present dilemmas of the A N.C.
for its own party advantage, as it
thinks. I am fortified io this
opinion by the professed inability
of teading Liberals to ascertain
A,N.C, policy (an attitude which
may have some justification on
other matters but is quite out of
court on Bantu education); by
their pretended inability to dis-
cover who are, in each locality,
the elected officials of the A.N.C.
and th: people who count in that
body; and by their preference
for “steady, responsible African
opinion’’ as against ‘the young,
irresponsible A\N.C elements,”
Since the ‘'steady respoansible”
turned out, on questioning, to be
largely school teachers who are
under intense and almost irresis-
tible pressure from Verwoerd to
constitute Bantu boards and com-
mittees, it saeems most imprabable
that they truly represent free, in-
dependent  African opinion on
this subject " And in the areas
about which 1 can speak per-

aanally 1 am prepared to state -

categorically that the A.NC,
does Al the tory-liberal leader-
ship of the Cape provincial divi.
sion of the Liberal Party has
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done by its deliberate decision to
oppose the A.N.C, and court
“moderate”’ African opinfon on
this issue is to call in question
whether the 1954 decision was
ever “sincerely’” meant. And I
can think of no more certaibt
Way of driving the AN.C. into
the anti-white, black nationalism
that Mr. Ngubane fears than to’
use the difficulties it finds itself
in uander suppression, proscrip-
tion and aggressively repressive
Government legislation as an
oppoctuaity to try to discredit it
further, We expect this from
Swart and Verwoerd. Might we
not have a litille more magnani-
miy and construclive apprecia-
tionof ia present plight from
supposedly progressively white
poli icians, more genuine atlempts
to talk things over, and the avojd-
ance of open bos'iliy or opposi-
tion ugless impor ant principles
are involved?

and apartheid are twins, and it is therefore self-delusion to suppose
that apartheid can be just. It may contain pieces of just'ce, just as a
gatbage can/may contain pieces of food, sometimes a purse or a jewel.
These are temptations to surrender, temptations to spend one’s hfe
seeking for treasure amongst the second best, temptations to spend
one's life eating tit-bits in a smelly world.

It is these tit-bits, these occasional ‘purses and jewels, that our
information office is so assiduously advertising abroad; but it is diffi-
cult tp feast the eye when the tit-bit offends the nose.

Cruel Aspects

There are however aspects of apartheid which are so cruel that one
cannot make jokes about them. Two things happened under the so
called laissez-faire policy of the old South African Party and later the
United Party. One was that in various parts of the country, Africans
were allowed to acquire freehold rights in areas outside traditicnal
Reserves; in these areas they went in for farming on a scale a little
more ambitious than the Reserves had permitted, and set up small
businesses, and followed occupations which as often asnot were useful
to their white neighbours.

Another thing that happened was that Indlans were allowed to
set up businesses in towns; some of these businesses are today large
and flourishing, others are small and modest. These things took
place under and according to law; they bappened in the open for all
men to see. Owners added to their businesses, built themselves
houses, extended their activities, under and according to the laws
which controlled such things,

In one town in Natal, Africans were sold freehold plots in order
to help the town authorities to pay for a muaicipal ‘undertaking that
had proved burdensome. They built houses on these plots and es-
tablished small businesses and followed these occupations which pro-
fited both themselves and their white neighbours. In their houses
are to be found simple Eurcpean furniture, photographs of their
relatives and of the British Royal House. Yet perhaps most treasured
of all is the Deed of Sale which records the purchase of this ground,
tHe guarantee of authority that this ground is now one’ own,

' To Be Removed Thirty Miles Away

In this particular town of which I speak, the presence of African
Householders has become in recent years so effensive, so intolerable,
that they are to be removed, not one, or three, or five miles, but thirty
miles away, to a place some fourteen miles from another town, to a
place where there is not even a guarantee that a similar bnsiness can
be started, or a similar occupation pursued. The long-allowed right
which is recorded in the Deed of Sale is 1o be taken away, a right
almost as old as d:mocracly itself, a right that has become part of the
very warp and woof of what is called Western Civilisation, a_.right
that accords dignity and status to a a man, the sign that he is some-
body, a person not an animal or a thing to be moved about at author-
ity's pleasure, a sign in fact that even authority shrinks from~wound-
ing him in the secret parts, that be has a privacy which is his and
bis alone, to which he admits as he wills, from . which he excludes'as
he wills, a privacy which when taken from him destroys him in hig
inger self so that he is no longer wholly 2’ man, When Western
Civilisation denies this right to a mag, it therefore denies itself also;
when it denies this right in order to preserve itself, it is in fact de-
stroying itself; when it injures men, as it has injured thousands upon
thousands in this country, it is injuring itself, perhaps unto death.

