TdE Commonwealth nearly crumbled at the beginning of

November when Britain and France moved into Port Said,

And had Britein and France not stopped fighting when they

did, Le said, the Commonwealth might not have stood the strain

The breakdown in consultas
tions among the Western na-
tions is not the fault exclusively
of Britaio, Mr. Pearson said.

No other Western nation
could be free of blame, and
especially the United Stateg
which is the powerful leader,

But this is not a time for

placency,” he said;

The thing to do now is to get
out of this crisis without a war
and without damaging the
Upited Nations. '

Perhaps Washington might
have better appreciated the
vital issue of the Suez if it had
been related to the Panamp
Canal.

VI—The Increasi-ng Bitterness And Growing Resistance

T first sight Paton looks like

a Professor in ancient his-
tory or an Archivist. Closer con-
tact reveals him as an  artist.
Concerning Paton too 1 have
bheard the Afrikaners say bard
words but for him I nevertheless
found more appreciation among
them than for Father Huddleston.
He is not like the latter a typical
tepreseatative of the British
empire.

In Durban I took part in a
Brains Trust conducted by Alan
Paton  The meeting was held in
the “Durban International Club *
The theme was: “Are liberal
solutions of the race question
acceptable to Christians in/South
Africa?” The visitors, asked
questions. On the platform with
Paton sat an African, an Indian,
a South Aftican of English de-
scent and myself No Afrikaner
could be found who was willing
to take part in the discussion.
Paton conducted- the meeting
excellently. A few days later I
met him again at Phoenix, the
settlement of Manilal Gandhi.

I gained a lot of respect for
this simple, "modest, Christian
and discerning man.

Alan Paton was born in 1903
in Pietermaritzburg the capital of
Naul,

His parents were Christians.
Alan studied literature, He be-
came a teacher in Ixopo, the town
which became fumous through
his first novel.

Other schools followed, among
others the Secondary School at
Pictermaritzburg. Alan Paton
owes much to the brilliant
younger colleague of Smuts, the
prematurely deceased Jan Hof-
meyr who instead of a policy of
fear propagated one of trust and
for whose biography he is busy
collecting material. It was Hof-
meyr who removed Paton from
education. At the age of 32 he
became Directoor of the Diep-
Lloof School of Discipline near
Johanaesburg Itisa School of
Discipline for African criminals,
Six bundred of these black de-
Tinquents are accomodated there,
Paton is ad active member of the
Penal Reform League. He writes
propaganda pamphlets for the
League and at the Diepkloof
School he incorporated some of
the reforms which be pro-
pagated.

In 1946 he went on a study
tour of Exrape and America. On

his journey be wrote his “Cry, -
the beloved Country.,” A film

was made of the book and the

name of Paton became more

famous than that of Malan. Since

the appearence of this first novel

Paton has left the School qf Dis-

cipline to devote himself exclu-

sively to writing and the propa-

gonda of the Liberal Party.

In his “Cry, the beloved Coun-
try' Paton depicts certain aspects
of the race question in South
Africa: the emptying-and under-
mining of the tribal life, the so-
called detrbalisation, the spiri-
tual and moral deterioration of
the black labourers in Johannes-
burg, the estrangement of even
the beneficent Whites and the
uasettled Africans.

Paton is a Christian.  Accord-
ing to him a political programme
as-such cannot bring about a soly-
tion of the race question. It
needs justice and love. If the
policy of apartheid 'vas a policy
of fove be would not have so
many objections.

His name is known in the whole
wo:ld. Butin South Africa he
lives in isolation. ’

“A brave and lonely man™’
Heoriette de Beaufort calls him,
Both the book and the film were
strongly criticised: “‘destructive
propaganda against White South
Africa - throughout the whole
world.,” This criticism is under-
standable but completely unfair.
Alan Paton tells the truth in his
bock, He has been called the
Max Havelaar of South Africa,
This is Paton's message: Fear
governs South Africa but there is
onlyj one’ thing which possesses
full power and that is Joye.
There is only one possibility for
South Africa: unselash co-opera-
tion of Whites and non-Whites,
Paton fears, bowever, that the
Whites will only find hate in the
Blacks by the time they have
taken'up their position in love.
Cry, The Beloved Country. The
unborn child is the heir of our
dread. Men believe in brother-
bood of all people but they do

not want to apply that belief to
South Africa. Of Alan Paton is
true what Msimango in his book
says of himself: I am a weak
and sinful man but God has
given me a task, that is alll He
labours for South Africa, not for
the Whites and not for the
Blacks, but for South Africa,
His novel ends on an eatly morn-
ing with the day breaking in the
east. The day has dawned. But
when the othar day will have
dawned, the dawn of our libera-
tion from the fear of slavery, our
liberation, from the slavery of
fear, when this day dawns? That
is a secret!

