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“Freedom To Protest

7 BOUT a week ago ten thousand women
ﬁ marched to Union Buildings 1o prolest against
the move” to make it compulsory for African
women to carry Passes. By all reports the demon-
stration was orderly and peaceful. In spite of this the
the Minister of Labour has since threatened to bring
before Parlivment a Bill making it a crime for people
who have no business 10 go to Union Building.

This is a most remarkable decision.  On the onc
hand a person who feels he or she shou'd make re-
presentations to the Prime Minister or any of his
Cabinet colleagues sufely has all the lgusincss'. to be at
Union Buildings. Itcomes ill of a government which
calls itself democratic 1o tell the citizens when they
should protest. In eflect it means telling the public
what they should like and what they should not liKe,

On the other hand the Minister's threat indicates
the contempt in which democratic traditions and prac-
tice are held by the Nationalists. Fundamentally, ‘the
threat, if carried out, means that it might svon be a
crime to criticise the government.  For, what arc pro-
tests of the type mentioned above, if they arc.not ex-
pressions of criticism of government policies?

There is another danger in the light of which the
Minister's threat should be seen. At the moment so
many laws have baen passed making ‘it well nigh im-
possible for the non-white people to organise themselves,
The Police have shocking powers over the lives and
activities of the non-white people—as Frenchdale amply
praves. In these circumstances it is Feally a miracle
that 10,000 women should have been organised peace-
fully, quietly, uatil they got to Pretoria. \Ve are in-
clined to believe that the government, with jts Police
and army of spies, would certainly néver have allowed
the demonstration to get under way.

The significant fact which emerges from this is
that the laws which drive non-white opposition to op-
pression underground create situations where nobody
can be certain about what is happening in this country
At any time. In an atmosphere where this is the casce
lack of confidence and insecurity are generated. All
this piles up the racial dynamite which must one day
explode with terrible fury.

The wise and democratic thing to do is to allow
the non-white majority to work in the open.  To drive
them underground is to create situations which the
Nationalists will never in the end control, no matter
what they do.  We certainly would regard it as tragic
if they held the initiative in these situations’forever be-
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cause all they do is to intenéffy fear and suspicion in
the nation's life and hasten the advent of the day when
the people of South Africa shall regatd once another as
ecnemies,

The second dunger which came to light from the
Minister’s threat was that he condemned those Euro-
peans ‘who had sided with the Africans against the
Passes. He said he™did not mind if the Afiicans pro-
tested against what they regarded as oppression.  But
he secmed to be very cross about the fact that \Vhite
women had joined Black women against the \Vhite-
imposed Passes. The Minister revealed that type of
mentality which is the bane of South African politics.
Firstly, he failed to realise that underlying this coun-
try's problems is a fundamental -conflict of values and
not, as he would like to believe, the contlict of race. [t
is not every White person who hates or fears the man
of colour; nor does every man of colour bate or fear
every White person.  As a matter of fact more and
more permanent friendships and other bridges of ac-
cord are being built across the race barrier to bring
Black and \White closer together as both human beings
and lellow countrymen.

The Minister secs everything from the perspective
of race.  And. anything which threatens to show that
there are more reliable criteria by which to assess
human worth than race is, in the Minister's view, wick-
ed in the extreme,

It is hardly surprising then, that the Minister
“spoke as ifit was a disreputable thing for White women
to take sides with Africau women,  For our part we
think it was a jolly good thing that \White women tool
their courage in their hands and marched side by side
with the African women to Pretoria. There are too
many White South Africans who sit down and do little
to oppose the evil which is apartheid, very largely be
cause it does not harm them in the way that it hurts
the man of coloug.  \Vhen some White people rise up
aud take their side firmly on the side of the oppressed,
that gives us hope in the Greater South Africa.  Only
when we have more \White men and women taking a
similar stand by the side of more Black men and women
will this couutry really be on the road to the promis.ng

future that could be ifs own. -

There is a second factor in the Minister's mientality
which is to be regretied. By decrying “the fact that
\White women sided with African women he implies
that what has bcen done by a Whiteman agdinst a
Black mnan must not be regarded by a fellow \Whiteman
as cvil.  Thatis a terribic proposition.  But terrible”
thinking is part and parcel of the evil called apartheid.
People think terribly und say terrible things where
race is the beginning and end of all virlue,

For our part we sec nothing but disaster for all if this
sort ol thinking continucs unchecked. Ve would like
to urge morc and more Europeans, Indians, Coloureds
and Africans to disregard the colour line; to make
friends across the race barrier and to “work hand in
hand together in every sphere; to do this with greater
determination and courage—for only in doing this lies
salvation for them all.

