Group Changes

ship now.
These members are not
. antagonistic to Mr. Swart,
who has long been indenti-
fied with the Strijdom-Ver-
woerd group in the Party,
But they argue that he will
not be able to remain in
‘office very long. He is the
most senior Cabinet Minis-
ter and had considered re-
tiring from public life be-
fore the election.
A sitvation has arisen
therefore where Nationalist
members are using the same

. argument’in support of and
in opposition to NMr. Swart
—the argument that he will
be only a temporary Party
Leader.

Those favouring his elec-
tion believe that Dr. Ver-
woerd, who they planshould
succeed Mr. Swart, would
be able to use the additional
time to consolidate his posi-
tion in the Party and break
down the opposition of re-
bellious group like Donges
followers and the National-
ist intellectuals.

Those urging Dr. Ver-
woerd to stand immediately
for election instead of allow-
ing Mr. Swart a limited
period in Office argue that
leadership changes are un-
settling to the Party and
that another change in a
few years would *“retard the
progress of the Party.”

They fear too that given
time and a change in the
present political climate, Dr.
Donges, Cape Leader and
“outsider” in" the Prime
Minister stakes may muster
sufficient support to make
a serious bid for the Pre-
mietship. ’

- Malanites

At present it is’ difficult
to assess Dr. Donges’s
strength in the Party caucus
which will, according to
the Nationalist constitution,
have to make the choice of
the new Leader. It seems
certain however that he has

only a minority following.
Dr. Donges is the most
influential disciple of Doc-
tor Malan in Parliament,
The election of Dr. Ver-
woerd or Mr. Swart to
the leadership will further
weaken the influence of the
Malan group in the Darty.

M HE “Rand Daily Mail” reports that for the second |
consecutive week “Die Kerkbodg," official organ of
the Dutch Reformed [Church, this weelk urges the

South African Broadcasting Corporation to counter radio

propaganda reaching the Union from other countries.

In an editorial in last
week’s issue the Rev. C, B*
Brink, deputy-leader of the
church in the Transvaal,
said that the transmitters of
Moscow, Tokio, Cairo and
Beirut were broadcasting
propaganda telling  the
200,000,000 people of Africa
what to do and think.

The S.A.B.C. had only
one 20-kilowatt transmitter
directed at Africa. Through
its rediffusion service it
reached only about 60,000
Africans in and around Jo-
hannesburg.

“If more must be paid
for our .radio service to
counteract this propagandz
from outside and to safe-
guard Christianity and civi-
lization for the future, this

must be done.”

- turning-point not only in Africa’s history but also in the
relations between Black and White,

The free States of Africa have made up theit mind
to give backing to the revolt against White domination
from the Cape to Cairo. This is bound to give terrific
momentum to African nationalism on the one hand and,
on the other, to’intensify feelings of solidarity among the
peoples of Africa. In the long run this, give wise leader-
ship, could enable the peoples of Africa to make positive
contributions towards world peace,

The Accra assembly is important a]so because it is

a tlear counterblast to the Afro-Asian Peoples’ Solidarity,

tonference which now has permanent offices in Cairo to
put across Africa the’ Moscow line. Russia and China
have entered Alrica with the obvious intention of forcing
the pace of events in the direction of an armed clash be-
tween Black and \White over race oppression. They
would lose nothing themselves from such a war., On the
contrary they could gain 2 lot.  Ghana and the other in-
depenient African States would be deeply involved in it
and in the ensuing chaos all sorts of things could happen.

In a sense, then, the initiative to influence the course

ol events in Africa “has slipped into Sino-Soviet hands.
(Apartheid has played no small part in helping the com-
munists in this respsct. Union Buildings is absolutely
powerless to do anything to alter the direction taken by
events.) It has been left to Dr, Nkrumah and the heads
of free African States to devise a way ‘whereby the
peoples of the continent might be shown a'better short-
cut to real liberty than what Moscow and Peking pre-
scribe.

For this reason, if the Nationalist gov;:rnment
genuinely wants the friendship of the African peoples it
will show goodwill towards the Accra conlerence and
make positive moves to prave that real friendship is being
sought. In ather words,. Union Building will have to
choose between Accra and Cairo. South Africa cannot
afford to become a permanent stumbling block to every
move in Africa towards freedoin for the Black man.

If the Accra conference will be a test for the Union
Government, it will bring‘the African National Congress
also to the crossroads. The gentlemen in Cairo like the
Freedom Charter and “New Age" always has a: very kind
word for themn. The gentlemen in Accra have little rea-
son to like the Frecedom Charter and they do _not ob-
viously like the methods favaured in Cairo.

Against this background Gandhism could be a real

In winning this iwmportant
victory for themselves the Basuto
have also struck an important
blow against apartheid on our
bebalf. Verwoerd says we shall
apptoach representative govern-
ment say in another hundced
years and that if this happened
this side of the year 2,000 there
would be a bloodbath, His
argument in support of his con-
tention is that we are bacbarians
who must be shepherded (and
exploited in the meantime) by
the men of apartheid until we
can stand on our feet. The
Basuto bave shown that the
African does not peed ts wait
for Verwoerd to see the truth in
better light- before he can win
freedom for himself. From here
we can ask all the men of apart-
heid, the bright Sabra intellectuals
included: What iz it which the
Basuto possess which the Afri-
cans of the Union do not have
and which justifies the oppression
of the latter?