Quite Broken .

I spoke to some of these householders. Some of them seem to be
quite broken by this impending calamity. All seem incredulous that
this treasured document, so full of meaning, could have its meaning
taken away. One owner, whose Deed of Sale is dated 1913, said to
me, *“This was given to me by the Government of South Africa, now"
the Government of South Africa is going to take it away.”

This removal is certainly going to take place, they are told, but
no one can tell them when, ' It may be two years, four, five, In the
meantime, however, no one dares to add to his house, or build a
house, or take out any licence for any new occupation, or indeed
venture anything at all. A shop-building was erected two years ago,
and the owpers have been unable to get a licence for it, It stands
idle, representing some bundreds of pounds of the savings of the
poor; and how this money will be recovered, or how much can be
tecovered, or if any can be recovered, no one knows. Life has been
brought to a standstill,
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Now how can a Government do such things? How can a Gov-

ernmeat that permits such things say that apartheid is just? How
can people delude themselves that out of this evil, some great good
will come? How can one state that this is done in obedienc to God’s
willz Ido not know, All I know is that it is shameful. But at
least I can stand up and proclaim here that the Liberal Party of
South Africa condemns utterly these unjust deeds and condemns
.utterly the Acts of Parliament under which such injustices can be

done. But it goes yet further, ladies and gentlemen, and what a great

thing it would be if more could only cpen their eyes, and see that it

is the whele practice of apartheid that must be condemned, the whole

practice ‘of sepacation by law, For if this is what apartheid can do in

the name of justice, then it is the kind of justice with which no hon-

ourable man or woman should have anything to do.

Just Shocking
The position in regard to Indian businesses is just shocking, I
do not know the proposals in regard to Durban, but I do hope that
that great city is going to intetfere as little as possible with the pre-
sent position and is not going 1o stoop to acts of despoliation such as
are proposed in some other towns of Natal and Transvaal. The
intention of some of these towns is to move Indian businessmen to
such a distance from the commercial centres, that the businesses will
literally be destroyed. And I express the hope also that the Land
Tenure Board will resist these unjust proposals, and preserve from
further violation the honour of our country.

The view that I have been placing before you are the views of
what is called liberalism. The very name, Liberalism, 15 regarded
by many as a name fit only for vilification and contempt. If these
views are contemptible, then we are glad to be regarded as -con-
temptible, and would feel it contemptible if we were not  If these
views are sentimental, then sentimentality is one of the best of human
emotions. Our Indian people entrusted their lives and the lives of
their children ro the safe keeping of a far and unknown country,
which they have since made their own.  Their home is here, and
they enrich their country with industry and labour as honest and
thorough as any of its people can show, They are as true a part of
the South African people as aoy other,

Why So Indifferent ?

Why are white South Africans apparently so indifferent to the
bammer blows that the Group Areas and similar Acts may inflict on
their fellow-inhabitants? It 1s because they are seduced by the power
of this Government, they are so overwhelmed by the problems of
living together that instead of seekidg a true solution, they consent
to the false solutson of compulsery separation, and shut their eyes
and ears and minds and heasts to the suffering and deprivation that
this false soluticn entails, Ladies and Gentlemen, there is oanly
one honourable way to treat compulsory separation, and that is to
reject it absolutely, both it society and in our hearts and minds.