The policy of apartheid of the
government jis destructive. Alan
Paton admits 1hat the Africapns in
the Reserves will receive some
form. of self-government. True
“Have you heard the story of the
dog which went to its owner and
said: Sir, I am bungry? The
master who liked his dog, took a
sharp kaife, cut off a large piece
of his tail and gave it to him to
eat. Not a nice story but there
is much in South Africa which is
not mice,"”

Alan Paton regards it as most
important that Whites and nen-
Whites should meet one another
in places where every form of
apartheid and discrimination is
absent. Such a place the Church
is not. Prayers in the Church
are insincere because there is a
gulf between the preaching of the
respoasibility which we as chil-
dren of God have for one an-
other and the willingness—when
leaving the church—to accept all
the privileges of the Whites and
to acquiesce in the fact that the
non-Whites are discriminated and
wronged in every possible way.
Paton regards it as disgusting.
He is convinced, however, that if
the ‘Whites should awake one
morning and find that there was
no colour bar any more they
wauld experience it as a libera-
tion. He is everr convinced that
that i3 true of many of the most
fanatical Afrikaners,

At the same time he realises
that the outcome will be violence
unless the Whites decide in favour
of building a South Africa which
is open for all. If they do not
do that then they will maintain
White supremacy by force but
this will be changed into black
supremacy by an
horrible violence, -

Before the war Paton was one
of those who feared that probably
a hundred years would be needed
before a multi-racial society with
equal rights for all could be
established. Now he knows that
we have not got a hundred years
to our disposal any more. The
matter requires haste.  But after
he has done his work Paton leaves
the rest to God.,  Time 15 10 the
hands of God and we will have
to leave 1t in God's hands. Iam
convinced he says, that when 2
Christian becomes obsessed by
time he simultaneously begins to

doubt God's providence and
aganst thss danger he must ¢
always be on his guard, We

must simply fulfil our task at the
post where God has placed us.
For the men of apartheid the race
question 15 a matter of hife and
dezth, for us 1t 1s a marter of
justtce and njustice. of bumanity
and inhumanity.’

Besides the Auglican Church
there are many other English
speaking churches.  Their in-
flueace 15 important and their
opposition—in deeds—against the
policy of apartheid is growing,
The work of the Missions es-
pecially comes to mund. More
and more men will realise what
the great missionary Dr. Samuel
Zwemer once said: The non-
Whites are po burden for the
Whites but an opportunity and
a responsibility, as the little girl
said to the policeman who pro-
tested when she carried a child
bigger than herself through the
traffic: “Mister, he is no burden,
he 1s my brother.

"Trust cag only grow as spiri-
tual fellowship grows. It hardly
‘grows anywhere 1n South Afsica
cxcept on the mission fields. For
that very reason the missions
bear such a grear responsibility
with regard to the race problem,
In this field the Foreign Missions
especially do a great work in the
cultural, spiritual and religious
uplift of the non-Whites. A man
like Sal Tas, whom one would
not suspect of too great a sym-
pathy for Christianity, says that
the Missions have done a grand
work of civilisation in Africa; I
have met not a few by many
Albers  Schweitzers who distin.
guish themselves from the great
Atbert Schweitzer only by the
fact that they bave been weaned
from his_sense for publicity.”
The Missions have brought the
Christians of different races to~
Bether in a brotherly fellowship..
The Africans Minister told me
that much was possible on the
mission field which in  other
spheres was completely forbidden,
I bave visited different mission
stations and always I have felt
that mission work offers the pos-
sibility of overcoming al] apart..

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Indian Tributes To Mr. Justice Bok

A CORRESPONDENT from
Kimberley reports that at
the Hindu Temple (Kimberley)
recently, Mr, G, N, Naidoo paid
a glowing tribute to the late
Mr. Justice Bok., He said:
“"We meet today with bowed
heads and in the shadow of
sorrow to mourn the loss of a
great judge, a good friend and a
most esteemed and highly res-
pected citizen,” Mr, Justice Bok
was a former judge of the
Griqualand West Local Division
of the Supreme Court, Doctor
of Jurisprudence (Leyden Uni-
versity), Barrister of the Middle
Temple and Chevalior of the:
Legion of Honour.

Mr. Justice Bok graced the
local Supreme Court bench for
a period of over 15 years during
which he dealt out even-
banded justice tempered with
many grains of mercy to the
unfortunates who came before
him, It fell to few members of
the judiciary to enjoy Govern-
mental copfidence as did His
Lordship who, in his younger
.days, occupied many legal out-
standing posts in the State, He
enjoyed the personal friend-
ship of General Louis Botha,
whom he accompanied on many
important international mis.
sions in all parts of the world.

To the members of the Indian
community particularly, Ar,
Justico Bol was an Apostle of
friendship and kindness and he
regarded thein with the same

ties of sincerity and goodwill as
they regarded him—mutual
feelings, indeed, of trust and
understanding.

Mr. Naidoo who had the
hooour of counting Mr. Justice
Bok among his many personal
friends, described him as
tolerant, broadminded and
charming, with a humaso under-
standing that was almost un-
believable.