The Suez Canal is about 103
miles Jong It was built by a
company in which the French
had the majiny of shares, Its
headquarters ate 1n Fraoce. The
British were originally given the
opporiunity to participate actively
in digging the Canal, They
doubred jf the scheme ‘would be
feasible and cons'quently de-
cliped to uondertake the job
Subsequently the Feench® under-
1ok the digging and completed it
i 1869.

Tune Csnal Company has a
Bowd ul Durectors, 21 of whom-

are Frencb; 10 British and 1
Dutch. The biggest user of the
Canal is, of coutse, Britain.

The question this raises is:
How did Britain gain so much
influence when she had refused
to join in the undertaking to
Build the Sazz Capal? Part of the
explanation has to be found in
historical and part in political
developments  in Egypt since
1869.

In 1875 the Khedive (the
Tuckish title of the head of the
Egyptian State) got into financial
difficulties. He had 176,602
shares out of a tatal of 400,000 in
the Suez Canal Company. He
sold these to Britain. lnternal
unrest developed in Ezypt in
1882. Britain intervened to re:
store peage. It was said at the
time that occupation would be
only fot a time. But British
troops remained on Egyptian soil
until only a vety shott while ago.

OPINION

This placed Britain in the posi-
tion of tremendous influence
over the course of events in
Lgypt and strengthened  her
position pis avis the Canal.

Io 1888 a conference of inter-
ested Powers mezt in Constanti-
nople and signed the Constanti-
nople Treaty. This guaranteed
the neutraluy of the Canal The
Powers agreed that the Suez
Canal should ‘‘always be free and
open, in time of war as in time of
peace, to every vessel of com-
merce or of war, without dis:
tinction of flag.” )

Dresident Nasser regards this as
an adequate safeguard for the
interests of the nations using the
Canal. But his case is seriously
weakened by two developments
after the Constantinople Conven-
tion. In 1898 Spain was at war
with the United States. Her
ships were not allowed to pass
through the Canal on their way
to the Philippine Islands which
then belonged to Spain,  During
the two world wars enemy ship-
ping could hot use the Capal be-

cause Brita’h was the dominant

influence in Egpt.

African Women Protest Against Passes

Marcned To Union Buildings, But Told
 Prime Mipister+ “Not In.

AN estimated 20,000 women stood for half an hour with thumbsg
taised as a mark of protest in the Union Buildings amphitheatre
in Pretoria , after they had tried to convey their protests against the
cartying of reference books to the Prime Minister Mr. Strydom.

Nine leader$ of the buge gather-
ing —some European, but mainly
Native, Indian and Coloured—
were refused permission to eater
the Unlon Buildings and the doors
were locked against them.

* After discussion between Mss, *

Helen Joseph, one of the leaders,
and the Goorkeepers, ' five women
were eventually allowed in. They
went to Mr. Sitijdom's private
secretary, who told them the
Prime Minister ““was not inl”

When the five women seached
the Prime Minister’s office, they
gave Mr. Keyser massive bundles
of protest forms.

This afternoon's proceedings
were the climax to a day in which
thousands of women streamed
into the capital from many parts
of the Union.