Rebuff

The Basuto have helped our
cause also in another direction;
By their wise diplomacy they
were able to move the British
government, which! was in a
visible difficulty, in the ditection
where it administered a firsts
class rebuff to White South
Africa and showed that even
within Southern Africa Britain
will not bother herself much
about,what Strijdom has to say,

It would be a fine thing if the
men of apactheid felt a little
chastened by events in Basuto-
land. They bave lost a2 lot of
ground, not only in the Free
World but also within the Com-
monwealth and inside Africa.
Basutoland  bas shown that if
they continue to bury their heads
io the sand, not omly will the
world move forward without
them, but that Africa herself
will leave them behind.

I decided to wait for some more
time rather than jump to con-
clusions, Aftera while I noticed
that considerable efforts got us
into the colder waters and a
little relaxation somewhere at
this point drifted us back into
the warmer water, but the shores
of the Grert Natuna remained
just as distant. Hallucinations I
ruled oul, The final conclusion

drawn was that a powerful cold-
water current ran in the neigh-
bourhood of the great Natuna,
So, I szid to Dikshit ané he
agreed with me.

Over four hours of struggle
had yielded no ground-—or,
rather, no water. We were
bardly making any headway.
Dikshit said despairing, “Karnik,
let us float and rest. We are
getting nowhere.”” 1 waondered
if we were tiring ourselves with-
out any gain  Perhaps ultimately
we might remain afloat, exhaust-
ed. To remain afloat effortlessly
was very inviting-—but danger-
ous. We might get inta the
colder water currents. I pre-
sumed that these colder currents
must be leading out into the
open sea.

Besides I knew that movement
of the limbs kept even the fero-
cious variety of fish away. Whilst
energy was still available with us,
I did not want to become an
eazy prey to the monsters of the
deep. Considering all this, I
s2id to Dikshit, “Having been
spared from the aircraft, it is no
use dyieg now. I will only stop
when I reach an island. If you
are tired you take some rest,
But please do not ask me to stop,
I will drag you ta the  istand.”
We both felt extremely tired by
now. Dikshit suggested, “Let
us sleep for some time, each in
turn.” Admirably good idea, I
thought Then, on
thoughts, 1 rejected the idea,
There was a danger of passing
into cama Without telling this
to Dikshit, I told him to sleep
while I remained awake and
watchful. But sleep was impos-
sible for him in that moment
when our very life hung in a
balance. The best he jcould do
was to lie there—motionless, re-
lax bis muscles and Jtry (oot to
think of anything. With the
least possiblelnoise I kept moving
my right arm only; eased out my
feet to give them a break. I
moved at a snail’s pace, gently
dragging Dikshit along with me.
He asked, “Arec you swimming,
Karnik?"” “No, Dickie,” I an-
swered, “Not swimming, just
trying to move withj one arm,
You take some more Orest, I
can't step now. I will only stop
when we hitland.” I had barely
finished saying this when Dik.
shit, with renewed vigour, even
against protestations, started on
the journey again.

While summing, I wondered
from where we got such energy,
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With no sleep, food or water
what we were doing amazed me.

Asked to do such endurance
swimming under normal condi-
tions—by normal conditions I
mean given proper food and rest,
with people to reside around—I
would have given up long before.
The answer to the riddle was the
will to live. Never before had
I thought the will to live to be
S0 glrong as to surmount such
terrible odds.

We were swimming forwards
and backwards, We were not
strong enough to break through
the powerful water current’
There wag a little hope of reache
ing land. Swimming was ex-
tremely painful. To lay afloat,
idle, was tempting. Yet there
was not the slightest desire to
do so. Dikshit said, “It will be
a pity to die now, once we have
got away alive from the aircraft.”
Isaid to him, “It will be very
sad, indeed. But I am confident
that our energies will last at least
till sunrise, and by then there is
bound to be some help.” }

The time was about 9 30 pm,
To keep us swimming till next
day’s sunrise, meant about nine
more hours of life-and-death
struggle, should any help come
by then. Hope for help we
must, and yet be not tos optis
mistic, to expect it sooner than
it would come. We must also
be prepared for the hard, cold
possibility that 2an aerial search
might be carried out in some
wrong locatioom, leaving us tg
our ultimate destiny.

I was trying to be optimistic
about our strength to persevere,
Dikshit was hopeful of a rescue,
He said, “I hope some search
airplane comes soon.”” And what
thrill we had, what hopes, when
we beard the unmistakable drone
of a distant airplane. Dikshit’s.
face brightened up with joy
Perbaps we would scon be back
to humanity-—meet our relatives,
friends and well-wishers., How
anxiously must they be waiting!
Hoping against hope that we
should be back This must be
the wish of the relatives and
friends of every crew member
and passenger io the dircraft,
The droning sound grew louder,
and soon right overhiead, we saw
the red and blue wing-tip lights
of the air plane, The airplane
bad two additional red lights on
its belly and this indicated that
it was on a special flight. In
the pitch darkaesy around, the
only visible light for thejairplane
was the light from Dikshit’s life
jacket.