Perhaps sometimes Liberals in South Africa are inclined to look
upon the struggle as futile add doomed. In that event we are all
doomed. We are sometimes inclined to regard race conflict as the
inevitable lot of all our days, In that event we should adopt the
counsel of Albert Schweitzer, who said that in matters of knowing he
was a pessimist, but in matters of doing, he was an optimist. We
may have little political strength, but we have a strength of justice
and righteousness. And in the long history of man, though he often
exchanges one bondage for another, though he is often the slave of
fear and prejudice, yet justice and righteousness have a strength of
their own.  Indeed for a religious man, it is the strength of the
Divine,

United Party

I did not intend to say anything about any of the other anti«
Government Parties. But Mr. Strauss, speaking in Pictermaritzburg
yesterday, attacked the splinter parties and urged us all to join the
United Pacty. We would if we could,- If the United Party only
raised its voice against tlgc injustices which so stain the record of our
country, against the injustice of compulsory separation, and if it
called upon us all to defend the rights which are so callously being
taken away from voiceless people, and if the United Party only re-
cognised African and Indian and Coloured South Africans as its co-
defenders of the values of humanity, we would join it tomorrow, But
it does these things so carefully and with such an eye to expediency
that we dare not, There comes 2 time 'when one must stand up fo;
what is right and just, and one can no longer be satisfied with what
i3 expedient. That time is now. Even if we are weak, our cause is
strong. ‘That our course is dangerous we have no doubt, There is
ao course that is not dangerous todsy. But between two dangerous
?ouéscsl':tom just and on‘e ugjust, no honourable man can afford to be
in doubt,
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RESOLUTIONS PASSED BY LIBERAL
PARTY CONGRESS

HE following were among the

resolutions passed by the Con-
gress of the South African Liberal
Party {Natal) held at Maritzburg
on October 15:

1. Congress protested against
the recent police raids, as an in-
terference with fresdom of speech
and freedom of association, and
as a technique of government by
intimidation,

2 There beiog no valid basis
for the identification of the Col-
oured as a separate people Con-
gress called on the Government
to abandon its arbitrary classifica-
tion of Coloureds under the
Population Registration Act.

3 Conpgress reafficmed the
total opposition of the Liberal
Party to the powers conferred
upon the Government under the
Group Areas Act, Natives Urban
Areas Act and other legislation,
allowing the enforced removal of
people from one area to another,
and instructed the Provincial
Executive Committee of the Party
in Natal to investipate and pub-
licise the full implications of such
removals as they affect the people
of this Province.

4 Cohagress resolved that the
Liberal Darty examine the im-
plications of the Group Areas
D:velopment Act, and take steps
to inform the general public

5 In view of the repeated re-
ferences made by members of the
Government to the question of a
republic, Congress reaffirmed its
view that a republic shall not
come into being unless it is the
express desice of a majority of all
adult persons, regardless of race
or colour, voting together in a
referendum.

"6 Congress resolved that the
Liberal Parety investigate means
for promoting couttesy in race
relations.

7. Congress expressed its ad-
miration of the stand taken by
the Black Sash Women.

8 Congress resolved that the
Liberal Party investigate the eco-
nomic consequences of Apartheid,

9 Congress expresszd its grave
concern it the proposed removal
of identification numbers from
upiformed policemen stating that
this step will make it 1ocreasingly
difficult to inform the authorities
of unauthorised conduct by in-
dividual policemen, Recent court
cases tend to show the necesaity
for casy identification of members
of the police and Congress urged

the Gevernment to reconsider ity

decivion,

10 Congress reaffirmed its re«
jection of the principles of terri-
torial segregation, “but while
sttch principles prevail,’ it pro-
tested ‘‘against the proposal to
make available Crown Lands in
Zululand for purchase by Euro-
pean farmers™ and urgently re-
quesied the Goverament ‘‘to use
these areas to sat.sfy some of the
pressing needs of land by African
farmers, and to provide an op-
portunity for their training, and
to bring nearer to fulfilment the
promises made to the African
people by General Hertzog in
1936.

11. While appreciating steps
taken during the current year to
consolidate portion of non-Euro-
pean Teachers' C.O.L.A, in.their
salaries, Congress urged the Pro-
vincial Administration immediate-
ly to put into effect the recommen-
dation of its Teachers’ Salaries
Enquiry Commission (1944), that
Indian and Coloured Teachers be
paid 70 per cent of the salaries
of similarly qualified European
‘Teachers, and that this be regard-
ed as a first step towards the
provision of equal salacies for
Teachers of equal qualifications.

12. Ta view of the fact that a
sttbstantial number of Indian
school-children in Natal remain
unable to obtain school accom-
modation, this Congress reiterates
its call to the Provincial Ad-
ministration to adopt the recom-
mendation of the Indian Educa-
tion Committee, that “the Build-
ing and Equipment Grant to
aided schools be raised from 50
per cent to 75 per cent of the
approved cost" and that this be
regarded as a first step towards
the provision of free and com-
pulsory education for all Indian
children in the Province.