He secalled an incident when
the Judge spoke to him and
said: “I realise that darbness
has fallen on your pecple, but
I coussel you as a leader
of your people to lead them
into calmer waters and avoid
all trouble and strife, You are
pasiing through a particular
phase, as so many other nations
have done from time to time,
but ultimately righteousness
will prevail, Remember your
great leader Mahatma Gandhbi
taught your- people to endure
and conquer hatred by love.”

Duriog his 75 years 1esidence
in Kimberley he threw himself
wholeheartedly into the social
sphere of the city and his
philanthropic endeavours were
well.known to all, He never
failed to support any deserving
cause, apd when he left Kime
berley on retirement, many
public bodies lost the services
and advice of a gallant and
honourable gentleman beloved
by the Bar, the Side Bar and
the townspeople.__

Conditions In Portnguese Jails -Sickening

Dar-es-Salaam, Nov. 29.

EUROPEAN woman correspondent of the Tanganyika

paper “Sunday News,” who visited Portuguese jails which

house Goan and Indian patriots, said she was sick for & couple
of days sfterwards, so bad were the conditions there.

. The correspondent who writes
from Bombay every week under
the name “Elephanta,” is

‘usunlly critical of India and
can therefore be relied on not
exaggerate what she u.w‘.'

She wrote in the paper’s
November 25 issue:—

“When 1saw the jail condi-
_+iops in Goa 1 not only shud-
dered, I was quite sick for a
couple of days; and even now
thinking back it makes me
shudder. In =a room where 4o
people could be cramped, there
were 68 Goan and Indian poli.
tical prisoners, their cots so
closely packed that they touch.
.ed each other and the walls on
all sides except at the foot of
the cot.

“It was impossible to stacd
in the cell and people had to
lie on their beds all the time
because that was the only pos.
sible position for them. In
one corner of the room was the
Ritchen—a couple of coal
stoves, some cans and some
cooking utensils. Just opposite
the kitchen there was the lava-
tory, ooe lavatory for 68 people,
‘and that lavatory was also the
bath room, the shower and the
washbasin.

“Sipce the lavatory and hit-
chen were in the cell, the
prisopers were locked in all the
time, The only time they could
leave their beds was for 30
minutes on five days a week
for a sapitary bit of walk in

the courtyard,

“] was so horrified thatI
asbed the commandant of the
jailwhy he did not let the
prisoners out duriog the day to’
play games or take walks in
the yard, and he looked at me
quite uncomprehendingly and
said that the prisoners were
being treated exactly like the
Portuguese in Portugal &and
that there is no difference be-
tween the treatment given to
criminals and political prisons
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ers except that political prisons
ers could not work even if they
wished to. No gardening, no
handspinning, nothing except
read s few books their relatives
sent after they had passed cene
sorship;

“Even the Portuguese get
beaten in jail and they are so
scated of going to jail that
there are quite often cases of
Portuguese soldiers deserting
to India because they have
done something wrong.

But race consciousness has paid
haundsome dividends to the majority
in the White community. ‘For thig
reason many will fight tooth and
nail against any threat to ity cere
tainly the Naziboeties will, Where
the other Whites do not fight, they
might be slow to rally, It will bea
gain itsell, however, te get them
not fighting and a positive step
forward to get them rallying, even
slowly. We can connt only on the
White Liberale, Labouritee and
the COD to take a firm stacd
promptiy by the eide of the non.
Whites. ‘

In planviog such o front, then,
we must at all times bear in mind
the fact that we might not be wise
to expect quick resolts, Even
spart from \Yhite resistance, the
non Europeans have not ax ‘yet
learnt the habit of workiog to-
gether, Oar strategy muat also
take cognisance of this fact,

Principles
Haviog cleared gome of onr

eufferance simply becanse ke is in
the minority; nor must the African
be placed in the position where—as
in the later stages of the resiste
snce movement—he will /feel that
be is being exploiled,

Secoundly, the programme should
be one on which there will be
maximum agreement ard the mini.
mum of controversy, The Freedom
Charter is a flop to-day because
the Left wanted to show the world
they were the bosses of the ANC
and in doing that overshob® their
mark and gave the ANC a diene-
trously bad shaking as a resalt, I
am glad no responsible Congresse
man in his genses stands up and
tatks about the Charter today—
certainly, not after the Bloemf{one
tein resolution, Since the Bloem-,
fontein resolution killed the Frees
dom Charter, we might next con-
centrate on things to heal the
wonnde it (the Charter) cansed,
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Thirdly, we shall need 2 Jong-
term programme to defeat mparte
heid, which will be divided into a
eeriea of short term plans of action
working into one apother—one
giving rige to the next after it until
the momentum of events took us to
the saciety we have in mind,

Finally, we shall be wise, for a
ptary, to concentrate on those
groups most likely to work with the
minimum of {riction, In this con-
nection, to "be effective the fronmt
will kave to be an alliance of all
the people and not only of .the
polttical organisations -we know
and, worse Btill, of their leaders,
We have geen how the ANCWNIZ
alliance has degenerated into a
unity confined to the lop-men;
something of which the people in
the atreets are not visibly conscions,

When the new alliance ntarts