Eatlier, police searched the
winding stairways, lifc shafts.and
rooms in the vicinity of the Prime
Minister’s suite. Special Branch
men were in evidence and photo.
graphs were taken  There were
uo incidenty,

"The leaders ‘of the women stood
out in ‘green blouses, asd there
were gay splashes of colour irom
a frw in tribal-dress, notably from
thé Eastern Province. =

Native, Indian and Colouted
women walked from the Native
bus terminus in the eentre ,of
Pretoria in small groups

Traiuloads of women arrived
from Johanaesburg, and from the
station boarded buses ifto town,
There was no suggestion of a
march or a procession.,

When they reached the lower
lawns of the Union Buildings they
sat down quietly, and taok out
their sandwiches, buns and cold
drinks and refresbed themselves.”

As each women entered the
turnstile to the grounds of the
Union Buildings, she was handed
a copy of the protest, which she
signed and handed back to one
of the leaders,

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by the Port Elizabeth branches of
the Federation of South African
Women and the African National
Congress Women's League.

Justice Unlimited? °

WE envy Dr, J. F. J. van Rens-

burg the touching faith in
mankind in general and his Gov-
ernmeant in particular which must
underlie his ringing assurance
this week that if he felt the Group
Areas Act was not “aimed’ im-
partially at all elements of the
population he would have nothing
to 'do with it. By a conscious
effort we can imagine the Group
Areas Act as theoretically con-
ceived to operate without favour
or prejudice to any race group.
But we find it difficult to share
Dr. Van Rensburg's belief that
this law could ever be so applied.
Perhaps it might bolster our fail-
ing faith if Dr. Van Rensburg, as
chairman of the Group Areas in-
quiry in the Peninsula, would
undertake to provide a‘reckoning,
when the Group Areas plan has
been carried out in full, showing
that no one race group has been
penalized more than another by
the application of the Act.. In
the meantime be might draw up
an interim balance sheet to dis-
abuse us of our impression that
in its application so far the Act
has  already weighed heavily
agains't the various non-White
groups,

Can Dr. Van Rensburg also
guarantee that no municipality,
no matter what the pressure
brought to bear by its White
ratepayers, will put forward
Group Areas proposals unduly
prejudiced in  favour of the
Whites? Recalling the eagerness
with which the town councils of
Nylstroom, Nelspruit, Lyden-
burg, {White River and Rusten-
burg tried to get their Indian
communities banished to remote
sites outside their boundaries,
and the enthusiasm with which
Bellvill seized on what it saw as
an opporfunity to gét rid of ity
Coloured people, we will under-
stand if Dr. Van Rensburg feels
hesitant on this point. We would
not press him too hard. either,
for any assurance that other
White communities, like that re-
presented by the Huguenot Be-
sk:rmingsbond at Paarl, will not
react indignantly when the Act
threatens to “turn against’’ them.

A Victory For
Bigotry

PART from being a victory

for bigatry and race prejudice,
the decision to deny Mr. Nokwe,
a Native barrister, the right to
occupy chambers in a city build-
ing housing all the other adva-
cates, helps to reveal apartheid
for the fraud it is—a docttine
which purports to provide non.
Whites with all the oppertunities
they desire, but which in fact
denies them facilities of fully
realizing their 2im. ‘There is as
yet no law to prevent Natives
from becoming barristers; in fact,
Government propagandists de-
light in telling the outside world
of those who qualify, and hold
them up as “proof” of the bene-
volence of apartheid’s protagon-
ists.  But at the some time a law
is iovoked which makes it ex-
tremely  difficult for them to
operate effectively, and places
them at a serious disadvantage
with other professional men.

In the present case the bareis-
ter concerned has been told to
try to find accommodation *“in
one of the municipal Native re-
sidential areas’’—the kind of site.
and-seavice suggestion to which
the Government so often bag
recourse. - But Mr. Nokwe is not
practising in a residéntial area:
he appears in courts in the city
and must have access to all those
facilities advocates need. ‘The
very least the Government can
do, If they persist in their stub-
born injustice, is to provide
teasonable accommodation near
the courts for Native advocates.

“The Government bave, in
terms of the Natives (Urban
Areat) Act and the Group Areas
Act decided that Mr, Nokwe is
not to practise among European
advocates,

do not agree. We are makipg
-arrangements to see Dr, Ver.
woerd to ex3lain our attitude,”