The airplane, we expected,
would circle around or come
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down®idoking for survivors. It
did nothing of the sort,’and flew
away straight in the north east-
ern dirdction. We both felt
bitter at our miserable , mis.
fortune and were annoyed that
the airplane should have gone
away without even encircling
once. 1 was amazed that Dik-
shit’s life jacket light was * so
completely distegarded. In sheer
bitterness, 1 said to DiEshit,

But even the twittering could not
lessen the penl represted by the
leaking' life-jacket., We~ bastily
searched around for the air leak
and traced it at a point where the
compressed air bottle was con-
nected to the jacket through a
valve. To prevent the air leaking
out sooner, with my left palm I
covered and pressed on the leak-
ing spot. This was an extra
burden on my energy. I had to
choose between preventing the
leak or blowing in oftener. I
could not ¢ompletely stop- the
leak this way,, Only .the interval
extended between blowing.

I had half 2 mind of suggesting
Dikshit of changing our intended
destination and swim in the oppo-
site direction towards the island
with the big hill.

- Into Electricity

HE Prime Minister’s visit
to Khanopur, three miles
from Delhi, marked the suce
cessful conclusion of an experi-
ment that a team of American

epgineers had been conducting irrigation remains constant and .

The central feature of this
experiment, which its sponsors
are confident will (acilitate the
task of rural reconstruction, is
a specially designed generator
to convert bullock power into
electricity. The electrity thus
generated can be used torun a
small workshop and for light-
ing streets and homes,

This machina is fitted.on top

of o well end is driven by .

bullocks. At present 8 bullocks
nre needed to operate it. But
the American engineers are sure
that the aumber can be reduced
to four as they get trained
This crucial aspect of the ex-
periment has still to be proved,

. Down below in the well is
initalled a nesw type of pump
by which bullocks can lift at
least twice as much water as
by a Persian Wheel,

The generator and the pump
would cdst bétween Re. 25,000
and Rs. 30,000 to manufacture
in Indir, The cost could be
reduced to Rs. 15,000 in case of
mass manufacture,

One ol the engineers said
that on a three crop basis the
pump would help irrigate yo0
acres of land, The generator
would produce 4.5 kw. of
power, which would be enough
to ruo a small workshop during
the dey and light the bomes
and streets in the eveniog.

Equally ioteresting is the
brick kiln, which will produce
bricks = to 70 as hard as those
produced by the traditional
India methods, They will ad-
mit four to.five per cent moise
ture apainst 72 to 5 per cent
of the bricks now in use in the
capital, They can be used for
paving streets snd constructiog
roadr.

Sioce the well in which the
pump is fitted can supply only
100 gallons & minute & tank
has been built and coopected
with the well so that the pump
is properly fed. The eogineers
have put up a reservoir inside
the village which can store
24,000 gallons of water for

drinRing purposes. Pipes will
be laid to different parts of the
village so that the residents
can draw their supply.

To enjure that the supply of

dependahle, a huge task has"
been built near the well from
where the water will be chane
nelled to the fields. This re-
servoir has a capacity of
540,000 gallons eguivalent to
20 mcre-incher,

The Congress “saw no reason
for the AMinister taking this
power of veto to himself,
except that he desired nothing
which concerns the education
of Africans to be outside bhis
control”? The unanimous ree
solution of the Congress con-
tinued, *'this step is regarded as
a curtailment of the powers of
the City Council of Johannes=
burg over n matler which is
essentially ‘domestic to itself."’

University Apartheid

The Assembly unoanimously
agreed to a resolutiopn svhich
said that the overwhelming
weaight of evidence presented
to the Commission of Enquiry
from the Upiversity of Apart-
bheid legislation *bas been an
indictment of most of the
stated aims and content of the
legislation,”

The Congress welcomed the
criticism’ expressed by the Afri
kaans medium Universities that
the Bill would destroy aca.
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demic freedom and could not
promote Colleges of University
standiog,

It noted, however, that the
policy of the Departments of
Native Affairs and Education
“"is widely at variance with the
desires of theso academicians,
and in total conflict with fhe
evidoacq, presented by aca-
demicians, students apd or-
ganisations who are opposed to
the priociple of the Bill as
well as its details,” .

Nkrumah Warns

R. KWAME NKRUMAH,
Prime Minister of Ghana,
who is nearing the end of his
New York visit, last week
called on representatives of the
Afro.Asian nations to use their
strength “‘to help bridge the
gulf which separates states into
ideological blocs.”

Dr, NErumah, who was dress.
edina coloudul predommantly
yellow robe, said that it might
be possible to persuade the big
powers “which today waste a
large part of their substance on
armaments” into submerging
their differences into one great
programme designed to belp
the less developed and less
privileged peoples of the warld.