DANGERS AHEAD

The time has come to face
these. fundamental issues. 1f
the U.S. continues her present
expanding economy, it is diffi-
cult to see how she can avoid
pursuing” a diplomatic policy
designed to secure mounting
supplies of vital raw materials,
and thus the markets for the
exports by which to purchaze
them., America is aware that
her Point Four and other Aid
programmes, economic and
military, together with her
policy of acquiring strategic
bases around the world, afford
opportunities for promoting
these ends. These processes will
not be greatly different from
those formerly adopted by the
imperialist Powers.

A bitter struggle for ,world
markets and supplies lieslahead.
The weaker nations will be
faced with economic break-
down and the spread of Com~
munism, The alternative is the
adoption generally of a reason-
ably self-sufficient economy and
s qualitative civilisation to.
gether with a vigorous policy
ol international co-existence.

Courageous action is called
for, We must recoguoise that
behind every ‘ism’' stands man,
and that since human nature
it one and all men desire life, it
is imperative to consider the
nature and demands of the
good life. And on this issue
which country is able to boast?
Can it be said that the wealth~
iest countries are the happiest
or have the greatest concern
for the culture of the whole
man? Do not the countries
which boast most loudly of
their freedom place chief em~
phasis on the freedom to make
uolimited wealth, and regard
money as the chief incentive in
izdustry, both private and state?
The industrial nations of the
West have for over a century
been fragmenting human beings
&nd transforming them into
robots in the interest of profit
and a way of life that is eva-
luated in material terms. They
need to walk humbly!

The Gteater Courage

When ths West musters the
Courage to face the basis of its
civilisation, it will discover
that the matenalism of an ex.
panding economy with all its
evi] consequences is not very
far removed from the maternal-
ism of Communism; Material-
ism is not made holy by a be-
lief in God that becomes daily
more abstract,

Lile today, whether under .
Capitalism, Socialism or Com-
munism lacks spiritual cone

tent, including the social
cement of creative functioning
in well integrated, organic
communities which control
their economic and cultural
activities. \

This lack of social cement, of
unity, “togetherness” and co=
operation, in worhk and in play,
causes people to be dependent
upon outside stimuli for their
pleasures, and thus increasingly
upon money; More and more
the buman soul becomes a
spiritual wilderness.

Tho modern problem is thus
largely one of spiritual defi-
ciencies which Capitalism, So.
cialism and Communism have
so far failed to solve. At present
several Communist countries are
remodelling their agricultural
policies because of the revolt
of the peasants regimentation
and the loss of vital community
relationships. They are dis-
covering that when the soul of
the peasant passes out of his
labour be ceases to be profitable
and becomes an insoluble eco-
nomic problem. And in the
West it is being discovered that
when work is reduced to moge-
tary terms thé oulcome is
slackiog, absenteeism, unofficial
strikes, pereennial discontent
and restlessness.

The country which solves this
outstanding human and social
problem will have found the
key to the Commuaist-Demc=
cratic deadlock, When we give
up trying to condition people
to function subhumanly” and
aim at developing whole per-
sons by creative functioning in
a creative society, we shall have
found the road to social and
international peace,

Freedom to become 2 whole
person is far more important
than freedom to become rich. n
all the civilisations that have
left their mark in recorded his.
tory creative activity, from
fertilising the earth and erecting
serviceable and beautiful buil d-
ings to painting pictures and
wnting poetry and music, has
been the secret of their great=
ness, the foundation of which
was human wholeness and
neighbourly functioning in ap
organic society, In coatrast, at
every stage in the process to.
wards automation throughont
the Industrial Revolution, the
status of the machine hag rigeqn
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while that of man has fallen, as
bas also the quality of his life.

The time has come to reverse
this process and make the trane
sition to a qualitative civilisa-
tion, Craftsmanship aod small
workshops aided by new mecha-
nical techniques under new
forms of easily distributable
power must replace automa-
tion wheérever desirable, A
more vital personal and com.
munity life would follow, To
extend creative activity, auto-
matic factory labour should be
performed in short shifts or on
alternate days, Workers would
devote some of their time to
the production of things of
high quality and distinctior.
All mansper of small, co-opera-
tive or community enterprises
would then be possible.

This prospect calls for a new
culture as a necessasy prepara-
tion. Schools and .co'leges
would study the art of living,
comparalive values, material
and spiritual, and all the fac-
tors which belong to the good
life.

Signs Of Spiritual
Awakening

Sigas of an awakening to
these fuodamental truths are
vigible both in the United States
and ic Britain. Britain ought
to be in the vanguard of the
new revolution; an economy
which depends' on exports to
procure 50 per cent of her food
cannot be maintainéd in the
world conditions that are now
evolving, Britain’s economic no
less thano hec spiritual salvation
cells for the pursuit of a reason~
ably balanced agro-industrial
economy aod a qualitative
civilisation, Igcreasing num-
bers are now realising this.
Many in America and in
Britain are convinced, too, that
an expandiog eccnomy cannot
be maintained much looger in
view of the growing revolt of
the coloured two-thirds of man-
kind against the continued
dominatiop, and the rising de-
mands, of the white one-third.
Almost everywhere in America
I found considerable uneasiness
about the pfesent order and
witnessed many breakaways
from it. Automatic labour with
high consumption is not satis=
fying the soul of America,
There is'an achiog void. The
pioneer spirit of the great Trek
West still powerfully moves in
the average American, stimue.
latiog revolt against an enerva~
ting, soulless industrialism, The
response to that npew idea
“Malze it Yourself'' reveals that
the creative impulses of hun-
dreds of thousands of young
men are seeking liberation.
Clearly the time has come to
give a new turn to the indus-
trial revolution, ! ’
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There is now an intens
number of.Jntrepational Com.
munities in the United States,
which combine agriculture with
country crafts and enterprises.
There are pumerous organisa-
tions which encourage home-
steading, decentralisation, small
community development, the
formation of ca-operative
groups, etc.

In the colleges, of which I
visited more than twenty, 1
found some in most Faculties
who were more concerned with
culture than with merely pro-
vidiog levers to push students
into well.paid jobs, There were
students who responded to my
appeal for creative living and
the values of self-giving, as
against mere money-making
anq a lile of pleasure.

And at every meeting I ad-
dressed I found members of that
“other America” which Mc~
Carthyism, the fear of Com-
munism, and dollar worship,
have done so much to obscure,

Between Two Eras

We are nearing the end of
power, fear, and war. Either
we shall perish with it or pass
into an era of creative
thought and action on a world-
wide democratic basis, The
Rey-note of our age is power.
To increase power our scient-
ists are microscoping the earth
and telescoping the heavens,
while people watch the power
dials rise in bewildered appre~
bension. We lack the spiritual
power even to control this
world shattering power, let
alone to provide a substitate
for it, .

Meanwhile men and women
everywhere long for peace and '
the day of small things, They
know that materialism and
power have got out of hand,
that war is defeat, that peace is
the only victory, and many
that peace is a way of life.

AHATMA GANDHUI'S
birthday anniversary,
October 2, was celebrated,
throughout the country with
cathusiasm, Mass spinuing, con-
structive work, public meetings
and fag hoisting ceremonies
were the highlights of the
celebration,

From early morning national
feaders, citizens of Delhi and
v llagers in thousands went to
Rajghat to pay homage to the
Father of the Nation. Rain
snd wind made no difference to
the endless stream of people
trekkiog to Rajghat, There was
also a record number of foreign
vigitors,

The Samadhi was covered
profusely with roses, .gainda
and jasmine flawers arranged
ia beautiful patterns, The wind
gnd raio had uodone the pattern
teveral times, but workers re-
arranged the flowers again and,
sgain. The celebrations at Raj-
ghat began ' with community
preyers at 7 a.m. which con-
tioued for an bour. Mr. Nehru,
President Rajendra Prasad and
Y:ce-President Dr. Radhakrish-

pmo, were out of Delbi. In
their absence, senior.most mem-=
ber of Cadbinet, Pandit Paot,
attended the ceremony, The
prayers were followed by bba-
juns. The Samnadhi gerdens
rasg with the soft. music of
Gandhiji's favourite bhajans.
Then, to the accompaniment
ol hand-claps Ramdhun was
suog. This braught bach vividly
to mind the magical atmosphere
that used to prevail at Gandhi-
ji's prayer meetingss.

The prayers were followed for
a0 hour by mass spinning at
th: Samadhi by several hundred
mep, women and children, Out.
tide pear the gates of the Sa-
madhi, in a small tent, con-
tioued the 8o hour non-stop
tpioning programme  which
tame to an end in the evening
at 6 »'clock.

Touching in its simplicity
and depth of feeling was the
sisht of villagers and common-
fol going around the Bamadbi,
1ospired by their unsophisticated
faith in theic Bapu, and bowing
low with intense devotion.

All day long large numbers of
people continued coming up
the steps of the Samadhi to
offer flowers to Qandhiji, and
the rich pile of flowers and
Kll’ll.ndl on the Samadhi kept
ttowing. In the evening, prayers

were again held at the Samadhi
under the auspices of the Raj-
ghat Samadhi Committee. It
was rainicg hard but the prayers
contioued, all standing around
the SBamadhi.

Memorial To Mahatma
Gandhi

In Bombay, Mani Bbuvan, a
two-storeyed building {rom
which Mabatma Gandhi issued
mapy a peaceful challenge to
the Biitish Government, was
inaugurated s a memorial to
the Mahatma in an atmosphere
reminiscent of his prayer meete
ings.

Shri G. V. Mavalankar, chair-
man of the Gandhi Memorial
Trust, who declared the memo-
rial open in the presence of a
large gathering, said that one
of the objects of the Trust was
the protection and preservation
of places associated with Ma.
hatma Gandhi’s life and work.
There were, in fact, innumer-
able places in India which
could claim the privilege of
association with Bapu, but to

» able to preserve all these
places was & task beyond the
_resources of the Trust. We
would be wrongiog the future
generations if we did not pre-
serve for their ipspiration as
also for the satisfation of their
very natural curiosity, a few
relics of the Mahatma, a few
places hallowed by his close
association which they—the
fulure generations—could see
with their physical eyes or
touch svith their physical hands
and expericnce a sensation of
the Mahatma’s greatoess,

Shri Mavalankar said that
Mani Bhuvan was not on a par
with the two Ashrams at Sabar-
mati and Sevagram. Neverthee
less Mani Bhuvan had an ime
portance of ils own, It was
Gandhiji's place of tesidence
from time to time from 1917 to
3932. It was in Mani Bhuvan
that many important matters
concerning the wellebeing of
the people and the intensifica-
tion of the national struggle
were conceived. Many meetings
of the Congress Working Com-
mitlee weire held in it and it
was from here that many warn.
ings and declarations which
dealt rude shocks to the British
Empire went iorllz.

Vinoba Bhave In Andhra
State

Acharya Vinoba Bhave enter-

cd the Andhra State on (iandhi

Jayanti Day. A total of 82

villages in their entirety have

been donated as “gramdan”
(donation of villages) up to
October 1, wben Acharya

Bhave’s historic eight-months
long tour on foot in Orissa,
covering 1,557 miles came to
its close. Total land collections
in Orissa have amounted to
a,57,377 acres from 94 757
donors.

The Sarva Seva Sangh have
shouldered the responsibility of
reconstruction work in these

villages. The lapd in 250 vil.
lages has already been ze
distributed op” an equitable

basis and it is expected that
the job in all the villages will
be completed in a short time.

Farewell Speech At
Jagannathpur

In bhis farewell specch at
Jagannatbpuri, his last halt in
Ozissa, Vinobaji visualised the
‘world.-wide repercusisions of the
Bhoodan movement, He said:
#] have already twice expressed
my confidesce,’once at Puri and
again at Berthampur, that suc-
cess of the Bhoodan movement
will pave the way to world
peace. Today the movement
has touched more than 8oo
villages and when the recon-
struction efforts begin to take
shape the contagion will spread
and ultimately encompass the
whole world including, “even
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those countries that have no
land problem as such to solve.

“Peace can come to the world
ooly when the inequalities and
iojustices tormenting it are
removed, But we also hold that
these evils will be removed
only when the power of peace
is mapifested. Our movement
is a declaration of peaceful
war eagainst the ipequalities
and injustices that beset the
world, We must remember that
after all, these evils bhave their
roots in our own hearts in the
form of anger and hatred. The
poor condemn the rich for the
injustices perpetrated by them
but at the same time the poor
themselves harbour the desire
to become rich and have the
same opportunities for exploita«
tion as them.

“So far m beginning must be
made with oneself and that is
whbat is beirg done in these
villages., This will set free
a stote of tremendcus energy of
peace that lies dormant in us.
This will give us the master-key
for the solution of all the prob-
lems, big and small. That is
why we are concentrating on
Bhoodan to the exclusion of sll
other work,”

Autumn Session Of Par-
liament Ends

The autumn session of Par-
liament ended on October j.
The Loksabha met on August
‘35 apd held 54 sittings. The
Upper House, Rajsabha, which
assembled on August j€, held
35 sittings.

The 658.clavse Companies
Bill, which seeks to safeguard
the interests of investors and
raigse the standards of manage-
ment in the corporate sector of
industry, was passed by the
Loksabha but as the Rajsabha
amended two clauses of the
Bill it has to return to the
Loksabha for final passage in
the next session which is
st;hedu]ed to begin on November
27. Even asg it is this marathon
piece of lcgislation is this
sesgion’s main achiovement. At
one stage there was a virtual
crigis inside the Congress Parly,
It, however, enden with honours
even for all.

The passage by both Houses
of the Prize Competitions Bill
was an important event., The
Bill limits the prize money
offered in such competitions as
crossword, squatoword and the
like to Ry, 7000 and lays down
that the promoters should take
out a licence. Lately the prizes
in such competitioos bad reach~
ed to lakhs aand it had anearly
become another device for
gambling.

Another measure passed by
both Houses and affecting all
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was the Coinage Bill intro-
ducing the decimal system of
coinage in Iadia, Among other
Bills passed by Parliament was
the Indastrial Disputes (Bank-
ing Companies) Decision Bill
The Bill is important in as
much as it provides for a
 truce” in the banking industry
for apother three and a half
years dariog which the award
will be operative.

The Hinde Succession Bill,
amended by the Joint Select
Committee, began its journey
in Parliament on the concluding
day. The Bill makes women’s
right to property equal to that
of men, It will be taken up in
the next sessioo.

The Loksabha referred to
select committees two Bills to
amend the Representation of
the People Acts of j3g50 and
1957. These Bulls seek to make
general elections simpler and
less costly. Noo-offizial resolu-
tions and Bills ware in plenty,
tut none ex:ept one were passed.

Goa figured io both the
Hou es oo several occasions,
Indeed the session began amidst
slogans reised outside the
Chambe: by anti-Portuguese
demonstrators. The Prime Min-
ister made a statement on
Goa reiterating the Govern.
meat's policy ol peaceful solu-
tion of tha issue and indicating
the steps the Government had
in miod, lo spite of mass mur.
der by the Portuguese, the ip-
diguant House expressed full
faith in Mr, Nehru's leadership
and approved his foreign policy.

States’ Reorganisation
Commiittee’s Report
The much-awaited States Ree
or4enisation Commission’s re=
port has been published, It
confirms my earlier report.

INDIAN

Bombay and Punjab will re-
main as bilingual States. Kao-
pad areas from Bombay State
will be merged with the new
Kannad State including Mysore
and Kaonad areas of Hydera-
bad, The present Hyderabad
State as such will be dissolved
and only Tamil speaking area
of Hyderabad i.e. Telangana
area will form a separate pro-
vince known as Hyderabad, but
even this area will de merged
with Aodhra after five years.
The States of Saurashtra and
Cutch  will be merged with
Bombay. Tamil areas of Tra~
vancore-Cochin and Malabar
aod Travancore-Cochin  will
form the new Kerala State,
The new Punjib province will
copsist of the present East
Pupjab Pepsu and Himacbal.
The Sikh population in the
new State will be 32 per ceant,
Eight Marathi.speaking districts
of Madhya Pradesh will form a
separate Marathi State koown
as Maha Vidarbha, Madhya
Bharat, Vindbya Yradesh and
Bhopal will be merged with
the Madhya Pradesh, “C* class
clasz States will completely
disappear, There are a few
changes in other States ex:ept
minor boundary changes.

Although the new States tend
to follow a linguistic pattern,
economic, admistrative and
geographical coosiderations
have also greatly influcnced
States Reorganisation Commis-
sion,

The Gnovernment has changed
its earlier decision and declared
that Parliament should decide
whether to implement the
decisions of the Commission,
This leaves a chaoce for the
parties to any boundary dispute
to come to a gettlement amoong
thewmselves.
